· Phonetics vs. Phonology
· Phonology tends to be more abstract, while Phonetics tends to be more concrete
· Phonetics; 
· Is (as much as possible) about concrete physical properties about speech sounds, their production, and their acoustics. Can be analysed and observed with scientific methods and can be measured.
· Still remains large difficulty in knowing how someone talks/ how speech is produced
· When put in laboratories people suddenly don’t talk the same (similar to audio-monitoring??)
· Phonology;
· The way that the sounds of speech are organised and then deployed within the unique system of a language.
· Two languages with the same sounds can use these segments in very different ways.
· [l] vs [dark l]
· English contrasts them as they have specific different places in words (lip vs. full) 
· French only has [l] no matter where in the word (pool vs. poule)
· Russian can use both l’s in the same place, but as minimal pairs
· (English) contrasts aspirated vs. non-aspirated plosives in different parts of the words
· Pot vs. spot vs. top
· If you isolated spot and removed the [s] native speakers of English would hear bought
· If the word ending in [p] is the last thing said, then the [p] commonly goes unreleased
· Particularly interested in the contrasts of a language that it uses to distinguish different morphemes.
· Phonetic Inventory			Phonological Inventory
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· Things like [+/- round] are phonologically correct, but phonetically wrong. It skips over describing how it is produced
· Each vowel has a different degree of rounding or spreading, and most are plain neutral (in English).
· To capture the contrast or distinction that English makes, it is enough to say [+/- round], but not phonetically. Phonetics uses (spread/neutral/rounded) to DESCRIBE the sounds production.
· Phonology is Binary (two): two options: essentially +/-
· Phonetics is n-ary (number): a whole bunch of different degrees. Hugely variable.
· A Consonant is NOT a kind of letter: It is a kind of sound
· Subfields of Phonetics
· Articulatory 
· Where you put your tongue and your lips to say different sounds
· How articulation occurs
· Acoustic
· The physical nature of the noise that we produce
· The way in which the manipulation of our articulators makes this array of sounds
· Auditory
· How to develop the ear to hear the difference in fine phonetic differences
· Applied
· Deals with second language teaching, communication disorders, speech pathology
· The Speech Chain
· The idea of the chain is that it links together. We consider, and need to consider, when we talk about speech: the production of the sound, the generation of certain sounds by the speaking human, the propagation of the sounds through the air, the arrival of the sounds to the hearer, and through the ear the transition of the sound waves into nerve resources, that travel into the brain for decoding. 
· The difference between Speech and Language
· Language; 
· Is a human faculty
· Involves grammatical knowledge of many levels
· Speech
· Specifically the output of the sound
· You cannot produce speech without knowing language
· You can be equipped with language, but not with speech
