· Canadians have a rhotic /r/
· The apical flap/tap can be rhotic or non-rhotic

· Middle part of your oral cavity is blocked and air is going over the sides
· Lateral approximant is the most common in European languages
· Lateral fricative
· Approximant
· Getting close (between articulators)
· But not close enough to create a fricative or a obstruent
· [h] 
· Fricative 
· Heat
· Like a whispered vowel
· In heat you’re pronouncing the [i] vowel whispered and then non-whispered
· French has a hard time with [h] because of the idea of the “h-aspire”
· French borrowed some words from Germanic languages
· i.e. <le hiboux> not <l’hiboux>
· produce a glottal stop between the two to differentiate them
· the harder they try to make an ‘h-aspire’ the harder it is to make one
· because they believe that it’s similar to a glottal stop
· the instruction to whisper the h is much more accurate
· voiced [h]
· essentially a breathy voiced [h]
· The reason for so many types of fricatives is that the different places that your articulators can be placed alter the acoustic sounds more readily and accessibly than differences in plosives.
· More than half the languages of the world have pitch that can change the meaning of the word
