· Make associations between segments and another modality in order to remember them easier
· Standard description of a consonant
· Voicing
· Place 
· Manner
· i.e. voiceless – bilabial – fricative 
· Sometimes profoundly hearing impaired individuals may use pulmonic ingressive as they haven’t realized that it only occurs in one direction
· Glottalic is second most common
· Glottalic Ejectives are marked by an apostrophe’
· Never voiced
· Glottalic Implosives
· Appears to be always voiced
· Four of the combinations are used in human speech
· Pulmonic egressive 
· Glottalic egressive
· Glottalic ingressive
· Velar ingressive (clicks)
· Cardinal Vowels
· The ones around the outmost of the vowel quadrilateral
· Front cardinals are not rounded
· Back cardinals are rounded
· Front vowels being unrounded and back ones being rounded is considered to be cardinal because:
· They are the most common
· In  languages that have both, typically a child would learn the unrounded front vowel before the rounded front vowels.
· Order of learning
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Suggests that the unrounded one is a bit more primary in order of development
· Front vowels – palate
· Back vowels – velum
· This is represented by the highest point on the tongue
