· Not the same as Diphthongs
· Diphthongs
· Use a ligature connecting the two vowels to show that they are not separate nuclei

· Standard form is (with the ligature mark)

· ʊɪ	cow
· These sound different in open versus closed syllables
· i.e. cow vs about have the same diphthong
· quality changes particularly in a closed syllable that’s closed by a voiceless consonant
· Stress
· Prominence
· AKA salient or salience
· Phonetic variable
· Can make a syllable or word prominent by saying it louder, slower, more precisely pronounced, longer, etc.
· What you notice, not necessarily consciously 
· Grammatical function
· Some languages don’t show a function at all
· When it is called stress if is at the level of the syllable/word
· Prominence applied to different syllables
· You can have a word with two syllables with different levels of stress
· Can affect the meaning of the word
· i.e. in’cite vs ‘insight
· proves that stress provides a phonological rule
· You give different amounts of stress to different syllables so to differentiate words
· English makes heavy use of this
· Getting this wrong makes for the inability to comprehend someone
· Stress is phonemic (in English)
· Stress is not phonemic in French
· Slightly wrong stress isn’t going to do anything except give you an accent, it will not make it incomprehensible
· Halfway between no usage and predictable usage
· Last syllable unless the last syllable is reduced or has a devoiced syllable and then it goes penultimate 
· A language can have prominence but not stress
· Stress covers prominence used in a specific grammatical way
· Prominence is the act
· How do languages use stress?
· Some don’t
· Cannot be phonemic
· Does not distinguish words
· Some have predictable stress
· “If a signal is predictable it doesn’t tell you anything you don’t know” – information theory
· Need to get it right to sound like a native speaker, but not to be understood
· Most Germanic languages are like this, and English would have been but there is much too much vocabulary now
· Mostly-predictable, but has a small number of words that will predict the meaning
· German
· Stress is phonemic
· English
· Mostly due to its history
· If you say the whole sentence and get the stress wrong in every word it ruins comprehend ability
· Spanish

· No reduction of vowels in unstressed syllables
· If a syllable is completely unstressed it goes to schwa, if even shorter it can become a syllabic consonant
· Under secondary stress /I e u o/ (the somewhat diphthongized vowels) become simple (not diphthongized) vowels
