· Any time it is initial in the stressed syllable on its own
· Kate – yes	Skate – no 
· Pay special attention to the schwa
· Occurs in unstressed syllables – in a normative/idealized English variety
· Not necessarily true in other languages
· Schwa does not mean unstressed in other languages
· Midterm

· 1 – prominence (what’s happening phonetically)
· 2 – property of words (where does it fit into the grammar)
· When there is stress on a syllable	
· Tendency to be longer/ louder than if unstressed
· Pretty general across the world’s languages
· Tendency for the vowel quality to be more precise/ farther away from mid-central
· Applicable to English 
· Less stress, closer to mid-central
· More stress = less accommodation 
· Accommodation is Assimilation 
· Less stress on a syllable – the more the C and V’s are mushed together and less distinct
· More stress on a syllable – the more the sounds are completely articulated and distinct 
· Speech Dynamics (labelled chapter 6)
· Common historic situation where there is the switching back and forth between the following situations
· [Vowel]   [Nasal]   [Vowel]
· [Vowel]   [Nasal]   [Plossive alpha place]   [Vowel]
· Eg) 	home   vs.   hombre
· Eg)	Donner   vs.   thunder
· Eg)	Chamber   vs. camera (meaning room)
· Easiest way to look at this is as if a sounds was added that wasn’t previously there, or that they lost a sound (if in opposite direction)
· Losing the plosive doesn’t really save you anything in terms of articulators, and adding one doesn’t really add anything
· Look at it as though before and after the change you maintain the same articulators that were there before
· The difference is when the vpp (Velopharyngeal port) is opened or closed
· In bambab the vpp closes before the lips are opened
· In bamab the vpp closes after the lips are opened
· Both words follow the same pattern for vpp opening and lip opening
· All movements are still there
· [bookmark: _GoBack]It is timing that is different
· *note, his ‘Segmentation’ handout shows the first /a/ as being closed in one and open in the other, but both should show a gradient from closed to open
