· Voiceless sounds has no vibration – vocal folds are held close together but not close enough for vibration or open enough for whispering
· Posterior ends of the vocal folds are attached to the arytenoid cartilages 
· Speech Dynamics (not on midterm)
· Hypospeech
· Less than
· Less targets are reached or attained
· Undershoot where you go to reach for something but you get pulled back before reaching it
· Hyperspeech
· More than
· More targets are reached and fulfilled
· Clearer, louder, more precise 
· Vary our precision based on communicative needs
· Speed
· Sometimes you can get on so quickly with the message that it’s not transmitted
· Understanding 
· You want for your message to be understood by the interlocutor 
· Certain amount of social rules/formality of speech
· Use hyperspeech more than we actually need to
· Formality rules seem to be much stricter in French than in English
· Diglosia 
· Social rules are different from hypo/hyperspeech.
· They may dictate that in situations you should be more of one versus the other, but they are not equivalent 
· It is normal that you can speak more carefully and precisely and normal that you can speak more sloppily 
· Inefficient to pronounce each thing with enormous precision 
· (Accommodation) A given sound may share a gesture with either the sound after or before
· If they are very different it normally finds a compromise and isn’t quite one or the other
· [bookmark: _GoBack]This doesn’t cause communication issues
· First sounds to note – don’t usually transcribe this difference in English (allophonic)

· Coop [k]
