Microtubules

· Hollow, straw-like structures; break relatively easily; function more in a cell like a tentpole than a rope; have a long straw-like structure where cell membrane is draped over it; provides support for the cell; much more rigid structure
· Like microfilaments, are extremely dynamic

· Cytoplasmic microtubules are dynamic; broken down and built up; form networks

· Axnomenal; stable; arrays form and stay;
