The French Revolution
· France before revolution:
· three estates divided society (Clergy, Nobility, Peasants)- issue of taxation
· fiscal problems: war and debt, military expansion. Lack of central banking, selling of titles and offices
· agricultural problems: poor harvests, landlord privileges, hunting and fishing rights resented: Two bad harvests two consecutive years prior to the beginning of the revolution led to the beginning of the uprising. Too much taxation and not enough food. People went hungry. Peasants were not allowed to enter certain lad since it belonged to the clergy or nobility so they could not enter forests or rivers 
· Royal family: Kings interests and lack thereof & wife’s extravagance: Kings wife was having an open affair and was not discreet about it. It undermined the authority of the king as it is seen as the king not being able to control his wife. 
· Issues of taxation since nobility and clergy did not pay them thus leaving everyone else to support the kingdoms. Clergy and nobility have similar interests
· Government had been spending more money than it had. 
· A central bank lends money to state and takes loans that can be passed over even when monarchs died. 

· Meeting of the Estates General: 
· - Limits power of the king? Desire for greater political roles
· - Issue of voting by estates or by head?
· Issue of voting is sensitive because it creates a situation in which the poor people may play an important role in the grand scheme of things
· Cahiers de doleances (Notebooks of grievances) 
· The meeting of many people come together to write down their grievances and together their collective emotion boils over
· A mob effect ensues when the grievances are sent to paris and are not read
· Meets May 5th, third estate immediately alienated 
· king does not meet with third estate members and this also adds to the emotion of anger
· June 17th, third estate declares itself the national assembly and claims sovereignty 
· Peasants declare their own independence from the state. 
· June 20th, tennis court oath
· Took an oath to not disband and to persist for their freedom
· Louis’ concession never enough
· King see’s he is not going to settle the unrest and decides to negotiate, and as a result the peasants see a weakness and keep asking for more and more. 
· National assembly redefines itself as constituent assembly and starts drafting a constitution
· Declaration of the rights of man and the citizen :
· Individual freedom and civic equality 
· Equal forms of punishment across all three social classes
· Sovereignty in the nation
· Peoples state not that of the king
· Wealth and social standing – 1790 hereditary titles abolished as were slavery and religious discrimination 
· Everybody who is born in france is born of an even plane however wealth still plays an influential factor
· Exclusion of women 
· Priest had to swear loyalty to the revolution – at least half refuse to do so
· Priests held a high form of power and had to seek out the help of the nobility which was loyal to the church and would have nothing of it. 
· Pope tells priests to not swear said oath

· Constitutional Monarchy (1791)
· King in charge only of foreign policy and in command of army
· Resistance to the revolution starts in summer of 1791 – nobles and clergy flee, no consensus of on new society 
· Political clubs; mobilization of the mob; no censorship
· King attempts to flee – undermines the position of constitutional monarchies and republic is declared 

· The republic and the committee of public safety 
· Deal with internal and external threats
· Prussian and Austrians (1792)
· Ties with the French monarchy. They feared and supported the monarchy and also took in the fleeing members of the French monarchy
· Jacobins gain control of constituent assembly – changes to calendar, dress and society 
· Levee en masse and use of martial law
· Mobilize everybody to stop threats. 
· Reign of terror – execution of king, judicial process sped up; 2596 Parisians alone killed in the terror
· In search of people opposing or threatening the revolution
· National assembly asks committee to take responsibility for its actions – power struggle; Robespierre loses
· 1792 is a critical year as internal conflicts plague the Jacobins rule





· Long Term effects of the French revolution
· New political polarization emerges: conservatives and liberals 
· Rise of nationalism 
· France seen as a threat by other monarchies 
· Issue of identity 
· Modern conceptionalization of identity 
Napoleon 
· Introduction
· Social mobility
· Use of publicity to create “Napoleonic Myth”
· Number of newspapers in paris goes from 73 to 13
· Form of censorship to remove companies who would tarnish his image
· November 1799 involved in coup to overthrow the directory 
· By 1804 had crowned himself emperor 

· The Concordat (1801)
· Form of social control 
· Church could no longer go back to restoration of monarchy and property claims
· Church forfeited land but received a wage as compensation 
· Catholicism declared “religion of the majority of the citizens of France”
· Church is meant to provide moral stability as backbone of society 
· Returned back to the Gregorian calendar, thus allowing the church to function as an institution again. People all agreed on days and when rituals should be done. 
· Church becomes part of  government bureaucracy; clerical salaries; calendar
· Popes authority suspended ex: reading papal bulls 
· Napoleon had to “okay” the word of the popes authority
· The state got to limit the voice of prominent figures 
· This is critical because that means that napoleons opinions can be passed to the people

· Building a Modern State
· Council of state: Finance, war, interior policy
· He needed people to make immediate decision in his leave of absence 
· Required people he trusted to act through him
· Economic reforms: Bank of france (1800); survey land; internal customs barrier; weights and measures; indirect taxes quadrupled
· Allows France to become one market for the first time
· Napoleon is spending a lot, encouraged pillaging: the French economy is dependent on taxation and stolen goods from conquered lands 
· Surveying people means that the government can assess property and land taxes by knowing who owns what 
· Internal barriers to trade are removed, different economic regions within the same country are removed
· Getting rid of these barriers makes for more movement of goods and services
· Standardized measures were not recognized and were different everywhere. Government intervened to ensure that ex: 1 pound = 1 pound, This guarantees that the quality of what your getting is accurate 
· Indirect taxes meant the taxation of necessary goods. Salt had to be purchased for the preservation of food, would be taxed. Alcohol and tobacco are addictive an, not necessarily a necessity, was taxed 
· Education – control of curriculum 
· A means by which to convince people that everything is going well
· Love of country is taught, the sense of nationalism to shape young minds 
· People were not taught anything that made people think France was bad
· Payoff to send kids to school, a means by which to move up the social ladder

· Napoleonic Code (1804)
· Uniform code of laws – equality; freedom of religion
· Law is the same everywhere across the land
· Family to protect social order – men control all family property and family in general 
· Conservative document and very economic (property based)
· Father controls wages, wife’s wages, children’s wages and property 
· Illegitimate children have no inheritance rights 
· Women lost certain rights like property rights and the right to witness or sign contracts thus taking away the opportunity for women to go into business 
· Applied to all parts of Europe under French control 

· Continental System (1806)
· Economic warfare
· Attempt to undermine British economy, since they never left their island and France could not beat them on the sea
· Create a blockade: make people stop trading with British, promising that France can provide the goods that Britain offered
· Enforcement difficulties 
· Britain did not collapse as they went elsewhere to give goods
· German principalities grow a German identity, as well as the British
· Early traces of modern nationalism 
· Alienates people in “allied” nations – spurs nationalism 





· Napoleonic Warfare
· C. 2million men serve in his army; percentage wise that is more than in WW1
· Use of artillery 
· Cannon 
· Road construction; lived off land
· Construction of roads means that Napoleon can move much faster 
· Bring nothing to war with you, take what you want from the people your invading 
· Conscription and patriotism; merit based promotions
· Offer rewards for those who survived their campaign by giving land upon retirement 
· Napoleon interacted with the common soldier 
· Evolution of the mass conscription army originates here 
· Merit based on performance, not on who you know  
· Disease kills more than combat 
· Gangrene and blood poisoning 
· State of medical knowledge in not sufficient to take care of soldiers

· Invasion of Russia (1812)
· Invades with 600,000 men – less than 50,000 return
· Russian casualties c. 200,000 men
· Russian strategy: retreat 
· Destroying villages in retreat to make French success difficult 
· Battle of Borodino – introduces age of cannon fodder
· Russian retreated at the end of first day and go past Moscow 
· Capture of Moscow (Sept 14) – Fire destroys city
· Winter
· Chasing Napoleon back across Europe
· Russians seek Napoleon in Paris and exiled him 

The Industrial Revolution
· Changing concepts of time and who controls it
· Job specialization and de-skilling
· Human costs were enormous 

· Factors that led to the industrial revolution 
· Demographic change – life expectancy rises; change in medicine; urban sanitation; end of Napoleonic war
· People dying as a result of infection life cholera by drinking dirty water
· People tried to find the origins of the infections and realized the contamination of water would lead to disease. People became more aware of their health. 
· Longer life expectancy meant more population 
· Less wars meant that men stayed home and had children as opposed to fighting 
· Agricultural change – more land under plow; consolidation of plots; new crops; production for the market
· Aristocrats and scholars became interested in agriculture
· As empires expand, they bring plants back from other places. If climate doesn’t work, how can they make it work 
· With the manufacturing of glass, greenhouses were created to compensate for the incompatible climate. 
· More land is being used for agriculture. 
· The crops with the greatest impact are potatoes and turnips. Overall potatoes don’t require a lot of labour, store for long periods of time; potatoes have a lot of calories and are a high energy food. Potatoes are often cheaper than bread. Offer people more energy for work
· Transportation – change landscape of Europe; train as symbol or progress and modernity; reduced costs; travel and leisure expands; steam boats
· People had limited horizons prior to industrial revolution 
· Railroads allowed people to farther to look for work without severing ties with families, they can go back
· The emerging railway in Britain cut the cost of goods by 2/3
· In Britain railway is funded by private investors and companies 
· Belgium, Northern Germany and France have similar conditions and want to build a railway fast. New banking structures in france are created to sustain and speed up the emerging railway network. 
· Other European countries see economic prosperity with a railway and seek to obtain the new technology 
· The physical landscape is altered should it be unacceptable for the conditions of a railway: in doing so, natural resources are discovered with plowing the land 
· All around rail networks where trains frequently stop, infrastructure is created around them to profit from the people staying: book kiosk, hotels etc… (to entertain and accommodate people) 
· Concept of time changes and people become more conscious of it 
· Train was a symbol of progress, showed what people were made of 
· Steam boats match the Railway

· Regional Imbalances
· Need for supply of labour
· Resources close to water
· Early factories need water to support the steam operated technology 
· Britain could rely on money and raw materials from colonies
· 1834 German customs union – included 80% of German states; try to coordinate economic activity 
· Early idea of coordinating economic activity for prosperity is present 
· Urbanization
· By mid19th century 50% of British population lived in towns
· Divisions within cities – by wealth; ethnicity; suburbs 
· Rich people did not live in smelly and unhealthy cities and lived in the suburbs. The further away you lived from work, the wealthier you were
· Who were the migrants
· Poor people, farming communities who didn’t own the land, people who came from large families, people sick of their families 
· Chain migration: migrate to some place where you already know someone who can give you temporary shelter and an opportunity for work 
· Allowed you to live with people with similar attitudes and customs
· Overstraining of city services
· Migration to north America – 1815-1850 five million Europeans leave for new world 

· What was it like to be a worker?
· Role of women and children – wage earning and prostitution 
· Women made 50% of a males salary and children earned 25% of what a male earned
· Some jobs were done better by children
· Mechanization and deskilling 
· Highly skilled individuals who took pride in their work were replaced with fast manufacturing and lower costs. Specialists were too expensive. The breakdown of the process is occurring and meant paying people less because they did not make the whole object, but just an aspect 
· Standard of living 
· More violence because people are unhappy. Owners who found a profit of the industrialization process were not going to let it go
· People were not happy 
· No labour legislation until 1833 in Britain and 1841 in France; enforcement issues 
· Life without security; seasonal layoffs and wage fluctuations
· No job security, long work hours, no maternity leave, no minimum wage standard
· Little beauty – unhealthy environment; infant mortality; contagious disease
· Bread staple of the diet 

· Europe after Napoleon: Diplomacy, ideology and the rise of the middle class  

· Congress of Vienna (1815)
· Austria, Russia, Prussia and Britain have goal of stopping spread of revolution and protecting monarchies
· Key Figures: Metternich and Tsar Alexander I
· Dominant figure (Metternich) in Austrian History 
· British attend but are distracted by conflicts in new world

· Redrew map of Europe – buffer around France, compensate everyone  
· Participants do not consult people inhabiting the borders when redrawing the map
· 
· Type of diplomacy
· Congress system
· Great powers agree to meet on an annual basis to speak on the past year
· In an attempt to avoid conflict
· Head towards collective diplomacy 
· Holy Alliance 
· Alexander I wanted this
· Wanted an alliance based on moral principle
· All monarchs to protect established borders, Christianity and the collective good

· Conservatism and Classical Liberalism 
· Conservative ideology: monarchies are the best form of government, religion and nobilities support monarchies
· Sovereignty from god and cannot be limited by man
· Liberalism attracts those left out of the political process (dissenters and middle class)
· Liberal Goals: expand franchise (but not to workers), free press, religious tolerance,   constitutional government 
· Get more people the right to work
· Workers are not “politically developed” 
· Free press to voice ideas. With monarchies censorship was enforced
· Constitutional government would guarantee that the voices of all social classes will be heard, unlike monarchies
· Laissez-Faire economics, belief in progress and science 
· Government to not get involved, except in transportation 
· Liberal-inspired revolts in Spain, Greece and Russia
· Romanticism – impact on arts, idea of national culture
· Sense of nationalism 
· The individual is no longer a certain as they were 
· Subject matter changes: people are thinking of themselves in new ways
· Should the borders of political states be formed on common culture, language and sense of community 

· The rise of the Middle Class
· Industrialization, Evangelical Christianity and urbanization 
· Social renewal projects, upper middle class volunteered for getting involved 
· Self-made man as new role model
· Middle class men do not inherit wealth. 
· Become an example for everybody else
· “if I drink less and work a little harder, I can achieve success
· Differences in East and west 
· Creation of “professions” – standardization, organizations, publication of researches
· Society needs administrators to do certain things
· British doctors form a medical association
· Setting standards for profession
· New respect for science. The sciences may resolve the industrialization issues and may lead to a better future. That one day they will figure it out, create a utopia
· Changes to structure of home life, family size, living spaces, modern conveniences
· Housing changed: more rooms equal more status/wealth 
· Separate bedrooms for children, separate cooking facilities, servants, diverse foods
· Working class did not have stoves and had to buy food with street vendors
· Wife not working means “you’ve made it”
· Wife has job to ensure proper upbringing of children
· Growth of education – new kinds of curricula 
· Reading, writing, science, basics of accounting 
· Business requires more people to process paperwork and requires different curriculum 
· Curriculum based more on science and practical use of knowledge 
· Public and Leisure activities – Charity, reading, music, sports and tourism
· Upper and middle-middle class gained free time and thus leisure is introduced
· Acceptable forms of leisure gets you social approval: reading, music/public choirs
· Healthy body to work more, stop drinking and substitute with something else: sports
· Industrialization brought the stuff needed to go on vacation 

· The 1848 Revolutions  
· Classic consciousness and Socialist thinking 
· 1820s and 1830s mutual aid societies 
· Workers banding together to pool their money for aid
· Idea of “we can’t rely on boss but on each other”
· Creates an identity 
· Utopian socialists (ex: saint-Simon; Fourier; Robert Owen) – history moves in cycles towards a better future
· Plot out idealized communities based on the notion that all people are inherently good
· Improve everyone’s standard of living, better water, food, living, housing 
· Societies go through stages but life does get better through the cycles. Scientific innovations and industrial goods to make everyone have a better life in time 
· 2nd generation socialists (ex: Louis Blanc) – use of power of state to help people 
· They look to the state for aid
· Louis Blanc elected to parliament and advocates that if there is a bad period, it is the duty of the state to intervene to feed and make work for them
· Complete opposite of Laissez-Faire economics
· “stimulus package”
· Conservatives are horrified by such an idea
· The Tough 1840’s 
· 1830-1845 wages and prices 
· 1845-46 – bread riots in France
· Irish Potato Famine – 1846 more than 90% of the potato crop failed; grain exports continued at first; relief efforts; May 1846 corn laws repealed
· In 1845 half the crops of potatoes succumb to blight. 
· Ireland had grown very few crops, little diversity in crops
· Fundamental staple of the Irish potatoes 
· Government in London not bothered at first, they slowly figured it out
· Exports of grain continued during first few months due to lack of communication networks. 
· When GB reacts by importing food from NA, lack of efficient transport networks makes it difficult to get food to the starving populations 
· Government failed to respond in time 
· Fear that Irish might band together and have a revolution 
· 1847 industrial depression – strikes (textiles and buildings)
· Wasn’t enough demand to buy certain products 
· People making clothes in textiles are being replaced by machines 
· People not making enough money stopped renovating and building 
· Unemployment plus lack of income leads to angry people 
· By spring 1846, 56% of Parisian workers are unemployed* ****************

· France  - February 1848
· Banquet Campaign to expand suffrage starts 1847
· Government attitude
· Did not care about gathering of angry people, believed they were better prepared
· Signs of trouble; gun shops; national guard
· People started robbing gun shops in broad daylight to arm themselves against National Gaurd who were sent by state to suppress any uprising 
· National Guard begins to sympathizes with the people
· Demonstration turns bloody (bodies paraded through streets) and material damage is extensive
· Turn the bodies into a symbol for sympathy to show how badly the government has acted
· They attacked the infrastructure 
· Cutting trees in Paris for fire
· Provisional government policies – work schemes; taxes
· Louis Blanc funds working schemes through taxation of the people who already have a job 
· Worsening economic situation 
· Work schemes work in the short run 
· Downgrading of skills, no identity, less income 
· April 1848 elections return conservative majority – why 
· Despite all of the conflict a majority conservative government is elected by working people paying taxes
· Incomprehensible to pay 40% tax to employ people 
· More violence in June
· December 1848 Louis- Napoleon Bonaparte elected president; becomes emperor Napoleon III in 1852
· Name recognition, people remember the good and not the bad from Napoleon
· His nephew is elected 
· 1850 3 million men disenfranchised 
· Right to vote taken away 

· The Revolution Spreads
· German States – Liberals get role in some government 
· Violence in Prussia ex: Bloodshed in Berlin, King makes concessions
· student uprising 
· As soon as political environment becomes stable, king withdraws concessions within 12-18 months 
· Austria – Liberals seek reform rather than end to monarchy; Metternich dismissed; Franz-Joseph comes to throne; Nationalities played off against one another; martial law; Russian help 
· Demands that were being made resembled a united country. 
· Grant political concession to ethnic minorities who might not want to keep the monarchy/state intact 
· Franz-Joseph reigns for close to 70 years and maintains peace with Hungarians and Austrians 
· Metternich is a symbol of everything that is wrong with the old system. 
· Hungarians want their independence 
· Russian help to stop Hungarian independence 
· After this moment, Austria rules under martial law

· The Frankfurt Parliament 
· Middle class liberals form across Germany attempt to unite the country on a constitutional basis	
· Common factors used as a call to unite Germany 
· United Germany could have a constitutional parliamentary regime 
· December 1848 promulgated the “declaration of the Basic rights of the German people” – liberal rights but not universal voting 
· Free press, freedom of religion, equal rights.
· No mention of equal political participation in government for lower classes
· Cleavage: liberals and members of lower class cannot work together 
· April 1849 drafted constitutions – two tier parliament 
· How to have a constitutional monarch without anyone willing to step into that structure
· Idea fails and they take a different path to unification 

· Legacies of 1848
· Why did the uprising fail? Concessions made from fear; leaders not professional revolutionaries; lack of similar goals
· State emerge stronger; use of professional armies 
· Workers make political demands for first time – class division will grow
· Germany will only unite around either Austria or Prussia 
· Threats go underground
· Anarchism 
· Terrorism 

· Changing the Map of Europe: Italy, Germany and Austria-Hungary
· Italy
· Before unification: regionalism, economic imbalances, patronage and government power
· Average person has no motive for unification
· Regional identities dominate nationalism 
· How does Italy function prior to unification? 
· No central authority, local mayor or powerful families rule
· Norms of community and local figures
· Roadblocks: Austria, France and the pope; no plan for new country
· Two major powers who want to stop unification of Italy lose to Prussia in wars
· Pope fears to lose impact on Italian life 
· Austrian empire has always backed the papacy in a great deal (money). 
· Key figures: King Victor Emmanuel II of Piedmont-Sardinia and Cavour (Appointed Prime Minister in 1852)
· Not an active politician, but a good delegate of tasks 
· Cavour is modeling the state he wants after the British and gets their support
· Cavour builds railways, balances the budget (good financial management and good governance)
· Mazzini and the nationalist tradition: legacy of 1848; young Italy; Propaganda keeps idea alive
· Mazzini leaves Italy and tours Europe after failed attempt at unification of Italy by the Young Italy organization
· Mazzini lobbies for a united Italy amongst people who have power 
· Cavour’s actions: Make P-S into a model state structure; use of diplomacy (Ex: Crimean war, 1853-56), 1858 alliance with France
· War with Austria – Make Austria look like aggressor; Austria drafts men from Venetia and Lombardy; Austria alienates Prussia; Napoleon III and his 100,000 troops
· 1860 treaty of Turin: P-S gets Tuscany, Modena, Parma, Bologna and Lombardy. France gets Nice and Savoy. Austria keeps Venetia. Effects: United constitutional monarchy in most of northern and central Italy 
· Garibaldi in the South: Who is he? Connection to young Italy and 1848-49 turmoil. Sailed to Sicily in May 1860. Success there inspires him to target the kingdom of Naples on the mainland. By 1st week of September was dictator of Naples. End of October his forces link up with the army of P-S
· Final stages: Plebiscites; Victor Emmanuel named king of Italy; 1866 acquisition of Venetia; 1870 French troops leave Rome; 1871 law of papal guarantees 

· Germany
· Obstacles: Upper classes do not want reduction of their power; Prussia Vs Austria; who to include
· Prussian advantages; economic position; homogeneous population; political stability
· Key figures: king of Prussia William I and Bismarck 
· “Realpolitik”: “The pursuit of a nation’s self-interest based on a realistic assessment of the costs and consequences of action” – morals and ethics not considered; can ignore parliament 
· Franco-Prussian war is started by Bismarck via immoral means
· “Blood and Iron” – united via successful wars; wars turn liberals into nationalists 
· Violence as the only means to create a unified Germany, not via speech
· 1866 war with Austria – Austrians given lenient terms; peace creates north German Confederation (22 states) with constitution and parliament. Bismarck made chancellor 
· Austrian suffers six times more casualties than the Prussians. Austria is no longer a viable military power
· Bismarck does not want to punish the Austrians too badly that other powers intervene to avoid a vacuum in the middle of Europe 
· Settlement: opt out of settling Germany around Austria. 
· 1870 Franco-Prussian war: catholic German states support Prussia; not French; Napoleon III captured (impact in France); harsh treaty terms for France; January 1871 German empire proclaimed at Versailles 
· Treaty: France has to pay 5billion franks and occupies until paid. Take their territory. 
· New state economically liberal but autocracy with military controlled by nobility  
· Germany vaults up economic ladder by allowing country to run economically and not sharing power

· Austria
· Nationalism = disunity 
· Role of Hapsburg monarchy; bureaucracy and army; church 
· Army is a means of upward social mobility, leaving poor place to serve in a bigger country and learning their language could lead to a better job 

· Nobles of all ethnicities support to the crown to keep privileges
· 1867 dual monarchy created  
· Austria-Hungary: Austria offers autonomy is domestic policy – two separate parliaments 
·  Joint foreign policy (share army) 
· New settlements in 1870 with creation of Germany, Italy and Austria-Hungary create peace for next 50 years
 
· Victorian Britain and Emancipation Era Russia: *Both Britain and Russia feared Revolution and that fear prompted their governments to change*
· Victorian Britain 
· Idea of respectability – family and social stigmas; embodied by Victoria herself
· Victoria enjoyed family and enjoyed being married, relationship with husband Albert is a modern one
· The couple lends their popularity to innovations 
· Idea of respectability: don’t appear drunk in public, associate with people beneath you, have many babies etc… 
· Monarch is not giving people something to talk about
· Popular confidence – gods favor; positivism; self-help organizations; charity
· Positivism: the notion that the world is moving forwards
· God favored the British/ they had the best conditions for everything
· By 1870 4million British workers are in self-help organizations: the notion that we can help our self, we don’t need help from the government 
· Charity is expected: aspect of middle class life
· Women engage in charity to help others in free time
· Told poor people how to act, change behaviors 
· Darwin’s on the origin of the species (1859) – Natural theology; challenge from geology; challenge to Christianity; spencer and social Darwinism 
· Not everyone believed that the bible was a historically accurate text
· What separates humans from animals is that humans have souls (dominant theory of the time)
· Darwin challenged this notion 
· Interested in geology
· Found that world is older than it seems 
· Fossils don’t correlate with the timeline of the bible. 
· Darwin concluded that animals evolve and adapt for survival 
· Social Darwinism takes Darwins ideas and spins them on human race
· Human species could get away with the survival of the fittest because we can reason in an altruistic way (instead of fighting, we could help each other)
· 1829 catholic emancipation act; 1867 reform bill
· Expansion of the franchise, included more people into the vote
· Technology and everyday life: London subway opened 1863; plumbing; urbanization; metropolitan police act (1829and1839); literacy rates
· Britain heads the way in Europe becoming more modern, old governing styles don’t work in cities
· Police act: professional police implemented as opposed to volunteering and local squads. 
· Good representative of the state to gain the confidence of people who may oppose this
· State intrusion ***************
· Similar bodies appear across Europe after Britain  
· More schools being built 
· Subway makes you travel across the city faster, allows you to live farther 
· Other European states develop other means of transportation 
· Plumbing meant healthier living: less cholera, hand washing, better facilities
· Gradual social reform: 1848 national board of health; 1872 district boards of health; 1860’s factory and mine legislation; 1872 district boards of health; 1860s factory and mine legislation; 1870 education act; army reforms   
· District boards of health attempt to ensure cleanliness of public facilities, inspectors made sure horse waste was properly disposed of 
· Mine and factory legislation: if your mine has more than 50 workers, inspectors can show up; are windows open; children present; hours worked; health undermined 
· Education act: Kids have to go to school (until 13 years old), ten years later new legislation says kids between 6-10 can’t work 
· Not enough facilities for all kids: idea of using taxes to fund this
· Generally accepted as opposed to the 1820’s laissez-faire mentality 
· Crimean War (1853-56)
· New technologies: rifles, steamships, telegraph, photography 
· Industrial revolution changed the way war was fought
· Industrial countries did much better than the latter 
· Rifles reload much faster than Russian rifles
· Steam ships made allies arrive to Crimea before the Russians, despite Russia being closer. 
· Telegraph allows the spread of news. Action on battle field could reach news sources within 48 hours 
· Army has to listen to political leaders
· Photography can allow people to see the aftermath of war 
· Unlike the bias paintings of a Napoleonic war, you get the ugly truth  
· Old methods: training troops, types of armies, tactics and uniforms
· British insisted on old methods which marched towards opponent 
· No centralized military organization 
· Changes in medicine: anesthesia and nurses 
· Anesthesia used in real world for medical practice
· Florence Nightingale founder of modern nursing 
· “neat freak”
· Any building in her control, she cleans the establishment thoroughly 
· Change people’s dressings/bandages regularly 
· Russians had really good nurses
· Pirogov
· Women introduced to the medic role in war
· Russians lose the Crimean war
· Not many consequences: slap on the wrist 
· 1855 emperor Nicholas dies

· “Great Reforms in Russia”
· Problems inherited from emperor Nicholas I: Serfdom, fear of revolution, economic backwardness 
· Serfdom system ties populations to their land 
· People not allowed to move 
· Estrangement of educated society 
· 1861 emancipation of the serfs
· Alexander II seeks help away from nobility to remove the serf system 
· Serfs are free: peasants could initiate lawsuits, chose marriage partner, open a business 
· Peasants ended up getting roughly 50% of the land that they used to farm 
· Felt they were robbed 
· Poppers allotment (Poor people’s allotment), Receive 25% of the a normal plot of land and live for free
· Peasants sold this land and moved to the city 
· Russia doesn’t have a middle class; business is not a positive ideal 
· Other reforms: Zemstva, judicial, military 
· Serfs made poor soldiers
· Zemstva takes power away from the nobility 
· Forms a local government 
· Stops at national level
· Common law: uniform code of punishment – everyone is equal 
· Separation of courts and government 
· Emperor not allowed to remove judges if he didn’t like it 
· Judicial reform breaks down due to abuse of the system 
· Military: minister of war advocated education of women. 
· More female doctors could lead to more conscription of available men 
· Teach peasants to read, and basic skills 
· Revolutionary movement vs gradual change
· Refuse to industrialize and thus are decades behind western Europe 
· By 1850, one railway connecting the two capitals of Russia 
· Western Europe in comparison is accessible to every one  
· 1881 assassination of Tsar Alexander II 
· Assassinated by the Volya 
· His death on the eve of reform made heir to the throne, alexander III, rule strictly
· Russia becomes the most conservative country in Europe 
· 1825 Decembrist revolt 
· Crowd cheering for a constitution 
· Petrashevsky Circle 
· People who read saint Simon and fourrier’s work (Utopian socialists)
· Narodnaya Volya
· Terrorist organization 
· Formed end of 1870’s 
· Assassination of the emperor 
· Will removing emperor wake up peasants to uprising

· Era of Rapid Industrialization (1870-1914)
· New Industries and technologies
· Steel – armaments 
· Readily available steel became staple choice of material 
· Nobody is using wood to construct boats for war
· Allows for a universal mold for various things like gun barrels
· Electricity – factory locations and layouts; public transportation revolution 
· European cities started using more and more gas lights, but has problems such as fumes which gave you headaches/explode
· Electricity does not have health issues such as smell – it’s a much safer technology which is also portable 
· Britain was ahead of everyone in the first industrial revolution because it had the required material new bodies of water to create steam for power
· In the second industrial revolution, electricity changes this layout since power lines do not require you to be near a body of water 
· Electricity becomes source of street lighting and destroys the distinction between day and night
· Artificial light makes it so you are not bound by the light 
· Electricity means you can have factories working round the clock 
· This changes city and urban living 
· Changes in speed of life – telegraph cables 
· Invention of the 1840’s which will continue to grow and boom in 1870’s 
· As knowledge of electricity became better, cables also became better 
· When Britain builds a network of cables, it reaches a speed of 4 minutes so send a message from Britain to Bombay 
· Sending a telegram from London to New York could cost 10$
· Business overtook this business because there would be money to be made
· Business could use the telegram to have a competitive edge to get information faster than their competitor 
· Early stages of globalization 
· Perception of the globe shrinks
· 1874 – 600,000 miles of cables + 30,000 miles of submarine cables
· Envy and greed drove the second industrial period 
· “taylorism” and “Fordism” – Scientific management vs control of pace work 
· Henry ford created the assembly line, creates a need for less skilled workers at a much cheaper wage 
· Fordism: taking a product and breaking it down to a bunch of different steps and getting a bunch of different people to work on it at a cheap wage. 
· Taylorism: going into a factory with scientific method to remove things which weren’t needed
· Eliminates useless motions to allow more productivity 
· Instead of walking around the car  to work on it, you stay on one side and work within reach of everything 
· Regional differences – rise of new powers (Germany and US); Russia’s concentration of workers; advantages of latecomers; university curriculum 
· Germany becomes a powerhouse 
· Germany has a better university system 
· They vault ahead in things like chemistry: investing this knowledge in agriculture to yield better crops 
· USA a growing power now has an influence and rise of Germany destabilizes central Europe

· Demographic Change
· Urban migration – Chain migration creates distinct migration 
· Immigration – up to 45 million people leave Europe and 35 million stay  in their new countries 
· Birth/death rates; decline in infant mortality; child labour legislation; contraception and family size
· Population of continent doubles – smaller wars
· Advances in medicine and better diet (impact of refrigeration 
· Europeans got more nutritious foods than ever before
· They didn’t grow it, but they got industrialized food production 

· Changes in daily life
· New technologies (Car, subways, telephones, radios); need for new infrastructure
· Urban landscape – parks theaters and museums 
· Emergences of mass secular culture; decline in church attendance
· Secularization of schools 
· Rise of advertising and department stores; appliances; new attitudes towards waste
· Cultural Responses to Industrialization in the Second Half of the 19th Century

· Scientific Discoveries
· Biology: Germ theory, cells (ideas re:Hereditary),  Pasteur
· Physics: Einstein’s theory of relativity 
· Creation of sociology as a discipline 
· Rise of statistics
· People start tracking what is going on in varying new ways
· Statistics can create stress
· Questions such as how do poor people live, how much money do people spend on liquor etc….
· Psychoanalysis and the irrational 
· Tension in society
· Higher suicide rates
· Science and popular culture ex: Jules Verne and Arthur Conan Doyle
· Statistical surveys which are created such as what a criminals look like 
· Applying science to areas to ty and understand more
· Science rippling through every aspect of popular culture
· With the rise of science fiction people begin dreaming of ways in which science can change your life 
· Worries re: racial degeneracy start 

· High Culture
· 1850’s and 1860’s realism – new subjects; reaction to photography ex: Flaubert, Ibsen
· Desire to create a world as it really looks
· Paintings, literature begin to reflect realism 
· As a result of photography, artists change the way they depict landscapes
· Works of literature not necessarily of people of heroic stature, but of common people 
· Realism made people look at the imperfections of the world 
· Ibsen shows societies with lots of flaws
· Rumors spreading, societies with prostitution, disease and harsh subject matter
· Presents how society changes: new women who are changing the nature of how the family is present 
· Impressionism begins mid 1870’s – rejection of religious and historical subjects; use of light; 
Dabs of paint; reception 
· Impressionate paintings were menacing: they portrayed scenes which were dirty, and everyday life 
· Suggests the way in which industrialization changes the speed of life 
· Light and reflections hitting something new indicating motion 
· Negative reaction and no market for painting of this manner to sell 
· Rise of an art market 
· By the 1890’s, paintings of the 1870’s which did not sell began selling 
· Industrialization standardized the production of paint
· Paint becomes cheaper to make 
· Artists can identify themselves as artists can afford their own paint 
· 
· Advances in paint technology 
· Music – rejection of normal scales and counterpoint 
· Dance ex: Diaghilev’s Ballet Russes 
· Foregrounded the male role 
· Modernism – Fragmentation of perspective; rejection of positivism and science; focus on irrational 
· Attempt to bring modern world in every aspect 
· Doubt creeps into the notion that everything will get better. Slight holdback to positivism 
· Paintings capture the speed of life, capturing and drawing pictures at the speed of the time (say on a train)
· Ex: the career of Kazimir Malevich (1878-1935)

· Mass Culture
· Changes in paper production and printing technology – book circulation; mass circulation on newspapers
· Paper was a luxury, a precious commodity 
· Price of paper goes down when people realize that you can make paper from trees
· Newspapers become cheaper and affordable 
· Great concern amongst people of society of these new paper products because it stretches the reach of morality 
· Music halls and Vaudeville – responses include temperance societies and vice squads (ex: Vigilance society)
· Vigilant society is a group going to places where morality is challenged and attempt to prosecute 
· Drinking came under heavy attack – worried about what it meant when people drank a lot, will their children be alcoholics, can it be transmitted 
· Temperance challenged pace of change 
· Cinema
· Changes the way people see the planet 
· By 1900’s theaters are everywhere across the European continent 
· Latest fashions being publicized, not wearing traditional clothes and push the boundaries 
· Sport
· Revival of sport in this era
· Olympics being reintroduced because governments fear that populations are becoming “flabby” as well as the worry that other countries are better in the physique department 
· Rejected by avant-garde but still affects their works 
· Geographic societies – depictions of other cultures; nationalism

· Colonialism and Imperialism 
· Structure of imperialism 
· Colonialism – economic exploitation and control over territories through settlements by colonizing powers
· Imperialism – remove the settling part 
· Attitudes of Europeans – civilizing missions (yet conversion does not lead to equality); social Darwinism; national rivalries
· Europeans saw themselves as better than everybody else
· Continent has a superior life style and they have the technology to take over the globe 
· Education systems are advanced with the introduction of sciences into curriculum 
· Herbert spencer argues human populations are in conflict with one another and the losers inferior 
· Social Darwinism is a crutch for colonialism 
· Civilizing missions: taking their civilization to other places
· Supreme confidence without taking into consideration the other cultures 
· Connection to popular culture 
· Technology has brought the world closer
· Peoples conceptions of what they want to know changes
· Geographic expeditions peak peoples interests 
· Notion that it is okay to dominate the globe 
· Paper from trees means mass production of information 
· Economic exploitation – markets and resources of supply
· Combustion engine means need for oil, which Europe does not have in abundance
· Canals required for export of resources 
· A river means you can trade with different regions 
· Administration – boundaries; trade companies; co-opt locals into bureaucracy 
· Boundaries: indigenous people have a different notion towards land 
· “The land belongs to everybody”
· Europeans impose their idea of mapping territory and land ownership via documentation to indigenous people 
· Boundaries mean you know who can control what piece of territory 
· Trade companies: don’t often work, but get bailed put because pride is on the line 
· Mid 19th century Victoria is queen of mid India. 
· Government bureaucrats and military advising increases in foreign regions 

· Independence of troops in the field 
· Troops who join military conflict could engage in independent manoeuvers and ignore instructions 
· Independent troops expanding territory would not see punishment for expansions 
· Rules established at conference in berlin (1884-85) – colonies had to be governed in reality; boundaries in the Congo; Congo river
· Germany had little interest in colonizing but sought territory in homeland Europe 
· Saw no economic benefits of colonies 
· Popular opinion demands great powers must have colonies 
· Rules: 
· Claiming a territory means having people on ground and in control 
· No random claims to territory 
· Established hotly contested boundaries in the Congo 
· The Congo river is open to all, can’t stop river traffic in the name of a different powers 
· They often divided communities in two 

· Nature of colonial warfare 
· Merriman emphasizes trains and hardware’s
· Established railways does not mean dominance 
· You make yourself a target because the rails are obvious entry points for military 
· Europeans were not ready for indigenous fighting 
· Artillery not helpful in remote in remote battlefields 
· Ambushes; attrition Vs “Knockout blow”; control over pace of war
· Europeans like defining moments 
· Indigenous communities with different concept of war and do not let Europeans have their way 
· They use their knowledge and their terrain and climate to their advantage 
· Europeans could be picked off
· Delayed conquest and increased cost of colonization 
· Drawback of Railways
· Indigenous people hurt by lack of cohesion – do not work together to ward off Europeans 
· Africans do not unite together to rid the Europeans 
· Enslave people to transport goods as ivory to export materials for serious profit 
· Indigenous people get guns as they play various imperial powers against one another 
· Europeans willing to sell older technologies to indigenous communities
· Used for their internal rivalries and eventually against the Europeans 
·  Slaughter was accepted as the notion of defending oneself was okay 
 
 
 

· Boer War (1899-1902)  - Boers are Dutch settlers
· Both indigenous people and Dutch settlers resist the British in south Africa 
· Boers use guerilla tactics 
· Disappear into the landscape 
· British commanders realize they can’t have a fixed battle
· British use concentration camps 
· British round up Boer wives, children and some Zulus into concentration camp 
· 1900 concentration camp means concentrating people together 
· Conditions in camps get so atrocious that they sway popular opinion 
· People in camps can’t sustain regular life
· Diseases spreads quickly 
· By 1902 116,000 Boer civilians die and 12,000 Africans die
· By 1900 morality of war questioned Britain – antiwar meetings
· World public opinions 
· Camps change public opinion 
· Public opinion becomes outraged 
· Anger against the British 
· Condemnation of the camps and the deaths 
· Britain is seen as acting in an immoral fashion 
· 1902 Boer ask for armistice; creation of south Africa; apartheid 

· The Asian Case
· Began earlier
· Involved US and Russia 
· US gains interest in rest of the world
· Russians do too
· British in India – 1858 incorporated into the empire; base for further expansion; the great game 
· British public enjoyed the idea of Britain as an empire
· Major powers fighting for territory 
· Opium wars (1840-42) and “Gunboat diplomacy” in canton 
· Emperor realizes that there is a drug addiction in coastal cities and refuses exchange of opium 
· British bomb canton until they get their way
· Treaty of Nanking opens ports to British trade and gives them Hong Kong
· Establishes the nature of new Chinese British relationship 
· Guaranteed the right for missionaries to go into china 
· Sets precedent 
· Extraterritoriality 
· British people are not subject to the law of locals
· They can only be judged by their local laws
· A clause that is in every treaty with every western power 
· Missionaries 
· Ching dynasty overthrown in 1911 
· Political situation does not stabilize until well into 20th century 
· Contrast between china and japan 
· Japan wanted equal treatment 
· 1868 Meiji restoration – led to government centralization 
· Drive to get rid of unequal treaties
· Gain own colonies
· 1894-95 Sino-Japanese War
· Japanese identify weaknesses in Chinese government, weak military 
· Japanese win and treaty of Shimonoseki meant Korea became independent and gained territory 
· Europeans realize that japan is serious contender and threatens them 
· 1902 alliance with Britain 
· Nobody likes Britain at this point and allies Japan and Britain together 
· Document treated Japanese as equals and removes extraterritoriality 
· 1904-1905 Russo-Japanese war
· Disaster for the Russians 
· Russian defeat creates insight for Europeans because they lost land battles and in the sea 
· Shakes their confidence 
· Spurs revolution which call change to monarchy 
· Stops Russia from being interested in east asia

· World War 1 – What was it like to live through this war?
·  Rivalries in Europe
· France and German; Britain and Germany; Austria and Russia 
· Austria and Russia rivalries 
· Russo-Japanese war saw Russia lose any influence in the Asia 
· However, Russia has a big stake in the Balkans and always side with the Serbs
· Serbia becomes aggressive in Baltics because they feel they have the Russians behind them 
· Decline of turkey makes access to black sea possible if Austria is weakened 
· Alliance system: 1882 triple alliance (Germany, Austria-Hungary, and Italy) Vs 1905 triple entente (Britain, France and Russia)
· Alliance system ensures safety since engaging with one state means the involvement of two more world powers 
· Germany and Austria-Hungary alliance is the strongest 
· France and British alliance is the strangest since they clash in ideologies 
· Russians need money and can’t pay for industrialization 
· Russia us dependent on the French and English 
· French provide financing for trans-Siberian railway 
· Russia allowed to put money into the French economy 
· As opposed to avoiding conflict, these alliances dragged everybody in a conflict 
· Virulent nationalism spreads to all ranks of society 
· Social darwinistic idea that one society is better than the other and that they will come to clash and the victor is the superior being and the loser as inferior 
· Even people against the war (socialists who think against ethnicity) embrace the nationalism of a greater culture 
· Balkan issues: Serb nationalism and pan-Slavism; decline of the ottoman empire draws attention of Russia and other powers 
· Conflict in the Balkans and no resolve 
· Serbs are always trying to expand their territory 
· Decline of ottoman empire means no outside force to subdue any aggression 
· There’s a vacuum 
· Croats and Serbs don’t like each other – one is catholic and one is orthodox 

· The Spark 
· Desire for war: popular culture (ex: future war novels); social Darwinism makes conflict between nations seem natural; role of military planners (Schlieffen Plan Vs Plan XVII)
· People spent years envisioning what would happen if a war would come 
· People anticipated war and saw it as a sort of inevitability 
· People believe their ready if conflict does arise 
· Assassination of Archduke Franz-Ferdinand seen by the Austrians as a chance to crush Serbia 
· Visits Sarajevo on a Serb national holiday 
· People did not want him there 
· Serbs want freedom from Austria 
· People in Austria is shocked 
· They see the opportunity to silence the Serbs once and for all 
· July 1914 Ultimatum 
· Austrians knew Serbs would reject the ultimatum 
· Serbs would not allow Austrian investigators to investigate the assassination
· People do not know what the response is going to be 
· Russians felt the French would support them should they intervene 
· Russians send troops and alliances are triggered 
· War declared within a month; domino effect 
· When mobilization occurs, everyone is involved into the war 
· Did not understand the implications of what they were doing 

· New kind of warfare 
· Knockout blow fails: end of offensive warfare by September 1914
· Russians mobilized faster than anyone anticipated 
· Advantage shifted to the defender in this war 
· Trench warfare – 6250 miles of trenches in France; psychological effect 
· Conditions in trenches change the psychological makeup of the men in them 
· Forge different kinds of bonds between soldiers 
· Conscription armies and machine guns 
· States intrude into civilian lives like never before 
· Not every country had conscription 
· Lack of volunteers and increased battles means Britain moves to a mandatory conscription for the first time 
· Combat influenced by new technologies including gas, grenades, tanks, flamethrowers, airplanes, dirigibles 
· Technology wipes away astronomical death tolls at a faster rate 
· Gas masks leaked and the gas warfare meant that it was very unpredictable 
· Gas has an unpredictability 
· Winds shift the gas
· Tanks change warfare as well, they got over the barbed wire 
· Flamethrowers begin to be more widely used 
· Military engineers figured out that airplanes could be used to time attacks 
· Could launch machine gun fire to people on the ground 

· Decimation of landscape – 60, 000 square miles of France destroyed 
· 1/4th of the men 18 to 30 will die in France 
· Land under plough is churned up in battle field 
· The Home Front
· Growing state control – Over labor; conscription; rationing 
· Mobilizing the mass media 
· Women as nurses and factory workers 
· Divisions between soldiers and those on the home front; divisions between types of soldiers 
· Views of desertion and those with shell shock

· WW1 and the US
· US enters war in 1917
· Wilson’s 14 points (January 8, 1918) – “Making the world safe for democracy”
· US become leading economic power in the world. Europeans owe US government 7 billion dollars and US banks another 3-4 billion dollars

· The Russian Revolution 
· Russia at the start of the 20th century 
· Politics – Divine right monarchy
· Professionalization and middle class
· Middle class in Russia came late
· 1880’s Russia embarks on a crash course of industrialization so Russia can remain a great power
· Business men is frowned upon, you didn’t want to be rich via trade
· Idea of getting their hands dirty to earn money 
· No middle class lobbying for change, and when it does come it is drastic
· Working class – heavy concentration in large factories
· Working class also emerges quite late
· Russian serf owners could not sell serfs into factory labor
· 1860’s Russia lives in country side and are peasants 
· Peasantry – serfdom ends 1860’s; village commune; antiquated farming methods
· Peasants must redeem themselves and pay for the land their being given over a span of 49 years
· Anchored to country side 
· 1880’s Russia realizes they need a railway system 
· Borrowed money from France and built trans-Siberian railway 
· This railway allowed new economic opportunities
· Identified resources
· Had people settling along the railway 
· People migrating are usually former serfs
· Construction projects are government financed 
· Russian government has limited resources and allocates them accordingly 
· Russia did not have mechanized farming yet 
· do not reform that until the first decade of the 20th century 
· 1905 revolution and October manifesto – troops stay loyal; creation of duma; emergence of soviets
· Top down capitalism and locating factories in similar locations made the spread of revolutionary ideas quick and easier 
· Russia lost the Russo-Japanese war and at the same time revolution is happening 
· 1905 people present a petition to the leader
· Better wages, less hours and better working conditions 
· Shots were fired by police and people died 
· People angered because the notion that the emperor shot on them for having presented the fact of Russian life 
· Belief in existing system shattered. 
· General strike with 3 million workers 
· They are paralyzing the economy when the country is fighting a war 
· Army is becoming questionable in terms of loyalty 
· Cant declare military dictatorship because they could not guarantee loyalty 
· October Manifesto guarantees certain rights
· Civil rights for everybody 
· Freedom of speech, press and religion 
· Revolutionaries flood the market with ideas
· Duma is going to advise the emperor on things 
· In big cities like Moscow and St- Petersburg military stay loyal 
· Soviets were the original strike breaking committee 
· Committees take on a self-governing role  
· Ensure strikers get enough food, place to rest, warm water 

· World War 1
· Initial patriotism gives way to despair
· Shortages and refugees 
· Prohibition 
· Tsar goes to the front 
· Desertion 
· 1917
· Provisional government and its rivalry with the Petrograd soviet 
· Lenin’s April Theses (Bread, peace, land and all power to soviets)
· Kerensky offensive 
· July days
· Kornilov Affair and Bolshevik seizures of power 



· The 1920’s
· World War 1 and the united states 
· Official entry into the war in april 1917 
· Germans should have celebrated Russian withdrawal from war 
· Germany didn’t have enough material to continue supporting the wars
· US intervention did not worry Germans
· The fact that they can keep coming
· American industry was not replenished by war and could keep persisting and fight long term 
· Germany tries to create a new political regime 
· Approach the allies and try to promote peace basis  
· Woodrow Wilson’s 14 points (January 8, 1918)
· Making the world safe for democracy 
· US becomes leading economic power in the world 
· Over the course of the war many countries had borrowed from new York and USA becomes everyone’s bankers
· This is why they had a say in the war 
· Flu epidemic – averaged 66,000 deaths per day for the worst year 
· Nothing that authorities could do to stop it 
· Social chaos 
· More Americans died on the ships to the war by the flu than the actual war itself 
· Disposal of bodies
· No certainty in your life whatsoever in 1919

· The Peace Process
· Blame the Germans – size of reparations; military restrictions; effect in Germany 
· Because of the nature of the war, they are forced to accept responsibility of the war 
· Germans told they have to pay for the war
· Cash or gold 
· Turn over material 
· 132 billion gold marks 
· Proud German military tradition was reduced to nothing 
· Reduced to 100,000 men 
· No navy
· Germany signs agreement with Soviets and recognized the USSR
· Rapallo agreement made it so that soviets can train German soldiers on soviet land in exchange for German design 
· 1932 Lausanne reparations are cancelled 
· Germany wondering why they are being punished so severely when they didn’t really start the war 


· League of Nations not viable
· Woodrow Wilson wanted a body that met regularly to talk out their problems 
· American popular opinion not interested in European affairs and the house of congress does not seem interested 
· US does not join the league of nations despite Wilson’s commitment to it 
· Borders in eastern Europe –no traditions of democracy; fear spreads of Russian revolution
· Austro-Hungarian empire breaks 
· Yugoslavia
· Poland 
· People felt left down by the democracies they had 
· People never lived with democracies
· Usually empires with little to no degree of participation 
· New countries struggle economically to survive 
· Everyone is afraid of the Russians 
· Lenin promised radical things which resonated in the rest of Europe 
· Social welfare state scares social elites 
· People worried Russia’s revolution will spread
· Russia is remaking society 
· The Soviet 1920’s
· Bolshevik seizures of power 
· Lenin makes announcement controversial announcements
· Women vote and rights
· Schooling and promise of food
· Freedom of political participation by all ethnicities 
· Treaty of Brest-Litovsk
· People always give in to Lenin 
· Paris peace treaty negates this treaty 
· Civil war
· Continues until 1921
· Russians fighting external forces (british, serbs, americans, french) to assist people who wanted to reinstate the monarchy 
· Bolsheviks control key region in Russian – the industrial core of Russia 
· Anti-Bolshevik forces don’t like each other and don’t coordinate with one another thus leaving the Bolshevik forces the opportunity to beat them off one by one  
· Adoption of NEP
· New economic policy 
· Bring back a normalization of the economy
· Allow small business to come back into public life 
· Relieved some of the pressure on the peasants 

· Death of Lenin 
· Lenin has first stroke in 1922
· Russians are worried as his guide is instrumental 
· The man of the apex is removed 
· He has a series of strokes and struggles to regain an influence in politics 
· January 1924 he suffers last stroke and dies 
· Mass public outpouring of grief 
· Societal change 
· Visible reminders of the war – new landscapes (cemeteries and monuments) and the disabled
· Women in the public sphere – ex: the divorce rate doubles in Germany 
· Labor militancy and red scares; strikes 
· Emergence of communist parties
· Artistic experimentation – European sense of superiority seems naïve; “lost generations”; stream of consciousness; film experimentation. 

· The Depression 
· Economic woes
· Governments print money to pay their war debts – inflation and savings 
· Government debts which they could not pay 
· Continuing burden that war would have
· Reconstruction
· Hospitals 
· Assumption that taking money from losers would pay, but they have no money either 
· Dramatic increase in currency market means hyper inflation 
· Money loses its purchasing power
· People go back to a bartering system because tangible goods valued more than currency 
· Nobody extends credit to anyone 
· Inflation eliminates peoples savings 
· Truly rich people were fine as they didn’t tie money into paper assets 
· Property, land, farms, factories
· Ownership of tangible 
· Middle class does fend well during the depression 
· People fin d that retirement is never going to happen
· Governments don’t know how to intervene
· Erosion of the middle 
· “explain why someone worked for 25 years and won’t have money to retire”
· Trickle-down effect where standard of living declines 

· Long-term unemployment – by 1932, 24 million plus unemployed worldwide; by 1932, 2 of 5 German workers unemployed; others on short hours 
· Seasonal unemployment
· People could lose their jobs for years without certainty 
· Skilled workers are much more immune from unemployment
· However, in the depression, even these people are effected along with white collar people 
· Recession spreading into fields which it previously didn’t 
· White collar professionals see demand goes down 
· Men who come back from war see position in society has changed and sense of masculinity which entails supporting family is eroded and you have to live off what your wife earns. 
· This angers people
· 40% of Germans unemployed and this sways election polls 
· Companies hire part-time employment to pay employees less
· People expect guarantees ad ager ensues when they see the elite being immune to economic difficulties 
· Communist parties argue that there is a redistribution of in Europe 
· Limit employment of women 0 preference given to unemployed men 
· More and more men out of work means there is calls to restrict women labor
· Sense that returning veterans should have employment 
· Uncertain labor market 
· No certainty where education can get you a job 
· Things that in the past guaranteed you a way of life can no longer do so 
· Governments can’t fix this 
· Inter-connectedness of economies = ripple effects 
· What happens in one country affects another 
· People in the 1920’s did not understand the concept of inter-connectedness
· By bringing down Germany you bring everyone else down. 

· More economic woes
· Speculation in financial markets – October 1929 NY stock market crashes 
· State of economic knowledge at time 
· Banks call in loans – other banks collapse, particularly in Germans 
· US loans to Europe 
· Many short-term and subject to recall in limited notice
· 1924 520 billion
· 25 610 billion
· 26 490 billion
· 27 580 billion 
· 28 590 billion 
· 29 140 billion 
· The pain goes on…
· 1931 Europeans go off gold standard (fight ideas at first); also cut government spending 
· Countries go off the gold standard 
· Tariffs (economic nationalism) leads to decline in exports 
· People don’t care about other economies 
· Unemployed people aren’t playing taxes and government revenue goes down
· When they have no money to spend, they cut programs and spending 
· This is bad because spending can help
· Solutions 
· Keynes advocates deficits spending 
· German recovery – end of reparations and rearmament under Hitler; remove women from workforce (ex; 1933 marriage loans)
· Attraction of soviet path – capitalism appears to be failing 
· The search for scapegoats 
· Statistics movement – who wants numbers and why 
· Francis Galton coins the term eugenics in 1883 – the science of improving human stock by givinf the most suitable races or strains of blood (i.e. social classes) a better chance of prevailing speedily over the less suitable 
· Eugenics as popular culture – 1912, 1st international eugenics conference held in London (chaired by Balfour; sponsors included lord chief justice and Winston Churchill)
· Notion that we need to stop inferior races from breeding 
· Rank people by groups, criminals and paupers, poor and low paid, respectable working class, skilled workers, foremen, clerks, small tradesmen, independent professionals and large employers 
· Led to immigration laws that target certain groups 
· Forced sterilizations – countries involved included Canada, Norway, finland, Estonia and Iceland 
· Between 1910 and 1935 more than 100, 000 people were sterilized in the US for “feeble-mindedness” 

· Nazi Germany & Stalinist Russia  
· Characteristics of fascist society 
· More than 40 countries have a fascist party 
· Societies based on service to the nation 
· Look to dictatorial rule to counter fear from left; importance of charismatic ruler 
· Take root in places with weak traditions of democracy; advocate strong nationalist and militarized country 
· Country has special destiny; national community to overcome class differences 
· Promise to restore social order 
· Pro-natal campaigns; foreground family 
· Society which does not want women to have rights 
· Increase the birthrate 
· Women need to keep having children 
· Fascist leader occupies a fatherly role and his position in society is similar to fathers role to the household 
· Nazi party program mentions women once
· Target frustrated war veterans 
· They like the impression that a society will value what they value 
· Earliest members of Nazi party were WW1 veterans 
· Scapegoat Jews and communists 
· Ways in which people coming out of early 20th century that people were already thinking that people in society were not like them 
· Worried about people with different sexual orientation, different culture 
· People thinking in racialized terms 
· Anti-Semitic rhetoric in America as well 
· Early social Darwinistic thinking that some people are inferior and should be removed   
· Charismatic leader makes the system more pilotable 
· Fascism emerging in countries that stem from treaty of Versailles (eastern-Europe)
· Fascist societies are good at mobilizing myth 
· Invent public displays of power 
· Make people forget about class based status 
· Don’t want people saying their workers 
· Get rid of mindsets that associate with other parties 
· Fascist societies are going to have a background stream of information which creates a certain perception of the world 

· Nazi Germany 
· Weakening of political center 
· Consolidation of power: 
· Reichstag fire
· Feb 1933 fire helps Nazi’s as they blame communist for fire 
· By 1933 Germans get more votes 
· Nazi’s create notion that nation is in peril 
· March 1933 parliamentary elections – results ignored and Nazi’s given emergency powers
· Hitler receives dictatorial powers which are temporary 
· Ban other political parties 
· Hitler almost immediately bans any political opposition 
· Destroy trade unions 
· They support the communists
· Hitler did not want strikes, people thinking in class terms
· Make union membership illegal, striking illegal 
· Civil servants risk losing jobs if you don’t match with what the government is telling you to say 
· Recruit new members 
· Over 2million members join the party 
· Social organizations get people to think with Nazi ideology 
· Army oath of allegiance 
· A world where peoples word matters 
· An oath still counted, especially amongst people with a strong conception of honor 
· A military oath is necessary so as to give word that they would not interfere in politics 
· Explains why there is little opposition by groups who could make a difference
· Control society: Education; social organization; ideological clampdown; mobilization of propaganda and culture 
· Once you destroy other power brokers, you want to make something new
· Assure political loyalty of teachers 
· Hitler youth established in 1923
·  A decade later, more than half the boys are part of Hitler youth 
· Undermine peoples attachment to church 
· Diminish the role of religion and transfer loyalty to party 
· Youth group structure becomes more fun and spend less and less time in classroom 
· A way of reaching young kids and capture the mind of the next generations 
· Burn books – draconian methods of censorship 
· Idea of controlling culture 
· Treatment of women: women and the law; propaganda Vs reality 
· Women are second class citizens in this state 
· State takes away your right to have children 
· If a women miscarries, doctor must report it and investigate whether it was on purpose or not 
· 1938 women's access to education is greatly reduced 
· Women can no longer make up more than 10% of the university population 
· 1939 medical practitioners were subject to death if they aborted children 
· 1935 Nuremburg Laws
· Defines in a legal way what makes you Jewish 
· Any Jewish grandparent means you were Jewish 
· Insists that all people who are Jewish must wear a star of David on them 
· Illegal for Jews to have sex with non-Jews 
· Kristallnacht (November 7th, 1938) 
· Night of broken glass
· German official is killed by Jewish refugee 
· German population is burning synagogues not the Nazi party 
· Took communities which lived side by side and turn them against them 
· By end of 1938, Jews forced to sell or turnover business to gentiles 
· Jewish business must have German trustees to run the business  
· Job restrictions 
· Neighboring countries hinder to flee 
· People turn away Jews 
· Nobody wants Jews in this day and age 
· Moral compromises being made
· NY times owned by Jews and don’t report the holocaust out of fear 
· A decade of media control, broken alternative viewpoints. 

· Stalinist Russia 
· Rise of Stalin 
· 1928 collectivization of agriculture and first five year plan 
· Purges  
· Stalin oppositions are shot and killed 
· People being used to further the state goals 
· 
· Similarities between the extreme left and right 
· Control of information: media mobilized; mass spectacles  held; education system (books, curriculum, teachers); leadership cults
· Control of leisure activities – offer alternatives to religion 
· Scapegoating 
· Major differences was position of women 
· Russia could not encourage women to stay home 
· Communist youth movement 
· Control access to information 
· Stop competing voices
· Political middle is gone, open discussion and tolerance is gone

· WW2 in the West 
· The Lead-up to the war
· 1935 Germany introduces conscription 
· Conscription and rearmament are put into effect in Germany
· Britain increases air force 
·  Everybody is worried about Germany 
· 1938 Anschluss – could be justified although less than 50%of Austrians wanted it
· Take-over of Austria – peaceful 
· European powers do not respond violently but accept it
· British hands Austria to Germany along with the gold 
· Commonality since Austrians speak German 
· Czechoslovakia and Poland – 40,000 letters sent to Chamberlain congratulating him 
· 3 million Germans living in the Sudetenland, part of Czechoslovakia and that they should be part of Germany and thus justifies taking this territory 
· Meeting in Munich with leaders
· Hitler tells leaders that Czechoslovakia is last territory he will claim
· Leaders are wanting to avoid war and thus give him the territory 
· Czechoslovakia is close to the Soviet Union 
· Doesn’t trust western allies 
· They feel sold out, and if Hitler goes into Czechoslovakia he fears they might enter into the Soviet Union 
· Allies says that if Germany attacks Poland they will draw the line and go to war	
· Hitler not worried about this since Poland doesn’t border any ally 
· Chamberlain praised for appeasing Hitler and avoiding war
· Nazi-Soviet Non-agression pact (1939)
· Stalinist Russia and Nazi Germany are on opposite end of spectrum and shocks everyone 
· Means Hitler is going to avoid a two front war
· Figure it won’t last and hope they defeat everyone until 1942
· At that point Germany feels they can beat west until then and Russians can fix problems in their country and that saves them time. 
· Hitler divided eastern Europe to create peace between the two countries 
· Soviets get territory and in exchange for German technology 
· Germans receive supplies which will offset wartime shortages 
· Affects food supply and offset this by having Russian imports 
· Win/Win for both parties which terrified all of Europe because war can happen at any moment 
· This was scary because countries like France were not prepared 
· The War Begins
· Invasion of Poland – declaration of war by Britain and France don’t help poles in the slightest 
· Britain and France declare war but can’t respond 
· Russians waited for Germans to finish up until they take their territory 
· Russians and Germans meet in middle
· Fall of France – invasion in spring 1940; by mid-June Paris is occupied; Evacuation of troops 
· Germans go into France via Belgium 
· By the time France falls, both Belgium and Netherlands have surrendered under Nazi control 
· France falls within six weeks 
· Shocks everyone how quickly France lost 
· No decisive battles and Germans didn’t suffer many casualties 
· More than 300,000 French troops retreat 
· France divided into two 
· Both follow Nazi guideline 
· French Jews rallied up immediately 
· Vichy is a an attempt to foresee a potential place which will allow France to exist while they control from abroad 
· Hitler anticipated a much harder fight, and it encourages him to make bolder moves and go beyond the capabilities of Germany 
· Battle of Britain (4 months in fall 1940) – bombing civilians; use of radar; London Blitz (57 nights) 
· Hitler launches a bombing campaign
· For four months the campaign lasts and targets civilians both on purpose and by accident because its imprecise 
· 50% of all bombs missed their actual targets 
· Difficult to predict when bombers are coming 
· Radar makes this easier, however coastal cities have it tougher because radar does not have enough time to warn people 
· Night becomes a threat and its harder to defend 
· There are no planes which can work in all weather 
· London is bombed for 57 consecutive nights and hide out in the subway system 
· Children evacuated 
· Restores confidence in the British monarchy when they would look at the damage the next day 
· Royal family did not evacuate during bombings 
· Churchill is a great man for a speech and comes up with sayings that inspired people to carry on after the bombings 
· People entitled a temporary home after bombing 
· Nation rallied and came together 
· Hitler not able to break British spirit 
· Air force takes to the sky slowly and begin beating German Planes 
· Battle of Britain is unsuccessful and is a first sign that there is a problem 
· Makes Hitler rethink 
· Hitler looks east 
· Total War
· Conscription in Britain 
· Role of women 
· Subsidized daycare to ensure women join factory work 
· Women wear much simpler clothes to save cloth to add to resources 
· Women didn’t wear nylon because it was the material of parachutes 
· Government expands its economic role (Taxes, rationing)
· Taxes go up and people don’t complain 
· Rationing of important things like gasoline 
· Crucial for European countries 
· Food rationing/ food packages sent 
· State needs came first 
· Mobilization of scientists – expensive projects; new weapons; code breaking
· Old school idea that scientists were wealthy people who leisured in their field dies 
· Because of the war, scientists gather together and are pressed and begin talking 
· Clustering scientists together, breakthroughs emerge 
· Think tank pockets 
· Depending on your profession, your labour can be tapped into and utilized for resources 
· Bright individuals from university research labs 
· Connection between business and universities being established 
· Life under German occupation 
· Treatment of POWs
· Use of economic resources; Ostarbeiter (eastern worker)
· Eastern workers (4million) necessary to sustain Germany 
· Degrees of autonomy based on Nazi racial hierarchy; treatment of Slavs and communists 
· Collaboration and resistance movements – geography; lack of unity 
· Degrees of collaboration
· Within the same story people both collaborate and resist 
· Everywhere the Nazi’s go they find people willing to cooperate with them 
· The holocaust - role of technology  and statistics; language used; divisions of tasks allows people to slave consciousness; uneven reaction (Romanian Vs Denmark); local collaboration; rest of world 
· Punch card tabulating machine by IBM 
· First order of business by German occupancy was take a census 
· Railway planning via IBM (early prototype computers)
· Dehumanize people, talk about cleansing an area
· Broke down the process of finding, collecting and killing Jews. 
· People believed they were doing their jobs 
· Final solution
· Nobody makes an effort to protect the Jews 

· WW2 in the East  (From June 1941, soviets inflicted 90% of all German casualties )
· Soviet military purge (1938-39)
· Decimates red army on eve of the war 
· Affects some decisions (Use of technology)
· Look who advocated for what 
· Voroshilov wanted to maintain a big cavalry 
· Survives purges and his policies affect army 
· Tukachvsky moves military to mechanization 
· When the soviets start war, they have little planes made out of metal 
· 35000-40000 officers executed. Included 60% of marshals of the SU; 100% of 
Admirals and 90% of corps commander
· They did not question the military plans of the future out of fear 
· Red army does not have unit cohesion where they feel that their soldiers have their back 
· By 1939 when purge was over, the average person in charge is commanding two levels above where he had been before 
· Soviet commanders are unable to make decisions and plan things 
· Not their fault as they don’t have the necessary training 
· No time to give them military training 
· Hitler see’s this and uses this to propose the Nazi –non-aggression pact 
· Winter war with Finland 
· Soviets invade November 1939
· Ask Finns to trade territory near St-Petersburg's in exchange for territory in arctic circle 
· Guerilla warfare 
· Finns fight brilliantly 
· Defenders had skis in the winter
· Use this to their advantage to get in and out of battles quickly 
· White jackets as camouflage 
· Soviets suffer 10 times more casualties than the Finns – at least 20,000 dead and ½ million wounded 
· This changed peoples thinking in all of Europe 
· Hitler’s view
· Document made with idea that soviets and Germans would eventually clash 
· An attempt for Russians to buy time 
· End of 1940 Hitler defeated everyone except Britain 
· Notion that Russians can’t beat Finland so they are weak and so Hitler believes that they can easily beat the Russians while not fighting a two front war 
· War in the East 
· April 1941 soviet non-`pact with japan signed – moves factories east 
· Train reserve armies in Siberia 
· Could not do this if they are fighting two front war with Japan 
· Operation Barbarossa – supposed to last 10 weeks; lack of soviet plans; intelligence; Stalin’s reaction 
· Communication from spies that Germans are going to invade Russia 
· Everyone warns Russia of invasion 
· German soldiers poured across the border 
· Stalin refused to respond and told soldiers not to fire as they thought it was a provocation 
· First day of war Germans are deep in Russian borders 
· Stalin lay on couch for ten days and thought his officers were going to arrest him, meanwhile they begged him to come back and lead the defense 
· Stalin addresses people: notion that people may not fight for the party but for the motherland and each other 
· People felt anchored to their country and that they had to protect families from the Germans 
· Rapid advance on all fronts 
· Springtime in Leningrad, the bodies thawed 
· People became desensitized to bodies 
· Mass graves for corpses 
· City doesn’t surrender and holds out at a tremendous cost  
· Battle of Moscow; Siege of Leningrad; target Caucasus in 2nd summer 
· Propaganda value tremendous: the notion to hold on and the government is not willing to give in 
· Moscow stabilizes because it got cold 
· Coldest winter for 100 years 
· Massive amounts of mud with frost at night and thaw in day
· German horses died when it got colder 
· So did German soldiers as they are inadequately prepared for Russian winter 
· Hitler regroups for the winter 
· Massacre at Babyar of Jews in Ukraine 
· Hitler did not anticipate the management of soviet prisoners 
· German treatment of civilians – view of Slavs and communists; POWs; Ostarbeiter 
· Germans hit close to 4.5 million POW’s 
· Eastern front
· Germans don’t provide facilities for prisoners 
· No housing, sanitation and/or food 
· Germans obsessive about documentation 
· 1 million soviet POWs die in German captivity 
· Germans didn’t worry about it because they had a different view to them 
· Germans would welcome alliance with French and British 
· Hitler’s hierarchy, at the bottom is Jews and on top are Slavs 
· Russian and Ukrainian near bottom 
· Communists in German hands liable for execution 
· Every single person in community is subject to poor treatment 
· Holocaust was industrialized murder, in the east It was more personal 
· Germans found willing collaborators 
· Young people promised scarce goods or threatened 
· Killing squads in eastern Europe are German and locals who turn on their neighbours 
· German regular armed forces participate as well 
· 4million Ostarbeiter used for labour in Germany 
· Denies these people many things for being sent to Germany under duress 
· Soviet treatment of own soldiers – penal battalions; no home leaves; no retreats; view of casualties; partisans 
· Penal battalions are volunteer and people who commit disciplinary infractions
· Given worst jobs 
· Penal battalion to walk across mines 
· Order #227 says you’re not allowed to take one step backwards without permission despite the fire being given 
· blocking detachment units
· fire on own comrades who stepped back 
· soviet pilots flew hundreds of missions without a day off
· desperate measures meant mobilization of everybody 
· women are visible as front line medics 
· crawl out to get wounded soldiers 
· once your gone for the war, you’re gone for the duration 
· did not fight in a way which would preserve the life of soldiers 
· Partisans are caught behind enemy lines 
· People who live without regular homes
· Disappear into the terrain 
· Partisans operate independently 
· Partisans made German occupation soldiers  uneasy 
· Every single rank brutalizes civilians and partisans do it back 
· Destabilize Germans 
· Winter 
· Stalingrad – German surrender February 1943
· Soviet industry moved east and got their guns as a result 
· Factories chopped down like lego and rebuilt past Ural mountains 
· Factories back on line and make red-army fight in a new way, 
· If you don’t move industry, Germans own the industry 
· By and large, the soviets are moving back west 
· Red army fights in a way that unacceptable in a western democracy 
· Why did soviets win 
· Mobilize people on basis of patriotism
· Not on politics but on the nation 
· Notion that government will recognize their struggles 
· Russian orthodoxy returns 
· References to religion in media 
· No alternative
· Parts of Ukraine who remembered collectivization by Russians welcomed the Germans 
· Thought of better life didn’t help
· German mistreatment of populations under their control 
· Ukrainians saw the Russians as the better of the two 
· People who fought in front lines typically before the war came from western Russia 
· People realized what will happen to families if the Germans occupy territory 
· Notion that their life is sacrificed to save their kids and family 
· Propaganda reinforces the German beast 
· Notion that stalin is the better of the two evils 

· Cold war and life in Western Europe 1950-70s
· Seeds of the Cold War
· Issue of 2nd front in Europe – North Africa Vs France 
· Yalta (1945 – Germany divided into zones
· Stalin and Churchill meet and map interests 
· No consultation of governments they talk about
· Discuss what to do with Germany 
· Germany to pay reparations 
· To what extent the Germans should govern themselves 
· Divide Germany in half and berlin divided into four 
· Diplomatically speaking Germany an issue for reunification
· Potsdam (1945) – Germans to be repatriated from other European countries
· Roosevelt more sympathetic with the Russians but is replaced by Truman who hated anything communist 
· Not best choice 
· It’s a moment when allies agree to something awful 
· The repatriation of Germany 
· All soviet citizens will be sent back to the SU as well as Germans to Germany 
· More than 25% of repatriated citizens are sent to gulags for 25 years as traitors 
· Atomic bomb – soviets have it by 1949
· When soviets get it, it’s a replica of the American’s bomb 
· When soviets announce this it scares western allies 
· Soviet policy between 1945-49  is harsh to every area of their control  
· Will not announce its weakness 
· They lose everything they did under two 5year plans 




· Economics in the immediate post war period
· Agricultural production falls by 50% (bad harvests); famine in USSR
· Currencies lost their value
· Stuff becomes valuable when you lose confidence in your currency 
· No guarantees that paper money can get you anything 
· Millions displaced and homeless – 12 million German refugees and 14 million homeless 
· 25 million Russians homeless 
· City after city is going to have to be rebuilt 
· Entire German cities disappeared 
· Warsaw leveled to the ground 
· Marshall plan (up to 13 billion) to rebuild western Europe 
· 
· World bank, UMF (1946), GATT (General agreement on tariffs and trades)  all set up as is United Nations 
· UN and programs to stabilize the economy as a whole 
· UN gets a peace keeper force 
· Human rights, what is genocide 
· Creation of international standards for human behavior 
· UNICEF and WHO(world health organization)
· WHO charts every countries health standards 
· Creates programs to help countries 
· UNICEFF originally created to get funds to feed displaced orphans after WW2
· Children got care packages through UNICEF 
· Division of Europe 
· Truman doctrine – to contain communism 
· Fund initiatives to help people in need of becoming communist 
· Help fund democracies 
· Russians realize they cannot cooperate with the west 
· 1948-49 berlin Blockade 
· Results in an airline airlift 
· Sending aid into allied berlin 
· NATO (North Atlantic Treaty Organization 1949) Vs Warsaw Pact 1955
· Countries in Western Europe and NA try to coordinate an alliance 
· In response to the Soviet detonation of Atomic bomb in 1949
· Canada to monitor arctic from soviet threats 
· Having countries work together to stop communism 
· Countered by the Warsaw pact (SU and eastern European countries)
· Command structures directly by Soviets 
· US provides 75% of NATO funding 
· Stationing of troops as weapons on foreign soil; loss of sovereignty in foreign policy 
· A strong anti-nuclear movement against Americans for placing weapons as they pleased 
· Soviets do not put weapons in eastern Europe but in republics of USSR
· Loss of sovereignty as someone else in determining your defense policy and foreign policy  
· Berlin wall built 1961 – 3.6 million Germans fled for the west prior to its construction; bolster regimes in the east 
· Division of berlin becomes permanent 
· 10% of population flees country 
· Nikita Khrushchev is leader of communism 
· Asks how people can leave east Germany 

· Cold Was Diplomacy 
· Europe less important 
· Find alternatives to nuclear war
· Economic aid to buy loyalty 
· Make friends by paying people off
· Countries like Egypt to build structure and then become friends 
· Aid works because countries are decolonizing 
· Arms race
· Built more and more weapons that you didn’t want to use and show world what they looked like 
· Sport
· Beginning in 1955 notion of athletic superiority 
· Culture and propaganda 

· Economics – rebuilding 
· 1950s first sign of common market ex: coordination off coal and steel industries; reduction of tariffs 
· Work together economically so they can have some stature to rival the Americas 
· Europe recovers sufficiently to ward off famine
· Revival of industry 
· By 1950’s Europe stabilizes 
· Attempt to create common standard of living (contrast with post WW1); loss of revolutionary fervor
· Germany, France, Belgium and Netherlands band together to create industry
· Leads to reduction of tariffs
· Stimulates return of Europe to the grid
· Common standard of living leads people away from radical thinking 
· If you have a lot of poverty, people may look for extreme solutions
· Belief than you engender stability across the continent 
· Welfare state created: more right and more secure, people had less reason to be out on the streets 
· Creation of employment schemes, pension, retirement. 
· Strong growth until 1973
· Europe In the west rebounds quite quickly 
· Rise in # of white collar and service sector jobs 
· Growth moves the economy to something similar to our economy. 
· Welfare state requires bureaucracy 
· Fewer people work in blue collar positions 
· These changes mean less people work on the land 
· Urbanization – creation of 2nd tier cities; commuting and public transportation; new architectural styles 
· 2nd tier cities like Manchester and Birmingham emerge and double in size in this era 
· Within cities people live different lives
· Huge investments in public transportation  
· People who crept into white collar world buy outside city and travel to work because they can afford to do so 
· New technologies: passenger planes, telephones, radios, television and plastics 
· Cheaper materials used and changes the landscape 
· Sense of beauty and how we should live is up for debate 
· New technology makes the world shrink again 
· Passenger planes change landscape
· Grow in size quite dramatically 
· Reduction of the travel narrative in newspapers because people are visiting-
· radio creates youth culture backlash 
· social tension in families and states
· fewer people volunteering or attending church groups 
· nature of television programing changes 
· rise of consumer culture by what they see on the TV screen because they see it as normal
· plastic 
· industrial plastics come from fossil fuels and makes us dependent on oil 

· The Green revolution
· Large-scale commercial agriculture meant great rise in productivity 
· Dramatically increases how much food is available 
· Threat of famine disappears 
· Impact of modern scientific research ex: tractors, fertilizers, pesticides, animal husbandry, better seeds 
· Cross breed strains of the same crop
· Wheat is resistant to climate problems and bigger than a century ago 
· Food is cheaper – industrial foods make is cheaper 
· Farms require fewer workers, which fed urbanization  
· Large farms use machinery 
· Rise of the welfare state 
· Larger role of government in both east and west; assumption that behavior of wealthy people led to rise of fascism; try to tackle class distinctions; British elections in post-WW2 period
· Education and government bureaucracies; more people go to university 
· Illiteracy ended by 1960s
· Social reforms: Health insurance, unemployment benefits, pensions
· 
· Some industries nationalized 
· Standard of living rises; length of work week paid holidays
· Improvements in medicine – antibiotics and immunization; longer life expectancy
· Reduces the revolutionary fervor of workers; women get right to vote throughout Europe  
· Cultural changes 
· Americanization 
· Alienation of intellectuals 
· French Extentialism influential for two decades; ex: Sartre (La Vie est Absurde) denies the existence of God, l’enfer c’est les autres; ex: Camus – people must chose to act and be motivated by personal sense of responsibility, separate from God or government 
· Theaters of the Absurd (Samuel Beckett) – again influential for 20 years; not rational; no plots
· Annales school of history (longue Durees) focuses on ordinary people rather than politics or diplomacy rather than politics or diplomacy; Ex: Montaillou 
· price data and consumption data tells you how people change 
· Montaillou: book how community interacts with itself in the face of threats 
· Emergences of art films in western Europe; new cutting techniques to make viewers uncomfortable; use of anti-heroes; contrast with Hollywood escapism 
· Even the best European films are compared to Hollywood 

· Problems in the communist world 1956-68
· Eastern Europe after WW2
· 1948 break with tito
· Soviet style economies artificially introduced 
· Degree of specialization 
· Soviet style political regimes; purge resisters
· 1949 COMECON (council of mutual economic assistance) created – areas of specialization; coordination 
· Moscow would decide which country would produce what and trade with which countries. 
· Countries lose economic sovereignty 
· Individual countries told what to specialize in 
· People in eastern Europe watching their standard of living erode while Moscow thrives and creates resentment
· Red army privatizes industry 
· Political regimes resemble Moscow 
· Stalin must trust you 
· Country after country in eastern Europe sees soviet purging of intellectuals and religion 
· Population not keen to live in society – more of an imposition   
· Warsaw pact created 1955
· When NATO created, Warsaw pact created to rival 
· Decisions are made behind closed doors 
· Public not consulted or elections held
· 
· Instability caused de-Stalinization 
· Decision making hidden from public 

· 1953 East Germany 
· Government run by Ulbricht ( a Stalinist)
· Standard of living issues; issues 15billion in machinery and material stripped by soviets 
· May government announces that every worker must produce 10% more than last year but with no wage increase
· June striking and demonstrations – more than 300 towns and villages 
· Suppression aided by soviet thanks 
· More than 300,000 leave for the west that year 
· Cross border and claim refugee status 
· Young and well educated people left the eastern bloc 
· New emphasis on consumer goods
· 1961 berlin wall constructed 
· To stop exodus, soviets built the wall which ran through the center of berlin 
· Beginning of 1961 it’s almost impossible to get out of berlin 
· Khrushchev’s secret speech in 1956
· Stalin death meant that new structure of government 
· Khrushchev is the product of internal fighting which is kept away from the public
· De-Stalinization of the country 
· He does not have as much power as Stalin but wants to make change 
· Transform soviet society and it cant be done with fear 
· Speech:
· Revealed that Khrushchev wanted de-Stalinization 
· Claimed that Stalin was wrong and that he violated what Lenin wanted to do
· Stalin had a cult-like personality 
· Criticizes Stalin for some of his actions in WW2 
· Purged people don’t see their reputation re-established 
· Violence in 1934 so he avoids collectivization 
· Doesn’t talk about peasants or purged people 
· Speech makes people nervous 
· Khrushchev did not think things through very well
· Did not inform people in eastern Europe 
· This is a split between Mao and Soviets 
· Khrushchev undermines every country in eastern Europe 
· 1956 Poland 
· March government released some political prisoners 
· June strikes put down by the military; 60 deaths 
· October Gomulka made head of party; treatment of Stalinist and catholic church; no break in foreign policy 
· Solution to protest 
· Vladislav Gomulka had been arrested in 40’s for being an anti-stalinist 
· Put into lead 
· Church allowed to function better in Poland 
· Priests not being arrested anymore 
· Realizations that polish population needs to be allowed to keep aspects of their culture. 
· Collectivization of agriculture halted 
· Had not been fully implemented in Poland 
· Did not want to create industrial farms where they didn’t own anything 
· Poland did have independent farming while other places had collectivization 
· 1956 Hungary 
· Reforms inspired by desire to get rid of Stalinists and to end reparation payments to soviets 
· Nagy – more consumer goods and pace of collectivization slowed; replaced by Rakosi in 1955
· Client of Khrushchev opposition 
· Protest ensues – statues of Stalin targeted; policemen lynched
· Troops refuse to fire at the first; then 600 killed 
· Nagy reinstated and becomes even more radical 
· Hungarians were hearing that overthrowing communist government, they would get help from west 
· Troops don’t arrive 
· Lack of western support – US in midst of presidential election; Suez crisis distracts Britain and France 
· Suez canal has access to middle east and oil/Americans in middle of election/ people not interested on foreign policy 
· West did not help hungary 
· November soviet tanks sent in; 20,000 killed and Budapest bombed by air
· Soviets go in, in an overkill fashion 
· Soviets sent in ½ million men and put down 20,000 people 
· Soviets bomb Budapest via air 
· 
· Nagy tried and executed; exodus of Hungarians 
· Hungary not allowed to leave warsaw pact 
· Marxism is the next step in society, you can’t step back 
· Kadar and “Goulash communism” 
· Hungary becomes a producer of novelty goods 
· Hungary will never attempt a coup ever again 
· 1960 Czechoslovakia 
· January Dubcek replaces Novotny 
· Dubcek is a Slovak 
· “Socialism with a human face” – democratization; press freedom 
· Make population excited about living there via democratization so as to create political parties in which debates can be held 
· Freedom of press to allow this 
· Their vision of the world coincides with what intellects want 
· Encourage socialism intellectually 
· Role of party officials as well as intellectuals 
· Negotiations with Moscow 
· Action Plan: political parties; abolish censorship; decentralized power to local assemblies; release political prisoners; allow foreign travel 
· Zdanek Mlynar – his roommate in university is gorbachev 
· Save communism to make it a viable option, not an authoritarian regime 
· Brezhnev 

· Czechoslovakia 
· August 21, 1968 Moscow sent in the tanks; used forces from all over the Warsaw pact 
· 1969 Husek appointed new leader 
· No energy and no intention of reform 
· Czechoslovakia becomes a very communist place 
· Brezhnev doctrine and issues of sovereignty 
· Country in Warsaw pact not allowed to leave
· Countries are allowed to force you to stay
· Can’t get rid of soviet styled government 
· Eastern Europe one unit 
· Allows for military actions 
· End of eurocommunism and belief that system can be fixed 
· Undermined the force that communism could play in the west 
· 60’s is full of student unrest and that young people represent an entirely new generation 
· This shatters the appeal of communism 
· No longer considered as an alternative 
· 70’s and 80’s east-European countries borrowing to stay afloat 
· Communist countries can’t compete economically
· Problems do not end ex: 1983 solidarity in Poland 
· Union movement in Gdansk 
· Polish government survives because they implement martial law 
· Government has no way of motivating its population 
· Peoples political systems imposed on them by force 
· Failure to provide their promises 
____________________________________________________________________________________
· Collapse of Communism 
· 1980’s 
· Legacy of unrest in soviet bloc 
· Economic woes
· Contribute to the undermining of communism 
· Relatively high oil prices in the 70’s and soviets export oil which keeps them afloat
· The 80’s however saw most European countries in debt and not being able to make their interests payments 
· Poland on the verge of bankruptcy 
· Media
· Difficult to contain information 
· Solidarity movement in Poland; catholic churches role in Poland; 1981 martial law imposed 
· Church offers an alternate view 
· Pope john paul II’s popularity is big and he changes the landscape, particularly in Poland 
· 1981 poland announces people need to increase output by 10% and they will not get paid 
· Polish workers went into the streets to protest 
· This idea died hard 
· Government had to implement martial law 
· Poland is an unhappy place to live and so is most of the eastern bloc

· Gorbachev’s Reforms 
· Impact of glasnost’ and perestroika 
· A spreading wave of criticism which is not pleasant to hear for soviets 
· Pollution, lack of modernization etc… 
· Belief that providing a little bit of bad news would make people want to change things
· People do the opposite and give up and believe that the government doesn’t know what it is doing 
· Perestroika (rebuild economy) – return to the 20’s where small businesses were private and major industry is state owned 

· Privatization; black market; popular lethargy
· Privatization becomes a cash grab 
· Black market becomes most productive element of Russian society 
· Everyday soviets woke up and realized that government is changing policy 
· Whirlwind economic reform – undermined confidence in the leadership
· Rivalry with Yeltsin – June 1990 Russian Republic said its laws could override those of the 
· Yeltsin rivals himself with Gorbachev 
· Prioritizes what happens solely in Russia 
· Becomes elected head of the Russian republic 
· Yeltsin claims that Russia gets short end of the stick from soviet union 
· USSR; June 1991 Yeltsin becomes head of the Russian federation (popularly elected)
· Perestroika backfires and media censorship returns 
· August 1991 coup
· One by one soviet republics declare their independence, impact on eastern Europe 

· Hungary
· Different kinds of transitions – communists try to hold on to power in some places but not others
· Hungary: 1) reform-minded party officials replace kadar in 1988; 2) remove barbed wire in may 1989; 3) summer 1989 “opposition round table” formed to negotiate with government; 4) Nagy rehabilitated; 5) June 1989 communist party renames itself; 6) communists gradually lose power as change bypass them; 7) multi-party democratic elections 
· Poland 
· 1987 referendum on price increases leads to strike 
· Foreign debt 
· Augusts 1988 government asks solidarity to negotiate – gives them legal status as an opposition party 
· 1989 free elections – solidarity landslide 
· Gorbachev tells PCP to accept results 
· Tough economic transition 
· Czechoslovakia 
· Regime falls in 10 days 
· Demonstrations in wake of collapse of berlin wall
· November 19, 1989 entire politburo resigns; followed by mass party resignations
· Dissidents form “civic forums” under Havel
· November 24, 1989 party rejects idea of using army 
· December 1990 free elections held – civic forum and allies get majority/Havel president 
· January 1st 1993 Slovakia separates 
· Romania 
· Ceausescu example of extreme corruption 
· Ordered 8000 hungarian villages razed – protests and riots 
· Security forces fire on demonstrators 
· Executed Christmas 1989; more than 1000 people killed 
· May 1990 elections – national salvation front wins ( they are anti-Ceausescu communists) 
· General Comments 
· No smooth transitions to democracy – no traditions to build on 
· Emergence of nationalist parties to fight with former communists for power
· Economic problems: corruption, inflation, unemployment, organized crime 
· Dreams of joining EU and NATO – Russian reaction 
· What to do with nuclear technology and weapons 
· Flood on immigrants – tension with western Europe on this subject 

· Europe Today 
· Immigration
· Reversal of previous outflows – part of globalization 
· People are much more mobile 
· Europe is a go to destination because it provides a good standard of living 
· Late 1960’s increase in “guest workers”; 15-18 million today 
· Guest workers did foreign tasks that natives didn’t want to do 
· People don’t think, they react first
· But guest workers are needed to maintain the welfare state in a time when people are not having kids
· Temporary workers are left alone until there’s an economic downturn
· Stealing jobs rhetoric 
· Immigration 
· Economic recessions – targeting of visible minorities 
· Late 1960’s 1st immigration restrictions; emphasis on border security 
· Declining European birthrate 
· Social programs strained; refugee situation – Chechen Example 
· Questions re: assimilation 
· Visibility of ethnic minorities 
· Racist discourse changes over time 
· Violence ad emergence of ultra-right wing parties 
· Multiculturalism has been slow to emerge but racism has not 

· Unification
· European community (1967) – reduced tariffs; goal of creating single market with free movement of goods and workers 
· 1993 European Union created treaty of Maasricht – has own governing bureaucracy (rotating presidency) and small army; 370 million people in 15 countries 
· Monetary union in 1999 (except Britain); !998 European central bank created 
· 2004 new wave of expansion – most countries in East Europe now join 

 
· Biggest obstacle: agricultural subsidies; financial targets for members; achieving common human rights and humanitarian goals 
· Recent wave of expansion to include most countries of eastern Europe – division between old and new Europe still remains
