· 3) The experiments should use the agreed upon scientific methods
· Explain the phenomenon and predict
· Thomas Kuhm wrote a book in the early 60s. History of science; great discoveries of science. Theoretical concepts of the paradigm. Defines what types of questions they are asking, results of the experiments, how to conduct the experiment, a way I which sets up a wider way that the scientists… [understand]?
