[bookmark: _GoBack] Tips on How to Complete Multiple Choice Exams
TAKE YOUR TIME when reading a question and the various response options associated with it. If you are unable to answer a particular question, skip it and come back to it later. 
If I present you with response options with the following choices: e.g., "Both 'a' and 'b'" or all of the above, DO NOT ASSUME that this is the correct response, or that the correct response is one of those two choices. It might or it might not. 
You should not be anxious to recall, rather, your task is to select the BEST POSSIBLE RESPONSE FROM THE LIST OF OPTIONS. Some response options might make sense, but not as much as the other in the list. 
QUESTION STYLES:
-Which of the following is NOT a xyz? 
	-Write “is a xyz” or “isn’t an xyz” beside ea option; the one that completely ISN’T, is 	your answer
-XYZ includes all but which of the following?
-Write a tick beside every option that IS included in XYZ. Write an X beside every option that is NOT included in XYZ.   The one that doesn’t have the tick is your correct answer.
-Which of the following statements about XYZ is TRUE?
	-Tick every true statement. The one that HAS the tick is your correct answer.
-Select the sentence that accurately describes an element of Theory XYZ:
	-Pick the sentence that is ENTIRELY correct, in all of its parts.
-A culture that is labelled as being X, Y, Z, is a culture that could be described as
	-Pick the sentence that gives you a correct definition of X, Y, and Z
