What is a nation; 
-def is similar to ethnicity 
-main difference is the link to a particular country or territory 
- theory of nationalism is due to modernization. 
- civil nationalism …. Much more than common history 
-when we talk about nation we are talking about a certain territory 
- you can exists as an ethnicity and be anywhere in the world…-


-	Ethnicity 
-	Negative context 
-	Nationalism is seem more as a general ideology, usually linked to state building. Creation of state is created to the creation of the nation 
-	Ideology serves to legitimize a particular power structure 
-	It derives their popular, potentially mobilizing force from their ability to organize and make sense of immediate experience of their adherents 
-	Ussr- trying to make common nationality –language and way of life- arcos different groups. The creation of a nation. It was about joining people together to accelerate the process of modernization 
-	Nationalism in term of ideology  seeks that people give meaning to their daily life based off a social narrative and common history. 
-	One power structure establish and reproduces one narrative that is common to everybody 

-	Nationalism 
-	Nationalist movement, a structure speaking in the name of  a nation. By repeating its existence it creates its own nation. 
-	The idea of nationalism and what we focus on is mostly about the creation of European states. Why  did some states exist much early than other. 
-	Not at first about language, but living in a certain ay and the social contract 
-	Germany was much more about culture tradition – language- if they were on German territory or not, Germans were Germans

-	What is the nation 
-	Nationalism is product of modern state, modernization and capitalism (Gellener) 
-	They need a population that could be substituatable within the nation state 
-	How do you teach a populitical education system if people don’t share the same language and religion 
-	A bunch of people who speak different languages to merge together to create one language and identity. This happened in UK and FR, but did not happen under the USSR 
-	USSr could never complete a complete identity beyond the need of social mobility. 

Types of nationalism; 
-	Civic nationalism ( the state and social contract.  If you agree by the rules of society you are part of society. Doesn’t preclude having a nationalist ideology)
-	Cultural nationalism  ( linguistic, folkloric…. Built of practices. The german idea of nationalism. Common features inside and outside border)
-	Ethnic nationalism ( biology, race …. Even if the concept of race doesn’t really exist… there are not the same value. )
-	You can have civic and cultural nationalism together 
-	The important aspect is that ethnicity can have a lot of meaning. Including several aspects.  Ethnicity vs race. What is what and why ( In readings) 


Race vs ethnicity 
-	Race has a negative connotation where ethnicity is linking to culture beyone the physical and visibal differences 
-	Social construct ; we create categories to redefine the world and explain the world.   Try to refine one catergory and fit people into it – just like a censos. You cant say you are both you have to pick up only one category. 
-	Can define nationality and ethnicity based on their needs. They use social categories for their own benefits. 
-	Assume ethnicity exisits before the conflict. 
-	Its more about conflict and need for survival than ethnicity 
-	Latin- focus on understanding ethnic violence means we have redefined conflict as ethnicity because it is easy to understand it as such. 
-	Where you are in history, time, space….. meaning is different in different times…. In that time it made sense to understand the world in a certain way .

- Link between tangible (objective_ ie. Customs, traditions, language, religion) and intangible ( subjective aspects_ sense of solidarity among group members) 
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
