Sociologists study human societies and their social interactions In order to develop theories of how behaviour is shaped by group life and how on the other hand ????????????**********
Structural aspects (relations and institutions)-political, economic etc
GOAL IS TO BE VALUE FREE
Sociologist attempts to discover patterns or commonalities in human behaviour
Causes-homelessness, suicide, poverty, discrimination
Patterns in race gender marriage etc.
Predict things not to judge*****
Sociology-belief and knowledge
NATURAL SELECTION
Cities grow, poverty, violence, vs growth of academia, solve it
Academic sociology-response to rationality, modernity, empiricism, capitalism, urbanism
Father of sociology----Auguste Comte: popularized term sociology, founder; believed that societies contained:
1. Social statics-social order and stability(kinship etc)
2. Social dynamics-social conflict/change
Natural science applied to society, ** positivism **
Facts observed but need a theory
Compte-interconnectedness of social elements, ****functionalism***
--------Durkheim:::: Ppl are aproduct of their social environment
Society’s built of social facts; patterns of acting, thinking and feeling that exist otside of the individual ////but exert social control over each person
Harriet matineau-made comtes work more accessible, HAD NO RECOGNITION UNTIL THE LAST 10 YEARS BECAUSE SHE WAS A WOMAN IN A MALE DOMINATED DISCIPLINE
Sociologist- studied social customs, consequences of  industrialism + capitalism
KARL MARX-class conflict
Bourgeoisie-owned means of production (things that produce wealth-own factories-capitalist class)
Proletariat-must sell their labour because they have no other means for lively hood 
Capitalist system made poverty*****capitalist class controls struggling workers by paying them less than the value of their labour 
Results in *****alienation*** (powerlessness estrangement from other people and from oneself
He predicted workers would become aware of exploitation and overthrow capitalist creating a free classless society. 
**CONFLICT THEORY**
Max weber::::economic systems as not the only source of chance
Cultural and political factors KEY influences on economic development and individual behaviour 
***Sociological imagination; suicide example: personal trouble-personal reasons OR public issue-social reasons
Drinking tea-health/ritual/drug/addiction/social activity, capitalism TEACOMES FROM INDIA, SUGAR COMES FROM JAIMAICA, HIGHER CLASS BRITISH, HIGHER UP, EXPENSIVE
------>>>>>Anthro-study of mankind
4 fields of anthropology: physical/biological, cultural/social, linguistic, archeology 
1. Linguistic-origins of language, dialects, social factors, cognition, historical linguistics
2. Cultural-ethnographic/social, cross cultural studies, ethnologists, urban anthro, medical anthro, economic anthro
********Ethnography**********: diverse practice of worlds cultures =anthropologists who record customs of human societies
Controlled participant observant analysis of a cultural field
3. Physical-human species as a biological phenomenon--Growth and development, geneticists etc. 
4. Archeology-material remains, the past, preservation/conservation
Enlarging why things are the way they are and what caused it
KEY POINTS: through examining cultures, sociology/anthro gain insights to our own culture, cultural identity
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
