· What is education?
		
· To be educated, learning, gaining knowledge, engaging people's minds, opportunity to better and improve the self (to what end? Constantly evolving, to the betterment of society --> same goal as philosophers)
· Free fall effect or culturally embedded?
· Free fall: did we just come here
· Culturally: part of our culture, reflects our culture, not something that is separate 
· John Dewey:
· 	Education is lab where you can try things out and where you can figure out what works now and what doesn’t and make distinction between old and new ideas --> IN PRACTICE
· Reform citizens and society (I think)

· Education is seen by philosophers as an "experimental forum"
· 	Change that create justice in society --> everyone should have equal opportunity for education 
· Education is the means by which the state forms its citizens --> education is key organizational tool
· Methods of education generated by philosophy
· Explicit or implicit philosophies --> the theories or hypotheses - guide the practice of education
· Education is a field that is formed by many different fields, including philosophy
· All education seems to be founded on common understanding that come out of philosophical debate 
· Western philosophy originated with the Greeks 
· Philosophy of education is the application of the fundamental principles of philosophy to education (theory to practice)

· children have always been "educated"
· children ask a lot of questions and are curious
· educated in: 
· survival skills (the survival of the whole), 
· moral values (the whole is as important as the individual, and sometimes more important), 
· rights of passage (to transition from childhood to adulthood --> demonstrate you have certain skills
· oral history (telling stories) --> morality, values of the group, what was important to the group, how we explained natural phenomena, who we must revere, respecting elders 
· somewhere along our passage as humans have similar ancestral stuff

The Classical Era (1200 to 490 BC) 
· Had Gods to explain life 
· a lot of mythical stories to explain things (fear into them so they wouldn't do stuff)
· socrates was first to discuss education and stuff but didn't write it down --> plato did
· Movement towards a human order
· a world driven by unknown forces (gods, where people tried to find ways to appease these forces, to survive
· plato, etc: a world where man was believed to be capable of higher knowledge,human excellence, discovery of universal truths (all people are basically good and learn dangerous habits as they grow)
· where these understandings and truths could influence the course of events, shape the world and the people in it 
· Greeks had a rich society so had time to sit and talk and contemplate things (a leisure class) --> when you're poor have to focus on survival
· Sophists (all about image and how you project yourself, popular amongst leisure class) 
· plato and socrates challenged this because it was not authentic and not what human beings were supposed to be
· the form of the good is virtue --> aiming to be your best self (through faith, intellectual understandings) to be closer connected to God --> the ideal was to become a master race, people to excel and be the best they could be [Plato]
· The Best known educational thinkers
· Sappho: poet, love of women, created schools for noble women, believed teachers should be mentors for students, thought women should be physically strong and intellectually strong
· Socrates: itinerant teacher, people had conversations, Socratic teacher (asks questions, trying to illicit information by asking questions rather than give answer), looking for human connection (i think) 
· Plato: interested in true meaning of education (human excellence), 
· The Republic (what we see is imperfect idea of object, can get to more perfect idea through education, reminiscence) 
· first you have to know it for it to be real
· **page 4, perfect society, 3 things: philosopher-king, military, workers
· stopped at your level
· education was life long and people fit themselves into the classes
· seeking an understanding of intellectual order, how the universe worked and if we could make that connection then everyone would find our place
· Aristotle: first scientist, try to understand the material world, aspire to the highest possible good, took Plato's idea and applied it to the real world, trying to figure out how everything works, didn't think women should be educated, believe in compulsory school and everybody should be educated (everybody means citizens, not physically everyone)   
· Quintilian: ability to speak, rhetoric and auditory and physical perfection (to make the perfect man i think), influenced by Rome and by Greek and Egyptian, wrote about educating boys as a life long process and having stages (page 20) 
· people were seeking for a good character for a human being, seeking to improve society and improve relationship to society and for person to be virtuous in own way and to be running society in that 
· a lot of rigour, discipline expected from students and society 
· goal of education = after virtuous humans --> is this still the case?

Medieval Europe 
· Life in the Middle Ages
· "The inhabitants threw all their refuse into the drains in the centre of narrow streets. The stench must have been overwhelming, though it appears to have gone virtually unnoticed"
· St. Augustine: Christianity, spread the word and helped established the early church
· A true Christian had to attain the works of ideas as dictated largely by the church through faith, education, through the intellectual discipline of liberal arts, was then largely a question of study and acceptance of the church
· Thomas Aquinas
· The human being is the spirit our soul (form) within the human body (matter) and thinking was the route by which a human attained higher dimensions of reasoning (spirituality)
· He sorted our the relationship between reason and faith in the Medieval Church 
· sorted our relationship between reason and faith, tried to bring together idea that could have rational (scientific) life and religious life. The idea of education could create a human who can live this dualistic life 
·   Knowledge for its own sake rather than to get a job
·  Role of education is th
· Scholasticism: attempt t0 build a bridge between classical ideas (suppressed) and the modern christian doctrine (against bringing anything unpure) --> united what the spiritual and the material world was about
· around this time where universities were formed
· The Black Plague
· horrific event that affected Europe (shrunk)
· occurred because of rats
· After plague everything changed
· Erasmus 
· believed in peace  
· didn't want land to belong to the few
· wanted people to be well educated
· believed the Leaders should be erudite:	Comment by iPad: having or showing knowledge that is learned by studying

· the education of the christian prince: a classical education, so that he could rule well: vast general knowledge, and of good character (firm, ethical, moral, a peacekeeper
· didn't think everyone should be educated, but thought that leaders should be educated
· Three conditions determine individual progress: Nature, Training and Practice
· nature: innate capacity for being trained, partly, native bent towards excellence
· training; skilled application of instruction and guidance
· practice: free exercise on our own part of that activity which has been implanted by nature and s furthered by training
· nature without skilled training must be imperfect, and practice without the method which training supplies leads to hopeless confusion 

The Renaissance
·   characterized by a flowering in Europe: in ideas, architecture, material wealth, personal liberty, the rights of the individual, art and discovery, intellectual freedom
· education: a way to bring up youth with regard to ethical, religious
· trade: the Medici family founded the first banks
· literary and artistic achievement
· vigour harmony, peace, inquiry and exploration
· church didn't have stranglehold it had before, people started travelling

Arab/Islamic Influences (Europe influenced by this)
·  Many Greek texts (Aristotle) salvaged and translated into Syriac and then translated into Latin
· europeans sought new learning from Muslims and translated the texts from Arabic into Latin - including alchemy and chemistry
· astronomy and mathematics (algebra, trig, geo) also translated
· Medical knowledge - had hospitals and how to treat diseases
· many physics books
· art (techniques), music, architecture
· educational and legal institutions
· technology, economics - public hospitals
·  literature, philosophy, libraries, universities, charitable trusts

Jewish Influences
· educators, intellects, scholars, merchants, and trades people and translators
· searchers after truth
· provided loans to enable progress
· chased out of Europe once they got the knowledge

Humanism and Education
·   a pleasant learning environment
· a sense of community - teacher who cares
· discipline is not coercive
· respect for children's individual nature
· children's character development is more important than learning itself
· all should be educated

Gutenburg's Printing Press (1436-39)
·  publishing could perhaps best be identified with knowledge harvesting, while printing would be the knowledge distribution
· more people had access to the Bible

Calvin
· Protestant Reform movement 
· the role of the printing press re: the bible 
· the creation of schools in each municipality and teaching children the correct version of Christianity in their language
· people had access to Bible and could interpret it
· the role of catechism
· The Common School Movement
· This led the common school movement established in large parts of Europe and North America
· these schools would have moral and civic objectives as well as religious content
· schooling would be available to all: girls and the working class
· the new and increasingly powerful middle classes (merchants and business) supported this
· the new middle class was business people, the middle class became the deputes of the towns (the mayors and stuff)    
· Mass literacy happened
· schools become compulsory, and as burgers and middle classes became more involved, interested more in people being productive rather than just learning the bible
· productive, hardworking

The effects of mass Literacy
· .literacy became linked with education
· state supported institutions characterized by literacy-based practice
· the common school Movement
· lead to a new dominant, value-based literacy: "give a person a hammer and evert problem looks like a nail"
· effects of printing and trade and economic growth created different classes --> people who controlled a great deal of what went down in town --> wanted everyone to be educated because it suited business
· still meant to be christian environment but less controlled by church and more control by state
New nation states
·  the lines became to settle, people stop trying to grab pieces, identified with they're culture and language --> school enabled that 
· have a longing to defend and protect nation because it was there's
· formed identities of who they were 
Literacy
·  today what does literacy mean?
· Today: what kind of human is conceived of as the outcome of educational policy? who decides 
· become productive member of society
how are we looking to benefit society? take away street smarts and put them in a classroom 
· important to read and write in own language because: share own culture, creates common identity and some way of community
· why in aboriginal culture why did we create written languages: for historical purposed, to hand it down to next generation, to give value to the nation, to preserve their language
· colin ferera (paulo ferera??): wrote books, wanted Brazilians to become literate, he said human beings could not be empowered in own society if they could do decode it in way dominant culture is written and talked about --> level of empowerment that comes with literacy, people can take charge of something and have words and tools to do it, know if what people are telling them is true or not, people could make own interpretations because they could read
·   literacy is complicated because every society has agenda for literacy and education
The Renaissance: Humanism and Education
·  had different take of education
· children had some sense of being wanted 
· taught as greeks and romans taught --> children were important, were people who you could be kind to, teachers should be trained to teach to some degree
· children should be taught according to their natures, a little more attention to children's character rather than training them to a form of society
· to all children --> meant girls and working class children for the first time (educated and literate)
Comenius 
· talked about a kind of age 
· according to age and development 
Comenius in the Great didactic:
· wanted virtuous children
· great sense of character
· were interested in educating for character, now less interested in character and more in personality 
· process of education should be aprepation for life --> not necessarity for jobs but to be a good human 
· Panshopisht --> through education and literacy would create peaceful generations, that people would think deeply and freshly
· children would no longer be physically punished 
· page 51-52
Education
· school readiness *age/stage development theory(
· kindness vs. coercion and punishment
· schooling: school of infancy, primary school, grammar school, university 
9 principles of child development 
· the importance of starting early
· learning in own language
· use of materials and books that are related to development and age of child
· inclusive environment (all children had access even if they didn't have learning capabilities)
· idea that we don't give a child something too complex to learn until they've mastered the basics otherwise it becomes rote learning rather than learning that has meaning to them --> if you give someone more matter than they can process then the only way to learn it is through rote memorization 
· sensory education: hands on plus should go for a walk
· build on what you already know (constructivism) -->be able to see where child is and to pride next challenge to add to their knowledge --? a great teacher can see where child is and provide next piece so they can add to it
Orbis Pictrois (Comenius) 
· early learning through pictures and language
· his contribution was an encyclopedia that as the first of his kind bf could only come about because of the printing press
· what he tried to put in the book was everything hat was ever known so the children could learn it too
· between the classics and now they child didn't have anything except that they might grow up and be lucky --> all philosophers say that warmth and care and the mother   --> have lost that because mothers work now
John Locke
· children are a blank canvas 
· don't go after children's minds because they'll have their own theories
· didn't think children could sort out proper values without being told --> children needed to be trained into cooperation 
Jean Jacques Rousseau
·  social contract 
· he didn't think children should be socialized because he was a naturalist --> believed in the nature, should be paying attention to the children's nature
Philosophy
· he though that we should be focusing on what is inherently natural to human and not what we have was a socialized human
· not interested in forming perfect citizen or perfect state because good citizen will natural emerge if you nurture his nature and treat them with respect
· talked of child as primitive that shouldn't be tamed but inducted int he world very slowly
· primitive man is the real man 
Emile
·  age of reason is 15 to 18
· Sophie: is trained to be the complimentary of the half to Emile --> her role is to be the complementary --> major whole was male and female would make it complete and perfect 
· printing press allowed to publish ideas which attracted the rich (only way to get money as a philosopher was to attract rich people with your ideas
Childhood
·  children are born naturally good 
· children should be protected
· children are good and should be nurtured or children are bad and should be punished
FAQ Rousseau
·  called naturalism because its human nature
· is philosophy permissive: yes, is it too permissive? society now school is not permissive, permissiveness can build autonomy, permissiveness can lead to self-governance 
· should education be about socialization? there needs to be a balance 
· when should children learn to read and write? 
· Waldorf School philosophy --> learn to read at age of 7 Rudolph Schteiner 
· believed that people's soul did not develop until 6 or 7 and children should not be pushed to read or write --> spend a lot of time outdoors and natural artwork 
Pestalozzi
·    every child should have some form of education
· taught his son under rousseau method and decided that it wasn't enough and so developed methods that added on to rousseau
· children should be trained into vocation
· schools needed to be about literacy, kindness, guidance and wanted to break cycle of poverty by making sure children could work 
Enlightened value system
· children were inherently good --> if turned out bad can return to goodness with kindness
· was like a boarding school
· person who created child centred curriculum
· interested in all children who were marginal? --> thought children should have luxury of music, dance, sports, and general education courses
· where possible saw mother as very important (Gertrude)
· regular working class mom who did the best things with stuff that had at home to nurture the development (model of what early environment would be)   
· if you had a solid home life then it would lead the child to be secure in community and school -->saw it as a circle --> if you were proud of family then you would be happy with state, country, etc --> natural progression of human being 
· believed you could not learn well if your emotional well being wasn't taken care of
· along with having something to look forward to after school should also have children with sense of self worth and self esteem and place --> part of what should be embedded in education apart vocation, all children should gain sense of self worth and self esteem, sense of belonging and sense of place through the education they get
· wrote educational laws (7 principles)
· children need to learn (the whole child needs to learn) --> children need to be physically interactive (hand head hearts(
· children should have vocation skills
· learn by discovery not through rote learning
· teachers knowledge of children readiness if very important
· motivation and environment work better than punishment
· teachers as gardeners
· children have learning stages
· not interested in Rousseau's life but educational idea

· educated ones are "he" unless they were aristocracy (women would get tutored)

2. medieval child
· very expendable, died very early
· largely born evil --> church influence, christian church --> people were born evil
