· Hand made
· New shapes
· No decoration 

· Burial customs
· Multiple burials
· Cist graves = inhumation
· Outside settlement  


Early Helladic (mainland Hellas)
· Fortified sites
· Monumental buildings 
· Plain hand-made pottery

Melos = 1st town but no monumental building 

Most male figurines are musicians 
Pyxis

Cycladic ‘frying pan’
· clay
· incised decoration
· spiral motif
· not for cooking
· used to hold water, mirror / fertility symbol 

Early Minoan architecture
· No large settlements 
· No fortifications
· No monumental buildings 

· Tomb houses 
· Tholos tombs – round structures

Early Minoan metal work 
· Filigree
· Granulation
· Used a lot of gold, made gold pendants 

Early Bronze Age similarities

· 1st printed document 
· 45 different symbols

Linear A – stone with words and symbols on it 
· 1 side of clay tablets
· 90 symbols
· Inscribed
· Non-Greek language 
· Undeciphered (unknown)

Minoan religion
· Storage areas connect to areas for religion
· Religion connected to agriculture
Thucydides suggest that Minos or Crete was part of a thalossocracy

Thera volcano eruption
Between 1660 – 1628 BCE
