[bookmark: _GoBack]Basic Brain Parts and Functions:
Cerebrum – Divided into four lobes
Frontal (Front of brain), Temporal (side; temple-area), Parietal (top), and Occipital (back area)
Parts:
1. Thalamus: Relays sensory information; regulates sleep cycles and consciousness
2. Hypothalamus: Controls pituitary gland; controls body temperature, water balance, metabolism, circadian rhythms, and moods
3. Pituitary gland: Stimulates the release of hormones
4. Pons: Responsible for feeling in the face; Breathing control center
5. Medulla Oblongata: Controls heart rate and blood pressure, swallowing and vomiting, and breathing
6. Cerebellum: Controls motor function and the body’s ability to maintain balance; controls ability to interpret sensory information
7. Corpus Callosum: Attaches left and right hemispheres; allows for communication between the two hemispheres. 
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
