Task:

In September, the Conservative government tabled Bill C-10, the Safe Streets and Communities Act before parliament. To fulfil an election promise, the government aims to pass the bill through parliament as quickly as possible to protect victims of crime and address criminal behaviour. You have been put in charge of writing a six page report evaluating the ability of the legislative changes to accomplish the objectives it expects to achieve. 
You should use lecture material, course readings, guest lectures, virtual campus material and academic literature in writing your report and forming a cohesive argument. 

Things you may wish to consider in tackling this project includes: the role of the federal and provincial governments in addressing crime; the evidence on reducing crime, harm and victimization; the role of the police, the use of prisons and corrections; the type(s) of crime(s) that need to be targeted; the types of people affected by legislative changes (gender, age, socio-economic status etc.); the fruitfulness of theories in supporting and explaining your position.
