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As a new restaurant owner I am looking forward to opening a business, which can generate legal income via my hard work. However, taking into consideration my location, which is on St Lawrence it has to be a decent price, which is competitive. In order for me to afford to pay overhead, I would need to make enough profit via the expenses and profit. If someone for instance opens a restaurant in order to launder the proceeds of crime, they can afford to sell their food at a much less price. For example, in order to cover a pizza, I would need to pay staff, ingredients, and the overhead.  For myself to be able to cover this, I would need to sell a pizza for example at a profit. Meanwhile, the hells angel operated restaurant interest would only be to launder their illegal proceeds of crime. This would be considered a “front” therefore it would only exist to legitimize their proceeds of crime. They’re are not opening to turn a profit, they are opening to create an appearance of their legitimate money. This essay will further discuss the problem I may encounter as a reorient owner, in addition the criminal definition of organized crime that best describes the problems that may arise throughout the operation.
A reason for my business to suffer may be because the customers will go to the other restaurant for a better price. This will firstly cause the quality to go down, as my profit margins would suffer, this would cause me to become in debt. This will affect the business in a sense that the reputation of the restaurant will be seen as being overpriced because of the neighboring restaurant. The economical impact will crate an unfair advantage to the restaurant owned by the hells angels. This will not give me the fair chance to make money via operating a legitimate restaurant.  Once these profit margins are made, the affected amount of reinvestment income will be decreased, consequently lowering the quality of the food, driving the restaurant in bankruptcy. In reality, this cannot be realistic because it cannot be competitive so that the prices are low to be in a market. The legitimate owner will need to declare bankruptcy then the illegal one will be able to sell it to someone else therefore enriching themselves and making the legitimate guy suffer. "Imagine a number of people operating legitimate businesses while their competitors are involved in money laundering. These business rivals would be able to undercut prices set for goods and services because they have access to vast amounts of illegally obtained money… Clearly, this has a negative impact on the economy because legitimate business people can not compete” (Danis, Module, slide 4).
[image: ] Another reason that the restaurant owned by the hells angels will be affected is that insurance rates will go higher based on the location of the restaurant. Once it was established that there will be a limit chance to have them in business, there can only be a certain amount that are able to succeed in that particular market, by keeping a cost which is below than they are making. This is caused by the high overhead used by the high insurance rates, which are driving them to spend more therefore keeping less money in their pockets. This means that there will be a tougher time keeping up with the low prices and gives me no chance to run a business which is not used to launder money.  "Damage to property thus leads to an increase in insurance rates, which can lead to the demise of legitimate businesses, especially if the owner wishes to operate in a gang controlled area” (Danis, Module 1, slide 5). I as a the owner of the restaurant will need to borrow money in order to keep my restaurant in business, thus will be next to impossible to turn a profit. Once this type of situation arises; prices will need to be reduced as well in order to compete with the other restaurant, which opened next to it. 
An additional reason why the business might be affected is the fear of the public coming into play because of the affiliation with the organized crime and hells angels. The fear of the public coming inside, moreover of the fear on my restaurant getting bombed because it is after all on the territory of the hells angels, it will be a place which will get feared of. "Damage to property also has important consequences” (Danis, Module 1, slide 5).  This is the reason why there may be multiple bombs and violent moves on my restaurant. There can be a threat to pay a certain percentage per month where there will be a bomb set out. Also there will be threats of violence because opening a restaurant in a hells angel controlled environment means that there will be likelihood that they will use violence. This creates an area of criminal violence, which instills fear in the clientele of the restaurant. "However, it is important to understand that certain crimes or rackets involve more risk for traffickers, which in turn create a climate of intimidation and violence.” (Danis, Module 1, slide 5). This can mean that clientele will not want to come based on the fact of they will fear their lives. Since the place can have violence around them, there will be no chance that there will be people who come and they will want to know who will be running it. Even though the owner is legitimate there is still that fear that the place is a competitor of an organized crime restaurant. This can mean a decrease of the amount of people coming into my restaurant. The fact that the clientele has already been established and would want to keep them, there would be a need for me to reduce my prices. In this respect, I need to make the proper arrangements to keep them from stopping from coming back. The image of the restaurant needs to be system because it is because there are many people who do not want to come because of the tension between the two restaurants that are competing and there are the people who do not to have a very comfortable position in that view.
Human impact is also something that is greatly affected by the violence the gang around them creates. Even though the people around the restaurant are more concerned to come by because they are witnesses to a violent situation. Once they are accustomed to a pleasant environment, customers are more intrigued to visit. Nonetheless, just one situation can this enmesh that there is more of a chance that a violent situation such as a driveway can affect the circumstance that will affect my restaurant due to the scared of a situation, which can hurt the people around the restaurant. The human impact that it stakes it was only there because it has a particular situation, which will terminate the business selling food. "Beyond the problems encountered by users, the drug trade also causes collateral violence associated with maintaining or gaining control of territory for dealers”  (Danis, Module 1,slide 8).  If the restaurant, which opened, is and I am net to that returned which is laundering money, they may have territorial wars, which affect the humanity and the safeness of my restaurant. Considering the vicinity of the restaurant net to me, this can affect the clientele, by scaring them away. This media, which negatively connotes these situations, creates an area of legitimate thing next to it. There is a very high risk factor when there are a lot of people who are trying to stop me from opening my business. There are a lot of deterring factors in that situation, which keep stopping people from not going to it. There are many humanists who are against that people are involved with the criminal aspects inside the restaurant operation.
The theorist, which is most appropriate to my situation, is Block definition of organized crime. This definition is most appropriate because the system is made of a selected few individuals who are involved in the appropriation of laundering money and making business function with the use of money derived from illegal businesses. This is usually the situation when they are going to clean the money and contracts and licenses need to be issued by the government in order to grant the option of that particular business to launder the dirty money. These conspiracies according to Block, are the conspiracies made by the upper class and the politicians in order to ache those particular results. These are usually made by those elite few who have those particular decisions making powers. They are meant to make particular roles in which they are made to make the certain roles of the ones. These ones are the ruling class who make these decisions. This therefore affects me because I am trained to operate my business and there are operations, which are advantageous to the rest because of the connections, which are made do to those particular businesses, which favor the money laundering people schemes. The conspiracies according to Block are what are affecting the legitimate businessman trying to make a living via his legitimate business. "One way to handle this is to maintain that criminal justice agents and politicians involved in criminal conspiracies are in reality professional criminals in which case they hold two roles” (Danis, Module 4, slide 19).
The various factors outlined, which will affect my business, are very conflicting because there are giving themselves an unfair advantage. These outlining doctors are what will eventually drive my restaurant out of business. Once these are ones who are making their money clean and in the end will end up enriching them by making all their dirty money used to open the restaurant clean. Once the encumbrance factors are present, there will not be much motivation in pursing to keep my business running and keeping the people from coming back into my restaurant as well. The various factors that the organized criminal made in my restaurant are making the restaurant business really unfair for that reason. Their pricing which undercuts my restaurant for instance, will only deter people away, the fear of my restaurant getting a bomb on it will also deter people away from it. There are problems, which arise affect people running a legitimate restaurant because of the organized crime opening the restaurant for their illegal money making operations. These illegal making operations are what contribute indirectly to the closing of my restaurant opened for the sole pursue of making money legitimately.  The theorists of Block also play a role in keeping this restaurant from running and having them sustains a license to continue to sell alcohol. These types of situations can only be present if there is corruption with these higher levels of officials.
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
