Sacred architecture 
· Buildings associated with religion 
· The area marked in F is a low land area, the Capitoline hill. The temple of Jupiter the best and the greatest. Under the last Etruscan king. 
· It has a shallow pitched roof not that pointy, it is also very frontal, 3 sully would have held the sacred sculptures of the Gods. Juno daughter, Minerva, the wife. Made in teracata or a someone from the Etruscan city. 
· Has a really high podium, temple elevated on lard blocks. The foundation stones, taller than the man, built on that, the teracata structure. 
· Emperial period: now its surrounded my other structures. Basically the first temple model. 
· Theatre temple complex: sanctuary of fortuna, whether it was a theatre is unclear but it was visible that the stares lead up to the top. The niches were an idea that people came for religious experience, pilgrims 
· Keep in mind that religious activity were not taken place in the temple. All outside where inside there is a structure of God and maybe little offerings to the God were left inside.
· Palestina today, you can see the triangular steps leading up. 
· Gabii, juno temples, theatre temple, all under ground
Theatre of pompey 
· In the city of rome we had no permanent entertainment venue or theatre, is accociated with rioting. So dipite the fact of theatres they were never used for entertainment. 
· Only permanent theatre is built by pompey, the temple of venus. He said he built a temple but it’s a theater
· This is also where Julia’s cecar was assassinated.  
Temple of portunus
· You can see the frontality, only enter from the front. Temple to the port God or the harbor god. (prtunus) has the Cella inside, which would have the God structure inside. Best preserved temple in rome 
Roman columns 
· Doric, it ends in the floor of the temple not the ground. Tuscan is the common one all over rome. Corinthian as a foliage on the top. 
· Built from stones
Temple of satrun 
· Has a really high podium and the temple of Jupiter optimism maximus is on the right of the columns. Built really early. Also distracted in fire and restored again. 
· The back of it shows how poorly preserved it is. 
Pantheon
· [bookmark: _GoBack]We talked about the pantheon, the columns in the front, the leaves on top of the capitals. These are monolithic granite. That’s huge single rock. How did they move them and shape them.  (EXAM)
Temple of antonious pius 
· The podium, and the steps leading in. who was the God the temple was built for? 
· He was upset his wife dies so she is deified, and then he dies recently after he died and became a structure in the building too. 
· Decorative freezes
· The columns, notice the lines, they say it’s from ropes. But maybe its chains that were trying to bring down the columns. 
Victory monuments. 
· What does victory mean, its official triumph in the roman world? They have won a battle in a foreign enemy or world and killed 5000 foreigner and win the war. He is then awarded a triumph and he then enters the city and parades.  
· In civil war cases the general can fight for the triumph saying the enemy was just as dangerous. 
· In the parade they show off the booty, the slaves, the army, the general will ride in a 4 horse Cheri ate, (remember you’re mortal.)
· In class video, remember the triumph ends at the temple of junu. The emperor is tibarius 
Triumphal arches
· They depict and commemorate the parade and the event. 
· The arch of titus (built in front of the roman forum) after the Judaea war, built by demotion for his brother. The interior freezes. Depicts the army carrying the spoils of war, including a menorah from the temple in Jerusalem. 
· The participants carrying plaques, can say were awesome, or depiction of the war. The guys are all parading through an arch. 
Column of Trajan
· Not an arch. Trajan decides to commemorate his victories on a 39 meters high column. Luna marble, Karara marble, made of 19 drums slacked together. 
· You can climb inside. Little slots of windows, give you light as you climb up. 
· Sequential narrative of the wars, the Dation wars. Few battle scenes, most are Trajan making speeches, or the army growing, more focused on the organization of the roman army.
· Bottom of the column its 60cm high and gets high like 80cm on the top.  
· Its low relief except of the emperor of Trajan. His head is depicted 60 times. And its always sticking out. 
· The column base, the door entrance. Bottom indicates the height of the column indicates the amount of earth they had to move in order to make the column. 
· Forum of Trajan, enormous space, the market and the basilica, and in the top is the column. 
· Around the column were library balcony which were high so you could view the scroll. 
· The Dation wars were the roman expansion wars. 
· The scroll is kinda messy, so the theory could be that they made it while it was standing with 5 different hands. 
Column of Marcus aurelius
· Depicted after his death. Wars depicted are the battles in the danube region not in the roman expansion but in defense, to maintain the roman frontier 
· In the column the relief is way more. Everyone is sticking out. Less detail than Trajan and repetitive, and its way more gory. 
· Why the sudden change of gory, it could be because this was a defensive war.
