Different Societal Structures:
1. Hunter/ Gatherers (Shamanic): own what they can pack up & take with them
· Small scale societies; smallest society 10-15 people related by marriage or blood
· Migrate; follow animals & plant growth (resources) every 4-6 weeks
· Semi-nomadic people
· Yearly gatherings & celebrations of each small society 
· Not a single divine being & No hierarchy, equal spirits, human and non human
· Belief in spirits, everything is unique, so they don't call on the 'spirit of the elk', they call to all and ask for 1 to reply
· Shaman: bridge btw human & non-human world
· All shamanic religion are very different
· What is considered living/ not living is a base for what has a spirit (active spirit)
· Knowing language and culture
· Contain Utilitarian belief: everything must have use & utilized; all things equal but some more value than others
· Immanent & don’t view world as hierarchical
· Everything is interconnected & has use
· Not monotheistic

Shamanic
· Not hierarchical
· Everything equal & Balance of the universe
· Equal spirits/ human and non-human

2. Agrarian/agriculturalist: make own food& plant own vegetables; don’t travel so weather ext important
· Pray to god or goddess of wind, the river, and the rain in order to pray for the right weather
· Relationship with divine shifts: Beginning of specialization
· Praying to specific deities
· Talking to "all the deer"
· Hierarchy between human and divinity
· 1 or many specialized divine figures (polytheism, pantheism)
· Specialized divine figures
· Modality Supplication; relationship most familiar to us, to ask, to pray (hierarchical construction); request certain things that aren’t promised
· If and then theory
· Magical; What I do, rituals, etc for desired effect
· Head of the family are primary actors (ceremonial leaders)
· People begin to specialize and trade; ability to feed more people
· Immanent & transendant

3. Urban: large unrelated communities living together highly specialized in society & divine jobs
· Big things are brought to priests, priestess
· No direct contact with the divine; it's done by a specialist that are literate
· Chief god/ goddess hierarchical
· Money & the concept of a symbol to represent time and objects
· High level of specialization cuz no more hunting, farming, etc
· Leads to rise of currency, & familiar economy

Types of Religions:
- Polytheism/Romans: believe in 1+ god, not only your gods but other people’s gods too; agrarian/agricultural
- Pantheism/Greeks: believe in set of gods (Greek gods); all pantheists are polytheist; not flexible
- Monotheism: only one god; Jew, Christian, Muslim

The Hierarchy:
1. Elite (kings, queens, royal family)
2. Religion (read stars, priests)
3. Noble
4. Merchant (no control over your life)
5. Poor (no control over your life)

The Divine Universe:
1. 1st pair (the 1st god)
2. Greater (god of a city)
3. Lesser  (god and goddesses of city states)
4. Familia (family gods and goddesses)
5. Local (local gods and goddesses)

Time: Linear vs. Cyclical
1. Linear
· Evolution, improving, moving forward; 
· 13 months; day when you can see 1st two stars in sky
· Abrahamic faiths; Judeism & Islam explain why holidays float around
· Mythological narratives state series of linear events
· Giving a history and moving in a linear direction
· All 3 have an arrival/ return of messiah
· Moving toward a point
· Sacred celebrations, holidays, are celebrated according to the sacred linear narratives

2. Cyclical/Solar
· Christianity; solar festivals recognized by when sun comes up during day
· 12x months; Cyclical sense of time
· Hunter/gatherers believed in it
· Always a story of creation
· Usually a point, then there's a rule to don't do this, then they do it, are taken away from paradise
· Patterns are recognized & holidays follow the cycle as the book had written

- 2 phrase describe 3 religions: Judaism, Christianity, & Islam = all have linear sense of time
1) Abrahamic Faiths  		2) peoples of the books

[bookmark: _GoBack]Religio-Historic: sacred origin story of the beginning of timesacred events/progression in the religious history ultimate end (2nd coming of Jesus, etc) = everything moving to that end point
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Stein and Stein: Chapter 10: Witchcraft
Witchcraft: ability of a person to cause harm by means of a personal power that resides within the body of the witch
Heresy: Crimes against God
Inquisitions: A unit of the Roman Catholic Church that convened to judge cases of heresy
Witchcraft- religious phenomena
1. Provides an explanation for the unexplained
2. Provides a set of cultural behaviour for dealing with misfortune
3. Serves to define morality

- Witchcraft isn’t a single, unified concept; witch don’t depend on ritual to achieve evil, instead wills misfortune to occur
- A witch can use magic but that goes beyond the definition of witch
- Individuals with antisocial behaviour & ples in relationships caused by conflict accused of practicing witchcraft

- In Europe, those practiced healing & midwifery were considered witches cuz people believed only God could heal
- The Christian Church associated witches with Satan = execution became popular

The connection with pagan religions:
- Sorcery is associated w/ invocation of spirits; have antisocial behavior, hostile acts defined as being hostile to god
- Demons: Sorcery spirits; anyone doing sorcery/magic was seen as calling on servant of Satan
- Ple thot Jesus was sorcerer; Christians became only legitimate magic performed by Jesus, others were by the devil
- Magic & witchcraft became a crimes against god
- Pagan magic & religion by Devil, try to lure ple away from Christianity’s truth; pagan god/ess redefined as Satan’s servants
- Roman empire declared that crimes against god were worthy of punishment
- Bishop began holding Inquisitions: a unit of the roman catholic church that convened to judge cases of heresy

Witchcraft Among the Azande:
- Witchcraft (mangu) is something that resides within the body of a witch & inherited
- Parents passed “substance” down to same sex child & leaves body of witch at night & is directed into a victim
- A witch responsible for many deaths was executed & Women witches tend to only attack other women
- The Azande believe all misfortune due to witch & seek 3 oracles to prove the existence of a witch
         1) 1st done by husband (determine wife illness cause & consult an oracle)
        2 & 3) done w/ help of specialist (start by consulting Dapta inexpensive form divination within himself, witch stops what she’s doing if thinks someone is watching; if Dapka fails, consult benge witch)
- The Azande are very lenient and will allow the witch to try to “heal” herself or “cool” her powers
- Accusations mostly based on real social tension out of negative emotions & behavior, not strangers 
- Can’t blame witchcraft for adultery or if activity fails cuz person isn’t skilled enough
- Women continues to be ill, then either accused person wasn’t sincere in cooling down her witchcraft or did stop but some other witch started; Cycle continues until the woman recovers or dies

Euro-American Witchcraft Beliefs
- Witchcraft in Europe was influenced by Christian, Judaism ideas about nature of evil
- Spirit called Satan in Hebrew & Devil in English
- New testament message that Jesus Christ saves us from power of devil
- Witches evil witchcraft made a pact with the devil & associated w/ spells
- Sorcery became associated with an invocation of spirits
- Spirits of sorcery defined as demons
- Magic and witchcraft became heresy- crimes against God
- Burning became widespread

- Inquisition goal was to find the practicing, get them to confess & have them repent; inquisitors would search 4 witches
- Guilt was easy to establish & innocence was difficult to defend
- Protestants were also involved even though the Inquisition was a Catholic institution

 Witchcraft in Europe
- Witches represented evil, they had orgies & engaged in cannibalism; & devoted themselves body & soul to evil
- The Witchcraze took place in the 1450s lasting 200 years around time of the Inquisition actively started searching
- executions numbers range from a few thousand to several million people; female & male

- Hammer Against Witches (1486) spelled out the Catholic thoughts on witchcraft
- Women were more likely to be witches than men
- “All witches must be arrested, convicted and executed” - Malleus
- People were interrogated to obtain a confession & questions asked presumed guilt; torture common to gain confession
- Witchcrave started to decline late 1600s, early 1700s

The Witchcraze in England and the United States
- England had no inquisitions, no Roman law, & only weak tradition of heresy
- English witchcraft stayed related to image of sorcery with the ability to curse and hex
- Harmed livestock, caused diseases & hurt infants and children
- Statutes against witchcraft were not issued until the mid 1500s
- Witches were hanged, not burned
- Salem Witch Trials: most famous witch trials in 1962
- 1692: 2 girls were experimenting with divination & scared themselves + started having odd behavior which spread to other women/young females
- 19 ple executed & 100+ jailed

Functions of Euro-American Witchcraft Beliefs
- Many more women were killed than men in the Witchcraze
- “Women are stupider, more superstitious, weaker and more sensual”- Malleus

































Encyclopedia "Burning Times"
Theories of Burning times:
· Pagans believe burning times was an actual historic period btw 12th & 18th centuries
· Witch hunt was systematic effort by Catholic church to eradicate Pagan Goddess religion
· Wave of misogynist frenzy in Europe to frighten & disempower women
· Minority Pagan’s believe witch hunts were an actual = Women's Holocaust
· Catholic Inquisition persecuted Heretics but killed very few
· Centuries later, 'witch hunts' happened during Reformation, conducted by secular bodies
Burning Times
· Sporadic outbreaks from 15th to 17th century
· Very misrepresented and sensationalized
· 75% were women
· Church attempted to bring more cases to trial than secular cuz they’d release majority of ple
· End 16th century, religious wars, those accused tried at local courts, rise in death toll
Stats
· Took place at disputed borders or authority breakdown points; Scotland/Germany has high #s &Ireland/Russia few #s

Pagans today vs. Victims
· Pagans Today: healers, midwives, cunning folk, they were accusers
· Inquisition destroyed it's records

Encyclopedia "Mystery Religions"
· Mystery religion: secret initiatory religion originated around ritual enactment of particular myth
· Rituals include: 
· Fasting, flogging, sacred objects, hallucinogens, entheogens 2 shift state of consciousnes
· Mystery Religions include mysterious life & death
· Appealed to the needs of the individual
· Addressed mystery of life and death
· Mysteries signify inclusion of Devotion & emotion
· Wiccans (Gardnerian & Alexandrians) believe to be heirs to ancient mystery religions.
Encyclopedia "Witch"
5 different Uses & Definitions for Witch
1. Anthropology: witchdoctors called “shamans” assumed to have an evil intent
· Sorcerer found in folklore of societies across the globe
· Witches are assumed to be evil on part of the practitioner
2. History/Burning Times:
· In 21st century, ple labelled as “witches” could be punished by banished, removing child or killed
· Many witch hunts, the Inquisition
· Wicked with, Wizard of Oz; images of witches drawn from historical text & popular culture
3. Political
· 1960-70s, women liberation movement North America, witch= wild woman, free of man heirarchy’s expectations; 2 political movements included:
1. W.I.T.C.H. (Women International Terrorist Conspiracy from Hell)
2. W.I.C.C.A. (Women in Constant Creative Action)
· Philosophy was political and social, not religious
4. Neo-Pagans
· Neo-pagans refer themselves as witches/wiccans claiming heritage of folk healers & midwives who were accused during witch hunt by inquisition
5. Satanists
· Neo Satan Organizations use term Witch to describe themselves

Film: "Burning Times"
· Sacred spring to the ancient gods & goddess seulis
· Romans dedicated the shrine 
· Place of prophecy & healing, visions, Romans didn't destroy it when they took over, they used it
· Said the spirit of the earth goddess was alive in all things
· Long after roman times, women continued the traditions
· Women as healers
· Wise women	
· Christians said they were witches & devil worshipers
· Witch as the healer, the nature disappeared
· Dates back to Renaissance "witch craze"
· Women power was seen as death and dark
· Halloween- pagan festival, time to remember ancestors
· Taught to fear the witch
· Witch hat would mean knowledge

· Male doctors testimonies sent many to their deaths
· Take control of women's powers of reproduction, women's control over their bodies
· Time of social upheaval

· Those who demanded reform were deemed witch
· The helpless or mysterious were deemed a witch
· Worn a mask of shame, husbands told to beat wives
· Women were singled out- misogynistic 
· Sexuality was now evil
· Greatest pleasure wud b watch torture on evil doers

· Black plague- punishment for sin
· They turned to wise women, female population increased & began to outlive men; didn't find husbands & became more independent

· False image of a witch
1. Old hag
2. Hag used to mean sacred knowledge 
3. Women who met at night were evil
4. Renaissance- rebirth of learning, church reform
· Scientific revolution questioned witches
· Inquisition was seen as important
· Witch hunts were profitable
· 1 accusation was enough
· would put them in town square, stripped, shaved, & approach inquisitor backwards
· Tortured to extract confessions or to name someone who was a witch
· Entire village were killed & Took 200 years for them to see
· They thought paganism was devil worship, folk traditions were heresy
· Devil's demons were lead as women
· Wild horned god turned to devil
· Devil elevated to god's worthy opponent
· Women would sign contract with devil, sexual union

· Pope said women were the primary source of witchcraft
· People still gather to commemorate
· Effects of burning times are still with us
· Power of women shouldn no longer b feared = not competitive
· Political commitment: Being spiritual doesn't buy you out of doin
