		-discussion in intro: metephors 

· Nature and art 
· When human mold things , go from natural (eg/ plastic tables vs tables with wood OR fake Christmas tree and just a fur tree slash real xmas tree OR artificial processes example hair colours through experimentation)
· Imitated that it can make an artificial animal
· Saying: can be imitation of nature through human art
· Human art imitates nature
· In order to create an artificial commonwealth 
· Man creates the commonwealth, not God
· Eg/ attempt to imitate nature by looking at birds to construct and artificial machine to fly – should on some level imitate nature
· Leviathan is the embodiement of all these different peoples wills
· It is conventional and artificial … but not 100% because it is made from peoples natures
· An overlay of peoples natures
· Similar passions – but different objects
· Problem is iften people will dissimilate and lie, counterfeit with regards to actual passions
· The characters of mans heart are legibile only the him who searches heart
· Only someone who wants to understand humans hearts and minds
· Must compare mens designs into our own
· He that is to govern a whole nation must read in himself, mankind
· Indicating that his own method is to not only search the hearts of others but serach within his own heart
· Must look at ppl to distill what their motivations are and compare to own
· in order to understand pshychology and the passions, must be honest with ourselves – what our passions really are 
· undermine – how … methodically, chapter by chapter
· criticizing idea that wise/virtuous have entitle to rule… SCIENCE OF POLITICS
· worthy of the peoples consent
· wisdom will be in the system
· CH 1 – combat DesCartes, Aristotle – that we have innate ideas
· Deny innate destiny imprinted on us/inherent purpose on us
· Ch 1 and 2 – we are products of the environment
· Our interaction of our bodies, with external stimuli, makes us who we are
· Emphasis on importance of sensations and experience
· Ch 2 0 imigination
· Superstition
· Need of definitions and clarity as new approach to science and politica science
· CH 6 – Passions
· Definition of will (towards end) – as the last desire after deliberation
· His view of human nature
· He has low of human nature
· Courage – (status of fear to politics and the solution)
· Says based on having a hope that one will not be hurt
· Noble view of courage? … hmm self sacrifice? Going down with the ship? opposite
· He doesn’t emphasize courage as triumph over fears or anything else
· More based on odds are in your favour
· Definition of pity : assertion pity is derived from view it may be you getting harmed. 
· Causes of weeping – stop of your plans for revenge
· CH 10 – qualities in terms of power “of power, worth, dignity, honour, and worthiness”
· Power : means to obtain some future good
· Ch 11 – ….. ceath this only in death
· Power  - do something with aim of acquisition of more
· Must augment ones acquisitions
· Competitiveness – distortion of our natures brought about by institutions
· This competitienvess is natural – can be controlled by sovereign but not eliminated because its part of our natures 
· Defending idea of politics on passions, self-preservation
· Hobbes – thus politics of the body
· CH 20 – on dominion, paternal, and despotical
· Soveriengty by institution – people come together and agree by majority who is the soverieng 
· Sovereign by institution
· Other type of sovereignty – commonwealth or soverieng by acquisition or conuest
· Foreign ruler
· After conceding differenvce : sims
· Both, by institution and acquisition 
· Both come together by fear
· Inst: fear of one another
· Acquisition: fear of the conquerer – men subject themselves to him they are afraid of
· Equality of legitimacy? Hobbes puts them aside … self-preservation thus submit to conquerer
· Same rights and conseqences of sovereignty in both cases
· Discussions of the family: paternal dominion
· Part force, part consent
· Could be fem: state of nature, dominion over the child is orig in the power of the mother
· Inequality of adults in the state of nature
· Inequality in the commonwealth between men and women – may be historical exceptions including the amazons
· Parents sovereignty over the child is by the childs consent
· Natural – biological process I guess
· Child does consent to this arrangement
