Criminology
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The Batman-  character became darker when they added layers of psychology 

"Fear"- fundamental psychology of childhood. Bruce is an anxious child. 

The notion of choice- the power that one consistently chooses the same right choice

Bruce personalized and takes responsibility for his parents deaths. He feels guilt because his fear caused the death of his parents. Security, trust, become a huge psychological issue. Traumatic events can become negative or positive.

Psychological parallel between Bruce Wayne and Teddy Roosevelt.  Teddy goes through deep family tragedy.  Bruce uses exposure to become comfortable with the things he's afraid of. Trying to bring the elements of good and evil between who he thinks he is as a character. Batman embodies the "shadow self". Batman takes the evil dark symbol of the bat and brings it to light. He gets ownership of the symbol and owns it. The choice of the bat is also aspirational in terms of his behaviour. 

Psychotherapy: batman is the true persona, and Bruce Wayne is the actual symbol.  However, Bruce Wayne's core is his humanity. 

Helps him to regulate his impulses. 

Batman's obsession to keep control distracts him from his everyday life. He can't stop being batman but he can stop being Bruce Wayne. 

Each consequence is monumental.

Batman so enemies are the most psychologically scarred. Psychopathology to narcissists, the villains sometimes mirror Bruce Wayne's personality. 

Penguin is bureaucracy gone bad.
Two face looses his mind- he can be both sympathetic and evil- dissociative disorder.
The riddler- can't commit a crime without leaving a calling card. Ex) Ted Bundy. Giving law enforcement clues. Narcissism.
The scarecrow- a sadist in the position of power. A Dr. in an asylum.  Uses fear to get what he wants, regardless of the impact of others. Ex) The uni-bomber.

Are scarecrow and two faced insane?  Knowing that the act is wrong. Cannot conform behaviour

Cat woman is as dangerous as he is. Batman won't cross the same lines. 

The joker- Chaos and meaninglessness. You don't know what makes him tick. There is no justification in what he does. John Hinkly 
No bargaining. 
Both operate outside of social norms. Joker believes that life doesn't have worth which threatens batmans purpose. Wants to leverage and compromise anyone's principles. 

Batman isn't technically a super hero, because of his self restraint we admire him.
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Criminology is the body of knowledge regarding crime as a social phenomenon. It includes the processes of making laws, breaking laws, and of the reacting to be breaking of laws.  The objective of criminology is the development of a body of general knowledge regarding the process of law, crime and treatment- Sutherland and Cressey, 1960

-Studies criminal behaviour (causes, patterns, control)
· methods of established social science. 
· Records, experiments, surveys, historical data, content analyis
· Is interdisciplinary
· Sociology, criminal justice, psychology, political science, anthropology, economics, the natural sciences

Subfields
-Criminal statistics: create valid and reliable measures of crime.
-Sociology of law: history of law, law reform
· Theory construction: predicting criminal behaviour
· Penology: correction and control of criminal behaviour
· Victimology: nature and cause of victimization

Criminal Justice System: study involves describing analyzing and explain fun the,agencies of justice. Police, courts, corrections

Some concepts about society: Norms are rules and expectations by which a society guides the behaviour of its members. They may be either prescriptive (don't) or proscriptive (do).

There are two special types of norms that were identified by WIlliam Graham Sumner: Mores (right and wrong) and Folkways (right and rude)

As we internalize norms, we respond critically to our own behaviour through shame our guilt.

Consensus (Legalistic)
-Criminal law reflects agreed upon values of society
-The law is fair
-People are treated fairly under the law, i.e. enforcement of practises are fair
-Consensus viewpoint is predominant in North American criminology
- Focuses on the traditional conceptions of crime eg. Murder, property offenses etc.
Conflict
Law reflect the power and economic structure of society.
-Laws protect vested interests
- Law enforcement is directed at the underdog, not the powerful
Focus should be on the crimes of the rich and powerful. Ex) environmental crime, treatment of workers, consumer fraud, crimes against humanity
Interactionist
Laws are constantly changing
-Laws result from the interaction among individuals and groups.
-Moral entrepreneurs try to get their values enacted in law
- Being labeled deviant may promote further deviance***
-Focus is on the process of deviance and changing definitions

Defining crime
A composite definition...
Crime is a violation of societal rules of behaviour as interpreted by a legal criminal code created by people holding social and political power. Individuals who violate these laws are subject to sanctions by state authority, social stigma, and loss of status.
Critical Approach
Crime is function of political and ecomomic inequalities produced by a capitalist mode of production 
Includes: Human rights violations, crimes of the powerful, ISM’s, poverty

Crime Rates
Criminological knowledge is based on sicence, a logical organized method of obtaining information through direct, systematic observation. Scientific  knowledge is based on empirical evidence, information that is directly verifiable.
A research method is a strategy for systematically conduction research.
Concepts, variables and measurement
Concepts are mental constructs that represent some part of the world, inevitably in a simplified form.
Variables are concepts whose value changes from case to case.
Operationalizing a variable is the process of developing the measure to be used in gauging a variable.
Measurement and Relationships
-Measurement requires reliability the quality of consistent measurement and validity the quality of measuring precisely what one intends to measure
-relationships among variables
-cause and effect is a relationship in which change in one variable causes change in another
-correlation exists when two or more variables are related in some way
Relationship between variables
Cause---------- effect
Independent variable --------- dependant variable
Limitations of Scientific Research
-Human behaviour is too complex to allow criminology to predict any individual’s actions precisely.
-Because humans respond to their surroundings, the mere presence of a researcher may affect the behaviour being studied
-Social patterns change constantly; what is true in one time or place may not hold another
-Because criminologists are part of the social world they study, objectivity in social research is especially difficult
- Subjective interpretation is always an important element in criminology analysis.
Type of research
Qualitative- non-numerical examination and interpretation of observations for ther purpose of discovering underlying meanings and patterns of relationships
Quantitative- the numerical representation and manipulation of observations for the purpose of describing and explaining the phenomena that those observations represent.
Survey research
-interviews and questionnaires
-cross sectional – compares different groups at one point in time

measures attitudes opinions beliefs values and beliefs
Limitations of Survey research
-representative sampling
Longitudinal research
-studies the same group over a period of time.
-time consuming
Aggregated data research
-government statistics, social indicators UNIFORM CRIME REPORTS*
Problems with Victim Surveys
Sampling- leaves out the poor and homeless
-rich don’t participate
Accuracy
- Under-and over reporting
Focuses on crimes with victims
-property and personal

-lack of political advocacy b the medical and scientific community on behalf of drug users
- vocal, racist, and politically powerful moral reform movement
- international diplomacy relating to china
-specifically in the U.S. an effort by the medical profession to gain control of prescribing powers.
Political Crime- may be defined as the use of force, terror, violence, fraud, deception, economic pressure, bribery or blackmail to create, maintain or enhance the power, interests or ideology of a group, organization, or institution to the detriment or destruction of rival groups, often causing fear in and victimization of innocent people.
