3 Things that help Rome take over Italy
(1) Brutality, (2) Generosity, (3) Luck

Those who survive was given a roman stake, so they got things like land/plunder/slaves

Aristocrats
The upper class, got their money from land, and did not work. Their lives were divided between Otium and (Negot)ium (not Otium). Otium is leisure, what an aristocrat essential wants most.
Neogotium includes politics. Have to be involved in politics to eventually become part of the Senatorial Order. Believed those who did not work for a living owed society a debt that could only be repaid thought time, and money spend on public service (both political and military)

New allies are allies; other allies were bumped up the ladder. This results in a cultural and linguistics divisions—every city is it’s own little state

Over the next 300 years everybody in Italy is now a Roman—by culture, by outlook, dress, buildings, daily life, basically anything you can think of

Italy becomes a social, linguistic, etc., unity—everybody is interlinked

Rome has been doing this since the beginning—combining everything 

750k to 1m Romans living in other cities (ex. Italy), but only 150k live in Rome. This is becoming more than a city-state, no one in the Mediterranean has seen before

Syracusans won out the Greek territory. They don’t want these outsiders in their city. These mercenaries in Messina want help since Syracusans are sieging them. Call up other partners

They end up calling both of them to help—the two great powers of the Western Mediterranean Carthage and Rome do not want to go face to face. They have many treaties and partnerships. (Rome had a treaty in 509, 306, and much more). They don’t want to fight each other because these mercenaries are held up by the Syracusans. (Free mercenaries)

But Rome is now thinking of conquering Sicily.  So they help mercenaries in Messina in conquering Carthaginians. Rome uses it as an excuse to help them. 

1. If they get Sicily it will protect all Greek allies and commercial. First thing for Romans is that they should control Sicily to protect the commercial interest of Italy. 
2. Sicily is a good base for invading southern Italy. Romans think they should clear Carthaginians out of Sicily because it’s too close to be living if they are an enemy of Rome. (Don’t want Carthaginians on Sicily)
3. Military glory. Carthage is the Mediterranean power of the western—what makes Carthaginians powerful is trade.
4. Financial reward. Agreements of Rome’s allies is getting the plunder and the loot. If you settle down and if you’re not looting then there are no slaves/profit. Going to war gets you profit. If you don’t go to war then you have no profit. The Carthaginians have a lot of financial reward.



[bookmark: _GoBack]This is how the first Punic (Latin) war starts—begins in 264-241 (24 year war/on 6-10 Maps)

Rome has a problem—engaging in a city with a lot of battle ships and they have none. If Rome wants to conquer Carthaginians they need to beat them on the sea. They find an old wrecked Carthaginian ship and reversed engineered it. They built 100 battle ships in 60 days. But they know nothing about naval tactics. They take a land-form of fighting at sea. (fight on land at sea)...aka they row their ships up to the enemy (Carthaginians) and they drop a plank with spikes which attaches the two ships. And the soldiers go onto the enemy ships and massacre them. They either kept the ship or sunk them. Rome is only defeated on land once in 255. In Africa, they are defeated once at sea at 249 in a place called Drepanum. This is a story of P. Claudis Pulcher. 
They were so successful because the god favoured everything they did. Every time they wanted to do something they would ask the gods if they should do it or not. If the Gods said yes, then the Romans were a yes; vice versa. Therefore, how do you ask the gods how you should do something?

For the Romans, you have a cage with sacred chickens that can communicate with the gods. You either ask chicken X or Y and you would take grain and give it to the chicken. If the chickens eat it, the Gods say yes; vice versa. And you should not do it cause you will be going against the gods.

P. Claudius Pulcher is off to deep into the sea. He sees the Carthaginian fleet and he wants to defeat it. He gets his chickens out and food, and asks the chicken if he should attack them or not. The chickens don’t eat it, so he tries again, but they won’t eat. But he wants to attack. So, since the chickens won’t eat, he throws them into the water and engage in Carthaginian fleet. He looses 93/123 ships, but he survives. What’s left of the fleet goes to Rome and then they’re hit by a storm and loses all his ships. He still survives but he is prosecuted against treason because he went against the gods will. He was acquitted because he had a good lawyer but he was heavily fined (he should’ve been put to death). Other then that Rome won every major battle they fought. 

Best general = Hamilcar Barca—he was from Spain and couldn’t stop defeat Carthaginian in Sicily. Romans defeat Carthaginians at their own game and capture Sicily and make it the first roman province. It is not apart of Italy. 

Full citizen ship is not expanding into Latium area

Once they defeated Sicily (over 24 years) they then start on Sardinia and Corsica, which is controlled by Carthage. They are conquered in 237 they are the second roman province. Took 12 years in particular to  take Sardinia. 


They invent the flush toilet. Underneath you have a channel that has constantly flowing water (because of the aqueduct). There are little key straight holes in the front like a little channel (all made of stone). Toilets are all open—toilets are just a wall sometimes. When you’re done you wash your sponge in the trough. The slot in the front is to put your stick-sponge to clean yourself, then you wash the communal sponge.



Distinguishing Roman clothing
1. Not much difference in men and women clothing 
2. Fashion hardly ever changes; if it does it’s really slow
3. Cloth, wool, linen material used to make clothing. Linen is the best cause it’s fine and Italy is hot

Romans wore underwear (subligar meaning “tied on underneath”)—sometimes made of leather. 

If it is cold you can wear a tunica intima (tunica is the basic item of roman clothing = big under shirt, only worn when cold. (what the prof was wearing) Tunicas goes down to the knees anything passed the knees are feminine. Usually made out of wool.

Tunica goes over top. If you want sleeves of tunica you make the top wider  sleeves don’t pass elbows
Two stripes on the shoulder is called a latus. 

Latus Clavus = wide/broad stripe (purple stripes woven into the clothing on the front, one stripe on either stripe. Only senators can wear a Latus Clavus.  Purple is very expensive. 

Equestrians used narrow purple stripes for their tunics. 

Angustus Clavus = narrow stripes = 

Calcei (plural) = Fancy/outdoor shoes  (tie up at the calf, only shoes you’re allowed to wear when you wear a toga)  Kings have two straps on their shoes. 

Other types of shoes sort of like Sandals 
Sandalia (plural): closed toed.
Soleae (plural): leather flip-flops

Toga = official and formal civilian dress for a roman citizen. It’s necessary for all official business—political, legal, and business.  It is like a uniform for position and status. When people become citizens they have rights to set up a statue and have rights to wear a toga (So, they usually set up a statue of themselves dressed in a toga, as the males were very proud. It was always very hot to wear a toga. Thus, the emperor passing laws saying you have to wear your toga. Citizens couldn’t just wear tunics  sometimes made of cotton usually made of fine wool. It is a very tight weave. It is 18ft long and 7ft wide in the form of a semi circle. 

Umbo = belly button, tuck in spot for Toga
Sinus = the curve shoulder to button where they would put the items when they were walking (drops down/the curvy part)

Toga Virilis = manly toga, shows you have become a man, yellowish colour to it for 14-16 boys
Dark Toga = toga pulla, brown toga, people who are in mourning
Toga Candida = bleach white toga, candidadtus people (people running for political office/”candidate” wore it. 
Toga Praetexta = broad purple stripe, worn by consul, preastors, censors (the top 3 political people), priests, emperor, little boys and girls 

When boys older they wear virilis
If girls wore a toga when they got older  prostitutes
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
