-it is taboo –why? – not supposed to enjoy it possibly
-need sex to evolve – we would not be here without it – people we choose to have sex with determines our evolutionary survival – essential biological process – copies of our genes into the next generation – sex is the meaning of life; the basic idea – not everyone uses sex to reproduce – our brains think it is about reproduction –not just about vaginal sex – use more stimulating types 
-it is not simple to define – from evolutionary perspective it is vaginal – but there are other types – what is it?
-why do we have sex- we have sex drives – what is it? 
-gender differences – how and why we have sex –mating preferences – long-term or short-term 
-what do theories say about attraction and mating?
-what does social psychology add? – things happening around you affects your choices
-sex is associated with love 
-non-normative sexuality – types of sex not bad (except rape and children involved) – what about homosexuality and evolutionary theories? – what if a person prefers an object over a human? (fetishes) 
-defining sex is controversial – everyone has a different opinion 
-define sex drive and erotic plasticity – gender differences
