	General Intro…
· July is Julius (Julius Ceaser) and August is Augustus (Augustus Ceaser).
· D. G. Regina – Queen by the grace of God.
· Alphabet is roman, shapes of letters and order and names originally were Latin, think of language (French is modern latin), latin  French, Italian, Spanish. English has a French origin. 
· Roman numerals – old days, ends of movies and tv shows – dates were in this.
· Books – form of the book, rather than a scroll, invented by romans (Christians).
· Novels first written by romans, science fiction (2nd century AD), sartorial.
· Christianity was invented by romans. 
· Look at how church is structured, how priests are dressed – 5th century dress. 
· Romans invented glass blowing and glass panes. 
· Arches, vaults – did not invent but perfected.
· Romans invented concrete (perfected it). Invented a concrete that hardened underwater so that they could build bridges. 
· Dice were also invented by them. 
· Grid plans for cities was roman. 
· Another important things in cities – sewers, flushed toilets, bathing regularly. 
· Upper classes – lived to ages that you only get in western society back then.
· They have good diets, bathing, sewers.
· Modern law – evolves one way or another from roman law. 
· Calendar is roman (days, names of months, first of January is first day of the year. Why? First of January is beginning of year is because that is when Roman councils took office).
· Trickier in English, most been converted into Norse forms (Saturday is Saturn’s day and Sunday is the suns day and Monday is the moons day, Wednesday is named after mercury).
· Why do we have 12 hours in the day and 12 at night.
· Old British systems (now use metric) is roman. 
· Mile is 1000 paces – derives from 1000.
· System of weights is roman as well.
· Rome and its empire – place of unbelievable contrast. Have beauty, literature, architecture, administrative and mechanical genius.
· Ability to create law and government – its empire extended from Scotland to edge of Iraq, north Africa all share same civilization.
· No human rights though and women were the same level as their children – not persons. Fascination for gladiators; punishment – like crusification.

· Foundation starts with the wedding between Peleus and Thetis -Parent of Achilles 
· One is not invited – Discordia/Eris.
· She thinks shell destroy it – fashions a golden apple and on the apple, engraves “for the most beautiful” and chucks it into the party. 
· She makes a fight between three goddesses:
· Juno (Queen of Gods, married to Jupiter – King)
· Minerva (Goddess of Wisdom and War)
· Venus 
· None of Gods get involved. They are fighting over who is the prettiest. Therefore, get someone else to pick.
· Three goddesses and the apple is taken to Mt. Ida and there, there is a shepherd called Paris (Prince, son of King of Troy). Hermes appears and they ask him to pick which is the most beautiful goddess. Each goddess tries to bribe him. Juno, Queen of Gods, promises to make him King of Europe and Asia. Minerva, she will give him all of human wisdom and skill in war. Venus, says that he can have sex with the most beautiful women on earth and that is Helen of Sparta . Venus wins because Paris gets Helen of Sparta and takes her home to Troy so know she is Helen of Troy. 
· Meneleus is Helens wife and takes the Greeks world to war against Troy (1000 ships). Take a war to Troy to get Helen back. That war didn’t work out – lasted 10 years. 
· They pretend to leave an offering to the Goddess infront of Troy – Trojans bring in. That giant wooden horse is filled with soldiers. They slaughter entire popn and burn city to the ground and Helen goes back. 
· Greeks go to war against Troy and go to war for 10 years and then take it using Trojan horse. Some people escape and one is a Trojan general – Aeneas. 
· Aeneas manages to escape Troy with son and he fleas and has many adventures and eventually gets to Italy and near the Tiber river, he creates his own city called Lavinium. His son, Iulus, does not want to be king of Lavinium, wants to be king of his own city. He founds city of Alba Longa (in Italy).
·  From Iulus, descended a series of 14 Kings. 
· 13th and 14th kings of Alba Longa are two twin brothers – Numitor and Amulius. Numitor is the good king and he is king but brother hates him because he is not King therefore, he takes over. Amulius sends bro into exile and kills his sons. Numitor had a daughter – Rhea Silvia. Doesn’t want to kill her so makes her a thescal virgin – can never get married and have kids. When this happens, visited in the night by Mars, who has sex with her, and she has twin boys – Romulus and Remus. Amulius not happy so he has to get rid of them. Gets someone else to do it. 
· He gets a guy to drown them in Tiber river. He puts them in basket and sends them off – couldn’t kill them. Babies come to ground on Tiber and found by a she wolf who take care of them so they don’t die. They are found by a shepherd – Faustulus. Takes kids home and him and his wife raise them – don’t tell them they are adopted. Then take back Alba Longa and put Numitor back on the throne. Numitor is back on. They want to be kings (the brothers) so they go off and found their own city.
· They put it where the basket landed – where they were saved. Two hills by that spot, one is Palatine and one is Aventine. They are going to squabble – agree on place but cant agree on hill (build city on hill). They decide, maybe to let Gods tell them which one to choose. Undertake Augury – trying to define future by flight of birds. Remus goes on top of Aventime and Romulus goes on top of Palentine and wait to see what birds they see. They come down and Remus says that Gods favour him because he saw 6 vultures and saw them before Romulus. Romulus says that he saw 12 vultures, therefore Gods want it on Palentine. 
· Remus builds city on Aventine and Romulus builds on palentine and more help Romulus. 
· Romulus is setting up pomerium (boundary). Once boundary made, cant cross over it. Remus crosses over it and this means enemies can cross over it therefore, Romulus has to kill Remus. 
· City on Aventine is abandoned. 
· Romulus names it after himself  ROME


Lecture 2 
· Anyone from troy – have a floppy cap. 
· Talked about Remus jumping over pomerium (sacred boundary that Romulus was making around palatine). 
· Only way Romulus could bypass that was to kill Remus. 
· Traditional date for Rome’s Foundation – 21 April 753 BC
· Rome is located on south east side of Tiber river, 15 miles inland from sea. 
· Situated in a cluster of hills – traditionally 7 of them.
· 7 Hills – Palatine, Aventine, Capitoline, Quirinal, Viminal, Esquiline, and the Caelian.
· There are other hills around Rome. 
· Originally, river that cut through and how hills were founded.
· Leads to island in Tiber – Tiber Island.
· This particular are of Rome has been inhabited continually since 1200 to 1000 BC. 
· From a very early period, already got small settlements in this area takig advantage of the hills.
· Territory around is called Latium (Means wide).
· Got hills around a flat area, particularly good place defensively. Called the Latine and they speak Latin.
· Why settle in this area?
· Number 1 – defensible, good volcanic soil for agriculture (area all formed from volcano), and it has a water supply (sitting near Tiber). 
· Number 2 – Tiber offered an excellent means of transportation to sea and inland. 
· Because of island, makes it easy to cross. Rome, first place to cross easily due to island.
· Number 3 – because of that island and because Rome is in middle of open area, it is a good natural cross roads for people. To the south, have the Greeks. Originally, huge number of Greek cities.
· North of Latium are the Etruscans and to the south are the Greeks.
· Greeks and Etruscans are big civilizations, lots of trade and commerce and because of island, everyone wants to cross there. 
· Number 4 – lots of natural resources, timber, stone and metal deposits in that area. Also, on the coast, there is salt. Easy to make salt pans – salt is really important, vital for human health and tastes good and because it is easy to get near sea but difficult if not so it becomes a valuable commodity for trading. So valuable, Latin word for Salt is Sal (modern root word for salary). 
· Etruscans to the North  - represent major civilization at Italy at this time. Not native. They are influenced by Greeks to the South. 
· 8th century BC, when Greeks start arriving. 
· 6th century – 36 major greek cities to the south. Rome sits on major trade route. 
· Both become really important in Romes development – first Etruscans and then the Greeks. Also native latins that influenced them. 
· Earliest big settlement in Rome seems to date 1000-900 BC. People are staying. Not until you get a cemetery that you know people are there to stay – getting graves at this time. 
· First evidence of population growth – somewhere between 830BC and 770BC. First on Aventine and palatine. Then to Capitol hill and then settlement where river is. 
· Consequently, need to set up new grave yard because people living there – move is to Esquiline hill. 
· Growth is probably due to Greek colonies in the south. 
· Once get into 8th and 7th century – Regal Period (753 to 509 BC). Rome had kings during this period. 
· Because pomerium is wide, not allowed to build in that area – inside of wall, always going to be an empty space. Pomerium built at bottom of hill.
· Once city is established on hill, grow exponentially. By 700BC, rome controlled a hinterland (7km in all directions). By 550BC, Rome is a large and complex city (150 years later). Has stone buildings, has a market (where grave was), palace for the king, drainage system, central meeting hall (Curia) and that eventually becomes senate hall. Now developing unified religious practices. Because of Trade and crossing over Tiber Island.
· Rome starting to trade with other areas – Italy, North Africa… Taking over territory around Rome. Rome engaged in military conquest to expand its territory. 
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· Looking at the 7 hills of Rome and talking about growth of Rome under Greek and Etruscan influences.
· Rome has king to start with – Rome starts of as a monarchy.
· There are 7 Kings of Rome
· 1) Romulus – he is a latin (from Latium) 
· Another king at the same time as Romulus and he is Titus Tatius (He was a Sabine – territory to the North East of Rome) and he does not count as one of the traditional kings. 
· How is it that Titus Tatius was a king but didn’t get counted as a king. 
· Rome founded by Romulus – but city needs to be made up of people. Romulus had killed brother and some people came to settle Rome. What Romulus did was he said that anyone who settled in Rome would be exempt from anyone facing criminal charges. Most criminals are men – huge numbers of men coming. Hardly any women.
· This is a bit of a problem – decide that they percure wives and they do so by making a festival and advertise to the Sabines. 
· What happens – they say bring your daughters. What happens is Sabine’s come to big religious festival and then most of the men hide and at a signal – jump out and grab women and push men out and lock gates. Kidnapped all the women.
· Romans think everything is good – all have wives.
· Sabine’s – the fathers, boyfriends… - are pissed. Takes a long time before Sabine’s can gather army to fight Rome – 9 months later. When they attack, lots of babies as a result of forced marriages. Made up story – when fathers and boyfriends fight, all of the women have fallen in love, go out on battlefield and have women in middle saying don’t fight.
· Sabine’s come and help form new society in Rome. One is the king and that is Titus Tatius. He is a joint king with Romulus. 
· Rape of the Sabine Women – that is what that story is called.
· 2) Numa Pompilius – Sabine
· 3) Tullus Hostilius – Latin
· 4) Ancus Marcius – Sabine 
· Kings alternate between Latin and Sabine kings.
· 5) Tarqunius Priscus
· Outsider that comes in.
· He is an Etruscan. Clearly Sabine influence in Romes establishment but now there is an Etruscan king and Etruscans are to the North West. This suggests that the Etruscans at a later date started to have more of an influence in Roman History.
· Tyrant – not a constitutional thing, he is accepted. 
· He is a Tyrant in this Greek meaning of the word. 


· 6) Servius Tulius
· Most of the traditions say that he is latin but some say he is an Etruscan. Generally said to be a Latin.
· 7) Tarquinius Superbus
· Superbus = proud. 
· Either son or grandson of Tarquinius Priscus. 
· Last king and he is the one, if looking for a tyrant in roman history, he is the guy. He is overbearing and does whatever and his son, Sextus Tarquinius (prince in waiting, he party’s). 
· Sextus – he actually ends up raping a women called Lucretia.
· Sextus thinks nothing of it but relatives get upset. Her honor has been destroyed so she kills herself. The suicide of Lucretia is the last straw. Lucretia and relatives drive Tarquins (king and son) out of Rome and establish a democracy.
· At this point, the city of Rome itself, is about 285 hectares. Controls 1/3 of the territory of Latium. All south of Tiber, little bit creeping over to other side. Population is around 30,000 – large city. 
· When the kings are kicked out, establish a democracy – we now call it the Republic.
· Wealthy people vote first. Richest people vote – they get 15 votes (vote announced) and then next group votes and that is announced. 
· What happens, most of the people don’t get to vote at all. 
· Political powered being transferred all the time.
·  Republic comes from Res Publica (Republic means no kings).
· 509BC – Tarquin expelled and first year of the republic. 
· This system is unparalleled in the ancient world and when Greeks found out, included in philosophical discussion.
· 2 years later, on 13th of September of 507BC – dedication of temple of Iuppiter Optimus Maximus (IOM).
· Building temple for a long time. Also known as Capitoline Temple as it was built on Capitoline hill. 
· There are three gods who are worshiped in it:
· Jupiter, Juno and Minerva (Capitaline Triad)
· Even though romans refer to it as IOM – it is actually 3 Gods. 
· This temple now, at this time when built, is the largest Temple in the medeteranian (bigger than any in Greece and Egypt).
· Base is 61m long and 55m wide. 
· Rome is now a major city – economic and military power.
· Military power is immediately challenged when Kings expelled. 
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· Tyrant – tyranny was not a special form of constitution or reign of terror – tyrant may rule directly or have influence – rule might be benevolent or malevolent. 
· Wasn’t tarquinius prsicus that was first tyrant – he was ‘elected’ – but since only patricians could vote, only a small group of aristocrats decide who is king. 
· Servius Tulius – end up with assassinations  tyrant.
· He was the son of a roman captive or slave (why he has name servius) (probably a latin) and was brought into home of tarqunius priscus and his wife, she was the one who liked him.
· Tarqunius Priscus wife is called Tanaquil.
· Tarquinius Priscus was assassinated by Ancus Marcius sons.
· Servius tulius was first of tyrants.
· Then what happened, servius tulius had a daughter named Tulia and her brother in law was the grandson of tarqunius priscus (he was tarquinius superbus). She gets tarquinius superbus to murder her husband and sister and marry her and seize power by killing dad.
· Servius Tarquinius was raised in house of Tarqunius Priscus. 
· Then Tarquinius Superbus comes to power and has son Sextus.
· IOM was biggest temple in Mediterranean at the time – Rome is an economically powerful city in Italy at the time. As Rome is getting bigger, target for other cities. One reason Rome has wealth because it is conquering other cities. 
Wars
Story 1
· Rome is fighting offensive wars (fighting others) and defensive wars and this is the war against tarquinius superbus and son sextus.
· They got kicked out BUT weren’t killed so they go to friends. They go to Lars Porsenna who is the king of Clusium. 
· They then establish a loose alliance with other cities – Veii and Tarquinii
· Clusium, Veii and Tarquinii are 3 Etruscan cities.
· Superbus goes to Porsenna and asks him to get throne back.
· One of the battles is particularly famous. Famous Roman hero called Horatius.
· He launches this war – the Romans are defeated and driven back to Tiber (remember, Etruscans are North of Tiber and Romans South and there is one bridge that links bridge to North side). Etruscans army coming south (Romans lost to Porsenna). If Etruscans can get across bridge, can get directly into Rome. What happens, don’t know what they are going to do. 
· Entire roman army goes back across bridge and only 3 hold off Etruscan army wall Romans break bridge down. 
· Horatius is caught on other side facing Etruscan army by himself. 
· 3 Guys and then only one stands up against entire Etruscan army – see portrayal of early Romans as being almost being mythical heroes. 
· Having all of these moments that Romans brided themselves on – willing to die for ones country – this story is famous for Romans but famous in modern art as well.


Story 2
· Story involving Mucius Scaevola. Even though bridge broken and Etruscan Army to the north, they have a meeting. Only way to stop Etruscans if they kill Lars Porsenna. 
· Mucius says that he will go in alone and kill Lars Porsenna – if he kills the king, that will break up army and King of Veii and Tarquinii will go back.
· During the night, he sneaks into Etruscan camp and weights until dawn as he know Lars Porsenna rises early – that is easiest time to kill him.
· Problem is – king is sitting with scribe in front of tent and they are talking, because its first thing, they are still in PJs. Mucius hasn’t seen king and doesn’t know which one is the king – has 50/50 chance. 
· Mucius took chance and killed the scribe.
· Lars wants to know who he his and Mucius says he is a Roman. 
· Lars will torture him –Mucius sticks hand into a brazer (full of coal) and keeps it there until it burns off and he doesn’t talk. 
· Lars appreciates this – Mucius says all Romans are like this. 
· Lars says not able to defeat them and sends Mucius back. 
·  Lars Porsenna tells Tarquin that they cant defeat Romans and they leave.
· At this point, Mucius gets name Scaevola (Means lefty because he lost right hand)

· Rome is fighting constantly through 509 right through and comes to biggest battle in 496BC – Battle of Lake Regillus.
· It is 15km southeast of rome.
· This battle was against an alliance of Latin cities (Rome is biggest city in Latium) but all the independent smaller cities fear Rome so they get together and battle Romans.
· What is left of alliance is the Latin League.
· Most of league is swallowed up by Rome. 
· What happens is its long and drawn out – there really isn’t a winner of this. Both sides are massively devastated by this battle. Both sides are wekaned and as a result, people look and see that Rome/Latins are weak and they can attack and take over.
· Two groups: Aequi and Volsci  live on perimeter of Latium.
· Result of battle is important – weakens both sides and leaves them open to attack from outside.
· Would except that Aequi and Volsci to attack. What actually happens is that in the face of a threat from Aequei and Volsci – Rome and Latin League form an alliance and make treaty in 493BC to prevent these attacks.
· Provisions of the Treaty
· 1) Eternal Peace
· 2) Military Co-Operation Against 3rd Party Aggressors (Key Thing)
· If a party attacks either Rome or Latin’s, all get together to fight.
· Army is to be half Roman and Half from Latin League!
· 3) When you fight – get booty (gold, silver, slaves, weapons) – any loot that arises from any military campaign involving shared armies – loot is split 50/50 – can also be land.
· 4) Gives legal force to common community rights that had existed since time in memorial. 
· These rights are conubium (right of intermarriage – it is the right to contract a legal marriage with someone from allied city or territory – before, if from Rome, could only marry a Roman); commercium (free trade – right to engage in any commercial activity in any part of the community with full legal protection – in the past if another city and someone stole, you can now get legal authorities involved); and migratio (can be another citizen of another city by simply living in that city – before had to be born in that city to be a member, now you can move). 
· What happens then, Rome becomes stronger, wealthier, everyone is helping everyone – Romes power and wealth makes it a target of external attacks.
· Bigger it is, the bigger a target it is. 
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· Internally, Rome is also fighting battles – struggle of the orders. 
· Two orders are the patricians and the plebeians. Plebeians realize that they are at the bottom and majority.
· 1% - the patricians. 
· Plebeians see themselves as poor and have no rights. 
· Once kings being expelled and more democratic system – what happens is plebeians start agitating for rights. In this period, not really any slaves yet, so lower classes are running it.
· Lower classes call for a strike – nothing works, everyone is gone so no commerce, no one looking after temples.
· Patricians realize that unless they do something, they are in trouble.
· Patricians and plebeians start a negotiation – really gradually – gives rights, power and representation to plebeians. For instance, have own political, tribune of the plebs, this struggle of the orders last for 100s of years, doesn’t really end until second century BC, starts at beginning of 5th and end of 6th.
· If going to be a console – have to be patrician.
· Patricians then allow them to become consoles. 
· Patricians stop having consoles and start having tribunes.
· Say you can be that but then get rid of them.
· By the time getting into 2nd century BC, difference between patrician and plebeian dying anyways. 
· Takes 100s of years for plebeians to have same rights as patricians.
· One of the most important things for the Plebeians was to gain a knowledge of the law – only patricians knew what law was.
· Could get arrested but don’t know what for – patricians could make up laws.
· Plebeians force patricians to write the laws – basically put government on hold, and create board of 10 known as decemviri (decem = 10 and viri = men) – created in 451BC – 450BC.
· Set up board of 10 and they will establish the laws – establish them and publish them – put on bronze plaque. Can plebeians read, probs not.
· The head of the decemviri is known as Appius Claudius. These laws, as they are developing them, don’t finish them in one year. 
· The 10 guys are abusing power, government shut down, they are running government and writing the law – doing things they shouldn’t, especially Appius Claudius – he becomes almost a tyrant. The other 10 are supporting him, laws haven’t been written, going into another year.
· What happens in second year, 450BC, Appius sets his eyes on women known as Virginia and falls in love with her. He figures he can grab her and make her his sex slave; her father isn’t happy.
· Father been told that he has to present his daughter to Appius the next morning. She wants nothing to do with him. Father comes up with plan.
· Go out in the morning, Appius in setting of Decemviri, and brings Virgina up to Appius and says that he will no longer stand for Appius’s tyranny and stabs Virgina and kills her (his own daughter). He and his daughter agree that it was better for her to die a virgin (think of rape of lucretia – idea of honor is important to Romans). 
· Better for her to die at the hands of her father (Virginius).
· This galvanizes everybody – everyone has to rise up and do something – arrest Appius and before he can be tried, he commits suicide.
· Eventually, the laws are finished, Appius Claudius is gone and laws are published and they are known as the 12 tables. One tabula is a big bronze plaque.
· Laws big enough that they required 12 bronze plaques.
· Goes into time of Sissero in first century BC – Romans had to memorize the 12 tables.
· 400 years later, people still having to memorize them. 
· During this time, Rome has been fighting. 
· In 396 BC, after almost 100 years of war, said to be a 10 year siege, Rome is able to defeat her nearest rival, Etruscan city Veii. When Rome conquers Veii, it not only gets city and all of its territory. 
· In a single stroke, Rome able to double size of its territory.
· Undisputed power of Italy and no other city that can match her.
· On other side of Alpes are Gall; in Gall there are Gall’s. Back around 500BC, Galls come over Alpes and start invading Northern Italy and by 400, 100 years later, there are at least 5 tribes that are settled in Northern territory.
· Because Northern area of Italy settled by Galls, Rome consider that area Gall. 
· 5 Galic tribes that have settled up there by year 500.
· 386 BC – Tribe of Gall’s known as the Senones, cross the apenines and they head south ravenging atruria. Rome with Latins try to stop them at the river Allia. These Senones actually defeat the Romans – first time Romans suffered such a massive defeat – traditional date is 18th of July, 386BC (390 is the standard date). 
· Our Roman chronology is based on a list of consoles. This list that our chronology is based on has 4 years added to it that didn’t exist. 
· 18th of July, 386BC is the defeat of the Romans at Allia.
· 3 days later, they enter rome – nothing to stop them. Try to hide on top of Capitoline hill but they cant. Central core of Romans on Capitoline hill – Senones want to capture Capitoline hill – where money is; they siege it for 7 months.
· Problems in Northern Italy, so Senones have to leave. 
· King of the Senones, known as Brenas, says to Romans – we will leave and let you have burned out city back if you give us 1000 pounds of gold. Brenas says he wants more – he takes his sword and throws it onto other side with weights and Romans say that is not fair (they are big on honor) – Brenas says vae victis (woe to the vanquished). 
· Take gold and they leave. 
· All of the conquered city of Latium and Veii – all gain independence from Rome. 
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· Conquest of Rome by Senones – traditional date is 390 BC.
· Rome had been destroyed by senones. But something else is going on. In spite of the fact that Rome was destroyed, it really doesn’t seem to have slowed Rome down.
· Lost a battle (386BC) and they follow you to city and then they leave. What is the first thing you do after they leave? Smart – going to build a wall so they cant do it again.
· The build a wall that goes all the way around the city. By 378BC, they completed the wall (10km long and 4m thick and 10m high). 
· The wall was called The Servian Wall (Built by 378BC).
· Called it servian because they thought it was built by Servius Tullius (6th king of Rome). 
· Wasn’t built by him. 
· Later rome recovered territory and restored treaty – then go further. Rome begins to expand out of Latium and to Arturia to the North and especially down into the South.
· Etruscan cities to the North – panicking, they think they are going to be next – they launch a large series of wars. Rome expanding with offensive wars but then faced with fighting defensive wars because Etruscans pushing down on them.
· Samnites are causing Rome the most trouble – they are a big group of people in central Italy. They have 4x the territory of Rome and twice the population.
· Need to hold onto territory once you got it. Rome starts setting up colonies – especially on frontiers. Some in arturia to protect veii (north) and some to the south. These colonies are distributed throughout Roman territory. As Rome expands, they put colonies everywhere. Most of them are settled under same rights as cities of the Latin League (conubium, commercium…)
· Tend to be called Latin Colonies because they have Latin rights.
· These colonies contributed more than any other single factor of solidification and unification of Italy.
· The colonies act as centers for Romanization – they have Roman culture and society. Everyone looks and talks like a Roman; religion and legal system.
· Everyone who lives there become Roman – become Romanized by having dealings with these cities and these cities get on well. 
· They all share in the plunder from war.
· Way of unifying everyone. 
· Rome been a cosmopolitan city – let slaves be a citizen. 
· Problem is Rome is beginning to expand – swallowing up culture. What happens to people that liked language and religion and don’t want to be Roman – Etruscans didn’t want to be Roman – fighting defensive wars.
· 341 BC – Latin League revolts; Latin league getting swallowed up.
· Defeated near Naples in 340BC (Know this date, not 341BC).
· Then Rome scraps everything – all the agreements, colonies and sit down and re-think it all in 338 BC – Dissolution of the Latin League. Rome institutes completely new relationships among the new cities. 4 levels all together.
· The New System
· 1) Have full citizenship (Civitas Optimo Iure)
· Full membership in Roman state (only talking about adult males)
· New citizens given grants of land and enrolled in one of the 31 rural tribes (tribes are voting districts).
· Have to be a member of a tribe to vote.
· Have full political, legislative and judicial rights of a Roman citizen – able to vote (for people and laws), they can hold office (can run for Quaestor), involved in legislative process, involved in judicial process (can take people to court); also take on Roman religion.
· Have same duties as Romans:
· Military service and have to pay taxes.
· Normally granted to old Latin allies and then to aristocrats of newly conquered cities (don’t want to make everyone a full citizen).
· 2) Half Citizenship (Civitas Sine Suffragio)
· Suffragio (latin word for vote) is related to suffragette. 
· Citizenship WITHOUT the vote.
· Same military and financial obligations but no voting rights and because of this, you can’t run for office.
· Entire city given this – they keep on laws and religion.
· Retain rights of commercium and conubium but those rights only exist with Rome, not with other cities. Migratio is abolished for everyone. 
· If you participate in army, share in plunder (every soldier gets share). 
· 3) Allied States (Civitates Foederatae)
· These are cities that have treaties with Rome. 
· Allies have to provide ½ the roman army. 
· Don’t have to pay taxes. They are going to get half of plunder.
· Retain their independence.
· Two different kinds of Allies:
· 1) Latin Allies
· Have same rights as latin league (conubium and commercium but only with Rome). 
· 2) Free Allies
· Don’t have commercium and conubium. Rome decides what kind of alliance its going to be.
· Still have to supply troops.
· Cant attack Rome’s allies and have limited rights. 


Lecture 7
· Different levels of society after the dissolution of the latin league in 338BC
· Full citizenship, half citizenship and allied states (latin allies – relationship with Rome not unlike old latin league (no migratio) AND free allies)
· Everybody has to contribute to army – everyone gets a part of plunder.
· Some are a bit out of Latium (remember what this looks like) – no map given like this (largest are the full citizens).
· Whole point – idea is that the non-latin allies can be latin allies then latin allies to move up to be half citizens and so on. Idea is that get in at ground floor and move up. 
· Rome is the biggest power in central Italy.
· Because you have extension of territory, Romes first two great highways were built (latin word for highway is via)
· Via was payed for by Appius Claudius Caecus (Caecus means the blind). 
· Rich, important senator. 
· He built the via appia (that still exists). 
· Via Appia was completed in 312BC. 
· Appius is a rare praenomen.
· Via Appia runs south to Capua.
· Highways are military roads. All for preparing for Romes expansion.
· Later on, in 306BC another road was built and that was the Via Valeria and it went to Corfinium (Corfin“E”um – goes east) and it goes east. 
· While Appius was also building the highway, he also built an aqueduct. 
· Was called the Aqua Appia – first one built
· Rome is getting so big that it can’t rely on its own natural water supply. 
· Beginning of unification of Italy (building of highways) – make it easier for moving, for trade and easier to unify Italy again. 
· Aqueduct and highways shows how big Rome is getting.
· Highways – people moving, trade.
· Aequeducts – water coming in so can get more people.
· To the North – rome is also extending power North to Arturia
· Between 310 and 280s, conquers Etruscan and Gallic Cities.
· Rome is expanding. 
· Greek city down in the South – Tarentum. All people in South are getting worried and thinking they are next. Tarentum is the most powerful out of all the Greek cities in southern Italy.
· They are being threatened by Roman expansion – Romans try to say they are not interested in causing problems. 
· People of Tarentum think that Romans are going to defeat them – in 280BC, they invite King Pyrrhus of Epirus – relative of alexander the great. 
· He is keen to expand nascent empire – invite him to defend against Rome – arrives with 25,000 infantry, 3000 cavalry and a secret weapon (20 elephants) 
· Horses, unless trained, cant go near elephants.
· Romans never seen elephants.
· He thinks he will just walk over the Romans.
· In 280, he meets roman army at Heraclea and he defeats the Romans and Romans want to sue for peace.
· Appius Caecus says no peace, can beat them.
· Romans put another army in the field.
· In 279BC – Battle of Ausculum
· This battle was long and hard – fought until there weren’t any soldiers left – technically Pyrrhus won – but both sides lost.
· Consequently – he says another victory like this and I lost.
· This is referred to as a Pyrrhic Victory – yes you won but what do you have to show for it.
· With what he has left, tries to march to Rome. Probably wouldn’t take much to take Rome – he cant. Even though Rome was defeated, they have all other allies. 
· Rome has circle of protection – even though Roman armies defeated in 2 years – realizes that he wont conquer Rome and abandons Italy and goes to Sicily. 
· Capital of Sicily is Syracuse. Sicily is in between North Africa and Italy. 
· Lot of struggle between Carthegenians and Greeks in Sicily. 
· Pyrrhus figures he could help Greeks in Syracuse. 
· Problem is after 4 years, he really doesn’t get anywhere down there. He figures, at least he defeated Romans twice, why don’t I go back and attack them again.
· In 275BC he abandons siciliy and he meets another Roman Army in a place called Beneventum. He was defeated at Beneventum
· 3 Battles
· 280BC – Battle at Herecleas
· 279BC – Battle of Ausculum
· Battle of Beneventum
· Pyrrhus of Epirus was in Argos in Greece fighting in the city – but someone chucked a Tile and killed him.
· He is a major Greek King. Put Rome on the map. Who are these Romans that defeated Pyrrhus? 
· Everyone is starting to pay attention and take notice, even in Egypt – Ptolemy the Second of Egypt asks for a treaty with Rome in 273BC
· He is a pharaoh. 
· At this point, Greeks start to include history of Rome in their history and start studying their government (Greek Philosophers study Roman Government). 
· Tarentum was the city that invited Pyrrhus in.
· In 272BC – Rome captures Tarentum. Once Tarentum goes, all the rest of southern Italy falls. 
· As a result – Rome continuing to conquer into North as well. As a result, at this period, rome now controls of all what the consider to be Italy. 
· Their territory goes all the way from Pezza in the west to Arminum to the East.
· Generosity – treaties that they make with foes.
· Brutality – They could in fact massacre entire populations. Most of the time, confiscate land and sell everyone into slavery. 
· Luck – luck that Etruscans, Greeks and Galls didn’t band together.· Luck that Pyrrhus was weak – if had better soldiers, could have defeated. 
· Rome had generosity, brutality and luck. 
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· Side Note:
· 3 Samnite Wars – 343 – 290BC
· As a result – Rome controls all of Italy.
· For dates on test – beginning of first Samnite War (343 BC) and end of last Samnite War (290 BC)
· 3 Things that helped Rome take over.
· Brutality, Luck and Generosity.
· Those who survived were made partners in the Roman state (Romans go to war and then join with them) – nobody else did this.
· They are also given a stake – land, plunder from army (all citizenships get stuff from army) – that means that includes slaves…
· New allies are added, old latin allies get bumped up.
· Breakdown of ethnic, cultural and linguistic divisions.
· Each of these little cities is their own city state.
· All of Italy, everything is different – only homogeneous are Galls to north and greeks to the South but still have natic italic people there. But now, everyone is becoming Roman.
· Everybody in Italy will now be a Roman – dress, religion, culture, roads…
· Italy becomes a cultural, economic, social, linguistic unity…
· Everyone is interlinked
· Rome has taken over.
· Get say 750,000 to 1 million citizens in all of Italy but only 150, 000 live in Rome and this is unheard of in ancient times.
· One of largest cities in medeterannina at the time – first time that a city state is becoming more than just a city state.
· Looking south to Sicily now.
· Looking at city called Mesanna. 
· Have Greeks that colonized parts of sicily as well as Carthagins. 
· Fighting back and forth – Pyrrhus was trying to help Syracuse to defeat Carthenegans.
· 264BC – group of mercenaries hired by Syracuse and they desert from Greeks and go over to the Carthaginian side. Don’t want enemies inside their cities – Syracusens trying to get them out – mercenaries in messana want help. Want to go to Carthaginians. Rome wins everywhere, would be better to Call romans to help them to deal with the Syracusens. End up calling both of them in to help (Carthaginians and Romans) – two great powers Cartheg and Rome and are being brought face to face. Because large powers, had relationships before (Rome signed treaty with Carthege – lot of treaties with them). Neither one wants to go to war because a whole bunch of mercenaries are in messana and being besieged by Syracusens.
· Rome conquered Italy, so what about Sicily. They actually decide that they should go and help the mercenaries in Messana (excuse of course).
· Why would romans want to help them?
· 1) If they get Sicily, protect commercial interest of all Greek allies in interest (southern Italy settled by Greeks and same with Sicily).
· Dont want to give Carthaginians a chance to get Syracusen territory.
· 2) Sicily is a good base for invading southern Italy, may be a time where Carthaginians are able to defeat Greeks and then easy to attack south of italy. 
· 3) Military glory – being able to defeat the Carthaginians. 
· What makes Carthaginian have power is they control trade.
· 4) Financial Reward –  Idea of getting plunder (loot) from military conquest – if you settle down and not looting, there is no plunder, no slaves (going to war generates profit and if not going to war, don’t have profit)
· This is how the first punic war starts (in 264 BC) – Punic means Carthegenian. This war goes from 264 – 241 BC.
· Rome goes to help mercenaries and then conquer.
· Problem is that they don’t have battle ships and haven’t seen one before – Carthaginians do though – if they will conquer them, it will be on see. 
· They find wrecked Carthaginian ship and reverse engineer it and Get Greeks to build them  - 100 of them in 60 days.
· As far as tactics are concerned – haven’t seen one, don’t know how to work it. They say, lets play to our strengths – take a land form of fighting and do at see.
· What this means is – they row ships up next to a Carthaginian ship and have planks with spikes and attach two ships to each other and they have soldiers on ships and go onto enemy ships and kill everyone.
· Meanwhile, Rome is also fighting in Sicily. Over the 24 years, Rome is defeated on land once (in Africa in 255BC) and defeated once at sea in 249BC at the battle of Drepanum.
· Story involves Publius Claudius Pulcher. Romans thought that if gods weren’t happy, then they shouldn’t do it. Therefore, ask gods and if they say yes they would do it.
· For the Romans, when on a ship, have a cage and in the Cage there are chickens and they can talk to Gods – take chickens out and ask them and take food and give it to them and if they eat, that means Gods say yes but if they don’t, that means God’s say no.
· Publius Claudius Pulcher he is the Roman Admiral (in charge) and sees Carthaginian fleet and wants to attack it – he gets Chickens out, and takes food and scatters in front of chickens and chickens DON’T eat, tries again (wants to attack). He is pissed – grabs cage and throws overboard and they go and engage Carthaginian fleet.
· He looses 93/123 ships. Then, he survives and what is left of fleet goes back to Rome and then hit by storm and all ships are wiped out – he gets back to Rome. He is prosecuted for treason because he went against will of Gods. Interesting thing is he was equited.
· He was heavily fined. Otherwise, Rome won every major battle that they fought.
· Carthege was so desperate, they actually brought in one of best commanders – Hamilcar Barca. Problem is it didn’t matter – was there for 6.5 years and even their greatest general couldn’t stop defeat of Carthege in sicily – Romans defeat Cartheginans at own game and capture Sicily – make Sicily the first roman province.
· Sicily is Romes first Province – 241 BC
· Once they defeated Sicily, that was easy, they then start on Sardinia and Corsica, which are also controlled by Carthege and are conquered in 237BC and they are made the second Roman Province.
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· Romans made sicily the first Roman province at the end in 241BC and in 237BC, they take Sardinia and Corsica and make that the second province. 
· Rome now has all three and all of Italy, what can it do now? Cisalpine Gall (what is Northern Italy) – now start expanding into cis-alpine Gall and Illyricum and that extends into 220s. 
· A lot in top is war and diplomacy. Evenually what happens, they have all of Illyricum and Cisalpine Gall. 
· The Carhtaginians were interested on territory on the Coast of Spain (had city of New Carthage). After Sardinia and Corsica are captured, figured that they will just conquer spain. What happens is that Hamilcar Barca (famous Carthaginian general that they brought in at the end of first Punic war) and his 3 sons start conquering spain.
· Start in south and conquer north – Spain has unbelievable mineral wealth.
· Carthaginians and Romans will run into each other and will be a problem if they don’t do something, so they sign a treaty. Mark the Ebro River as being the boundary of their spheres of influence – Ebro cuts across Spain.
· Carthaginians can have everything to the South and Romans can have everything to the North. 
· At this point, Rome has an ally that is south of the Ebro – City of Saguntum.
· They shoudlve given it up.
· Saguntum is south of Ebro and Romans shouldn’t have been involved their. It is causing problems with the Cathaginians.
· Problem: At this point, one of Hamilcar Barca’s son (Hamilcar Barca had died by drowning) gets pissed and says that they cant have ally of rome south of Ebro.
· Hamilcar Barca’s son besieges in 219BC.
· His son is Hannibal Barca
· In 218BC, Saguntum falls and Carthaginians fall and Romans declare war on Carthage.
· Like first punic war started with mercenaries in Messana.
· Now the second Punic war started because of city of saguntum. 
· In 219BC – siege of Saguntum
· In 218BC – Saguntum falls and Rome declares war (2nd Punic War Starts).
· Romans figure that they are going to be fighting in spain – what Romans do, get army and send to Massilia. Hanibal is not an idiot, he knows that as soon as he captured it they declare war and they know itll be fought in spain so he heads for Italy. He goes over the Alpes in the winter. 
· Hannibal has 20,000 infantry, 6000 cavalry, and 37 elephants.
· How bad is it crossing the Alpes? 13,000 men died – only 7000 left. He lost an unknown number of elephants. He has elephants because he knew how well when Phyrrus brought them into Italy.
· He is loosing lots of troops but doesn’t matter because he thinks Rome is like Carthage – Carthage conquers and enslaves so he figures that he just has to march to rome and declare freedom and they’ll join him. 
· What happens is that when he arrives in Northern Italy – cisalpine gall – they have been recently conquered by the Romans. SO what happens is that they all go over to Hannibal and provide more troops. 
· 218BC – in midst of water, takes Saguntum and crosses over the Alpes and in 218BC, Tachinum, Romans realized that they are coming in back door and get army and send north and meet him at Ticinum – First battle here (mostly roman cavalry – Romans defeated by allies don’t join Hannibal).
· He then heads south for Trebia, another roman army is gathered. Hannibal ambushes the Romans. 30, 000 romans are killed (and allies).
· At this point, all of Northern Italy goes over to Hannibal. But all the other allies do not go over to him.  
· Fight in the Summer, do not fight in the winter or at night. 
· Hannibal over winters in Northern Italy – all those allies gone over to him.
· 217BC - He then heads south in the Spring and reaches Lake Trasimene. Beats Romans again and 40,000 are killed or captured and Consul (who is leading the army) is killed. However, allies are staying loyal. 
· Hannibal winters again.
· 216BC – Battle at Cannae. The BIGGEST Roman army yet assembled meats Hannibal on planes of Cannae and Hannibal pulls standard military envelopment tachtic – strong wings and weak center. Romans push and center falls and realize that they are surrounded. 65, 000 Romans died. 
· This is the greatest military defeat in Roman History. 
· Because of this defeat, some of Romes allies in Southern Italy, go over to Hannibal – Particularly Capua and Syracuse. 
· With them going over, think that Rome will sue for peace.
· But central allies don’t. 
· Because Capua goes over to Hannibal, he sets up camp there. That is where he maintains base from now on. 
· 215BC – Hannibal receives support from King Phillip the 5th of Macedonia. And Syracusen’s bring him support as well. Things looking grim for Rome. 
· Romans figure that every time they get into a battle, they get defeated so just don’t fight.  What happens is Rome adopts policy of not engaging in open battles with Hannibal.
· Hannibal can continue to work in south of Italy and by 212BC, all of the major cities in the South of Italy join him.
· All rome has left is territory to the north and south – people who have been Roman the longest. 
· What Romans are going to do: 
· Not going to get involved in open battle.
· Do something to cut off supply. 
· Greek cities are now enemies, not only going to cut off supplies from outside but going to prevent them from getting supplies in Italy – institute scorched Earth policy in Southern Italy. Burn areas around Hannibal – complete scorched Earth policy. Policy:
· A) Not fighting Hannibal.
· B) Cutting off Carthaginian Supply
· C) Scorched Earth Policy
· The guy who instituted this polic is Quntius Fabius Maximus.
· This policy is successful and prevent other cities from providing Hannibal with reinforcements. Other problem is, is that they are in Capua and they are not fighting. His soldiers get used to sitting around. 
· Finally, in 207BC, Hannibal’s brother tries a hail marry (Brother is Hasdrubal – he is in Spain). Hasdrubal tries to get troops and provisions to Hannibal. 
· Hasdrubal comes through allied territories and goes down the coast and can tuck in and bring things in that way. But Romans find out about it – find out that Hasdrubal is coming in through Spain and brining in supply – Romans figure that if they can stop him, they can break Hannibal.
· Metaurus River – Hasdrubal is met there by C. Claudius Nero and his army and the Romans are able to wipe them out and he is able to get Hasdrubal. Captures him and cuts head off and puts in bag and sends on fastest horse possible to Hannibal’s camp. Throws head into camp. 
· First that Hannibal knows that Hasdrubal was in Italy. 
· No more supplies coming to Hannibal.
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· Sent army to Massilia so why not keep fighting there while Hannibal is fighting one Roman army in italy and another Roman army is fighting Carthaginian army in spain. 
· Rome is successful until 211 – Roman army wiped out and both commanders killed – they were commanders.
· Romans decide to re-double efforts in Spain – send more troops into Spain, under the command of son and nephew of the two commanders that were killed in the battle and he is Publius Scipio (Scipio is family name of two commanders).
· P. Scipio is a much better general, and by 206 BC (Rome Conquers Spain), he has completely driven Carthaginians out of Spain.
· The romans decide that since sicily is supporting Hannibal, they will attack Sicily as well and send another army (while fighting in Italy and Spain) – fighting in Syracuse. 
· Long siege of Syracuse ends in 212BC – what allows this siege to go on for such a long time, Archimedes – was an inventor and mathematician and he prevented Romans from attacking Syracuse. Romans wanted him alive. Roman soldiers don’t know what he looks like – PROBLEM was that Archimedes was busy drawing a plan for stopping Romans but was found by Roman Soldier and he was killed.
· There are 4 Fronts:
· 1) Fighting in Syracuse
· 2) Fighting in Spain
· 3) Fighting in Italy
· 4) Macedonia War
· They are also fighting in Illyricum and Macedonia (4th front as well). 
· Between 215 – when Philip V comes in until 205 BC – End of First Macedonia War.
· That is because Phillip comes in on Hannibal’s side and Romans attack him to make sure he is not providing any supplies to Hannibal. 
· Rome is fighting throughout this period then on four fronts, requires 200 ships and 25 legions – paper strength of about 150, 000 soldiers – everyone had to provide soldiers and all central allies stayed allies (Central Italy).
· Rome able to increase size of army. 
· Fighting in Spain under Publius Scipio, Fighting in Sicily where Archemedes is killed and between 215 and 205 – first Macedonia War.
· Meanwhile, Hannibal is still in Italy. Rome’s scorched Earth policy in attempts to bring allies back is successful and Hannibal being pushed further down into Italy as Greek cities are going back to Rome. 
· Publius Scipio is Victorious in Spain in 206BC and goes back to Rome and says time has know come to take war to Carthage – fighting them and allies and Hannibal, stop this and take fight to Carthaginians, invade Africa.
· 204BC – Publius Scipio leads another Roman army into Africa.
· In 203BC – Hannibal, still undefeated in Italy, is recalled and is brought to Africa to defend Carthage. Hannibal is recalled. 
· In 202BC – Hannibal and Scipio meet in a town out of Africa called Zama – battle happens near Zama. Carthaginian Army and Roman Army meet for final showdown. Armies fight all day long and Hannibal is not willing to surrender and before the end of the day, Hannibal is defeated by Scipio, somewhere in North Africa. Hannibal’s first defeat in 202BC.
· Scipio, because of victory in Africa, takes on cognomen, Africanus – know is Publius Scipio Africanus. 
· 201BC – War ends with the treaty. War itself doesn’t end until next year because you need negotiations. 
· What happens is (1) Carthage looses its fleet, (2) looses all its territories outside of Africa – no way they can go back to Sicily or Spain and (3) they have to pay Rome’s losses. 
· Hannibal was not captured, lost battle but he fled to the East and he stayed their. 
· Roman’s wanted him but he wasn’t handed over. 
· Rome wants Hannibal and they surround the palace and wont hand himself over alive so he commits suicide by drinking bulls blood rather than give himself up.
· Hannibal’s whole life was tied up with Rome – father was Hamilcar and he fought in First Punic War. 
· Throughout most of this period, until end of second century, constant wars of conquest – if they can conquer Carthage, they can conquer everyone:
· Wars in Northern Italy, war in Narbonensis, Illyricum and syar conquering Spain – kicked Carthaginians out of Spain so Romans should take Spain. 
· Have creation of two provinces in Spain: Hispania Citerior and Hispania Ulterior. 
· Spain that is nearest them is Spain Citerior (means closer) – Eastern Spain
· Further Spain (Ulterior) – Western Spain
· 197BC – Creation of these Two Provinces.
· Named them in 197 but took them almost 200 years for Roman’s to conquer spain – only under Augustus that they were able to conquer them. Thing is that wars in Spain were difficult and some of Roman’s cruel wars took place in Spain. 
· Siege of Numantia was a particularly nasty siege. See a lot of brutality in Spain.
· Illyricum made a province and that is in 167BC.
· Rome is know starting to look east – because of Philip the V and his help for Carthage. Maybe push these guys back further.
· Rome takes stand against aggression that is undertaken by these Hellanistic Kings. Philip the 5th – he cannot attack Rome so he decides to go south into Greece – Achaea. Rome doesn’t think it is right that Macedonia is attacking Greece so Romans come to the aid of Greece.
· Second Macedonia War – 200 to 196 BC. 
· This war ends with the battle of Cynoscephalae (means dog heads). 
· King Philip defeated again here in 197BC.
· Roman general, Flamininus, goes to Greece and declares freedom of Greeks in 197. Here we have generosity. 
· Romans next run into trouble with Selokid king Antiochous and he is Selokid king of Syria. Rome has been fighting battle and they are kind of getting into histerritory and he is interested in Greece as well. Rome ends up fighting Antiochous who is king of Syria.
· Antiochous is defeated in 189BC in Magnesia. 
· Rome can assist as a third party and defend. They could attack others in justified defense to defend own frontiers. They could also be brutal and militaristic. 
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· Talking about how Rome was able to conquer the Mediterranean.
· Summary of Last Class
· Rome developed most effective and efficient military machine that ancient world has seen with an experienced general in a spot of his own choosing (important!), Roman’s couldn’t have been defeated. 
· Other thing that is fundamentally important is Rome could call on a inexhaustible supply of free man power – other cities had to rely on mercenaries – this is because of agreements and everyone has to provide soldiers.
· 150, 000 in middle of giant war – 2nd Punic war. Rome fighting little wars but this is a massive army when not involved in giant battles. 
· Rome could afford to use war as a policy instrument as no other state could because it was so cheap – for others, war is last resort (Rome is first resort).
· Macedonia is still a problem – after defeat in 196.
· Third Macedonia War 171 – 168BC
· War ends with battle of Pydna in 168BC (Only know this Date). 
· Then, have Fourth Macedonia War – this ends in 148BC
· Rome is continuing to expand in east and west. Then have problem, Carthage is getting big and important again; getting rich. Roman’s starting to worry about it again.
· In particular, there is a Roman, Appius Claudius, and he is particularly worried about it. End of every speech that he gives in Senate, he says Cartano Delendo Es (Carthage Must Be Destroyed). He is warning them and saying that Rome should do something or have another war.
· Carthage growing in wealth and influence – not gaining territory.
· 149BC – Senate decides that Carthage is getting to big/rich and must be destroyed
· Have the Third Punic war from 149 – 146 BC.
· This time, Romans decide that they wont run into any problems in the future – was defeated, sacked, burned, population sold to territory and what wasn’t burned, they buried it. 
· Also, sewed fields with salt so nothing could grow there.
· Person that wrote it worked as an archaeologist in carthage. Found guide book and that was sewing fields with salt. This is a modern thing. 
· Roman historian must have read guidebook and ideas of sewing fields with salt and when wrote Cambridge Ancient History, truth.
· Carthage sacked, and is turned into new province of Africa (Greek word for Africa is Libia).
· 146BC – Revolt of Achaean League
· Achaean league gets together, and they think that Macedonia was defeat, do something or else they will get defeated so they rebel against Rome.
· Under the leadership of Corinth (Largest Greek City state at the time)
· They were crushed and the sad thing is that Rome does to Corinth – they sack and burn it to the ground.
· Both Macedonia and Acheae have been conquered and Achaea and Macedonia are turned into a province.
· Later, under Julius Ceasear, Acheae in 46BC, split into two.
· Although has conquered, Greek culture turned around and conquers Rome.
· Rome goes crazy for anything Greek. What happens is they want to learn, write, read and dress like Greek. People plunder it. Greece now suffers a lot of plundering and everyone wants Greek statues and if cant get, get Romans to make them.
· Roman’s develop mass production at this period – starts under Roman Republic.
· In roman world, had artwork, no matter what it was, Romans could mass produce it. 
· Famous greek thrower, Discobolus – 4 of them, and all Roman copies. 1 was going to go in a place against wall, so didn’t finish back. 
· Conquest of Greece, Rome goes crazy for anything Greek – bad for Greece.
· All sorts of problems that have been going on in Italy, since about 218. Just wars going on. 
· Problems of Having Constant Wars
· 1) Devastation of Italy. Remember scrorched Earth policy to force allies to come back, but destroyed Southern Italy. 
· 2) The soldiers are provided by the allies and these soldiers are mostly the farmers. Go off to fight for up to 7 years, if farm destroyed, what to do? Have a supposed savior popping up to help people, aristocrats from Rome. Father gone to war and family trying to hang on and father killed, so Aristocrat comes in and wants to buy property – no other hope, what to do. Sell to the aristocrats. Aristocrats buying properties and building them into plantations that are called Latifundia. Massive plantations run by slaves, rather than free farmers and families – instead of having different crops, these plantations tend to be one thing – tend to be vines (grapes), olives and then things like sheep, goats, cattle. Now because of constant wars, have a huge numbers of slaves – easy for someone to buy land and tens of thousands of slaves to run them and then go back to rome. Money from land is most important thing. Therefore, land and slaves are cheap. Have massive unemployment. Absentee land lords (there not there – in Rome) and have huge influx of displaced families – where to go? People coming to live in Rome.  
· 3) Influx of wealth from the foreign conquest and latifundia. Increase in wealth = increase in power. 
· 4) Agar publicus – means public land/fields. This is public land held by the government for private settlement. As Rome expands – take land of conquered city and it will set aside land. What happens then is they divide it up into sections for farms and lease it for poor farmers. 
· No one pays attention to who owns and leases land – aristocrats take Agar Publicus too – steal states land. Getting turned into latifundia. 
· 5) Huge numbers of slaves coming in, can have many in a single plantation. Start getting slave revolts. 
· 6) Where does the army come from? The army is peasant farmers and the peasant farmers are dead or unemployed in Rome. Still need to have money to buy equipment – unemployed, cant be in army. All of the people who were source of army, they aren’t there any more and the Roman state starts to have trouble replacing dying soldiers because there is no where to take them from. As a result, in the cities, the poor, disposed and unemployed start to agitate for rights – want land back. Not only having slave revolts, but have agitation going on in Rome as well. Moving into a period were individuals are more important.
· Tiberius Sappronus Gracchus – Tribune of the Plebs
· Tribune of the Plebs isn’t a magistrate that we talked about. 
· One of the thing that came out of the struggle for the orders is the Tribune of the Plebs – he is a magistrate like a consul, he can pass legislation that just covers the Plebians – summon people to vote (usually 10 of them). 
· Whole idea of tribune is like he is a police officer for the Plebians. If pleb being arrested or sued, tribune can come in and protect him. 
· Tribune has a power that no one else has sacchrosanctitas – this menas that they are inviolable – you cannot touch them. 
· If harmed, penalty is death. That power is so they can stop patricians from harming or suing or beating up or whatever to the plebs. 
· Tribunes are going to be very important. 
· End up being defenders of the poor. 
· 133BC – Tiberius Sappronus Gracchus – Tribune of the Plebs
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· Carthago Delenda Est – Carthage must be destroyed.
· Cato the Elder said this!
· 133BC: Tiberius Sempronius Gracchus – he was a tribue of the Plebs – evolved from a champ of the plebians (plebians and patricians, starting to change) – tribune of the Plebs was the champion of the down trotted…
· Those are the kind of people that the tribune of the Plebs wanted to defend.
· Problems after wars and this caused lots of unemployed, homeless people that are moving to Rome – no where to go.
· In 133BC, Tiberius decides to use his power to solve problems (wanted to solve all at once – mistake); he wants to give land to poor and sees this as the main problem. Aristocrats taking public land or purchased for cheap. Happens that in this year, King Attalus (King of Pergamum/-on  latin ends in um or in Greek ends in –on).
· Pergamum is the capitol city of Asia.
· This King Dies during this year. He bequeathed his kingdom to the Roman people. He wanted Asia to join Roman Empire.
· The aristocrats took it to mean themselves and people took it to mean to everyone (Roman People) – problem because Tiberius wants to give it to Roman People. 
· Gracchus, kind of takes war and declares this territory to belong to people and starts distributing land to the poor. Unfortunately, aristorcrats not happy so start a riot – in this riot, Gracchus and 300 of his supporters are killed.
· Sacrosancity was supposed to protect a tribune – when they killed him, beat him to death, drag with hooks through the streets (what to do when you really hate him) and cut into pieces and dumped in Tiber river. Who is going to enforce sacrosanctitiy but no one pays attention to it – rest of suporters died.
· First time in Roman history that leads to widespread bloodshed.  
· Asia eventually is officially made a province (129BC)
· Tiberius has a brother named Gaius Sempronius Gracchus and wants to follow in brother’s footsteps, realizes he has to work more carefully.
· He is elected tribune in 123BC and reelected in 122BC – Tribune for 2 years. 
· What he is able to do, he was actually able to get a number of important reforms through. He figured he would do lots of little things.
· Able to get land reformed, road building, gets an inexpensive grain for people (gives people something to live on), various military and monetary reforms, establishes new colonies, tax and jury reforms and one that is important is to spread citizenship for Roman allies (ones bolded are important). 
· He is trying to get more people to move up the ladder. Clearly, consuls are getting upset and he is able to get legislation through and while still Tribune, he isn’t elected for a third year (sacrosanctity that hadn’t saved brother, kept him safe). After 122, cornered by posy (formed by consul) and he and supporters – rather than suffering fate of brother, he commits suicide by slave (one way of killing yourself) – got slave to kill him.
· Got the reforms through, sacrosanctity protected him while he was tribune but died after.
· See that there is a growing tension between upper and lower classes. 
· Meanwhile, Gallia Narbonensis (transalpine Gall) – Provence = the best province. 
· Becomes a province. 
· Death of Tiberius Gracchus, death of Gaius Gracchus, something is going wrong. What is happening is senate is becoming corrupt. Used to be an unwritten law that Romans referred to as Concordia – something everyone knew and followed and idea – means that everyone in Roman government, they all have to work together for Rome’s benefit. This idea of Concordia prevents magistrates from using their legal powers – some are almost unlimited. Yes Consul has the power, but idea of Concordia is not to use it unless necessary. Concordia falling apart. 
· What happens is as new people come in, assume that this is the way it is supposed to be and use powers for whatever – use politics for personal enrichment. 
· Worst part of it all – because of this problem with lack of soldiers, because having to serve further and further away, quality of army is now starting to suffer and Roman armies are starting to lose – lose in Africa, Macedonia and Gall.
· Between 111 and 105BC – Rome gets in war with Jugurtha and he is a Numidian – he was an ally in the past and during this time, get into a war with him (he is an ally and he is super old >100y.o.). Disgraceful war during this time. After a number of bad defeats and trickery/treachery on both sides, the war is brought to a successful conclusion by a general by the name of Gaius Marius.
· Gaius Marius is the guy that leads army
· He is elected as consul in 107BC and is allowed to hold command against jugurtha. He is consul 107 and war ends in 105. 
· He is elected consul again the next year – in this period, so popular and is elected consul 6 times and 5 times in a row (104-100BC).
· Elected consul again in 86BC. This is so unusual.
· This is because of military victories.
· Consul 7 times all together.
· He realizes there is a massive problem in Rome and has to do with army. He has to reform entire military system – what he does.
· Bring in new tactics, new equipment, new organization reforms…
· Two Most Important Things:
· Gets rid of property qualification (don’t need to own land to be in army).
· Starts to pay the army – never had to pay them before.
· Does this help and does start to win? Rome being threated by two Germanic Tribes: Cimbri and Teutones.
· Cimbri and Teutones coming down from Germany and into France and a number of serious defeats that Roman army faces. 
· Worst defeat was in Arausio.
· Each one getting worse and worse. 
· 102 against the Teutones against the Aquae Sextiae.
· 101 against the Cimbri at Vercellae.
· Get over the Alpes and met in the foot hill of the Alpes by a Roman general named Cautullus. 
· Take shields and toboggan down the hills on shields.
· Cimbri meet Roman army later and the heat gets them in the end. 
· After all these massive victories, Teutone defeated in 102 and Cimbri defeated in 101. 
· In Cilicia – it is now conquered in 102 and Rome has been fighting against Pirates in Eastern Mediterranean and a lot of them in Cilicia – victory at 102 allows them to flush pirates out of this territory and Cilicia made a province.
· Marius flees in 100 and goes East but not dead.
· Cyrenaica – it is bequeathed to Rome by its king and he bequeaths his kingdom to Romans. 
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· 91 – 87BC – Social War
· Social from Latin Word Socii (latin word for allies) – where we get word for social. Socii = ally
· This is the war of allies.
· Rome’s allies rebel – have to pay tribute, provide man power but they hadn’t been getting any benefit (even what getting from army is being reduced)
· Starts in Southern Italy and spreads.
· This threat is so serious that Rome capitulates almost immediately. Not many years of fighting. Even after Rome capitulates, some of the territories in the South refuse to accept Rome’s settlement and keep fighting. 
· The main fighting is 91 – 89. What is it that Roman allies want? Want to move up.
· Rome grants Full Roman citizenship to all freeborn adult males in Italy.  
· Then, everyone in the North, gets latin rights (who had just been non-latin allies). 
· Rome faced with serious internal threat – Hannibal wanted to create this (in the end, if able to get allies against Rome back in second punic war, he could’ve won). 
· When Asia bequethead, aristocrats think its there – have a bunch of Roman’s going into Asia to carve it for themselves and everyone is worried, see what Rome did and they think they will take over everything as well.
· King Mithridates of Pontus (the 6th) – decides that he will get rid of Rome from Asia minor right away. He marches into Asia as the liberator of the East and massacres 80, 000 Romans. Marches into Asia in 89 and massacres everyone – particularly nasty in Pergamum (capitol of Asia). Decides that he will now go west – librerator of the east and rids east of them. Rome has to decide who will be appointed to go against them and this is Lucius Cornellius Sulla (known as Sulla) appointed to go against them.
· Marius got his operatives involved in this and he wants to take command but isn’t able to. What happens is that when Sulla goes, Marius comes back to Rome with a guy named Cinna and what they do is massacre all of Sulla’s supporters. 
· Marius has been driven out of rome (tried to bring in more reform) and have command and Marius wants command and when Sulla leaves, Marius and Cinna come back to Rome and kill all of Sulla’s supporters. 
· Marius gets appointed consul in 86BC and dies; Cinna now left in control. In order to stay in control, has to be bloody. Sulla off fighting Mitrhirdates and returns in 83BC.
· Sulla Off fighting (war goes from 88 – 85) and bit of delay, because the soldiers, Sulla’s soldiers are supposed to be Roman but what is happening is that Soldiers are strating to owe legiance to commanders and not the state (see themselves as Sulla’s soldiers) and what sulla does to enforce this: as they are coming back, spend winter in Greece and what Sulla says “Give greece to them and take what you want and come back and we will go back to Rome”. Sulla allows his army to plunder Greece (province = acheae). 
· Sulla returns in 83 and cinna is in control and holding in a bloody grip and making sure everyone is against sulla and he is going to oppose the return of a legitimate roman commander. Sulla arrives, he knows, Marius dies in 86, Cinna takes control and returns in 83 and Sulla knows Rome against him.
· Sulla met by 3 important/powerful/influencial Romans:
· Marcius Licinius Crassus (the richest man in rome).
· Got rich by running only fire department in Rome (only way to stop fire is by creating a fire break – prevent fire from travelling)
· How does this make money? Then go to the people whose houses you tore down – buy the houses that were demolished. He goes around and buying and rebuilding. 
· Quntus Caecilius Metellus Pius
· He is rich but not as rich as Crassus. He has influence and been successful politician. 
· CN. Pompeius 
· Call him Pompey and he is 18. He has a private army. 
· Pompey is important due to private army – if Sulla is going to go back, he will need help. 
· These 3 guys go with Sulla and march to Rome and first time, have a siege of Rome by a Roman commander. Sulla wins and Cinna killed.
· Sulla then comes up with this system of dealing with all of the people that have switched sides or those that were on Cinna’s and Marius side from the beginning and this is called proscription. 
· Proscriptions like crucifixion (torture, death and humiliates)
· Proscriptions – post list saying want them dead and when bring proof of death (usually heads)
· When proving that someone is dead, get a percentage of property (confiscate property) – hand him in and get portion – richer the guy, the more money you get. 
· You do now have to hire gangs of thugs to roam the streets but problem with poster is you can stick someone else on list.
· What can happen is that you can put an enemy on the list. Works and gets rid of enemies really quickly – complete blood bath (first one after Sulla leaves). 
· 82BC Siege of Rome – by Sulla. 
· 81-early 80 – Sulla is a Dictator
· Dictator is a legitimate Roman office.
· If both Consul’s are killed, you have no one running show and state of emergency. What happens is you appoint a dictator (someone who tells you what to do). Only one dictator though. 
· Second guy who is the cavalry guy but not the same power as dictator.
· Dictator is a legitimate constitutional office.
· In this case, Consul’s haven’t been killed – he just wants sole power without having to deal with veto. 
· He appoints himself dictator. 
· This office really hasn’t been used since 2nd Punic war.
· Interesting thing is that he wants to use powers for good. Tries to reform a lot of problems he sees in Rome. 
· Reform political system – attacking symptoms not the problem.
· He resigns dictatorship in Early 80s.  
· He then retires after this. 
· Military commander, defeats Mithradates, comes back in 83 and civil war in 82 (siege) and you have proscriptions, have himself appointed dictator and appointed consul in 80 and in 79 leaves. 
· Legislation that he put through gave more power to oligarchy that was running Rome and with that power, the oligarchy (people running things) could go further to solvingthings but didn’t have will or moral authority the will to do it. Gave extra power to families running Rome to solve problems, but didn’t use it for good. 
· Supreme military and political power fall into ambitious men to further own power, wealth and reputations. Entire system becomes private tool for powerful men. 
· Meanwhile in 81, cis-alpine gall made a province. 
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· Sulla and return from war against King Mithradates and how he attacked rome and how Crassus, Pius and Pompey met him and he instituted proscription to get rid of oponents.
· What is happening, magistrates are using powers they have in the office for themselves. 
· Sulla is a bit different – tried to reform things (went after symotoms and not causes). Then retired. Never completed.
· Meanwhile – Mithradates is down but not out and gain army and can start fighting again.
· First time we have a revolt in a province against Rome.
· Not the natives, but is led by Quintus Sertorius and he starts in Lusitania and almost all of Spain fell into his control (he was an ex-Roman).
· Doing so between 80-77.
· Mithridates still causing problems.
· Meanwhile, increase in piracy (Cilicia was used as a base for pirates); pirates moved somewhere else – now have another increase in piracy and the weird thing about this is that Rome relied on island of Rhodes and they kept pirates in check. But when Rome made them part of empire, wanted to make sure they didn’t have a navy so they took it way (come in and get rid of police, criminal activity increases). Rhodians kept lid on piracy when Cilicia made province. But navy gone so big problem in eastern Mediteranena.
· Romes involvement in battles against Mithridates and Ponuts, get involved in asia minor and make Bithynia made a province.
· Not until 74 that Cyrenaica made a province.
· Rome has Africa and now they have Cyrenaica. 
· Pompey (has his own private army and supporter of Sulla) is sent off to deal with Q. Sertorius and defeats him and returns Spain to Rome.
· This expedition is really a test for him as he is young.
·  Pompey comes back and arrives in 71 and just at the point where Crassus is dealing with Spartacus.
· 73 – 71BC – Revolt of Spartacus in Italy
· Spartacus able to defeat everyone until Pompey comes back.
· Pompey comes back and finishes it up and says able to defeat Sertorius and Spartacus.
· Both Crassus and Pompey both responsible for defeating Spartacus, they are elected consul’s in 70BC.
· Pompey, his start continues to rise. Continuing problems in East.
· Pius sent out against the pirates. 
· People think that Pompey is the guy that can solve problems for them. Whole idea is to insulate him. When a Roman Commander is appointed as pro-consul, he has a specific area where power exists and power is short (limited) – 1yr. 
· Thing is massive problem in the East and will take a while to deal with them so Pompey says “Give me unlimited power – don’t put geographical location and time limit and he will sort out everything for them” and this is illegal and cant happen but he is golden boy in Rome at the time – they decide to send Pompey off and he can sort out whatever problems he finds in the East.
· Crete made a province by Pius. 
· Pompey sent out against Mithridates and the Pirates, which he solves in almost no time at all – he makes Syria and Pontus provinces. 
· Then in 66, Pompey’s Eastern Settlement – Goes through Levant (Eastern Countries) and makes them all client kingdoms of Rome – not provinces (Syria is but others are not) but they align themselves with Rome. Roman Allies – client kingdoms are like extension of old system with the allies. 
· Client Kingdoms are like the allies – have to follow foreign policies.
· Iudeae is made a client kingdom of Rome.
· Pompey gets “illegal” powers and he does everything for Rome.
· He does what he wants but what he wants to do is in the interest of Rome – everything is fine as long as his and Romes interest coincide. 
· Pompey returns in 62, and everything he’s done is a success and he says that army is the greatest and he wants to settle them (normally when soldiers retire, get money and land to settle on) but a lot of them are his personal soldiers. He wants to give them land but senate has basically stolen everyone’s land – If Pompey’s soldiers get land, have to give up land so senators say no but when Pompey wants reward, senate says no. Pompey says to hell with this and kind of forms an alliance. Talks to Crassus (he is rich) and there is an up and coming guy that is a politician and knows how to convince people and his name is Gaius Iulius Caesar. Everyone loves Pompey. 
· This alliance is known as the first Triumvirate and this is because there are 3 of them: Crassus, Pompey and Caesar
· First thing they do is get Caesar elected as Consul and that is in 59BC.
· What Caesar does is passes laws that Pompey and Crassus wants and most important is settlement of Pompey’s soldiers. Caesar is working on the inside to get them what they want – no civil war, done through system. 
· After consul, get to be pro-consul and that is governor of province. Caesar had to borrow money to put on games when Aedile. When you are finished being consul, get to be pro-consul; normally, there is a gap between time between pro-consul and consul and Caesar needs to pay people back so he organizes it that he gets to be pro-consul right after consul. Also, normally have no choice of province you are governor of. Picked by lot but Caesar rigs this as well and gets province he wants – he needs province he can loot in order to pay back his creditors. Normally, cant have regular Roman province and people plundering it, should be protecting province. He wangles it so he gets a 5 year command of cis-alpine gall and Illyricum (Dalmatia). Couldn’t find a sleepier province, everyone happy so why want this province? Because on other side of Alpes, there is trans-alpine gall (i.e. france) – Gallia Narbonensis is a province but none of the rest of Gall and he says that they are being invaded by trans-alpine gall and need to go and save people. Because no roman citizens there, can loot and plunder to eharts content.
· 58BC – Caesar 
· Gall is divided into 3 parts and he conquers them all. 
· Mean while Cyprus becomes a province. 
· Pompey and Crassus are elected consuls again in 55BC. They realize that Caesar is becoming enormously popular in Gall because of conquests and every year, sends account of successes and is read out to population and he refers to himself as 3rd person.
· Growing numbers of people in Rome who is supporting Caesar. Pompey and Crassus are getting worried and Crassus is worred and he feels like he will do things; Pompey has army. Crassus doesn’t have anything so he decides that after he and Pompey are consuls, he will be a pro-consul and will go out an do something that is better than what Pompey and Casear did.
· Romans Referred to Trans-alpine Gall as Gallia Comata
· 54BC – Crassus gets command against Parthians in the East. And if he can conquer the Parthians, only really civilized empire near Rome. 
· 53BC – Crassus is defeated at a place called Carrhae (completely surround Roman army and set up camel brigade and constant bring in new arrows from Carrhae and send them back to Carrhae and camels come back and bring arrows). His head is cut off. 
· 3 Legions are completely destroyed and the standards that have a gold eagle are captured. And those are regarded as almost in a religion way. Standards represent soul of legion and if missing, legion cannot be reformed. 
· Caesar hears that Crassus has command against Parthian’s so Caesar invades Britian and people heard of it but don’t believe its real – 55 – 54BC – Caesar claims he conquered Britain. Everyone trying to one up each other. Britain never made a province. 
· Triumvirate is down to two. Pompey married to Caesar’s daughter – relationship but is breaking and getting further a part. Pompey in Rome. Caesar goes back to cis-alpine Gall. Fights up in trans-alpine Gall. Pompey is able to turn Roman influence against Caesar as Caesar cant come back to Italy. Pompey is working on public opinion.
· Caesar completes conquest of Gall in 54BC. When he finishes and goes back to Cis-alpine gall, there is a Gallic Commander named Vercingetorix. Vercingetorix raises a revolt and all of the territory that Caesar conquered, they all revolt. Casear is able to defeat Vercingetorix and drive him back to Alesia. He is able to besiege vercingetorix – Romans set up circle around city. Then what happens is remnants of Vercingetorix army get together and besiege Caesar and form circle around him. In spite of that, Caesar is able to win. Able to capture Vercingetarix alive. Vercingetarix sent back to Rome. He is kept alive so that he can put him in parade and then after, strangle him.
· 51BC – Gaul is Made a Province (Tran-Alpine or Gallia Comata)
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· Talking about Caesar and conquest of Gaul. And split between Caesar and Pompey and Pompey in Rome and can work to get people on his side and Caesar sending back things to say what hes doing (Vercengeterix, Britain). Trans-Alpine Gaul (Gallia Comata is made a province in 51BC)
· Caesar is finished and looks like it is time to return to Rome and Pompey doesn’t want this. Pompey works with the senate and on the 7th of January, 49BC – Senate Declares Marshal Law and they give Pompey whatever power he needs to prevent Caesars return. Building up to Civil War
· 11 January, 49BC – Caesar Receives Word of What Happened in Rome. Only 4 days and this is fast (knows senate wants to prevent his return). Figure that Pompey is going to take army North because Caesar is still a pro-consul (has army and in cis-alpine Gaul and cannot cross into Italy and retain power – if he does, declaring civil war). Figures he stays up there and Pompey goes north.
· 11th January, Caesar decides to preempt the whole thing and heads South to Rome (famous moment)  - when Caesar stands at the Rubicon (tiny river in Northern Italy). Rubicon marks boundary between Cis-Apline Gaul and Italy. 
· At that point that Caesar makes famous comment, “Iacta Alea Est (The Die is Cast)” – he doesn’t know which way it will turn (1 is a dog, 6 is a venus). Caesar at Rubicon and once he crosses, there is no going back. 
· Goes to other side, he commits treason. 
· Crosses Rubicon and headed south and is declared a public enemy and now for the first time have total Civil War. Everyone supports Pompey on one side and people who support Caesar on other side.
· People figure that Pompey will stop him but Pompey heads south to Brandeziam and sets up in city of Dyrrhachium. People expected him to stand up to Caesar. Caesar comes, arrives in Rome and sets up things for himself and raids treasury and heads to Dyrrhachium and besieges Pompey and Pompey is able to flea and gather another army and the next year, 48BC, they meet at Pharsalus and Pompey is defeated. 
· Pompey only has one ally and that is Ptolemy king of Alexandria (fleas to Alexandria) and Caesar follows him and King invites him in. Ptolemy says he has a gift for Caesar and it is a basket and it is Pompey’s head. 
· Ptolemy the 13th and it is at this point where Caesar meet Ptolemy’s wife and sister. Cleopatra is his wife and sister. What happens is Cleopatra becomes Ceasar’s mistress. Ptolemy and Cleopatra are brother and sister and are married.
· Problem: Ptolemy on one side and Cleopatra on other (Cleopatra is in rug and wants Caesar on her side to fight against brother).
· Then, in 47BC, have Alexandrian War – Cleopatra and Caesar declare war and Ptolemy is drowned in the Nile. 
· Cleopatra is 22. Ptolemy is 16. She was 18 and he was 12 when married. 
· Cleopatra is sole ruler of Egypt. 
· All Ptolemys were Macedonian.
· Caesar then makes way back to Rome via Asia Minor. At a place called Zela, he runs into Pharnaces (son of Mithridates) and he wants kingdom back. Pharnaces is causing problems, so he goes back in order to settle problems. Caesar kind of defeats Pharnaces as he goes by. Conseuquently, Caesar said of this particular victory – Veni Vidi Vici (I came, I saw, I Conquered). 
· Pompey still has followers and supporters hanging around. Rest of supporters form army with out him and Caesar has to defeat this newly organized army in 46BC at the battle of Thapsus. As a result, he adds a whole bunch of territory and creates a new province of Africa (Numidian territory). Two provinces and that is what becomes Numidia.
· Meanwhile, they are defeated and Pompey has 2 sons (from previous wife before Caesar’s daughter) and they are able to amass an army and Caesar goes off and defeats them the next year at the battle of Munda.
· Caesar conquer’s pompey’s two sons. 
· When he finally gets back, he does something that Sulla did. Instead of declaring himself dictator, he made himself permanent dictator and used this power to put through legislation and reforms. One that is most important (still important) is his reform of the calendar. Roman calendar had been a lunar calendar – controlled by priests. Caesar adopts calendar from Alexandria and modifies it slightly. He changed lengths of some of the months. Every 4th year, stick in the leap day. 
· Caesar carrying on reform and legislation but idea of perpetual dictator, sounds like he want to be king. King is the worst possible thing you could be. If Caesar going to be king, maybe better off without him. Influence against him because of his power. While this is going on, figures best thing to do is set up a campaign against Parthians to get 3 standards back that Crassus lost. Early in 44BC, planning Parthian campaign. He has a senate meeting. 15th March of 44BC (Ides of March) there is a meeting in Senate house (meeting in smaller senate house built by Pompey and is called Curia Pompeniana) and it was here where he was attacked from front first and second from behind. He is stabbed in next and takes stylus and stabs guy and that point, senators stab him. Interesting thing is he falls down and die and while he is dying, last thing he thinks of is he is lying there with bare legs exposed so throws toga over legs.
· Caesar’s doctor performed an autopsy – only one we know of. Caesar doctor says he was stabbed 23 times but it was the 2nd one that killed him. 
· Chief conspirators were Brutus and Cassius. 
· Senators thought that all you do is kill Caesar and everything goes back to normal but after he died, republic wasn’t restored. There is now a power vacuum and moving into it and want to be king. 
· Two guys who move into this power vacuum.
· Marcus Antonius (Antony)
· Marcus Aemilius Lepidus
· Marc Antony been Caesar’s right hand man and they take over and what they do is allow all of conspirators to leave Rome. 
· They leave and Caesar’s will is open (they assumed that he died without an aire and he has adopted his sisters Grandson – Gaius Octavius). He saw something in him. 
· Octavius assembled an army on the basis of his name (once been adopted, changes his name according to Roman Fashion and his name is now Gaius Iulius Caesar Octavianus – adopted name). Marches to Rome and Marc Antony tries to stop him and have Battle of Mutina and Marc Antony is defeated. 
· Octavianus wants to be consul but you have to be 42 and senate says sure. He is basically in charge and to avoid problem of running into another battle, he forms the Second Triumvirate and this is a real one with Marc Antony and Marcus Aemilius Lepidus. 
· They launch worst series of proscriptions anyone saw.
· Set off against Brutus and Cassius to stop them.
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· Got power as triumveres – launched worst proscriptions they have ever seen.
· Sad thing – at this point that Roman philosopher, statesman, Cicero is killed (opposed Marc Antony when filled the void) and he attacked Marc Antony. Took side of Octavian. 
· Octavian wanted Cicero to be spokesman but Antony wanted him dead (first problem triumvirate faced).
· Cicero was assassinated. 
· What antony had executioner do is cut off head and right hand and hung up as Rostera (speaker platform). Hand that wrote the speech and mouth that spoke the speech hung there.
· Now go after Bruttus and Cassius (ring leaders of Caesars assassinations). They spent intervening time gathering an army.
· Lepidus, Octavian and Antony gather army to deal with them.
· Battle aat 42BC at Philippi at Thrace
· Bruttus and Cassius defeated at Philippi by Octavian, and Antony.
· Triumvirate – problem with cicero; getting together but having problems. Antony’s wife and brother cause a bunch of problem’s as well and later, the Triumvirate splits up.
· They get back together – realize that this won’t work (no one wants a Civil War). What happens after break up and get back together – they split empire up.
· They have Peace of Brandezium. Triumvirate gets together and split empire amongst themselves. 
· Marc Antony gets Eastern Part of Empire. 
· Octavian gets the West.
· What about Lepidus? Since they formed Triumvirate, they took over and Lepidus left out. Lepidus gets Africa. 
· Make sure that there are no problems, Octavian and Antony have a marriage alliance; Octavia (Octavians sister) marries Antony. 
· Antony wants east – wants to do what Crassus couldn’t do and Caesar couldn’t do and that is Conquers the Parthians. This leaves Octavian in control of Rome. 
· Antony base of operations is Alexandria – falls under spell of Cleopatra and takes her as his mistress and then wife and dumping Octavia (Octavia never gets over him). 
· What happens is that Antony is falling under spell of Cleopatra and Octavian is back in Rome. 
· Two things that Octavian has to do: 
· 1) Put down a couple of revolts
· First one is Lepidus (Lepidus is not happy) – Slave revellion.
· Interesting thing –even though he revolted, Lepidus was Pontifex Maximus at the time and as a result, Octavian refused to kill him.
· Sextus Pompey (One of Pompey’s two sons) and he is still there. Causing problems since Munda and Octavian gets rid of him.
· 2) His sister has been gilted by Antony; Octavian launches propaganda campaign against Antony and portrays him as pimp and drunk. He is really in the center of things. What makes things even worse is in 34, Antony, gave Roman territory to Cleopatra. Not smart as Octavian is already going after him. Doesn’t get Standards back (Crassus lost them) and he achieves nothing in the east and goes back to Alexandria and stays there. 
· What happens is that, Octavian portrays Antony as drunken, oriental person and in 32, he gets all of the cities of Italy to swear an oath of personal allegiance to him. 
· Personal allegiance to person rather than to the state. 
· Spring of 31 is when he launches campaign. Antony has supporters in Rome, and he knows what is going on, and once Octavian has oath, Antony and Cleopatra know that it won’t be long until they come after him. They bring entire army (in a fleet) to Actium ready to attack Italy. 
· 2nd September, 31 BC – Battle of Actium
· This is a navel battle of coast of Actium. 
· Antony and Cleopatra are defeated and fled to Alexandria and commit suicide. 
· Looks like Cleopatra killed herself with a snake (poison).
· Octavian arrives to late and finds both dead and he does something strange. What he does is then claims Egypt, not as a province, actually claims it as his personal property. Does become a province, but is special, because it is his province.
· Octavian is in sole, undisputed control of entire Roman Empire and he is 33. 
· What is it that caused the end of the republic? 
· 1) The acceptance of violence as a political tool. Standard way to deal with people. 
· 2) Over ambitious men, created by the unchecked, ruthless competition, for power, wealth and prestige as a result of the breakdown of Concordia (unwritten rule where everyone uses power for the benefit of Rome). 
· 3) Client armies, who owe allegiances to their commanders and not to the senate or to the people.  
· 4) A weak, self-serving, and morally bankrupt senate, which lead to the inability of the senate to control its commanders. 
· 5) The granting of extra-ordinary and technically illegal powers to those commanders over long periods (Pompey is perfect example). 
· 6) The unswerving opposition of the senate to these commanders and magistrates when their own interests (interest of senate) were directly threatened. Even when commanders and magistrates were acting for greater good. 
· 7) The acceptance of these commanders and magistrates and their actions by the senate when their interests coincided (when commander wanted something that senate wanted as well). Despite their brutality, illegality, or harm to the state.
· Octavian returns home, after Cleopatra and Antony commit suicide, and then gradually gives up powers he had as a triumvirate and over this period, starts giving them up. What ends up happening is he simply relies on official powers. Powers of triumvirate is like an emergency thing. He goes back to being consul for instance (he is consul for every year from 31 to 23). Uses power as consul to bring through reforms. 
· What is really interesting, 13th January, 27 BC – Octavian hands back all powers to the Senate
· Kind of like Sulla. 
· Don’t know whether senate knew this was going to happen or this whole thing was presented as political theater but on the 16th of January, 27BC, the Senate says, that that was ok – put term limits on them and gives him powers back and if they don’t like what you are doing, we will take it away. 16th January, 27BC – Senate bestows title Augustus on Octavian. Senate gives him all powers back and to recognize that he is an important guy, they bestow an honorific title on him (doesn’t have power attached to title) – Augustus. Augustus means revered one. 
· Augustus as a title comes with no power.
· For the rest of his reign, granted further limited term power. They are always renewed. Doesn’t operate through powers but through his Auctoritas – people believe in him, based on words alone.
· Everyone trusts him. What happens is this is where office of Emperor starts. More than a century before all powers put into single package.
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· Talking about Augustus and how he became emperor – ruled through Auctoritas.
· Augustus spent most time consolidating frontiers of Roman Empire and doing reforms of every aspect of roman life (government, administration, public life, military – institute things, laws, societal changes that would make things better – had a long time to do so).
· Longest emperor – longer one was Theodosius the II.
· Main fact – he was completely successful in eradicating most of the problems and abuses of the republic – he eliminated political violence. There is now prosperity – general wealth through society. 
· Have upward mobility – people can move up to higher levels of society. Whatever social class they were in, were there forever but now can move up and this is true for rest of Roman empire.
· All the time, evolving this idea of what an emperor is and what he does – all groundwork laid with Augustus.
· Augustus’s two most important innovations:
· 1) The end of the democratic process for the running of the empire and provinces.
· Now, the emperor controls everything. Emperor picks everything.
· Offices are kind of honorary. 
· 2) The system of office by ability rather than by birth.	
· In republic, only get to be things based on who you are (all class).
· If good at what you do, can move up ladder. 
· If good you stay.
· Creates two different kinds of provincial governors:
· 1) Involves the equestrians – They have an army because you need to put an army to protect the provinces. 
· 2) Senatorial provinces – and if the senators don’t have an army, they cannot do anything.
· Senators get to do the things they used to do but have an imperial chain just for equestrians and work directly for the Emperor.
· Equestrian get serious things. 
· Period of Augustus is looked at as the golden age – if good, chances are that it comes from reign of Augustus. Particularly with poetry, literature, architecture… Augustus said, “He found rome a city of brick and left it a city of marble”. Sets standard for what happens later on. 
· On military front, what is he doing? He adds more provinces than any other single person before OR after.
· Starts off with Phyrigia, then Galatia, Pisidia, Lycaonia.
· He completes conquest of Spain in 19BC.
· Then moves north to Raetia and Noricum.
· The Alpes Maritimae is next. 
· Then get Illricum and along with it Pannonia and Moesia. 
· And then, Palestine. 
· He also consolidated Gaul. Launched attacks across the Rine to defend Gallic territory against Germanic invaders.
· One of greatest defeats of Roman arms ever. 
· He then pushes Roman territory out to a river in Germany.
· AD 9  3 legions under Publius Quinctilius Varus are lured out into the forest by Germans and are murdered and this is known as the Clades Variana (slaughter) and lost the 3 standards.
· This so unnerved Augustus that he abandoned the conquests beyond the Rine and never moved it beyond that. It is said that when Augustus got really depressed, he can be heard screaming Quinctilius Varus, give me my eagles back. 
· When Augustus died, left a note for successors and he said do not make empire any bigger.
· This defeat was the main reason why he established that rule.
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· Clades Variana – the Vares Disaster and forced Augustus to pull frontier back to the Rine and Empire stopped there.
· Further you expand, more it will cost you to expand – rule that in general most Emperor’s followed. Only a few Emperors didn’t follow those rules.
· Emperors will now only fight defensive wars and not offensive.
· AD 14 – Augustus Dies
· Dies of natural causes at 77 after reigning for 44 years.
· Theodosious the 2nd reined longer than Augustus and got power at 1 year of age.
· No other Roman emperor came close. 

---Lost Notes---
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· Talking about the Julio-Claudians.
· Claudius wasn’t a bad emperor – got bad reputation for being under control of freedmen. Complained that he let freedmen have control on administration. Main thing that he is known for – his conquest of Britain – AD 43-74. 
· AD Dates – AD comes in from of the date.
· Further conquests were undertaken for Britain for the rest of the first century – expansion.
· Although Augustus told his followers not to expand Roman empire – Tiberius and Claudius did so.
· Claudius adds Britain and also adds Maurentania. Thrace is also added and then back, Cappadocia added by Tiberius. 
· Have a completely contiguous extension of the frontier – Iudaea not really part of anything.
· Nothing much really happens for 60yrs or so. 
· Claudius marries a women who already has a son – Brittanicus (Claudius’s natural born son). Under influence of wife, he adopts her son as his natural son and this kids name is Nero. Nero is older and is first in line for the throne. Claudius gets Brittanicus out of town. Nero is one to succeed him and in the end, Claudius is assassinated (ate poisoned mushrooms). Poisoned by wife because wife, Agrippina, wanted her son to be dead. Brittanicus is assassinated. 
· Only time in Roman History where an Emperor had a natural born son that didn’t succeed him. If you have a son, he tends to succeed him; if no son, look in family. 
· Nero tends to blacken claudius’s names.
· Wrote about claudius’s deification. What happened is they wrote a book and means Pumpkinification – how Claudius turned into a pumpkin after he died (made-up).
· Have good emperors – write good things about them.  
· Fourth in Julio Claudians is Nero!
· Nero is a kid but problem with him is he was brought up in palace, like Caligula, so assumes he can get anything he wants.
· Rather evil – did kill his mother, killed pregnant wife and had others killed.
· He was a Julian (Claudius is the only Claudian in Julio-Claudians).
· People really liked Nero – put on shows and fancied himself a poet/artist.
· One summer, went on a tour and in Greece, have poetry competitions. Nero went and he toured and tried to go to as many competitions as he did and one first place in all.
· He had this vulnerable artistic persona and people liked him (senate didn’t).
· Big problem – the great fire of Rome, what happens is after fire, Nero expropriated all the land and built things on it; people figured he wanted the land. 
· Only downside for Nero was that fire – got a lot of people against him.
· Quite popular – after people die, people (someone who looks like person) and says that they are the person. Known as false-alexanders (there were false-Nero’s as well).
· Lot of military unrest growing against him – not paying attention to army, not really helping them – especially in Gaul.
· An army commander named Civilis revolts against him and then the armies turn against him in Gaul. When Nero finds out, flees from Rome and that is where he has a slave kill him (suicide by slave). 
· Army and senate did not like him – army revolts and then he has slave kill him.
· Julio-Claudian Dynasty – 27BC – AD 68
· Goes from augustus from 27BC (when called augustus) to AD 68 (when Nero commits suicide).


· Year of 4 Emperors – AD 69
· Galba, Otho and Vitellius and Vespasian.
· Otho kills Galba and Vitellius kills Otho – all kill each other off. 
· Galba is proclaimed first. 
· Titus is son of Vespasian and has another son, Domitian. 
· Domitian is little when Vespasian becomes Emperor and Titus is old.
· Titus is left in control of putting down revolt. 
· This Dynasty (3 – father and 2 sons).
· Because family name is Flavius. 
· Vespasian  Titus  Domitian and this is known as the Flavian Dynasty. 
· Flavian Dynasty – AD 69 – 96
· Those are the only names and dates we need to know – for emperors and dates.
· Vespasian was good, Titus only emperor for 2 years (known as one of the best).
· Vespasian died of natural causes; Titus took over and interesting thing about him – he made it his duty to do a good deed everyday and interesting thing, got to end of day, and realized that he didn’t do a good deed and he lost a day and he died of natural causes and was succeeded by brother. Domitian takes over and was raised in palace so was a bad emperor. What ended up happening – he was assassinated. 
·  Now come into a period where no one knows what to do next – Vespasian only had 2 sons and no one in family. Looked around and found an old senator – got a Senator by the name of Nerva and is emperor for a very short time.
· We begin a series of Emperors that are known as the Adoptive Emperors – AD 96 - 180
· Whole bunch who don’t have children of their own, so they adopt the person they think will be the best emperor – way it should have been.
· Regarded as height of Roman empire.
· Nerva  Trajan  Hadrian  Antoninus Pius and Marcus Aurelius. 
· Each emperor simply adopts the person that is most likely to be the best.
· No one, except for Marcus Aurelius, has a son.
· All of them regarded as being good – Trajan in particular (military success).
· Trajan adds Dacia, then Arabia, then Mesopotamia, then Assyria and Armenia.
· Normally, see map of Roman empire, see it say at its greatest extent. 
· What Hadrian did, how in the world are we ever going to protect the territories, he said forget it and abandoned them (Armenia, Assyria and Mesopotamia).
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· Adoptive emperors are regarded as good emperors and died of natural causes and each one adopts as an adult who they think is best.
· Trajan – expansion and AD 117 – Abandonment of Trajan’s Eastern Conquests
· Problem with Hadrian’s adoption (he abandoned) – Hadrian made sure he adopted his successor before he died – that is Lucius Caesar. 
· He never ends up being a proper emperor but dies before Hadrian does. 
· Thing that is interesting – talking about the name of the Emperor, what starts to happen now – Augustus is the name used for the Emperor and Caesar is used for the name of the next Emperor (the designated Emperor).
· Caesar is always used for these aires apparent. Someone is a Caesar first and promoted to Augustus  almost always happens when you have son of an Emperor.
· Hadrian was first to try and set up succession – when Lucius Caesar dies, have to set it up for more than one generation – he sets up the successor for that successor and the successor for the successor – Antoninus Pius and then Marcus Aurelius (2 adopted by Hadrian).
· Hadrian sets up succession for next 2 generations.
· Hadrian’s wall is a stone wall that is built all the way across the north of Britain. 
· That was originally designed to control traffic north and south. Romanized tribes to south. 
· Before building it, walled up entry ways – only get through through some places – ended up being a defensive wall.
· Hadrian succeeded by Antoninus Pius (didn’t do much of anything).
· Marcus Aurelius succeeded Antoninius Pius (as well as Lucius Verus) – first time, have two Augusti – two emperors reign at the same time and are working with one another. 
· Lucius Verus dies of the plague. 
· Marcus Aurelius was interesting – philosopher first and emperor second.
· We know as the meditations of Marcus Aurelius.
· He was a good emperor – invasions from the North (caused trouble).
· Marcomanni and Quadi and he spends lot of his reign trying to push them back and first time that Rome is threatened from peoples out of Empire and continues through Rome’s history.
· Marcus Aurelius is different because he actually has a son – he and his wife had 14 children all together (a lot daughter and most of the males died).
· His son was Commodus. 
· Commodus was actually a twin and his twin died. 
· Marcus Aurelius was first emperor who had a son since Vespasian. 
· Commodus is weird – really crazy about gladiators (fights in private) and had really bizarre sense of humor. He is a person who grows up in the palace. As time goes on, he gets weirder and weirder. For instance, associates himself with Hercules. 
· He decided that he was so important – changed name of Rome to the Colona Commodiana (Commodus Colony).
· He gave himself 12 names. Then what he did, changed name of every month to each name.
· Commodus was a bad emperor.
· Tried to become a consul dressed as a gladiator – they killed him.
· After Commodus is assassinated, no one has plans. Who is going to be Emperor – got an elderly senator, Pertanax, and is made Emperor. Problem is that he is to conservative and self richous (tries to solve a lot of problems – like army), and as a result, he is killed. 
· Strange episode that happens – auction by the Praetorian Guard to get support of them. 2 guys and both want to be emperor and if get support of Praetorian Guard, chances are you aren’t going to get assassinated. There is this auction, and what happens if Didius Iulianus wins and is emperor. Pertanax, because of earlier career, well regarded, and people heard he was assassinated, have 3 different armies proclaiming their commanders as Emperors:
· In Britain – Claudius Albinus
· In Pannonia – Septinius Sevarus 
· He is closest to Rome so goes as fast as he can to Rome and has Divius Julianus deposed and assassinated. Whichever way he goes, has an opponent behind him. What he does, says to Claudius Albinus, says “I will make deal with you – can be co-emperors, but have to get rid of Pescenius Naiger first”. Claudius Albinus accepts. Defeats Pescenius Naiger. Heads back to Rome and things fall apart between him and Claudius Albinus and he ends up defeating him. 
· In the East – Pescenius Naiger
· AD 193 – Second Year of 5 Emperors (Kind of 5)
· Pertanex  Julianus  Naiger  Albinus  Severus
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· Talking about Severus – finishes Albinus at battle of Lugdunum.
· At this point, starts promoting his two sons. His eldest sons is Marcus Aurelius Antoninus but we refer to him as Caracalla and other son is Geta.
· Caracalla is made Caesar first. 
· Emperors who have sons promote them to be Caesar. Eldest son is Augustus when Severus is still alive – want to make sure who is going to succeed.
· Although Marcus Auruleius and Lucius Verus – worked together (Imperial College – all people who are ruling). As we get into 2nd century, start with Hadrian…
· Youngest son Geta is also an Augustus. 
· Imperial College – all the Augusti working together.
· Severus gone to the East to defeat Naiger and then to Britain to defeat Albinus.
· Parthians, big problem in the East. Severus has to settle that frontier and is successful. 
· Takes on a whole bunch of titles.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]One of the thing that Emperors do, when conquer a foreign enemy, take name of foreign enemy. Severus likes taking on victory titles – calls himself Parthicas.
· Then Severus comes back – problems up in Britain. Goes off an has to conquer the north of Britain. In 211, he dies in York. 
· Severus dies in Britain. 
· Severus travels a lot during Rome. 
· Geta is promoted to Augustus – two Augusti and two brothers at the same time (1st that this has happened) but both Caracalla and Geta were raised in the palace. 
· Caracalla wants to go an party and Geta is still young (does what he is told).
· Caracalla makes a treaty in Britain and comes back.
· But both are brothers  wont get a long.
· Geta does not survive until the end – Caracalla has his brother assassinated (end of December).
· Caracalla is nasty. All sorts of busts of him and looks like a thug. Doesn’t have many friends.
· Caracalla launches another Eastern campaign (against Parthians) and is successful. Stabbed in back by one of the soldiers.
· Macrinus was the one who stabbed Caracalla. Everything seems fine and appoints son Caesar, Diadumenium. Doesn’t last long. 
· Happens that Severus had a large family. Married into family of Syrian princess.
· What happens is his wife has a sister and that sister has 2 daughters and each of those 2 daughters has a son and what happens is that the daughter who has the eldest son Elagabalus. They are family so you have to follow family and not Macrinus. 
· Macrinus gets assassinated and so is Dius Dominianus. Appoint son to be Augustus – absolutely no way he will die. 
· Elagabalus is Emperor but is kind of crazy – he is a priest and devotee of an Eastern Sun God – black rock. Imports it into Rome and builds temple for it. 
· The other daughter also has a son and is Severus Alexander and is brought into system. Elagabalus is so weird and such a bad rep. Elagabalus is assassinated.
· Severus Alexander is not that bad. He is assassinated.
· Maximinus is the person who assassinated Severus Alexander. Has a son named Maximus and makes him Caesar. 
· Up to this point, have a continuous Dynasty
· Sepntinius Deverus to Severus Alexander – 193-217, 217-235.


· Starting in AD235 – Crisis of the 3rd Century. 
· 50 years where all hell breaks loose – Goes from 235 to 285. In that period, there were 28 generally accepted Emperors and 37 known major or minor usurpers. 
· Interesting is that some of the Emperors reined for a while.
· Gallienus was an Augustus for 15 years. 
· Have a year of 6 emperors, or another year of 5 emperors. End up with situations like 1 army will put up a usurper against emperor and kill emperor and have another army put up usurper against him and put the 2 against and pick the better one.
· Of all these 65 emperors, only 3 died of natural causes. Most were murdered, killed in battle or committed suicide. 
· Empire also fragments – Usurpers in Gaul and take Britain, Gaul, Spain and Raetia and create breakaway Emperor (In the west).
· In the East, in place called Palmyra and there is a Queen (Zenobia) – she and her husband and son created breakaway empire.
· Empire of Palmyra.
· The main problem stems from threats to the frontiers to the North from Germanic Tribes. As a result of that pressure, Germanic people on the move. Lot of Germanic people coming over the boarders in the North.
· Have Gepids, Goths, Heruli, Alamanni, Franks, Iuthungi and the Saxons.
· All over the place and all wanting to come over boarder and get a piece of Rome. 
· Emperor Decius is actually Emperor is killed in battle against the Goths. 
· Franks are able to penetrate into Gaull as far as spain. 
· Athens in Greece is sacked by the Goths and the Heruli. 
· That is what prompts the Emperors Aurelian and Probus to build the Aurelian wall.  
· A lot of outlying territory gets abandoned – the Agri Decumates. 
· This is a territory on other side of Rhine and Daneau. Because on other side, abandon it. 
· Dacia which was conquered by Trajan, is abandoned. 
· How to deal with people that are coming to invade:
· 1) Slaughter them. 
· Most Emperors try this but a lot are settled.
· 2) Pay them off.
· 3) Settle them on Roman territory. 
· Those that are settled – give territory but have to serve in army. 
· Eventually all paid and settled and frontiers are restored but effects are devastating. 
· Not only affect on government, but on people as well. 
· In the East, have Parthians and causing problems except things get worse – the Persians defeat Parthians. King Shapur of Persia sets out to restore balance on frontier. 
· Persians are a much bigger problem.
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· Talking about the threat along the northerm frontier and forced Rome to give up the Agri Decumates – where Rine and Danu come together.
· Shapur – second king of Persia. Persians overthrow the Parthians.
· Persians want territory back in the East. Persians want to regain their Asian empire. Shapur is the one who becomes very aggressive in pushing romans back. Antioch is captured and sacked – biggest in the East – like Alexandria. Massive defeat. 
· He had a second campaign and this was the campaigned against Valerian (persecuting Christians). 
· Peace made and further problems with Persia – defeated by Emperor Gallerius. 
· For the 3rd century – when Persians finally stopped. Captures Persian kings wife. 
· As a result of the fact that you have two major threats – one from the north and another from the East. Emperors start to look in 2 different directions. Under Valerian and son Gallienus – have 2 emperors – one who looks after West and after the East. See that this idea of the Imperial college – becomes more and more regular to have two augusti. 
· Roman Empire does split in 2 – Eastern Roman Empire and Western Roman Empire (Byzantine - East). 
· What Characterizes the Third Century:
· 1) External Threats.
· 2) Military monarchy created by constant warfare. In that time, happening because no emperor or no legitimate emperor. Basically, any general who has any success. Because of all these battles, people come to thing of Emperor of being highest rank in army. 
· Emperors tend not to go back to Rome anymore – Rome ceases to be unimportant.
· Emperor is best general. Consequently, have Emperors who only survive for a few days or a month. 
· 3) Increased financial burdens to pay and support this army. 
· No more money coming into system – tax people.
· Roman citizens governed by Roman law and local people governed by local law – becoming more difficult to maintain. In order to provide extra money, in 212, the Emperor Caracalla, issued what we now call the Constitutio Antoniniana – all freeborn adult males in entire Roman Empire were made citizens. 
· When made citizen, person who gives you citizenship, you take their name. All of a sudden, everybody who is not a Roman Citizen, their name is Marcus Aurelius…
· 4) Monetary crisis – Roman empire couldn’t stop fooling around with the coins. Standard silver coin is a Denarius. Augustus is 100%, Nero (90%) was the first one to start fooling around with it. Severus, it is 50% silver, and by the time you get to Aurelian, it is only 2% silver.
· Technical term for any metal that is supposed to be gold or silver in it is called Billon. 
· Silver coin then becomes bronze coin.  
· Inflation of about 2000%. 
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
