Roman Civilization Notes – Social History
Lecture 2
· Come is a complete mess of streets and jam packed with buildings. 
· For the most part, thinking of first century AD – early Republic.
· Population between 750,000 to 1 million people at this time. You do not get another city in western history until London. 
· Rome is really tiny. Given small area, one of the most densely populated cities in world history – 730 people/hectare (REMEMBER THIS)
· Looking at Bombay – 452; Calcutta – 295; Mexico – 224. There are parts of Hong Kong, Bombay, Calcutta where there are spot densities between 1000 and 1600/hectare. 
· Rome is noisy, smelly, crowded, disgusting, people in the streets, dead bodies all around. There was traffic, crime… Not a place where you really wanted to visit. 
· Basilica is not a church. Romans love Egyptian obalusques. Were circuses, theaters, spiral columns… Basins for navel battles. 
· Apartments – 45,300; almost 2000 houses. Public washrooms. 1214 fountains. 
· Public toilets very important. 
· Know things on page 12 in booklet (Don’t know tribes, abbreviations in latin). 
· Romans normally have 2 names and higher up romans have three names (middle name is family name).
· First name – prime oman. 
· Can only choose names from the list and no first names for girls. 
· Women did not change name when they got married – kept family name. 
· Geius is prime nomen; nomen – middle name like Julius; cognomen (last name like ceaser).
· Filiation – the family is so important; filiation is name of father. 
· Just know oridinary romans have two names, high romans have three or more names and then if you are a freedman; Foreign people made slaves, have one name but when freed, there name becomes cognomen. Slave takes first two names and sticks the name at the end (becomes cognomen). And you are also called a freedman. 
· On page 13, nothing to know. Latin alphabet is our alphabet. 

Class Structure
· Throughout roman history, three factors that determine ones place in society:
· 1 – Citizenship (whether you are roman or not)
· Only people who could be romans are adult males. 
· 2 – Freedom 
· Were a slave, had been a slave (freedman) or never been a slave (freeborn).
·  3 – Wealth
· Money or not? 
· Originally, in early history, citizens divided into two classes
· Patricians (the rich) and Plebeians (Plebs).
· This distinction was hereditary – certain families were patrician and plebian from the beginning. If you were a plebeian, cannot become a patrician and vice versa. 
· Some patricians are going to end up poor and plebeians are going to be poor.
· The distinction becomes less meaningful as you go through history.  
· Then come up with new distinctions. Replaced by political and military def. Land is the only proper source of income for an aristocrat. As Rome group richer after 2nd peunic war, a particular group that derived wealth from business/trade and they were looked down upon from aristrocrats. Have to serve in military for certain period of time. When they do mandatory military service, they do it in the cavalry. Horses are the most expensive, to show off, do service in the cavalry. Showing off you have money. Consequently, the guys that were in the cavalry that got money from trade were called Equites.
· This class is referred to as the equestrians – stay out of politics and they are not allowed to be a part of politics. Form another class that gets money from banking, investing, sales, trade things which senators were not allowed to get in. If make money from trade, cannot get involved in politics. 


CLOTHING SECTION
· Basic form of dress for men and women is the Tunic (Tunica) – just a square folded over and a slot for head and shoulders (want sleeves, make it wider).
· Two purple striped on tunic – narrow stripes (have narrow purple stripes and wide purple stripes)
· Come from equestrian family – narrow purple stripes.
· Toga is not like a tunic.
· Not a square – it is a semi-circle.
· Made out of very finely spun wool – had to wear toga (summer = hot)
· Hard to get into and hard to stay on (cant put pins in it – that’s bad)
· Trick of putting it on is getting angle right. 
· Question on midterm
· Want point to be dragging on ground behind you (point where semicircle point meets straight edge).
· Get it dry-cleaned – comes back in folds.
· Pointy end should drag behind on ground.
· Over left shoulder (front point A, straight point edge over left shoulder).
· Straight edge then comes so it hangs down and then it rolls – idea is the weight of the toga holds it down and bit that rolls pulls on body. Roll so curve is at edge of feet.
· Flat edge then comes back up. Goes over left shoulder then under right arm and then back over left shoulder and other point should be on ground behind. 
· Have two layers. Front bit is hanging down at the bottom – pull up so that it is just underneath the curve and have a twist in the front – umbo (belly button = latin word). 
· Umbo – pull up so you pull up material so you don’t step on it.
· Left arm, cant really move (two layers of clothing) but right arm you can move. Therefore right arm is out. 
· Can’t fight light saber battle in toga.
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· Talking about how Patricians and Plebians established earlier on but when you get to end of Republic, don’t mean anything so get new class definitions.
· First class is military – the eqestrians and they got money from business, retail, trade, lending money…
· Did military service – bought horses so became known as equestrans (equites).
· As time went on, didn’t have to serve in cavalry – that became class. 
· Being an equestrian was like being a member of a club – in order to be a part of this class you had to have a property qualification of 400,000 sesterces.
· Have to have some land – even though in business, still had to have some land. 
· Equestrians – were not allowed to participate in political system. Could not be elected a magistrate. Only people who could run for political office were people who got all their money from land (money from business is not ‘proper’). Now have a class of people, who have money from land, who can participate in political and then can become a senator. 
· Senatorial order is different from being a senator in the senate. In senatorial order, just had to be elected to the lowest office – Quaestor.
· To be a part of senatorial order – be a Quaestor and have land worth 800,000 sesterces. 
· Someone could become member of senatorial order after becoming a quester and eventually when they got to top, be elected to be in senate.
· ***Being member of senatorial order is different than being a senator (elite group)***
· Lets say that a normal laborer made 1000 sesterces a year. 
· To be a member of equestrian order, have to save up for 400 years and take some money and buy land and if you want to be part of senatorial order, save for 800 years and buy land with it.
· Exclusive clubs.
· Equestrians could not run for political office because they got money from trade AND senators (members of senatorial order) could not get any money from trade. 
· Senators, can see that equestrians making lots of money, and so, the senators set up dummy companies and have hired agents and they run businesses but its secret
· As long as sensors can’t trace money to them, they are okay.
· Equestrians, if they want to participate in politics – give up all of their business – sell all companies and they just make money off land so they can become member of senatorial order. 
· What happens – when equestrian gives up business, he is called a novus homo (new man)  first person in family to become a member of senatorial order.
· These people, if they have this much money in land – they are rich. 
· Equestrians are richer than senators so cant say they are middle class. Still have majority of population that are farmers. 
· Urban poor is the worst.
· What happened in Rome – interesting system that allowed people of all levels of society to help one another and be helped by higher up people – system of patronage. 
· Ones looking for help are known as clientes (cliens). 
· The people who are socially above them are the patroni (patronus).
· Talking about clients and patrons (patrons on top and clients on bottom).
· Patrons could provide any service that was possible (legal or personal advice). Give small amount of money or food. People deepened on patrons for getting money or food. 
· In return, clients were expected to do things for patrons – like act as agents, carry messages, do errands. Interested in helping patrons during elections. Patron needs people who surround them due to all there clients – status determined by number of clients (have many of them, know that he is a somebody). Make sure everyone knows your name and election posters painted on wall and make sure people vote. 
· All of these things, reciprocal – hope that patrons remember you in will and get money. This system works from bottom of roman society to very top. 
· A patron can be a client of another patron. Works up the system. 
· If your particular patron cant figure out something, maybe he can go to his patron. Interesting – at the very top, don’t have people, have provinces. 
· Sissero – famous writer; held office in sicily and when he went back to Rome, made a name for himself so what happened is Sicily asked him to act as their patron. Patrons almost acting as embassadors. 
· All of roman society is governed by patronage arrangement. 
· How system is organized for people who are FREE. 
· Where do slaves come from? Slaves normally are captured in foreign wars. Sometimes, babies left out – picked up by slave tradours. Sometimes enslaved as punishment – Rome has no jails. Major source is children of slaves. 
· Mostly foregin wars, children of slaves, victims of crime.
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Slaves
· Slaves mostly captured in foreign wars or homegrown slaves (children of slaves).
· Slaves are property – don’t treat them like pets. 
· Slaves could be bought or inherited.
· As we go through Roman Empire, in Republic, things are bad for slaves but as time goes on, things get better – treated like pets and then like servants.
· Even though they were considered property – they were given an allowance and that is called a Peculium
· Up to master to decide how much it was and how often they got it.
· Even though you owned slaves, had to give them some kind of allowance.
· If they wanted to save it, could give it back to master and master was required to look after it – what could happen; if you got a generous master, slave could save money and master could invest it and he could save enough money to buy their own freedom.
· What a slave does:
· Does a job that is menial, low paying, anything that is beneath dignity of proper person.
· Not only do they have private slaves and even reasonably poor people could have slaves of their own. Also, there are public slaves (state owned slaves) – like garbage men in todays time. 
· Slaves are categorized – higher class and lower class slaves.
· People that Romans consider to be Barbarians, they are the ones that got lowest level of work (do manual labour). 
· Latifundia – gigantic factory farms; where they would work. 
· Can be privately and publicy owned – mostly grain. 
· Everyone on these farms are slaves.
· Mines are the absolute worst to work in. 
· Cheapest slaves – cheaper to get a new one than keep them healthy
· Bath buildings, feading fires are other jobs for them.
· Better slaves are ones in people’s homes – ones people liked are Greeks (Romans liked Greek Slaves – or others that were civilized). 
· Highest priced slave was 700,000 sesterces. 
· Prices in Pompeii – 600,000 sesterces for a little girl to 400,000 sesterces. 
· Value of standard slave – 2000 sesterces.
· Greek Slaves usually get jobs in business or retail – civil service and in peoples homes. 
· Doctors were greek slaves. 
· Public slaves – entire civil service run by slaves.
· Wealthy people could own 100s to 1000s of slaves.
· One guy had 400 slaves in his house in the city – house is small.
· A business women freed slaves – because she freed some, we know that on a single Latifundium (on a single farm) she had 25,000 slaves. 
· In general – city slaves treated better than country slaves (slaves on farms).
· Greek Slaves – tutors, Grammaticus  very often, these slaves are smarter than masters. These slaves could be accountants, paedogogus (tutor) – proud to do that job and a lot got freed. 
· Slaves tended to run away – they were tattooed with master’s marks; normally they wore collars or belts that were basically sewn on and had their name, masters name and masters address  Essentially dog tags.
· There are professional slave hunters – return runaway slaves for a fee.
· What is a slave guilty of for running away? THEFT – stole himself
· In republic, things not great – slaves unhappy and all mistreated – get situations where you get many revolting (happens on latifundia). Worst was on a single farm in Sicily – 70,000 slaves – all revolted. Took Romans 4 years to put it down – happened in 137BC.
· Think of slave revolts, think of Spartacus.
· Got huge gladiator army – 70,000 to 120,000.
· Happens between 73 – 71BC.
· Romans completely annihilated slaves at the end and wanted Spartacus.
· Crucify every one of them – 6000 of them just as a reminder that this is what will happen if you think of revolting – last revolt of this size.
· Slaves could own property and that happened in the Roman Empire (not Republic).
· Just because you are Christian doesn’t mean you don’t believe in slaves.
· If any slave killed his master, all of the slaves in entire household would be killed as well – prompt any slave to tell master if you hear someone plotting – makes sure that slaves inform against one another.
· How do you get freed?
· Freedman – can be freed for a number of different reasons:
· 1) Slave buys own freedom.
· 2) Most common – being freed in a masters will.
· 3) Could be act of gratitude on part of master – save masters life, master might free you.
· Act of freeing a slave is known as manumission. 
· Talk about freeing a slave, verb is manumit.  Manumiting a slave.
· One of the things a slave gets when freed – slave gets a felt hat and that is called a pilleus (pointy hat) – this pilleus becomes a symbol of freedom. 
· Wearing this – he is know a freedman.
· Altough a freedman had very few rights, the thing is, if a slave is freed (say for instance in a will) – slave does not become a citizen but in manumission, what happens is slaves become citizens by going through this process. In manumission, they make the slave a citizen (cant be a slave if a citizen). In other system, he isn’t a citizen if hasn’t gone through manumission, but if they have male children; they grow up to be citizens.
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· Freedman – can not be a slave anymore but not citizens but male children will be male citizens when they grow up – only if you are born after parents are freed.
· Official way of freeing is manumission – what happens is slave is made a citizen and you cant be a slave if you are a citizen and if that person has male children, they will be citizens – works for anyone (works for even the most barbaric like germans…).
· Fundamental strengths of the Roman System. Rome has always been a melting pot – multi-cultural.
· Anybody could become a Roman System. 
· To be a citizen – have to be a male and there is a ceremony and then put on toga morillus – means you are a man.
· Have a communal idea where everyone could be a Roman.
· Under the Emipre, things got better for slaves – thinking of them as pets then employees.
· Especially in Roman empire, popular slaves tend to get freed in master’s wills and they get to have ashes put in master’s tomb.
· Problem – in any multi-cultural society – tend to get upset when seeing to many sorts of people doing well. 
· Freedman have particular skills that they learned as slaves – can work as masters and be paid or go into private sector and get more money than masters – especially for Greeks. 
· Freedmen, as a class, tend to get looked down upon. 
· Freeman could own slaves. In Empire, even slaves could own slaves. 
· Freedman are regarded as being gauche, un-refined. 

Upper Classes
· Most of these people get money from land – only proper, legitimate form of money. Because they have so much money, they don’t have to work.
· Their lives are divided into two:
· 1) Otium
· 2) Negotium (Not Otium)
· Otium – basically is leisure; what an aristocrat wants most of the time. Sometimes, has to get involved in negotium – non-leisure and that is politics. 
· Being part of political system, running for Queastor (not a Queastor, cant be in senatorial order). Have to do that – increasing wealth, authority, notoriety.
· Romans believed that those who did not work for a living, they owed a debt and that could only be repaid by time and money spent on public service – both political and military. 
· Rome started out as a city – need to know this – and all political offices that existed in Rome were designed to look after a city. As time goes on, Rome gets bigger and bigger and gains an empire. What ends up happening, when we get to Augustus, first emperor, have a system that was designed to run city is running entire empire. Why empire needed to happen. 


· Cursus Honorum – latter of honors
· These are the basic political offices. 
· Quaestor (20 of them)
· 1 year (in office for 1 year).
· Elected
· Financial officials
· Age 27 – 30
· Aedile (4 of them)
· 1 year
· Elected 
· Look after the city, grain supply and games. 
· Look after the fabric of the city; responsible for upkeep of city (look after buildings – if falling apart, they rebuild it), they do the cleaning, look after streets, sewers, temples, markets (make sure weights are right), responsible for public order (urban cohorts), they are also public prosecutors (urban cohorts are a semi-police force). 
· Look after grain supply – bring it in.
· Games – gladiators, chariot racing and theatrical presentation. 
· 59 days a year are set aside for games – no work allowed during these days.
· Cannot be an aedile until you have been a Quaestor (its is a ladder)
· They are public officials – looking after public things. They do this from their own pocket – they get no public money. 
· This is one of the most sought out offices in roman politics. 
· Praetor (8 of them)
· 1 year
· Elected
· Judges, run courts – they are judicial officials.
· Pro-Praetor (provincial goernors) – picked by lot (put ball in jar):
· After finishing, put ball in jar and shake it up, usually 5 years later, put ball in jar and you will get to be a pro-praetor.
· Consul (2 of them) – the most prestigious and powerful office
· 1 year
· Elected
· They start off being mayors but end up with 4 areas of power:
· Military – lead the armies
· Legislative – they introduce legislation and organize voting
· Administrative – run the senate
· Supervisory – look after Praetors, Aediles and Quaestors
· Age 42 – cant be Consul until you are 42. 
· Pro Consul (provincial governors) – picked by lot:
· Put name in jar and they can put it in earlier and become pro-consul. Stay as long as doing good – usually 2 – 3 yrs.
· Censor (2 of them)
· 18 months.
· Elected every fifth year.
· Census, taxes, moral oversight of senate (most interesting – look over roles and can kick people out of senate; can deny citizenship).
· Decide if you are worthy to be admitted to senatorial order – wait 5 years before application looked over. 
· Senate
· 600 Members
· Former office holders chosen by censors from senatorial order.
· Supreme decision making body of Roman State
· Ratifies elections and laws.
· Romans vote for political office and the laws as well.
· Once in the senate, you are there for good.
· Normally, had to be a consul to be in senate. 
· NO POLITICIANS FOR LIFE!
· Looking at 7 years of negotium (some can be a consul for 2 years).
· On test – if you are an Aedile, everyone knows you are putting on the games and if you do good and everyone knows your name – and you run for Consul, everyone remembers you and they will vote for you. Control of games meant you could do whatever you want. 
· To become member of senatorial order – held office of quasetor and have land worth 800,000 sesterces. 
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· Spain – particularly nasty place for slaves. 
· A freedman took the praenomen and nomen of master and their name became cognomen. Not allowed to be buried in pomerium.
· Manumission done by a magistrate. 
· Freedmen
· Freedmen of publius – bought freedom for 50,000 sesterces (what it costs to buy freedom). Value of an ordinary slave was 2000 sesterces. 
· Gave 20,000 sescterces to become priest of Augustus – place of office a freedmen can hold.
· Possibilities for former slaves is enormous – key fundamental point of roman society is that they accept everyone. 
Apartment Buildings
· The freedmen live in apartment buildings – they are poor.
· Most poor people lived in apartment buildings, which are called Insulae.
· Insulae means island directly.
· Insulae is also word for city block.
· Normally, Insulae are 5 stories high but people want to make them higher and higher. Problem is that these buildings, some made of brick if well made, but a lot are made cheaply (wood, sundried brick).
· Have volcanoes – apenine mountains are old volcanoes so rome is subject to frequent earthquakes.
· Apartment buildings were cheaply built – fall down and people died. Therefore, keep height down.
· How high could they be? There was an apartment building called Insula Felicles and that building was so famous, it was known in North Africa. Its so tall, top is in the clouds (exaggeration). This had to be an enormously tall building. 
· Not only prone to fall down in earthquakes but Romans did not have electric light. Going to have light – use fire; even when you have building that are brick, top are tinder and sunbaked brick – often they catch fire. Shutters to close windows when cold. 
· Sissero – famous politician and writer in Rome. He was a landlord as well. 
· One of the great Romans but putting up cheap buildings that fall down.
· Possible to have animals in apartments.
· Look at page 3 of booklet 
· List all of the Insulae – 45,300 of them. Generally think is they have counted the number of doors used to get into apartment (not 45, 300 buildings).
· Domus is Latin word for houses – 17,000. 
· Start of Page 57 shows apartments/floor plans.
· Next page – whole bunch of floor plans. On left, some of the fancier ones. 
· The bigger and fancier roman apartments are hollow in the middle to allow light in – courtyards and pools in middle and small apts on outside.
· On right side – much smaller apartments.
· Remember: No indoor plumbing (go to pool in middle or go to fountain, everywhere) and no toilets (outhouse down on ground floor under stairs).
· Don’t want to go to bottom – have a chamber pot to fill up; supposed to fill up toilet but some dump out window. 
· Why women stands on inside when walking on sidewalk:
· 1) Throw chamber pot, lands on you.
· 2) Wagon drives by, splashes you and not lady. 
· Floor Plan Divided into 4
· In the middle, in each one, there are 3 rooms in the middle.
· Each one of those is an apartment – where a family lives.
· Do not have single families living in an entire apartment (one family in one bedroom and another in another bedroom).
· Have windows but no glass –Roman invented window glass but expensive. Use minerals but even more expensive. Only option is to close shutters on window but cuts out light.
· Another thing is that in a modern apartment building, most expensive one is the penthouse but in Rome, no elevator so you have to walk; ones on bottom are most expensive and penthouse is cheapest (need water, go all the way downstairs or go to bathroom, need to walk all the way down).
· Also, weather. If you are in tall building, you are exposed, so any wind goes right through. In summer, way hot in the top. 
· Apartments get nicer the further down you go (paintings, nice furniture)
· Often have shops and restaurants on the bottom. 
· Most of the population of Rome lived in these apartment buildings. 
· Latin word for apartment buildings is Insluae (one is Insula) and Latin word for house is Domus. 
Roman Houses
· A house is normally just one family – can have aunts and uncles and huge numbers of slaves (one guy had 400 slaves in house) – houses only available to the rich – anything in city is expensive. If in country, could build your own house but not the same kind.
· City houses are only for the rich. 
· Look at booklet – pages 60 and 61 (on page 60, basic small house and page 61 is larger and palatial – things that small house doesn’t have). 
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· Main thing about Roman Apartments – one apartment doesn’t have one family, each room has one family.
· Looking at Pomeian style house (they are well preserved).
· Visting someone in their house, first thing is that there are shops on either side of front door (like apartments, shops and restaurants on main level – no distinction between commercial and residential). There is an outer and inner door.
· Vestibulum is inbetween inner and outer door and where you hang coat.
· Fauces is the pasageways that gets you from front door into house and deep as the shops.
· Atrium – foyer and is very high; could be 3 stories (normally 2)
· There is a pool of water in middle of floor called an impluvium.
· No water in it, all water goes into it drains into something else.
· Where does water come from, look up and see compluvium – hole in ceiling – lets light and rain in (roof sloped so rain flows into compluvium and goes into impluvium).
· Have a second floor where slaves can live. 
· When walking into atrium, doors to right and left sides (depending how big atrium is) – they are the cubiculum (-A) and they are the bedrooms off of central living room.
· Atrium is square in front but get past bedrooms, cubicula, opens up – each one is known as Ala (plural is alae)
· Like room but no walls or doors and is in line with cubicula.
· In middle of the back of the atrium, there is a folding wooden panel – and behind that is the tablinum which is the office (keeps money, records, paperwork).
· Next to tablinum and to the back, is the triclinium and that is the dining room.
· Romans didn’t sit when they ate – they leaned.
· Clinium means reclining.
· 9 people at most.
· On right hand side of tablinum (triclinium is on left) you have an andron. The andron can lead to culina (kitchen in back right corner) and the latrina (toilet in kitchen). The andron also leads into back of the house. 
· These are city houses – no backyard, the backyard is inside but is open – private garden. Two things that you can do with this ‘backyard’:
· 1) If weren’t really rich, plant fruit trees, vegetables – get food from garden. Working garden = hortus.
· 2) If rich and can afford to buy all of it, just have a pleasure garden – walkways and trees and gardens and fountains = viridarium.
· You can have tiny and big versions. 
· Peristylium – columns around. 
· Only the rich can afford the city houses.
· Can have houses in things out of cities – can be as big as you want. They were known as Villas – country home.

· Family needs to get dressed – 3 main differences between modern and Roman clothing: 
· 1) There really isn’t a difference between men’s and woman’s clothing.
· 2) Fashion didn’t change – or if it did, very slowly.
· 3) Most cloth spun at home and most made at home – don’t buy. Most made out of linen or wool – rich could wear silk.
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Toilets
· One of the most basic forms of Roman technology is the flush toilet. 
· Every toilet, doesn’t matter where you go, whether in the east, Egypt, Libia, Italy, Romania… Toilets are all the same.
· Underneath, have a channel that has water going along it all the time – constantly flowing water through Rome all the time (goes to fountains, bath buildings and also toilets)
· Have key shaped holes – see toilet is made of stone. In front have channel.
· Move and go Austia (out of Rome) and have essentially the same thing. 
· THERE ARE NO CUBICLES – communal toilet. 
· Have a cistern for water. 
· Another toilet – channel that runs underneath toilet with water constantly flowing; therefore, constantly flowing.
· Romans didn’t have toilet paper – used sponges on sticks (they are communal) – once done, run sponge in trough. That is what slot in front is for. You stick sponge in slot in front to clean yourself and wash out sponge in trough and then wash hands.

Clothes
· Romans wore underwear – loin cloth
· Subligar – underwear; means tie it up (usually cloth or linen or leather).
· If cold, could wear a Tunica Intima – this is basically an undershirt and normally worn when cool and the colder it gets, more you put on.
· A tunica, looks like a short dress, don’t go below knees. 
· Easterners wear below knees.
· Intima means inside – made out of wool.
· Tunic goes over top. Want sleeves, make top wider. Never have sewn in sleeves. 
· Mostly made of linen.
· In roman world, way you distinguished people was two stripes that went down shoulders in the front – word for stripe is Clavus (Latus Clavus is a wide/broad stripe and is purple and woven into tunic and that was only allowed to be worn by senators – one stripe on either side).
· Purple is very expensive.
· Senators wore tunics with wide purple stipes on the front.
· Equestrians had same thing but they were narrow stripes (Angustus Clavus).
· Normally have subligar, tunic and that’s it.
· On your feet – have a choice.
· If going outside, and going to be fancy, where fanc shoes – fancy shoes are calcei. These have lots of straps and tie up the calf. Those are outdoor shoes and only shoes you can wear when wearing a toga.
· Sandalia where we get word for sandal, Roman sandalia are closed toe (back is open and front is closed) things that look like leather flip-flops are soleae (open).
· Soleae have strap that goes in between toes.
Toga
· The toga is the official and formal civilian dress of a Roman citizen. 
· Only a Roman citizen could wear it and was necessary for all official business. 
· Uniform of status and position. When people become citizens, one of the first things they do is set up a statue of themselves in a toga.
· Toga is really big and because of this, it is expensive and it is hot and doesn’t want to stay up – Emperors are alyways passing laws saying you must wear Toga.
· What is it made of? Made of wool. Finely spun wool. 
· It is about 18 feet long and 7 feet wide in the form of a semi-circle. Old fashioned kind of toga. 
· Goes over left shoulder, under right arm and then back over left shoulder and point is on back. 
· Umbo (lating for belly-button) is bit in front that you can pull. Didn’t have pockets – what you did is that you had loop in front and that is a sinus and it tended to not be as open and you would carry things in there.
· Have left arm, and cant do much with it. 
· If you have toga over head – that is how you have to wear toga for religious activity (cover head) – like going to the temple. 
· A later toga is almost as twice as big and you have a double layer – 4 layers – creates massive sinus. 
· Have them cleaned and have pleats put in – makes it easier to hang. 
· Different kinds of Togas depending on what you are doing and what your class is. 
· When someone comes of age, you wear a Toga Virilis and this shows that you have become a man (plain wool – whitish). 
· There is a dark toga – Toga Pulla and is kind of brown and is worn by people in mourning or if you have been accused of a crime. 
· Toga Candida – bleached white toga. A person who wore this was a Candidatus and people who wore this were running for political officice – candidate is a person that is wearing a white toga (candidatus is a white toga person).
· Toga Praetexta – has broad purple stripe and is worn by high ranking politicians (consuls, praetors and censors).
· Kid can wear it – boys and girls. 
· Only women who wore a Toga in the roman world were prostitutes. 
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· As time goes on, practice that developed that was awful.
· Romans did not wear pants.
· As time goes on, people wearing foreign cloths – start wearing trousers.
· Emperor Honorius – banned the wearing of trousers in Rome.
· Banned Persian Boots as well. 
· No one in Rome was to wear trousers. Honoroius was the Roman emperor who stopped Gladatorial combats.

Women’s Clothing
· Women also wore subligar and the fore-runner of a bra – cloth or leather breast band.
· Bra – strophium or mamillare.
· Basic item of outerwear for women is Tunic. Two different kinds of Tunics.
· Roman tended to wear Greek style of dress and Roman men wore basic Tunic.
· Roman women wore two different types of Tunics:
· 1) Peplos
· A peplos style tunic is sewn up sides but not at the top.
· What happens is, often there is a top part that is tall and is folded down and have two broaches that pin at the soldiers. End up with V-Neck in the front and part that is folded down creates something that looks like a top. 
· Womens tunics tended to be colorful.
· Usually belted twice – at breasts and hips. With bit that flips over top, can be belted in or not.
· 2) Chiton
· Open at the top but it is held together with little buttons at the top – it to is usually is belted at the breasts other than at the hips.
· Peplos – extra part and fold it over so it fits. Chiton, can pull a whole bunch up and belt and extra bit would hang over and get layered look.
· A married women, or a Matrona was allowed to wear something special and that is a Stola.
· A stola is a very, kind of basic, peplos (broaches on soldier) and is worn over chiton. Stola is white. 
· Tends to have deep V-neck. 
· Stola has broaches and is bleached – can be decorated but not like on a normal peplos or chiton.
· Women also wore shoes, not Calcei, but wear sandalia and soleae. 
· Men and women didn’t have coats, they had cloaks that went over.
· Women  Palla
· Men  Pallium
· Tend to be wool and warm.
· For women, Palla is larger than Pallium. Women, Palla is long and intricate and is only worn outside and when worn, cover head – when women outside, normally fully covered from feet to head. 
· Palla could be decorated.
· Only hats worn were utilitarian. Latin word for hat is petasus and has a wide brim.
- End of Clothing - 
Roman Religion
· Roman religion comes from Etruscans to the North and Greeks to the south – amalgamation of the 2.
· Greek and Etruscan Gods are Anthropomorphic – the shape of a person.
· Talking about gods that look like people.
· The most important 3 Etruscan Gods were:
· Jupiter, Juno and Minerva – Capitoline Triad. 
· Jupiter – king of the gods.
· Juno – Jupiters wife
· Minerva – Etruscan goddess. 
· All these Gods look and act like humans. 
· Look at Pages 44 – 45: Have a list of major Gods and Goddess’s
· Know them. 
· 12 Olympians – 12 Gods and Goddesses who live on Mt. Olympus.
· Know Name and Description and don’t know latin.
· Pluto – doesn’t come up to Mt. Olympus (God of Underworld).
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· Remember pages 44 and 45 – need to know the God’s name and their Greek names!
· Pontifex Maximus – the pope. Latin for chief priest or the greatest priest.
· We are talking about state religion and worship.
· Heruspices – They are the ones that tend to be in Roman movies; forecast the future. Originally, all Etruscan.
· They try to foretell the future – the only thing they are interested in looking at when they cut open an animal (usually a bird) is the liver – liver tells the future.
· Training livers made of bronze – shows were blobs and color changes are.
· Depending on bumps on liver, can say future. 
· Because of close ties – Etruscans and Greeks – connection between them is strong, end up with Roman pantheon – most part all gods are Greek. Roman religion becomes more like Greek religion.
· Have state religion (what state does) and private religion (what ordinary people do). When talking about Gods – state religion not the private religion.
· The Roman Pantheon of Gods is very much like Greek Pantheon. 
· Because of influence from Greeks to the south, looks like Greek religion. 
· Features of Roman religion never really changed. They are conservative.
· As long as it was working, just kept on doing it. Certain religious rights that they perform for hundreds and hundreds of years. 
· Have fundamental string of conservatism that runs through Roman religion until you get to Roman Empire. 
· From Roman point of view, everything going well, so don’t change it. 
· The goal of prayer and sacrifice (why doing it) is to preserve the Pax Deorum – pax is latin for peace and deorum is piece of the gods. 
· You have to have favor of Gods in order to do things. 
· Whole idea, whatever you are doing, if successful, keep doing it.
· If things go wrong, Gods are angry and Pax Deorum has been broken.
· Romans aren’t sure what problem is – after every failure, Roman state immediately looked to priests to find out which god or gods had been offended. Then set about restoring the Pax Deorum. 
· We do things for the Gods and the Gods do things for us. 
· For Romans, as long as they are successful, they think system is working. 
· During Mid republic, all sorts of changes to Roman society. When war lasts for decades, impact on society and religion as well. Arose a greater alliance on an understanding of pore tense and progenies to figure out what God’s though. Like looking for lighting, eclipses, earthquakes… People start collecting lists of progenies – the bad things that happen. 
· During 2nd punic war, more people coming in and the religion that catches on is the worship of Magna Mater or also known as Cybele and she is a fertility goddess. Magna Mater = Great Mother; Greek name = Cybele. 
· When things get bad, Romans willing to try anything, like accepting new God’s and Goddesses. When this happens, accepting others like Bacchus and Isis.
· In late republic, growing skepticism and saying this is hockey stuff – intellectual skepticisim and none of this stuff is real – people began to turn to other God’s and goddesses or became atheists.
· Augustus tries to get people believing into the central core.
· Reason why Augustus is doing this – the Emperor becomes Pontifus Maximus so it is his job that Roman religion is doing what he should do. 
· Another important step was the Imperial cult – idea of deifying foreign kings. Rather than wroshiping emperor itself, end up worshiping the Genius of the emperor – individual Guardian spirit. Women didn’t have a genius. Every male has genius – protective spirit. 
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· Talking about the Genius of the emperor – guardian spirit. What does happen, in the East in particular, temples are set up, priests assigned to individual emperors and the development is slow. 
· Try to get God’s on side of emperor – Pax Deorum. 
· Special games, holidays for the emperor – day that emperor put on Toga Virilis – holiday; day got married = holiday; day son born = holiday.
· Every year on 3rd of January, special vows of loyalty taken everywhere.
· Known as Vota Publica – Public Vows for the safety of the emperor and everyone’s loyalty to the emperor. 
· Talking about state religion. Everyone has to take part. 
· Emperor worship, really has less to do with relgion that with acting as a focus to state and inhabitants of empire – to empire himself. Things done and sort of proposed as being X when really they are Y. 
· Works at keeping areas focused – serves important aspect of keeping the Empire together. As long as people believe, helps keep Empire together. 
· The Roman emperor NEVER consider themselves as living Gods.
· When the Emperors die, they are deified – they become kind of like Saints. Between humans and Gods. When deified, put name deius in front of their name.
· Son of the defined one. Starts with Augustus, then Julius son of him?
· Bad emperors were not Deified – only the good ones.  
· Interesting thing is that even Christian emperors were called deius – becomes of a way of someone is an ex-emperor. 
· Romans were conservative, particularly in religion, but taking in different gods, Cybele, Isis, Bacchus. For the Romans, when get more oridinary types of Gods, they tended to see, because of influences, they could see that native italic Gods were like Etruscan Gods and Etruscans similar to Greek – in a way, all kind of the same God’s, just different names. 
· Because Rome was a melting pot with italic and the etruscans and greeks, Roman’s had basic idea of Gods – everyone worships the same God’s.
· Everywhere they went, assumed that everyone elses God’s and Goddesses were the same as their own. This is known as Syncretism – same god’s everywhere, just different names. Except in certain cases. 
· For instance, look at different provinces – in Brittain, Gods identified as Mars Segomo – local war God; Appolo Belanus; Juno … Have Roman name and then local name. Interesting thing is this works even if God’s are different sexes.
· Syncretism is a fundamental importance how keep everything together.
· There are no religious problems – basically; expect for two problematic religions. 
· These are the state Gods – Gods of public religion. Public thing done at state level. In general, that is different from the religion that involves most people on a day to day basis – don’t normally have people waking up and making sacrifice.
· Most private religion, centered around Larez and Panatez – fundamental objects for private religion.
· They are represented as little statues. 
· These devotional statues are kept in shrine in atrium in a lararium. 
· The Larez – can be used to refer to as ghosts. The larez were the gunieae, these guardian spirits of dead ancestors. Statue of important people in family.  
· Speical care of house and household – looking out for you.
· The Panatez – like private, protector spirits. Protector spirits of the home and the food, kitchen, stores… These things are originally agriculture. Panatez related to land, plants, food. Guardian spirits look after these things. These spirits worshiped at the hearth 3 times a month. Hearth is where fire is, see it as center of house. 
· Worhip of these are important for weddings, funerals… Everyday, portion of main meal thrown into hearth as a sacrifice. Lot of worship is related to Vesta. 
· Vesta is goddess of the hearth. 
· Latin word for home (not house) is the hearth and Latin word for Hearth is Focus
· Also use lareae sometimes. 
· The Jews were monotheists – one god and romans couldn’t figure out why.
· A lot of religion focuses towards monotheism. 
· Romans never sure of what to make of the Jews. Practices they had that they didn’t understand – like dietary and circumsion.
· For Roman’s, Jews been around for 1000s of years – any religion that has been around for that long, must be doing something right. 
· For the most part, the Roman’s left Jews alone and extended many privileges that allowed social practices.
· Exempted them from taking part in Roman Public life that would have went against their views – Jews only people exempted from state religion; because been around for a long time.
· This is because of their old past. 
· Whoever is the oldest is the best.
· Problem is that not all emperors believe that they deserve these exceptions – Emperors usually expel magicians and Jews from city of Rome. 
·  Generally, in Roman empire, the Jews left an unpersecuted life until Christianity becomes the norm in the Empire. 
· If you heard of anybody revolting against Roman Empire, heard of Jews revolting Jews like Massada. 
· Two big Jewish Revolts – only people that did revolt against Roman Empire. 
· First Jewish revolt completed by Titus – started by Nero (commited sucide)
· Ended in siege of Massada
· Another revolt under Hadrian – known as Barchovta revolt (led by him).
· Second revolt caused by Hadrian – banned by circumcision. 
· This ban lifted after Hadrian died. 
· Not allowed to come back. 
· Not due to religion.
· Problem is different then under persecution faced by Christians. 
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· Talking about Hadrian and Jerusalem – banned circumcision and had bar-chocba revolt. Ban of Jews from Jerusalem and not all of Iudeae. He changed name of Jerusalem to Aelia Capitolina (Aelius is his family name). 
· Other thing that he does is change name of province – instead of calling it Iudeae, calls it Syria Palaestina. Kicks Jews out and change name of province.
· Late republic, in the early empire, Romans turning away from big religion – public and private religion (Lares and Panates). Other thing is that state religion gets used by emperors. Eastern Religions often referred to as mystery cults.
· Mystery Cults – tend to have small group of initiates, initiation rights that have purification, often involve secret knowledge and have myths. Also, complex theology behind it. Often involved doctrine of immortality – personal salvation. Awful lot of these things are what you find in Christianity. General trend with these eastern religions, is the fact that they are monotheistic  (only have one God). Even public cult in Rome was becoming more monotheistic.
· Tend to adopt constant, individual members of the pantheon – Mars appeals to you, pick him and ignore everyone else (monotheistic). Normally, polytheism works by worshipping different Gods at different times. 
· Didn’t replace Lares and Penates – extra layer.
· Two popular mystery cults:
· Worship of Cybele
· Worship of Isis (comes from Egypt)
· Two other important mystery cults:
· Sol Invictus – unconquered son. 
· Becomes important in 3rd century. 
· Openly accepted by Emperors, one of the few. 
· Mithraism
· That is important throughout the Empire – particularly the army really when for Mithras (name of the God).
· Mithras was a Persian God of light who is locked in an eternal battle with the Prince of Darkness. Now, he is always depicted always the same way:
· Hat with floppy bit on it, wearing tunic, wearing trousers (not Roman) and a cloak and has a bull and stabbing it and blood feeds a dog and snake. There is a scorpion grabbing onto bulls testicles. 
· Normally he looks up and back. 
· Popular among the army.
· The bull’s blood that is flowing, that the snake and dog are after, represents original source of life and vegetation.
· People turning away from old and turning new or people turning away and not picking up religion at all; get a big rise in superstition, magic, astrology. Punishable by death if you cast Emperor’s horoscope. Getting atheism.
· Curse tablets – take lead, put curse on it, fold lead and stick nail through it and throw into water and will grant wish. Throw in spring, often find in bath buildings. 
· Famous and lasting contribution and this is development of Christianity, just another mystery and salvation religion (similar to so many other religions). Arose out of a mixture of early century Judaism and mystery cults. 
· Christianity starts with man known as Joshua Bar Joseph (Jesus). We do not know when born – Matthew says born during Hera the great, Luke says happened during reign of Hera the great. Know when census took place. Augustus banishes ausculus to southern Gall – what happens is that territory is next to Roman province of Syria and is being governed by Quirinius and census Luke is talking about is not world wide, just Iudeae – when province, need to know how many people, land and tax. Both land and people tax. Census is just about Iudeae. 10 year gap to when happening and actually happening. Reference in John that when Jesus crucified, somewhat in 40s, and clearly pre-4BC. 
· Question is how Matthew and Luke can talk about the same thing. Jesus of Natherus. Jews know that the messiah has to come from Bethlehem; how could Jesus be the messiah. What happens in two birth narratives, different, just names are the same. Trying to explain how is it that Jesus of Natherath could have been born in Bethlehem. Real problem is that as Luke says, going for Census. Census after Jesus born, cant have anything to do with it and Iudeae being submitted to census and Natherath not in Iudae – Joseph not taxed as he is not in Empire so not being subjected to tax and doesn’t need to go to Bethlehem. Basically, don’t really know when born. 
· On the other side, Romans dated crucifixion based on calculation in Luke. Most recent study puts it at Passover. 
· Crucifixion is standard Roman method for dealing with lowest Roman criminals.
· Jesus was a Jew and the early believers in Jesus were other Jews who believed he was the Messiah and the one who was to come and save the Jewish nation. Given Roman involvement at this time, one can imagine that this is a time of numerous profits, self-proclaimed Messiah’s – turmoil going on in this area. Most Jews didn’t believe that he was the Messiah. Since he died, Messiah could die – clearly, false. But there are some followers of his – a guy of the name of Sal (changes name to Paul) and he continues to believe and there is a small group of these followers of Jesus, but Paul says that there is something more important about him. Paul believes he is Messiah for everyone – revolutionary; not for us, for everybody. Problem – not all of his followers believe what Paul said. People believed to think that he was the Jewish Messiah (James, Jesus brother head of church, says that he is just for the Jews). Paul makes everyone get excited about this religion. Eventually, his version peters out (James). 
· Paul turns Jewish group into Christian group. Do so in Greek – why testament is written in Greek. 
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· Archelaus – son of Herad (he is part of tetrarch) and is exiled by Augustus. 
· Joseph lives in Natherus and lives out of Empire and census he is talking about is Census of Iudeae. 
· Since Iudeae is part but separate of Syria, appoint another guy – procurator and he is the subordinate of the governor of Syria (He is Ponchos Pilot).
· Under influence of Paul, Christianity spreads rapidly. Christianity, small and tend to only find in big cities. 
Christian Persecutions
· Most important thing to realize about this – emperors, governors, mayors of cities, never really had sympathy for Christians. Christianity was new. 
· Roman’s didn’t think much of new or innovative religion – from Roman point of view, cant be a new religion, it is always here. From their point of view, not a ‘real’ religion.
· The Christians, derived out of Judaism and see themselves as extension of Jewish religion, try to claim same rights as Jews (like not being part of state religion). Romans wouldn’t give Christians exemptions.
· Christians claimed, like Abraham – he was first Christian. Didn’t start with Jesus, goes back to Abraham and now its back. Roman’s didn’t buy that.
· Biggest problem for Romans – every aspect of Roman public life involved public cult and imperial cult (genius of the emperor). Everything Romans did involved religion. 
· Almost impossible to be an active citizen of any citizen and large town and not make a sacrifice (like sprinkling grain on fire or pouring libation). 
· Jews been granted exemption from doing this and Christians wanted this and they refuse to sacrifice to emperor or gods and refuse to worship public or imperial cults – not because they didn’t believe in Pagan God’s it is just that they thought they were demons. Believe that God is the one and true God – believe that they are spirits.
· Big crux – difference with Christians, Christianity is a matter of belief (it is what you believe). Therefore, have to act according to this belief. Contrary action implied lack of conviction in one’s belief. When it comes to religion, act according to your belief.
· For Romans, your belief didn’t matter. Just wanted people to give them stuff – want grain, animals, and wine… Clash here. Christians where belief is everything and Romans belief is nothing. 
· Have people come up and sacrifice, don’t ask if you believe, just care you are there – for Romans.
· For the Roman’s they didn’t care whether Christians didn’t believe or not, just wanted them to do sacrifices to maintain Pax Deorum. Romans cant understand this.
· Not doing what was ordered of you. In Roman system, if someone tells you something to do, you do it – don’t say you don’t believe, just do it.
· A man named Pliny the Younger was governor of B. et. P (Bithynia et Ponuts). He has all sorts of people coming to him, governor halls them in and have them sacrifice but they wont, they are Christians. Writes letter to emperor and is not sure what to do. Is it a problem with the Christians. Force them to convert or execute? He says, “whatever the nature of their belief, they are stubborn and they should be punished”. Shouldn’t be punished because Christian, punished because not doing what they were told.
· Get all sorts of strange rumors, like Christians practice incest, cannibalistic and tend to be regarded as gross – people think they are the war.
· Pliny writes to Trajan the Emperor and saying there are Christians and they are not participating and Trajan says it is not a problem that they are Christian, problem is they are not obeying orders and you can execute them if not obeying orders – standard law.
· Some says that they will do it but a lot will not (Christians) – Trajan says obscenity should be punished but do not hunt them down just cause. 
· With this fundamental mismatch between what Government wants and what Chirstians do – get isolated instances of persecution – famous one under Nero. Fire in Rome and a lot of people blame on Nero – Nero cleared territory that burned and built on it. People said he did it and to counter that, he said Christians the did it. Because Christians not really popular, pin it on them. Also persecutions under Marcus Arilius, isolated incide.. 
· First empire wide persecution didn’t occur until 3rd century – Christians weren’t numerous enough until them. 
· First big Persecution takes place under Decius. 
· Decius figures, well this must be because we broke Pax Deourum, why else would there be problems (barbarians coming in…) so he enforces emperor wide sacrifice and everyone has to sacrifice to resolve pax deorum. Everyone who sacrifices get a chit that says they sacrificed. 
· What happens is Christians refuse to sacrifice, so persecuted. Not going after Christians, just wants everyone to sacrifice.
· There were also fake chits – Christians bought them, and they could say the sacrificed but didn’t and wont go against religion.
· Decius wants Pax Deorum just wants Pax Deorum resotred.
· Getting into period, any time there is a Roman trial, there is a shorthand account taken of it.
· Next Persecution – Under Emperor Valerian
· Valerian wants to conquer the Persians (to the East).
· He needs money to do so and who are the most rich in society, the Christian’s (the Christian churches) – because of vows of celibacy, people leave money to church. Massive churches with god plated statues and again, Christians – more around, people used to them but have a lot of wealth. He basically goes after Christians because of wealth and church (goes after churches in particular). 
· Figures enough remaining ill will that he can pull it off and does and goes and fights Persians – defeated and captured and kept as pet and Persian king strips skin off and stuffs him. Worst ending of any Roman emperor.
· Hi son, Gallienus, he has been emperor and once obivous that dad isn’t coming home, he not only grants toleration to Christians and grants restitution – Roman state has to pay back anything they stole from them.
·  Christianity gains new respectability and spreads.
· Even the Emperor Aurelian intervenes to help in local church matter. Christianity being accepted. Then no one paying to Christians. Always a situation – younger generation is not worried but a few in older generation, worried. Realzie sacrifice in palace and someone crosses himself and there is a Christian. Now Gallerius goes off deep end and there is a church outside window of palace and do something (Aurelian Diocletian – co-emperor).
· Christianty has been accepted. Guy crosses himself and strikes home to Gallerius that there are Christians everywhere.
· End up with 4 Persecution Edicts and this is the Great Persecution. The persecution only took place in some isolated placed, never in west. In west, only a few places. Mostly involved taking bibles and burning them. In the East, number of places where you get some. It is the longest and most conserted persecution in Roman Empire. Eventually, just before the end of final bit (one emperor in the East who is pushing persecution), there is toleration and restitution granted by Constantine (First Christian emperor) and Licinius (Emperor of East – Constantine kills him and becomes emperor of all). Constantine starts off by tolerating all religions but then promotes Christianity above all. 75% of east and 95% of west are non-christians. Constantine made changes that remained. Only one emperor after him was Pagan (Julian) and all others were Christian. Theodosius makes Christianity official religion of Roman empire. 
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· Gladitorial games are the second most popular form of sports.
· Interesting thing is that Gladiator combats – developed from Etruscans. It was a right of human sacrifice for the Etruscans – religious in origin.
· At the funeral’s of aristocrats and other nobles and big wigs – their slaves, the spirits would be sent to serve masters and way to do so was to have slaves fight to the death.
· Roman’s because of influence of Etruscans, the Roman’s are influenced by this as well. 
· First recorded instance of this Gladiatorial Combat is really early back.
· They enjoy animals killing animals, people killing people and people killing animals (this is called Venatio – hunt; this is just people against animals or animals-animals)
· First Venatio took place in 186BC. 
· Bestiarii is a gladiator that fights an animal rather than a person.
· These funeral presentations become more and more popular and can make name for yourself if putting on these combats. Whole connection between funeral and gladiators was starting to fall apart – just put on gladiatorial combats.
· Whole connection between religion and funeral was lost as far as spectators were concerned but gladiators – still important religious context.
· People start to like the Gladiators who are more skilled. What happens is Romans start setting up training schools for Gladiators and these are known as Ludi (Also word for school – school for galdiators). If have schools, need trainers  Lanista.  
· Everything is getting more professional. What happens is get a group of gladiators who train at a school together or have a group of gladiators that are owned and that troop is called as a Familia. 
· Troup or group of gladiators are known as Familia (owned by family or at school).
· Lanista could be the own that owns Gladiators and rents them out OR owned by gladiators and hire Lanista. 
· Eventually, collecting Gladiators and arranging gladiatorial combat became a hobby for rich men. Invest in the Gladiators.
· If Gladiators are getting killed, not much of an investment. What would happen is go around from town to town putting on gladiator shows. 
· Gladiators themselves could become celebrities and heroes. 
· A good gladiator could become rich and famous – all gladiators are slaves (way to buy freedom). 
· If able to stay alive and no way of knowing how long career is – if you are allowed to retire; if master who owns you allows you to do so; could be a lanista. If allowed to retire, you get a Rudis which is a wooden practice sword and this s because you will never have to use a real sword. A retired gladiator is called a Rudiarius (person who wields Rudis).
· Rudiarius first and lanista second.
· Our word arena is actually just the later version of Latin word Harena (latin word for sand) and that is because floor is covered in sand – soak up blood.
· Thumbs up = spare him and thumbs down = kill him.
· Colosseum holds 50,000 people and how are you going to figure out if thumbs up/down – you cant, that is modern. Don’t know what Roman’s did when a gladiator should be killed or sparred – think that thumbs up is actually kill him and if wanted to be spared, wave handkerchief. Person putting on games can decide which die wants what. 
· Gladiator (-tor = person that does something) – Gladiator is a person who wields a Galdius (means Sword). 
· Posters could be personal – like saying hi to friend. Awnings that cover amphitheater. · Gladiator combats took place and wasn’t until a while later that it was outlawed by Emperor Honorius (Guy who banned pants)
· Romans weren’t keen on people killing people. Venatio’s allowed to continue as they didn’t mind them fighting animals or animals against animals. 
· Rome not keen on building something permanent – Gaius Maenius developed system of setting up balconies around forum – Maeninum is a balcony.
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· Editor – Person who puts on the games.
· First stone amphiteather built in Pompet and started by emperor Vespasion and finished by son named Titus and is called the Flavian Amphitheater and is now referred to as the Colosseum.
· Giant statue next to it called Colossus Solis – Giant statue of the sun.
· Theater came from word to watch and amphit means to look around.
· Colosseum is made of arches. Have arches like spokes going out in other direction. Each arch is just supporting all the other arches. 
· Difference in seats as you go up. 
· 80 Arches go all around the colosseum. Each one goes into it and designed on class (best on bottom and worst on top).
· 4 story – pictures of shields. 
· Awning is the Vela.
· Wooden seats at the top – slaves, freedmen and women had to sit there. 

5 sections split into 3. 
· 1- Podium – bottom part and is the best.
· Each area are referred to as balconies.
· 2 - Maenianum Primum – first level
· 3 - Maenianum Secondum Imum – lower second level
· 4 - Maenianum Secondum Summum – Upper Second Level
· Wooded seats at the top and that is the 5 - Maenianum Summum in Ligneis (Means built from wood). Also referred to as a Proticus. 
· Instead of talking of them technically, say bottom one, middle one and top one
· Podium is lower level, next 2 are middle and then top level.
· Ima Cavea – Podium (Bottom)  Podium (1)
· Media Cavea – Middle one (2 + 3)
· Summa Cavea – Top One (4 + 5)

· St. Augusitine  Alypius (a bishop). 
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· Allure of gladiatorial competition – hard to explain it.
· Typical show lasted all day. Program with events, breaks for snacks, lunch and dinner. 
· Main competitions took up most of the day in the middle of the day. Slow periods in morning and late afternoon (low attendance). Thing to remember – in the provinces, gladiators do not die in smaller competitions. Rome is only place where you see them kill all the time.
· Early in the morning and late in afternoon, what you do is you have interesting things – have Condemnatio ad Bestias (Condemned to the beasts – throwing people to the lions). 
· Or another thing they did is the Tunica Molesta (shirt of some type and don’t know how it works). Put this on a guy and put in arena and either fighting another gladiator or being chased by lion or tiger and at some point, the tunica molesta explodes and burns the guy. 
· Execute criminals and entertain criminals. These are all criminals – how to execute them.
· Criminals could also be condemned to other things. Condemnatio ad Gladium and this means that some criminal is forced to become a gladiator and has to be killed within a year. 
· Condemnatio Ad Ludum – Condemned to the games. Forced to become a gladiator BUT if still alive after 3 years, they are set free. 
· Venatio – hunts (wild animal hunts). Besitarii are the galdiators that fight wild animals and they will fight bulls, boars, bears, tigers, leopards, camels, elephants, polar bears, seals… Didn’t fight penguins.
· If you can capture and transport it to rome, put in amphitheater and have someone kill it or have animals kill animals.
· A lot of animals died in transport. We know that they could slaughter up to 5000 a day. 
· For instance, in celebrations in 80, to open closseum, Titus had an average of 90 animals killed everyday for 100 days. 
· 108 – 109 – Emperor Trajan killed 95 animals a day (average) for 117 days. 
· Trajan also put on display, 5000 pairs of gladiators. 
· Romans had organists as well – had trumpets and recorders. Get musical entertainment during fights or on breaks (big fights). After lunch, had big shows. 
· Had famous gladiators after lunch.
· Most of gladiators fighting are slaves. Gladiators are as low as you can get.
· However, lure as being a gladiator – some people volunteered to be gladiators. 
· Once they started fighting as a gladiator, no one talks to them again. 
· Also women gladiators. People looked down upon them. Later on they were baned.
· You also get chanting at gladiatorial competiton. 
· Shout Missum or Missos Fac! (Missos talking about a bunch and Missum is for one)
· This means spare them or spare him. Waving white flag, and want guy to be saved, shout Missum Fac.
· Iugul! This means slit his throat or kill him.
· Hoc Habet! That is when something happens and a gladiator gets cut and trips and falls and thinks that that is it. He has had it (what it means).
· When a gladiator thinks he cannot go on (and in smaller competitions) – throws down shield and holds up index finger  and this means that he is done. 
· Guy who has one, looks up to Editor and he decides; gladiator that loses gets on one knee and then essentially, it is almost ritual suicide. Gladiator remains religious thing. What tends to happen, gladiator that wins is holds sword to throat of guy that lost and guy pulls himself onto sword. If spared, then what happens is get taken back into gladiator doctor and he gets fixed. 
Sword Day
· Form follows function, the sword is made to match the style of fighting.
· Roman Sword ~2ft long. 
· Is not a slashing sword  used for thrusting. Can be used for slashing. 
· All Roman fighting is done in close contact. 
· Roman Shields are made of plywood – keep them dry.
· If going to kill someone – look them in the eye.
· On occasion, may not be able to thrust – main idea is to bring down person as quickly as possible and move to next line.
· Mainz Style Blade  Leaf shape to it. Decorative and works well. Trying to produce many of them, difficult design. Larger than Pompeii style sword (by just a bit).
· Pompeii Style Sword  Simple as a sword can be – straight on edges, slightly thicker in the middle and it has a chiseled point (simply interested in thrusting). Bone grip.
· Practice with a heavy sword. 
· Roman Swords decended from Gladius Hispaniensis (Means Spanish sword – comes from spain and is a thrusting sword). Short, thrusting swords.
· Spatha – It is a roman sword that is a cavalry sword and much longer than Mainz and Pompeii and has a rounded end on it – designed for slashing. Want to whack people when you go by. 
· Iaito – The practice sword – used in Iaido (Martial Art – oldest one).
· Katana – Japanese slashing sword.
· Shinken – Specific word for a sword that has a live blade. 
· Pilum – throw it and sticks to person, weight of wooden part bends metal so they cannot pick it up and throw it back.
· Sword is worn on right and shield is on left – draw, it comes straight up.
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5 Types of Gladiators
· Retiarius (Net Man)
· He has got a net (has lead weights), has a trident.
· Sea guy. 
· Thing on shoulder called a Galerus and it is strapped on and is on left arm and that is a metal piece which protects top of shoulder and sticks up and protects neck. 
· Has a Manica – usually boiled leather and can have a metal protector over hand or boiled leather and this is to protect arm. 
· His trident is in left arm and therefore, want that arm protected.
· Thracian
· Guy that we very often see in movies. He is dressed like a typical Thracian.
· Straps hold manica on and doesn’t need Galerus as he has a helmet and has eye holes. 
· Manica covers back of hand and his is on right hand because that is hand he has sword in and has a curved sword called a sica.
· Small shield called a parme. 
· Has ocreae and these protect legs.
· Murmillo
· Named after Gallic fish. Short sword, large oval shield. 
· Cheek pieces but open face. Fish on top that gives him his name.
· Samnite
· Tend to see samnite, Thracian and Retiarius the most often.
· Rectangular shield. Only one greive to protect leg.
· Helmet – metal crest on top. Generall eye holes that have cross hatch on them.
· They have two feathers sticking out (characterstic of a samnite). 
· Representing enemies that Rome has fought.
· Hoplomachus
· Samnites evolve in 2 directions – 1 is the hoplomachus. Heavily armoured
· Manica is much thicker. 
· One greive.
· Other kind of gladiator that Samnite evolves into is the secutor – has round football styled helmet. 
-End of 5 Types of Gladiators-
· Get gladiator action figures.
·  There are always referees. Wearing a Tunic that has a narrow stripe. Has a Rudis – wooden sword and also word used for a dowel and is used to whack guys on legs to make sure guy is doing what he is supposed to do.
· Samite and Retiarius is a common pairing. 
· Heart means he won and theta means that he lost. 

Lecture 18
· Referees:
· Summa Rudis – Referre; head referee or main guy with rod.
· Secunda Rudis – Second guy – has rod or switch.
Can also see gladiators on lamps, mosaics, poetry about them, find action figures of them.

Chariot Racing
· The MOST popular sport in Rome (Gladiator games was 2nd most pop.)
· The Circus Maximus (the biggest circus) was one of the oldest buildings in Rome – laid out by Romulus. 
· Originally, what happened, you have palatine and Aventine and in between, relatively flat, so sit on sides of hill and watch horses run but it probably did go back to Regal period (how far back period went back to).
· First seats built into the sides of the hill by Tarquinius priscus. 
· Starting gates (latin word: Carceres); permanent - they are dated long before gladiator fights.
· It is always rebuilt – built out of wood; wood doesn’t last forever.
· Most important rebuilding was by Julius Caesar – tore it down and built foundation out of stone – first time built from stone. 
· Circuses made of wood and amphiteathers made from wood but Circus Maximus made of stone – foundation 600m long and it is 118m wide. 
· Seating for 150,000 people.
· Even the colosseum, biggest amphitheater in Rome, there may have been 1 or 2 bigger than that in entire Roman world and held 50,000.
· Instead of having 5 levels – just had 3 levels (Cavea Ima, Media and Summa)
· Built Cavea Ima – bottom level – made that out of marble. 
· Everything above that made of wood.
· As time goes on, it is rebuilt and expanded again and again. Gets to the point, get to Emperor Trajan – he has expanded Circus Maximus so it holds 250,000.
· Have more marble seats and more wood seats.
· Seats go up so high, covers road that goes behind it (tunnel).
· When there were chariot races going on, could here people cheering from 3 miles away.
· Problem – stuff built at top – built out of wood. Consequently, the wooden seating can collapse. When have a lot of people, a lot can get hurt. 
· 1000 people were killed when seating collapsed – under reign of an Emperor.
· The building must have been one of the most magnificant structures in Roman world. 
· Kept doing things to it and Trajan is really where it stops.
· Outside has lots of arches – just like colosseum, all built out of arches. 
· What happened, as Circus Maximus went up side of Palaetine, ran into Emperors palace (palace comes from latin word Palatinus). That part of Circus Maximus was built into palace – emperor could just walk down and in circus maximus. 
· Pulvinar – imperial box - Wooden box where emperor. Attached directly to the palace. 
· Problem: Circus Maximus – top is made of wood and rest is made out of marble and marble is very valuable. When people started stealing marble – even pope. So almost nothing left. 
· Can put anything in the Circus Maximus -  can do gladiator competitions, wild beast hunts, the venationes (animals or people against other animals). 
· No evidence that it had an awning – way to big. 
· Thing in middle is Spina which is latin word for Spine.
· All things on Spina – temples, obalusque and have counters. 
· Three concial structures; turning posts – Metae· Circus Maximus has a round end and a flat end. 
· How do chariot races work? 4 Chariot Racing Teams called Factiones
· If you are going to race chairots, have to be in one of those teams and those teams, there names are colours: Blues, Greens, Reds and the Whites (owned by business men). 
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·  Factiones
· Blues, the Reds, the Greens and the Whites.
· Fans comes from fanatic – do anything to get their horse to win and others to lose – cure tablets.
· Way more popular than galditorial combat.
· Races could be run with single, double or triple entries from each faction.
· Single – one entry from each factrion (4)
· Double - 8
· Triple – 12
· A chariot, normally, is either a Biga (2 horses) or a Quadriga (4 horses)
· Quadriga is normal racing chariot
· Can have one with up to 10 horses.
· There are virtually no rules – first person crossing finish line wins.
· Trying to prevent other guys from crossing finish line.
· Chariot drivers tend to die more frequently than gladiators do. 
· They all have to start at the same time and they go around 7 times. 
· Interesting thing: 2 ways in counting the laps.
· They either have eggs (big on stands – and one at either end of spina) and put eggs up as they go around OR they have dolphins and on a metal rod and they face up and each lap, pull dolphin down. 
· The chariots are really flimsy. Usually, there are 10 to 12 races per day. Bumped it up to 20 – 24 (24 races/day). 
· Like the gladiators, most of the chariot drivers are slaves or freedmen (if good, can buy freedom or be freed and train others).
· Just like gladiators, successful chariot drivers, your pecullium is going to be bigger.
· Like jockeys, the smaller/younger they are, the better. Chariot drivers tend to be young (12-13).
· One of the most famous chariot drivers is Scorpus and because he has one name, thus he is a slave. He died at age 26 in a crash but at 26, he had 2048 wins. He could’ve been racing for 12 years before killed. Said that one particular race, he actually one owner 50 purses of gold in one hour. 
· When they died – had tombstones made and tells you about their carrers.
· Auriga – Latin word for a chariot driving.
· What is it that chariot driver wears? 
· Gets to wear a helmet and most of the time, just boiled leather. Have a quirus.
· Has a whip to get horses going. Has a little sickle that he has in back belt and that is called a Falx (latin for sickle).
· Put chariots around waist and leaned back. If chariot smashes, you are getting dragged, so have sickle to cut things to be freed. Sickle is defensive tool if being dragged. 
· Basically just wear a tunic.
· C. Appauleius Diockles and Crescens are other ones. 
· More than one name, then freedmen. 
· Circius, Acceptor, Delicatus and Cotynus are Crescens favourite horses 
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· When talking about the Aurgi – chariot racers winning money – it is the money they wind for the faction and they get a pecullium. That money is not theirs.
· Famous guys – slaves and freedmen – important and good chariot drivers can be bought and sold as well. 
· Diocles  started with whites, then to greens but did most of the racing with the reds.
· Because of this, chariot drivers – whether freedmen or slaves, more money they can make.
· Most Important thing – chariots are not great big giant things; they are small (made of wicker and go as high as drivers knee). You want horses to go fast, so don’t have a big chariot that weighs a lot. 
· Have wreath of victory (when depicted in paintings) and a palm branch (symbol of victory). 
· Get chariots on lamps as well – like with gladiators (also have action figures).

Children’s Lives and Lives of Women and Roman Marriage
· Couples who didn’t have children could adopt – people could adopt as well. Poor people, often if couldn’t afford to look after kids could sell them. 
· Expose them – just leave them (usually end up in slavery).
· Do know that upper class people tended not to have a lot of kids – Marcus Aurelius was unusual. Upper class used birth control – Augustus had to pass laws to try and have more children. As time goes on and women get more rights, they don’t want to have children.
· Didn’t do abortion. Way abortion works is just as much of a chance of killing mother of killing fetus – only in situations where there is no chance that mom lives. 
· Lot of ancient remedies actually do work. 
· Other thing is how high infant mortality is. When a women, two most dangerous thing is be born and give birth – being born is bad (boys tend to be less strong than girls – tend to lose more boys). From birth to 2 years old at risk. Giving birth is extremely dangerous thing to do. 
· Baby’s born in birthing chairs and they used midwifes instead of doctors.
· Birth occurs at home – no hospital. Infants are swaddled. Swaddling is when you take a baby, fold into triangle and fold baby into it. Kept that way and very often in upper class, handed to wet nurse and mother doesn’t do breast-feeding. 
· Ordinary people breast-feed their own kids. 
· Mother stays with baby at first and father kept a way. Obstetrix (latin for midwife)– that means someone who gets in way of father. Father is only allowed to see baby on the 8th day for girl and 9th for boy
· Lustratio – purification ceremony that every baby has to go through and the day is referred to as the Dies Lustricus (the purification day).
· Father of the family is referred to as the Pater Familias. Roman families are extended and usually, Pater Familias is oldest living male – may be child’s grandfather. 
· Baby brought to him and if he acknowledges that baby is legitimate, picks it up and gives baby name. He then puts Bulla around neck – amulet on string. 
· To protect from evil spirits.
· The Parter Familias can always reject the child. Baby has to be rid of – exposure. Stories of mothers who ensure that baby raised by friends or families.

Education – There are 3 levels. 
· The first level – start about 7 (boys and girls). That is when taught reading, writing, basic stuff.
· Memorize is key – good future is memorizing. 
· Moral and civic education in the hands of the father. 
· As time goes on, women’s education is the same. 


· The middle level – between 10 and 12 and is almost always boys. High school.
· For the most part, only upper class and middle class boys do this. 
· Girls spend time at home to learn how to be a mom.
· Boys – being taught writing, speaking, more poetry.
· Completely based on language and literature (math is done in first level). 
· Place in society determined by literature and language
· The last level – really only designed for someone who goes on to be in politics.
· High level and very few go in for it and expensive.
· How to teach students to speak well, to use arguments to support cases (whether or not they are good). Where philosophy comes in and Greek learning will carry on.
· Go on to be in army, be in politics and so on…. 

Women’s Lives
· Two roles: wife and mother. 
· Better than in Greek society – difference is probably because of the Etruscans.
· Etruscans treated them with more equality than others. Romans are in middle. 
· What ends up happening, in the Empire, women are allowed to assume public roles within their own spheres. 
· Roman women are more of an open part of Roman society than in Greek society.
· So long as a women was not married In Manu, and who is independent of Patria Potestas (fathers power) – she could own, inherit and sell property. 
· In the eyes of Roman law, women were persons (big thing). 
· No legal rights over children – father held rights over children because of Patria Potestas. 
· Christianity for women is a backwards step. 
· Virtues Expected of Women in Roman Society
· 1) Dutiful (obedient). 
· 2) Nobel (act that way).
· 3) Faithful (cannot fool around with others).
· 4) Chaste (cannot have other sexual partners).
· 5) Honest
· 6) Fertile (very important – whole point is to produce an aire and a spare).
· 7) Modest
· 8) Wit and Grace
· 9) Needs to be a support for husbands and son.
· Women are persons but the thing is (remember) women cannot be citizens. Only adult males can be a citizen. Can have citizen status BUT not a citizen (slaves couldn’t do that). They cannot exercise the rights of a citizen, could not run for office, couldn’t be in army, and originally, they didn’t possess rights of an individual but ended up getting that part.
· They were not allowed to enter male professions – couldn’t do anything that involved being in front of people – in particular, being a lawyer.
· In the Empire, allowed to own land, allowed to conduct business.
· Fullonicae – dry cleaners. Fulling wool. Women often ran these businesses.
· Sometimes get women teachers but rare.
· Didn’t prevent women from acting behind the scene. 
· There were however 2 reputable public roles that women could perform:
· 1) Owning a business.
· 2) Priestess in the public cult or in mystery religions.
· Most important ones were one of Juno and Vesta. 
· Prostitutes, gladiators and actresses – not reputable positions.  
· In Roman world, regarded as a viable career option to be a prostitute. 
· Ordinarily, women would just have first 1/3 of public education.
· They could privately have more. 
· Women couldn’t be in politics, so no point in going beyond that. Given what they needed. 
· They could read (unusual), they knew math, weight and money. Lot of basic practical things that they needed to know, get from regular education system.
· From mothers, learn the domestic arts – sewing, weaving, cooking, making clothes (all clothes made at home). 
· Usually girl in upper class marriage will be married off in an upper class family through an arranged marriage. 
· Interesting thing is that Roman girls could become married at the age of 13 or 14. 
· Have to be educated to handle duties and emotions that go with being a mother.
· Upper class women never really had a childhood. Earliest ages, being prepped to be a mom. 
· Out of upper class into middle class, things are more like todays time.
· Lower levels, get into arranged marriages again.
· You have to have fathers approval to get married – cannot elope (punishment is death).
· What if a women’s father dies? She is under Patrias Potestas (why you need father’s permission).
· What happens in Republic is a guardian is appointed for her – doesn’t matter what age is.
· Guardian looks after interest and conduct official business. 
· Get rules that say that a freeborn women with 3 children could be independent of patrias potestas. Freedwomen could become independent of patria potestas after 4 children.
· Exemptions granted – exemptions granted even when they don’t have children.
· Guardian becomes more of a formality. Guardianship – by 2nd century.
· Women able to divorce husbands.
· Women have almost complete equality with men. Problem is that it is fine that women can get divorced and do whatever but a divorced man stands to lose nothing. 
· Men often had mistresses and women weren’t allowed to have lovers (some did though). 
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Roman Marriage
· Was usually, not always, preceded by betroval – Latin for betroval is Sponsalia.
· Betroval is a legal contract between two families that they will get married.
· Agreement between father of prospective bride and groom.
· Originally it was legally binding – eventually lots its force.
· The youngest legal ages for freeborn citizens to be married is 12 for girls and 14 for boys (depends on puberty). 
· For slaves, had no legal rights. Consequently, no legal levels. We know from a tombstone of a women who was a slave and married and died at age 7.
· In a Sine Manu marriage – status and property rights of a women remain unaffected when married. 
· If still under Patria Patestas or under guardian or under her own – whatever status was, she stayed that way.
· There often was a dowry, a dos, and this is the money that brides family has to put up. This dowry is regarded as her property in a sine manu marriage (regular Roman marriage) and if divorce, dowry goes back to wife.
· Equal rights, keep status and dowry remains hers.
· The earlier form of marriage (in Republic) is called In Manu Marriage (In Manu Mariti).
· Standard form of Roman marriage. Mariti is the latin word for the groom. 
· In the hand of the husband – what it means. In earlier marriages, the women literally was seen to be in the hand of her husband – husband controls everything.
· Because of this expression of the status of the women – that whole relationship ended up being referred to as a Manus (Hand). Description of her status  Her manus.
· Sine means without  marriages that did not have the manus, that state she was in.
· The Patiras Potestas is legally transferred to the husband – husband has Patrias Potestas over wife. Legally, his wife, has exactly the same status as his kids.
· Wife is completely under her husbands power. He had power of life and death. 
· Patria Potesta becomes less powerful as time goes on. 
· Question is, what happens if it is not a marriage between two people that are not at the same status. 
· What if a women and a slave or vice versa.
· Marriage between two slaves – no citizen status, or marriage between free person and a slave was referred to as contubernium.
· It is actually a military term – used for the same guys that sleep together.
· Still a legal marriage but just a lower class of marriage (2nd class).
· In any kind of marriage, children always take the status of the mother. 
· Marriage between a free man and a slave women – children are slaves. 
· Twist – marriage between free women and male slave, the women loses her status and she becomes a slave like husband. Their children become slaves.
· Senators couldn’t have this arising – they were forbidden from marrying slaves, from marrying freemen or from marrying the daughters of freed women. 
· Senator cannot marry a slave, a free women and her daughter.
· If there is a change in status, Roman marriage had no special legal formalities or ceremonies. No marriage contract – all that is necessary is to be living together with intention to form lasting union.
· Affectatio Maritalis – That is the intention of living together to form a lasting union.
· How do you show people that you have this and want your marriage to be considered legal – have a big party and tell everyone. No religion or government involved – no priest.
· Usually, for the Romans, what ends up happening – out of this ceremony and the party – one particular thing that signifies that they are married is the deductio in domum mariti – the leading down into the grooms house. Small parade. Moving from fathers house to husbands house and this is the point at which when they say that they are married. 
· Affectatio maritalis has to be there all the way through – all either partner has to do to declare an end to the marriage is to declare an end to the affectatio. 
· Husband could divorce wife for adultery but she couldn’t.
· Infertility was always the women’s fault. 
· By the first century BC, both men and women could initiate a divorce. Legal requirement was communication by a third party or a letter – both witnessed – statement that there is no affectation maritalis has witnesses (more is better). All you need for divorce and that is Repudium – when one person says there is no affectatio maritalis. Unilateral divorce.
· Only restriction was the return of the dowry. 
· In an In Manu marriage – the manus (status) had to be dissolved as well in order for husband to give dowry back – technically it is his.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]How do you dissolve the manus? Romans saw it in terms of slavery – needed to have Mancipatio which is where immacipation comes from. In this system, it is the legal conveying of ownership of wife to a third party who manumits her. Manus transferred from husband to third party and he goes through manumission ceremony in order to dissolve it. 
· Likely that it goes back to father – if in manu.
· Divorce is rare  Socially not acceptable. 
· Bilateral divorce (both sides agree) and that is divortium. Still need proof/witnesses. 

Roman Weddings
· Favorite month for weddings – June.
· Day before the wedding – girl puts away Toga Praetexta – sign of being a little girl.
· Gets hair done up into 6 pig-tail things – all tied up with wool and bands (wool used a lot – sign of good luck and fertility).
· The dress is a straight white woven tunic. Fastened at the waste with a short cord and tie it with knot of Hercules. But she wears red shoes and for the veil, it is more of a scarf and is red as well.
· Friends and clients of both families meet at house of father of bride and that is where ceremony is held.
· Consequently, it is the other way around. Groom who arrives – bride is there.
· Words of consent. Up to the individual to do what they wanted within the general, socially acceptable norms. 
· Instead of a priest – someone who is called a Pronuba (matron of honor – oldest living female relative).
· Once groom arrives, have the words and then the Pronuba joins hands together and basically, are shaking hands. It is the Pronuba who takes hands and thy shake hands – Dextrarum Iunctio – junction of hands. 
· Sometimes rings were exchanged and a number of them survived and have the dextrarum iunctio on them.
· Want a religious aspect to it – most people are going to want to have something to make Gods happy – sacrifice a pig.
· Sometimes, particularly in the Empire, have an actual wedding contract – private.
· Then wedding feast – based on pig. Interesting thing about this is it’s the grooms father that pays for the feast.
· There is a wedding cake – mustaceum.
· Made out of must. Grape juice that you use to make wine – concentrated.
· Happens in afternoon. By the time everything is finished, starting to get dark. What happens now is that once over, groom goes home and the bride is escorted at dusk to the grooms house. 3 young boys who lead the procession and they have torces – deductio in domum mariti.
· Go to his house and religious ceremonies conducted on outside of house. Door posts tied with wool and she anoints the doors with oil and fat – represent wealth and happy.
· Groom meets her at the door and lifts her over the threshold. Bad luck if she stumbles upon entering the house.
· She comes inside and before anything else, she is supposed to touch fire and water.
· She lights lamps and washes hands. 
· Party comes to grooms house.
· Bride taken into groom’s room and is undressed – small group of women who has only had 1 husband (usually from brides side) and they are known as univirae (one man women). 
· They undress her and give her story of birds and the bees.
· They leave and groom is admitted, door closed and marriage is consummated.
· To prevent people from stopping an listening, there is a poem that is recited outside of the door when marriage is being consummated – called epithalamium. It tends to compare the bride and groom to mythological people.
