· Preferred sexual partners (Mosher et al.)
· Only opposite sex (kinsey 0)
· 85-90% men
· 80-85% women
· Some same sex interest (kinsey 1/ 2)
· Mostly opp
· Men<women
· Both
· Men< women
· Mostly same
· Men ~ women
· Only same
· Men> women
· Males easier to study because of sexual rigidity
· Can use one eplanation -> biological basis
· Female sexuality is confusing
· Origins of Homosexuality
· Why people don't like gay people?
· Sinful, bad, against god, "thou shalt not lie with mankind as womankind it is abomination" -> bible
· North american culture
· If its biological there isnt much you can do about it
· Havent always hated gay people
· Plato
· Wrote play
· Original male
· Siamese twins
· Original female
· Two connected females
· Androgynous
· Male and female combined into one
· "original" people pissed off gods, gods separated the "twins" into two different people
· Made people sad, diminished power, missing other half "love"
· Therefore 3 different sexual orientations
· Freud
· Interesting perspective, bc he thought to have had gay relationships
· Believed homosexuality could be cured
· Proposed biological basis for homosexuality
· Primary urge is sex
· Can be directed anywhere
· Humans and people are inherently bisexual
· "born polymorphisly perverse"
· Through socialization typically choose to be interested in other sex
· Socially acceptable
· Makes sense in terms of reporoduction
· Socialized towards interest in opposite sex
· Repress (sublimate) attraction to opposite sex
· Unaware of this interest later in childhood and adulthood
· If you were improperly socialized, you could not repress urges to be with the same sex 
· Views as "curable disorder"
· Homosexuality was considered a disorder until the 70s
· Only a disorder if its "egodistonic"
· If you dont like it its a disorder
· Now we work on helping them like the homosexuality
· As long as there was sexual differentiation there had to be gay people
· Biological basis of Homosexuality
· Genes
· Code for sexual differentiation
· If something goes wrong, different sexual orientation occurs
· Hormones
· Brain
· Brains of gay and straight people are a little different
· Behaviour
· Genes
· Code for sexual differentiation
· Prenatally, everyone is phenotypically female
· Hormonal changes have to happen to differentiate males and females
· Homosexuality
· If there is MINOR differentiation incompletion, then some neural and cognitive tasks to do with gender differences differ (do not complete differentiation)
· Gay men
· Need testosterone in the brain that will de-feminize and masculinize
· Prenatally phenotypically a girl even if you are XY
· Therefore you are insufficiently defeninised/ masculinised
· Gay females
· If wrong hormonal events occur, too much testosterone, gets into brain
· Somewhat defeminised and masculinised.
· Organizational/ activational hypothesis
· Prenatally you have the brain you will have postnatally in its organization (ie sexual orientation)
· Prenatal organization is activated with hormonal surge (post birth, puberty?)
· Genetic markers
· Allele more common in gay men than straight men
· Xq28 locus associated with higher likelihood of being gay
· Concordance rate, if its genetic then MZ twins should be more similar than DZ
· Males
· MZ > DZ> siblings > baseline
· Females
· MZ> DZ > siblings > baseline
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· Genes for sexual orientation have survived over time, why?
· Mutation?
· Results in incomplete sexual organization
· BUT that would be a lot of mutations!
· Evolution
· Could have been mutations that survived
· Useful but result in homosexuality
· Not sexually useful, because you would not want to reproduce w/ opp. Gender
· How could Homosexuaity Survive?
· Should have been selected out because it harms reproductive success
· Gene based theories
· GENES ARE ON THIER OWN HELPFUL ENOUGH THAT THEY GOT SELECTED FOR
· Multigenic perspective
· Certain gene mutations boost reproductive success in a certain context and combination
· In evolutionarily "wrong" combination you end up with a homosexual offspring
· Process similar to sickle cell anemia
· Ie. If you are heterozygous for sickle cell anemia gene, it actually increases your survival, bc protects from malaria and you dont have fullblown SA
· Rauman & Wilson
· Sexual orientation is passed on through paternal line (to male offspring only)
· Gay genes in men confer reproductive fitness and success benefit, FOR WOMEN
· Gay genes boost femininity
· Dads not cads
· Less violent etc.
· Therefore women select men w/ these genes for dads
· Sexually antagonistic selection process
· Only helps one sex
· Helps women but may hinder men
· Lots of men will be in LT relationship
· Men with low PI would rather not do LTM
· Camperio
· Mothers pass along gay genes to their male offspring
· Adaptive for mom, but in wrong combination bad for sons, making them gay
· Noticed that gay men have bigger families than straight men
· Extras are on mom's side
· "man loving" genes
· Women who are mothers of gay sons produce lots of offspring
· Pregnancy friendly
· Less likely to miscarry no infections
· Really like sex (SEX DRIVE)
· Report more sexual partners
· Unrestricted SOI?
· Moms and aunts have 3-4 times as many intercourse partners than straight sons' moms
· Drawback?
· In men these genes produce man-loving men
· Rare because it is multigenic requiring specific combination
· 
· Kin selection theories 
· Directly reproducing is not the only way to pass on genes
· Make sure siblings' offspring are successful
· Can work with or independent of gene theories
· Inclusive fitness
· When your relatives have offspring they are passing on some of your genes
· Can get into more vessels than you can do by yourself
· People who do not directly pass on genes should do everything in their power to make sure relatives copies of their genes are passed on
· Gay men should be more generous towards kin than should straight men
· Spend more time, give more resources, educate, etc. to boost those offsprings' fitness
· Dont always support this effect
· In most industrialized western cultures data does not support this theory but in other cultures it does
· Bobrow & Bailey
· If this hypothesis is correct i should find evidence of extra interest in helping family
· Survey
· Ex. How much money do adult gay men vs. siblings give to other siblings?
· Oldest 
· Gay < Straight
· Youngest
· Gay < Straight
· Maybe they dont get along as well with family and siblings due to sigma of homosexuality
· Asked "how close you are to your family?" 1-7 likerd scale
· Mom> sibs> dad
· So why WOULD you support siblings if you arent close with them?
· How much time do you spend with fam? ( frequency of contact)
· Mom>sibs ~ dad
· Significant difference between gay and not gay with mom and dad, borderline in sibs
· Vasey & VanderLaan
· Confirm hypothesis in Samoan culture
· Fa-afafine -> Samoan gay men
· Group does not hate gay populations, kind of reveres them
· Cant support in states due to homophobia?
· Surveys of caretaking tendencies
· Babysitting, evening, reg basis, 1 week, buying toys, tutoring, exposure to art and culture (plays etc.), contributing financial resources
· Kin
· Fa-afanine*>wom>men
· non kin
· fa-afafine> wom>men
· fa-afafine spend more time caring for kin (*) than straight men and women
· might have more free time
· have more resources?
· But still diverting time & resources to kin specifically 
· Why?
· Culture thats more gay positive kin selection positive process happens but in cultures that are not gay positive it does not happen
· Still probalamatic
· What happened to gay men in EEA (environment of evolutionary adaptiveness)?
· Were you reproducing anyways?
· Assume that they are not
· Were they ostricised?
· Do not know
· Connection to gene based theories?
