· Germany remains one the most powerful countries in Europe and it has been at the very centre of our course. While Germany was divided, occupied and largely destroyed in 1945, both the Federal Republic and the German Democratic Republic managed to play very significant roles in Europe during the following decades. Compare and contrast the GDR’s position in the East with the Federal Republic’s role in Western Europe. Which country became more influential in its respective sphere and why? Explore the relationship that both East and West Germany maintained with the World’s two superpowers and discuss their respective roles during the Cold War

· Define which country was more influential in its own sphere.

· Answer each part 

· The Cold War was an important theme during the second half the course. How was the impact of the Cold War felt by “ordinary” citizens in both Eastern and Western Europe? While Eastern Europe was under Soviet and communist domination, did satellite countries have the power to shape their own political destinies, by challenging communist governments or the USSR?  Explore three instances in which specific Eastern bloc countries either openly challenged Soviet rule, or tried to reform communism in order to meet local goals or needs. Were any of these attempts successful? Be sure to provide concrete examples in order to bolster your points. 
· Were eastern countries ever in the position to rebel successfully against USSR

· How were ordinary people affected

· Incorporate movies and music seen in the class

· Ex Hungary in 56, Czechs in 1968, Poland in 56 and in 80s. Stalin alley in 53, events in Romania when Ceausescu was executed.

· Europe’s East-West divide during the Cold War was the overarching theme this semester.  One of the ways in which this divide manifested itself was in living standards. Choose one European country on the Western side of the Iron Curtain and one in the Eastern bloc, and discuss the impact of their respective political systems and political leadership on society, living standards, the economy and overall quality of life. Finally, explore whether each country was representative or typical of other nations in its region, or did its particular social, political or economic situation make it stand out?

· Is the country representative of its region

· Ex. England – did it have high or low living standards. Medium High.

· Spain, Ireland, Portugal, Ireland – lower than average income standards. And Greece as well. Those countries are not representative of western Europe

· Albania – poorest country in Eastern Europe during Cold War.
