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Topic: Discuss themes of the movie, Tough Guise 2.
   The movie Tough Guise 2 was an interesting documentary that was discussed thoroughly. It revolves around cultural factors that afflict men and women and how they interact together through generations of society. The main theme of the movie was the behaviour of men acting aggressively and striving to be dominant. The "tough guise" behaviour is when men act big and tough, and obtain dominance through harsh manners such as violence. One pointed out that in terms of violence, video games influence the tough guise behaviour. From the movie, examples of teens and young adults who played first person shooters such as Call Of Duty were influenced by the violence of shooting and have taken on criminal acts. Another influence to the tough guise behaviour is where the person grew up in. From the movie and based on experimental results, it's been proven that African Americans are especially inflicted by the tough guise behaviour. As such, appearance also plays a big role. Similar to how women strive to become the perfect beauty, men strive to be big and strong, with a behaviour that never backs down. 
   The tough guise behaviour has been going on for as long as anyone could remember. As mentioned by a group member, news of violence against women always provides information about the victim and what has happened. However, the violator is never fully revealed and on the news, they are usually called "the criminal", or "the dude". Factors such as these influence the tough guise behaviour to continue on in future generations and is harmful to society. It was mentioned that if men back away from anything that is related to the tough guise, they would be harshly judged by others and shunned upon by society.
   We have also discussed how the sociologist, Jackson Katz (who was narrator of the documentary movie) concluded that the tough guise is harmful to society and that it needs to be stopped. A group member had mentioned that violent acts need to be stopped and society needs to change and back away from the tough guise. The tough guise, in the sense, also correlates with sexual orientation and racism. When we think of the "tough guise", the main though that comes into mind is a white male, who is heterosexual and display tough guise behaviours. The issue that was mentioned by a member is that in terms of sexual orientation and race, society in today's time strives to open up more rights to the ones in need, such as women, Asian- American, and gay people. Due to these groups being focused by society, the group of the white males, who are heterosexual and display tough guise behaviours are invisible in this sense and as such, perpetuate the tough guise behaviour.
