The Sixties (1963-1973)
· Economics (prosperity, equality, high taxes, welfare state, growing middle class, rise of suburbs and expansion of consumer culture). 
· Social unrest because of poverty and other social discrepancies. 
· Idea of the citizen as a consumer

· “The Person is Political” (Cultural revolution, counter culture, rock music, sexual revolution, woman’s liberation, civil rights and black power and anti-war movements)
· The idea of a global consciousness begins to emerge in this time with the above ideas. 
· This creates a lot of dis-quiet 

· Canada in the 60s 
· Trudeau (1968) – expansion of liberal citizenship (multiculturalism platforms) 
· The Hall-Dennis Report (1968) 
· Quiet revolution in Quebec, separatism and the October Crisis (1970). 

· Politics in the 1960
· Cold war – threat of atomic annihilation
· Anti-colonial revolutions (32 countries gained independence in this time) 
· War in Vietnam 

· Global Village 
· Live broadcasting – images of war and constant updates keeping the world aware.  
· Arguably sped up the end of the war 

· Media in Canada 
· Very little national story telling, mostly American. However, some national cinema and television are trying/starting to emerge. 

· The Exceptions (help us understand the unwritten rules and intentions of the time – stretching the boundaries and allows for invention) 
· Gilligan’s Island: Softens the experience of crisis for its audience. 
· Sesame Street: racially diverse, plays to a child audience, multiculturalism, talks about social income (not a suburb) and educational as a social activity.
