PERSONAL RIGHTS
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Canadian Charter only applies to gouv. infringement of citizens’ rights and freedoms. The Québec charter applies to ALL people who are in Québec. 
The Canadian Charter may NOT be changed easily. It needs a very complex process of approval from both the federal and provincial gouv.; the Quebec Charter may BE changed at anytime without notice by the provincial gouv. IN ADDTION, section 52 of the QC charter forbid any derogation from fundamental rights (section 1-38) by ANY other law that is adopted before or after the QC Charter, (expect said law expressly allow for derogation from a right.)
