Relation characterized by conflict 
Look for power: who dominates whom
Coercion (imposed values) 
Change in revolution 
Main tendency : struggle for advantage
Critique : ignores cooperative social behavior 
Structural Functionalism:
Relations characterized by interdependence 
Looks for functions( good effects for society as a whole )
Cohesion ( shared values ) 
Change in evolutionary and equilibrium 
Critique : static, conservative , ignored power 
Symbolic interaction 
Relations characterized by role taking and negotiation Look for symbolic meaning, perception and expectations negotiation(negotiated values ) trust and shared meanings change in inherent, on going process. Main tendency : society is created in interpersonal interactions
Critiques: emphasizes subjective meaning

Three main theorists 
Deviance 
Durkheim(is found normal in society )
Theory of anomie: Normlessness “ chaos “. The interesting fact about him was his BF committed suicide. That brought him to idea to research on this theory. He compare Belgium and France. France have more suicide rate than Belgium. 
Environment society includes of social condition you live in. 
His concerns were 
Division of labour 
Population: Belgium was smaller country than France. 
Religion: both have same religion
Suicide: he was brain storming on suicide.

Why Durkheim is important ?
In the study of deviance he accounts for the concept of social control and anomie.
Informal / formal(legal system)  
Informal social control is exerted by neighbors in the country
Shared beliefs and values also prevents people from committing crime.
Anomie means the breakdown of beliefs and values resulting eventually in crime. 
What is function of deviance? Crime, poverty and the family?
 
Marx (conflict theory)
Two classes in society
Bourgeoisies 
Proletariat
Bourgeoisie controls the mean of production: the economy.
Proletariat are the workers , Exploited for their labour.


Alienation and revolution:
the workers are paid only very small wage, the produce a lot more value for the employer. The difference is know as Surplus value (profit) 
Workers feel alienated from the end product, with no connection and no pride in their labors. Constant exploitation 
The workers revolt.
How is power maintain by the bourgeoisie?
Substructure=economy 
The substructure is controlled by the superstructure.
Superstructure= government, legal system, education and religion (religion is the opium of the people) for e.g. Martin Luther king 
Noam Chomsky: His idea was media. Because it is one of the superstructure. He is modern day conflict theorist. 
Manufacturing consent: how you manufacture consent in People mind through media. who control media they control mind. 
Why is Marx Important? 
He help us to understand how some group have more power than others.
Power to:
Label others as deviant and criminal;
Avoid being caught for deviant behavior themselves.
Judge and sentence others as of the legal system. 
Enact laws to create deviant. 

Talcott parson(1950)  Structural functionism 
How does the family funcution? 
system of interrelated parts.
Whole system is dependent on each other. Father and mother are functional parts of the system. 
Dysfunctional family means every part is not playing its role properly. 
Fathers plays instrumental role that os adaptation- develops ways to handle +adjust to circumstances that lead to change major decisions making – moves . set goals for the family . provides means to achieve the goal. Rewards .
Mother – plays the emotional role . integration, finds ways to maintain harmony within family. Keep every body happy. Pattern maintenance and and tension management. Each family must find ways transmitting establishing patterns. Manages tension within family . 
Mass media change the idea and encourage the family system.

Weber ( early 1900)  FRIDAY
