
Archaic Greece (776-480); The Polis
· Homer is at end of dark age/Iron age
· Archaic - Greek for early
· Beginning to behave like greeks
· Before this we weren't sure
· Picked 776 because of Olympics (Meaningful because of 2 people competing)
· Lots of things happening during this time period

Colonization (Not Expansionist)
· 2 Waves: West (750-650); East (650-550)
· Oikistes
· During this time there is population growth
· Large families = productive/wealthy
· Colonization (Greeks had 2 different sorts of colonizes)
· Emporiums - Served as trading stands, to support economy (Not very common)
· Apoikia (away from home) - Lead by Oikistes (someone who makes a new home from you)
· Colonizes were formed to get rid of people for the home towns
· Too many people, not enough land
· Close to civil war, etc
· People were sent away because of this
· People would sign contract to denounce citizenship (when forming a new colony you have no more citizenship in home colony)
· No taxes, no conscription
· Cultural similarities, but legally absolutely independant
· Polis - Every community/township
· When a Polis got to big they would send people away to form another

Geography
· Mountainous
· Few Rivers
· Poor Land
· Mediterranean Triad
· Greeks didn't harness manpower when times were good
· Instead of what they had before the dark ages, they had small independent communities throughout Greece, island and neighbouring regions
· Strange become everyone around had kings, emperors, etc
· Hard to travel through land around Greece
· Near east had planes, between large rivers
· Mountainous, rugged, so pockets of settlements were encouraged
· Not a lot that is attractive around Greece (not much raw materials)
· Typical Diet
· Olives
· Wine
· Wheat type oatmeal (wheats)




8th Century Greek Society & Culture
· Basileus (king of polis, after dark ages), Greek Community & Pan-Hellenism
· Polis had temple area in center (acropolis - acro (high point), polis (of the polis))
· Used for praying
· Used for retreat when times of battle/war, defensive purpose
· Acropolis - high point of polis
· Polis includes central buildings and all farmland roundabout

The Polis (plural. Poleis)
· Barbarians, Free vs. Slave
· Greeks said that Greeks were free because they lived in Polis, everyone else was not free because they didn't live in Polis
· All non-greeks called Barbars 
· Believed that when you lived in a Polis you developed into a free type person
· Everyone outside of a polis developed into non-free type person
· Polis is entire region, land around city included (similar to a province vs city)

Small and Numerous
· 5000 Citizens; 2x sizes of London (20000 inhabitians, 5000 citizens)
· Only men over 18 were considered citizens
· Synoecism, Oligarchy and the council
· Process where a number of people came together to forum polis
· A whole bunch of families come together to forum a polis and if it becomes to big they reject people
· During early period, Oligarchy (ruled by) the elders
· Come from prominent families
· Elders made decision
· During times of war, all men of village would come together and talk with elders, then they would come to decision

Autonomy of the Polis
· Law and Custom, Justice, Obedience
· The ‘anti-social’ Polis
· Does not want to deal with other polis
· One polis had its own calendar, holy days, currency, laws
· If you don't belong to this polis you are basically a foreigner
· Exclusivity of the Polis
· Citizenship (idiot)
· Greek believed idiot was someone who keeps to himself
· Within Polis it would mean you would be anti-polis
· “Man is a Political Animal”
· Aristotle said this, Every animal has elements bound to it. A hawk wants pray, a dog is a heard animal
· He said a human being is a animal that wants to be in a Polis
· A community where it can make its voice be heard
· Polis is a place where citizens voice and concerns are heard
· Allowed to contribute, but maybe not directly (depending on which polis)
· He said that if one person did not have the opportunities to be heard then it would not be a polis
· Polis is something you created and will shape and then hand to the next generation
· Expected to be deeply involved in your Polis
· You shape your Polis to encourage your own beliefs
· Emphases of trade and commerce, or battle, etc
· Typical alliance in Poleis meant aiding one another during war, but not joining together to form  a super polis
· Not being disturbed by outside world or neighbours
· Most of us dont have this sense of participation
· But from it we allow for easier trade (country wide laws, currency, holidays)
· Greeks still wouldn't have liked this
· They believed that people should have this very thick bond, family would be more significant 

Factors assisting the Polis
· Geography
· Mountains allowed for independent sections
· Few Powerful Neighbours
· Pan-Hellenism
· Kept all greeks having similar language, myths, stories and songs
· Events such as Olympics keep Greeks at similar culture
· Smaller extremes of wealth
· Because smaller extremes everyone tended to get along better
· Super wealthy vs extreme poverty thats when society can become fractured
· Hoplites (Soldier) and the phalanx (a group of soldiers)
·  Greek warfare emphasized a group of people with shields together vs one knight on horseback

Tyrants (670-500)
· Mechanisms of change
· Somebody who came to power in an unusual way
· Someone who is the head of a group of citizens who had a concern, seized power and then solved problems
· Many tyrants wanted to stay in power after dispute is solved
· When you see a tyrant typically it would mean something is wrong with a polis

Structure of a polis
· Little bureaucracy
· Little revenue
· Governance
· The assembly of the people
· A council of elders
· Rulers chosen from aristocrats
· not a lot of taxes as no armies, etc

8th Century Greek Society & Culture
· Basileus, Greek Community & Pan-Hellenism
· Basileus becomes from the person who collected food for the king to the person in charge
· One theory was that kings/wealthy people left and Basileus becomes highest person, thus they are in charge
The Oikos (Household or family)
· An association established by nature, for the supply of mens needs
· Only men can become citizens
· Both parents had to be citizens for you to be a citizen
· There are female citizens, but they had no rights
· Male citizens voted and took part in governance
· Women's were in charge of providing kids and running household
· During marriage husband and brides father exchange vows
· Vow to have legit children
· The wife would work harder than the slaves, often
· Slaves were treated well in Greek society as they weren't too intelligent and didn't have much rights
· Believed that only can be hysterical 
· Young women would be scrutinized, forced to manage the household and give birth to children
· Status of women the same as a child who hasn't come of age
· In most Greek polis the women would have needed a gardian
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Greek Citizenship
· Barbarians and metics
· Somebody who isn't from a certain polis
· Had a host which looked out for them
· If somebody stole something from Barbarian they could not sue, so host could help them
· Metoikos - Living with people of the polis
· not a full citizen, couldn’t own property, children would not be citizens
· you can make contracts, collect loans, had certain rights
· Often times there would be professional mistresses who were like this

Status of Women
· Source analysis
· Legal status of women
· Kyrios and Epikleros
· Citizen (Parents are both citizens)
· Mistress who is well kept
· The culturally assigned role of women
· Responsibilities outside the home
· Porne and Hetaira
· Porne - Prostitute
· Hetatia - higher class mistress
· Male Greek attitudes towards women
· Oversaw honouring of gods for ancestors 

3 Stages of a Womans’ Life
· 1. Parthenos
· Unmarried
· Virgin
· The Greek Wedding (Ends first stage, moves her into second stage)
· Between father of the bride and the husband
· 2.Nymphe
· No kids, managed household
· Spinning and weaving 
· 3.Gyne
· With kids

Typical House
· If men is not home then the entire house is the women
· If a male is over and brings over a male visitor, the women would go upstairs to a specific room
· Women did not dine with men when he had visitors over
· Specific room for men was called Andron
· A women was not to invite a man into the house if her husband was not home
· If the husband found a man inside his house alone with his wife, he could choose to kill the man

Female Seclusion
· Females only depicted with hair up in art

Divorce and Widowhood
· If she gets divorced her children go with the husband and she separates
· If the husband gets killed, she would get to keep the children but with the husbands family

Children
· Had to be officially recognized by father
· Children from prostitutes slaves and mistresses could not be recognized
· There would be a place where you could leave your child if you didn't want it
· If child was deformed/If child was female

Primary Sources
· Many of the art/writings were written by the upper class
· Mostly upper class males
· Very problematic, not credible
· Sources said slaves were lazy, stupid, troublesome, etc
· Not very creditable 

Slave Population
· 35% of population
· No Greek seemed to have more than 10 slaves
· equivalent to a vehicle
· Cost
· Relatively few slaves per citizen
· No ancient source that says slavery should be eliminated
· Accepted by these people, believed it was absolutely necessary
· Attitude of slaves were that one day they would become the masters and have all the wealth
· After they are released this may happen

Occupations
· Depending on wealth slaves might have different jobs, but for households with one slave they would do everything
· Worst jobs were mining
· Dangerous
· Mines could release toxins
· Slave miners would be worked day after day, they would be sent in before daylight and come out after sunset
· Manufacturing was another occupation
· Gave slaves a profit from them manufacturing goods
· Then slaves could buy their freedom
· Could rent out your slave anytime for a fee
· Domestic slaves
· Prostitute and entertainer
· Public slaves
· Slaves owned by polis
· Had the authority to put their hands on people
· Acted as police force
· Trade and banking
· ‘slaves living apart’
· ‘wage-earning slaves’
· Chattel slavery
· Could do whatever you want with them
· Could sue somebody for property damage if somebody else did something to their slaves
· Owner could do anything because it was their property

· Slave Resistance
· Hard to organize due to lack of numbers in household (1 or 2 per house)
· Ancient Greeks mistook social reality with natural reality
· Slaves didn't want to do the work, so they said certain things were broken, the owners assumed otherwise

· Manumission
· When a slave is released
· Economic motives
· Legal Limits


Greek Sport
· Minoans - Bull jumping (similar to sport)
· Sport in Greek sense 
· Competition between two or more individuals
· There to compete and triumph
· Spectators are not that important to competition
· Competitive sports were meaningful for identity as a person
· Greeks believed that being a good athlete = being a better person

Gymnasium (Palaestra) - means naked (athletes tended to be naked)
· Greek Education
· Greeks advanced gym by providing different services such as lectures, food, learning, etc
· Were used for competitive sports (tailored for sports found in olympics)

Greek Sport
· Nudity
· All athletes competed and practiced in the nude
· Very normal for the Greeks
· Wanted people to see that you have obtained an excellent body
· No special privileges
· Pure, no special equipment (naked)
· ‘Pure Athletics’
· Focuses on clear subjective winner (very clear on who wins)
· Wanted an individual to be a winner (no team sports)
· Isonomia
· Quality before the law
· When you go before a judge or jury, they should set aside everything except for the facts pertaining to the case
· In Greek society they had different rules for different people (more prominent families left off easier)
· Greeks would pick a winner on a particular day during a particular time
· Not overall
· Significants is that competition is better than quest for overall achievement
· Desire for the best is superseded to view competition
· Greeks went out of their way to ensure everyone had an equal/fair chance
· Ensure judges were no corrupt
· Kept tweaking competition starts (rope falling before start errors, longer distance for last person in lane, etc)
· Greeks didn't have dating system like BC
· Dated things by 200 meter dash winner of olympics

Panhellenic Games - Open to all Greeks (Had to have Greek Citizenship)
· The Circuit (At least one Game A Year)
· Olympic Games: Zeus, At Olympia, Wreath Of Olives
· Pythian Games
· Nemean Games
· Isthmian Games
· Each game had different location, prize, etc
· Prizes were wreaths
· 3/4 Olympic games were down near Dorian area (near Olympia)
· Olympia was just a region, Olympics were just held out of in a field
· Area was hot, not very good running water, no sewage disposal
· Had to bring own tents
· Over time they gradually began putting in buildings
· Events grew and grew over time

Day 1: Worship
· First day they had Oxen, which they killed and BBQed
· In the sense that you would offer animals to Zeus, then you would eat them
· Also had logistics, organizing things
· Figured out whether people were citizens or not
· Figured out whether one Polis payed another Polis citizen to compete for them

Day 2, Morning: Chariots
·  Chariot racing

The Stadion: 200 Yards
· Most events would be held at the stadion
· People would sit on grass

Day 2, Midday: Pentathlon

Five events (Don’t need to memorize):
· Footrace
· Discus
· Long Jump
· Javelin
· Wrestling
· Had hand weights for long jump to allow for further jumping, was allowed
· Thonged Javelin Throw, would wrap a piece of cloth around javelin to allow for better throwing

Day 3
· Morning: Parade to Altar of Zeus
· Afternoon: Boy’s Events
· People determined whether you were a boy or man just by looking at them
· A young looking 25 year old could be considered a boy

Day 4
Morning: Footraces
· 200 Yards (Most important,very popular, you’re name would be used throughout history)
· 400 Yards
· 4800 Yards

Midday:
· Wrestling
· Boxing
· Pankration
· Race in Armor

· Wrestling: Best of 3 Falls
· Boxing

· Pankration: Wrestling + boxing
· People could do anything, strangle, choke, punch

· Hoplito-Dromos: Race in armour

· Historians, artists, writers waited until the olympics to share their work

Day 5: Concluding Worship and Banquet


The Pre-Socratic Philosophers
· Philosophy means lovers of wisdom

Ionia
· Many early greek philosophers, writers are said to be from Ionia
· Homer was said to be from Ionia
· Ionia was a rich part of the greek world
· Said that philosophers were rich so had the time to ask questions
· Ionian’s had closer contact (than other Greeks) to more advanced cultures such as Babylon, Egypt, etc so they likely got ideas for these more advanced cultures

The Pre-Socratic Philosophers
· Their work don’t survive
· Often times they come from other philosophers that quoted them
· They talked about the Ultimate Nature of Reality: Arche
· Were trying to find out ultimate start of everything
· They believed that the universe was comprehensible to human beings
· During ancient Greek types many people viewed the world as incomprehensible
Materialists (MILESIANS)
· Thales (FL. C. 600): Everything made out of water
· Human beings made of water
· Mountains were made of water
· We see fossils of fish often
· Anaximenes (FL. C. 530): Air
· Water comes from the Air, rain created in the air
· Heraclitus (FL. C. 500): Fire
· When you banged 2 rocks together sparks were created
· Everything related to fire
· Xenophanes (FL. C. 550): Incomprehensible (Was an anti-philosopher)

Formalists: Pythagoras, C. 580-500
· Pythagoreans
· ‘Cosmos’
· Believed universe was an organized place
· Numbers and Music
· Believe universe was numbers and music, rules for chords and harmony
· He found that numbers followed a set amount of rules
· Harmony of the heavenly spheres

Parmenides, C. 515-450
· What Exists, Existent, Being
· What does not exist, Non-Existent
· Human mind tells you that when you change something it is something it wasn't before
· Its impossible, trust reason over senses
· Being deceived by sense
· Nothing changes in the universe, universe is incapable of changing
· “What exists is now, all at once, one and continuous… Nor is it divisible, since it is all alike; Nor is there any more or less of it in one place which might prevent it from holding together, but all is full of what is.” 

Heraclitus C.525-475
· ‘The Obscure’
· Being is Change
· Thinks universe is always changing, no fixed or constant point
· Called it Logos
· The universe just changes, example (frog goes from tadpole to something with legs, does that make it not a frog? no)
· Universe is defined by change
· Universe is X, Universe is Y, our language teaches us to deceive ourselves
· Language teaches us that our world is constant even though it is not
· Argues that: 5 + 2 = 7; 4 + 3 =7
· Therefore, 5 + 2 = 4 + 3
· Kelly is Canadian; Tara is Canadian
· Therefore, Kelly = Tara? 
· Cant step into the exact same river twice, train mind into thinking two this has different
· First time = river1, second time = river2, etc

Later Philosophers: Pluralists
· Empedocles (c.490-430)
· 4 elements: Fire, Air, Water, Earth
· Democritus (c. 460-380)
· A-tom (uncuttable)



Archaic Lyric Poetry
· Lyric means poetry meant to be sung by a harp, sung with music accompaniment
· An expression of your deepest emotions
· Direct insight into emotion state of the poem

Poem 1 (At a Window, Sandburg)
· Intense feeling that it is bringing you to
· Very lyrical poem
Different between Epic and Lyric:
· Performance
· Content [Eroticon]
· Feeling of love
· Tone
· Composers

Personal vs Choral Lyric
· Epic poetry was performed in front of large audiences 
· Lyric poetry performed at small gatherings, dinners, small audiences, etc
· Subject matter of Epic poetry - Great men from great depts
· Subject matter of Lyric poetry - Could be anything as long as it taps into your emotion (ships sailing, love, feelings)
· Subjective to poets concern/feeling

Framentary
· Most of lyric poetry is fragmented
· One little piece of an entire sheet

Archilochus Of Paros
· FL(flourished) C.630
· His Treatment Of Way
· Neobule
· His girlfriend at the time
· Likely to be from Ionia

1st Cologne Epode (Disc. 1974)
· During the beginning hes trying not to touch her
· During the middle he talks about her awful fiancee
· Finally the last scene is sexy
· Poem lustful and predatory 

Theognis Of Megara; FL. C. 620
· Poet was not from Ionia
· Love poem to his gay lover
· Greeks hated the feeling that you cant do what you want
· Poem expresses that the worst thing about poverty is that you cant do what you want
· No Freedom

Sappho Of Lesbos: FL. C. 620
· Stories talk about her after her death, centuries later
· Most stories told about writers were very unreliable, stories created by what they wrote about
· Story that she really liked a man, he dumped her, she started seeing women, didn’t feel anything and killed herself
· Sappho had brothers and ran a school for young women
· Taught arts and skills
· Amongst the best preserved of lyric poetry
· Some called her the 10th muse (9 goddesses in charge)
· Imagery in her poems are very good
Poem #31
· Poem about a lover sitting across from her
· Much admired poem
· For her everywhere she looks is somehow tapping into what they want to convey

Fragments
· Excellent depiction of love
· For her, love is the governing thing

When we see individual competition, poetry with subjective topics on the composer, then philosophers said that you must rely on yourself

Increasing important on the individual
Idea of the beautiful, want that moment where top team go again one another

Gym:
· Gatherings, A place for everyone
· Ethical Component - Good kids for the Polis

Symposium(PL.Symposia)
· Means drinking party
· Main social events for Greek aristocrats
· Wealthy people writing primary sources
· Bars and Restaurants are not really talked about because aristocrats thought lowly to eat there

· Sympotic Vessels - Vase, relating to symposium
· Hosting by private individual, he would invite his friends over
· Seating arrangement
· Couches around the room, tables, men would lye on their right side
· Host would be on far right
· Seat guest according to status
· Always left extra benches for people coming late, gate crashers, guest of invited people

· Preparation - wash hands, oil, flowers on head, first bit of wine for the gods

· Krater - Mixing Bowl, for diluting wine with water
· Wine watered down to 3 parts water/ 1 part wine
· Greeks drank wine all the time, so in order to stay sober they had to dilute it

· Symposiarch - Person who decides various aspects of the Symposium
· How strong the wine would be
· How many Kraters they would drink (Minimum of 3 jugs)
· How quickly rounds would go
· Would also choose the theme (today is about friendship, war, love, etc)
· Was normally the host of the gathering
·  Often times the rules would be broken of how much they would drink, many people got sick (vomited)
· Once said that: 1(Drink).Healthy 2.Sex 3.Sleep 4.Arrogance 5.To Shouting 6.Drunken Rebel 7.Black Eyes 8.Lawsuits 9.Bile 10.Madness & people throwing things around
· Discussion of love, lent this elevated feeling
· Symposiums also had Music, Dancing, Shows
· Drink would be passed around where men would have to express themselves then drink
· Would be a bonding experience, social gathering for men
· Greek men didn't shave

· Often times women would come
· Mistresses of some of the Men
· Some hired just to mix with the men
· Sang songs (Their own or memorized)
· Talk with the men
· Drank/philosophize
· Citizen Women & Goddesses would never be depicted in the nude
· Women were also to be sexually available

· The Komos - When partiers decided to leave the house and go out onto the street
· People would often have to intercept them and stop them
· People distributed the peace

· The Sympotic Ethos
· Environment/Conditions in a particular space
· Everyone was gathered together, looking at each other

Sexuality
· No sense of homosexuality, heterosexuality, etc
· Just sexual behaviour
· Homosexual-Heterosexual
· Penetrator-Penetrated
· Distinction for your sexual orientation in Greek society
· Apotropaism
· The slang for sex in greek was called: movement
· For Greeks, sexual preferences was not meaningful for you as a person (didn’t mean that much)
· Cultures arise through sexual preferences
· Homosexuality was tolerated
· No distinction between homosexual, or heterosexual

Heterosexual Scenes:
· Porne/Hetaira vs. Gyne
· Heterosexual scenes are often times men trying to charm women (the normal)
· “Missionary Position”
· Popular Position
· Greeks thought that if women were enjoying sex that there was something wrong
· Abuse of Prostitutes
· On pots they depict prostitutes being hit by shoes
· Solitary Scenes
· A lot of scenes of women with dildos (what men depicted they did)
· Lesbianism
· Not a lot of information about Lesbianism
· Some art depicts it, but may be men thinking wildly of what might have happened
· Women may have just had bond (no sexual activity, just close contact)
· Male Homosexuality:
· TA Aphrodisia - Term for making love
· Literary Ideals: Erastes (Older man, Lover) and Eromenos (Young man, the beloved)
· Relationship had to be between younger man and older man (the normal of Greek homosexuality)
· Throughout Greece homosexuality was widely spread (either accepted or not accepted)
· Young man is not suppose to surrender right away
· Older men had to woo younger man
· Relationship build on stability
· Erastes was then in charge on being a mentor for the young man
· Once the young man comes of age, the relationship between the two would end.
· When schools came into existence, they had strict rules on men approaching boys during school
· Men with young men would likely not to be the norm
· Form of literature often by upper class, which could have just been a small percentage of people, and depiction of a small percentage
