Globalization is a 
· Process
· Project
· Fundamentally tied to the development of capitalism 
· Dependent on the development of communications technologies 

Ferguson and Mansbach: Chapter 1
 It’s important to understand globalization in a historical perspective
· Summary: raises epistemological and philosophical questions about how we know what we know about history
 Change is incremental 
 Globalization has multiple dimensions and is an evolutionary process
· These stoppages have always resumed 
· Sometime a stop in the process is actually an advance 
 Globalization is driven by diverse actors and phenomena like technology, weather, and disease
· Global and local are always interacting 
 Globalization involves increasing geographical scope, transactional density, and pace of change. 

The Development of the City
 Transition from tribes with subjects to citizens of a polis
 Synekism (Edward Soja)
· Synecism (English)
· Condition arising from living together in one house/oikos 
 Oikos
· Management and organizing this shared or commons space (economics)
· Oikos + Nomos (law, custom) rules of the house
· Ecology 
· How organisms share or dwell together in environments. 
 Cities 
· Expand into regions 
· Develop along with bureaucracies and hierarchies
· Planned control and conscious goals.
 Importance of war
· Expands territory
· Develops technology
· Improves infrastructure 
· Might ensure protection 

European Expansion & roots of capitalism 
 Encounters with Indigenous people 
 Intercontinental exchange of goods, people, and biological products such as foods, grains, diseases, animals. 
 The consolidation of banking systems and the rise of currency, exchange, marketization, rates of exchange and credit. 

Rise of Sovereign Nation States 
 Treaty of Westphalia 
 Ratified the terms under which the nation state could operate.
· Norms and state operations
· Begins nationhood and puts an end Kings
· Demarcrates and settles the boundaries of territories bounded as a state
 Territory: political and legal term concerning the relation between sovereignty, land, and people. 
· The state is the entity that normalizes the rules of trade and international law in accordance with the state that it enters into agreements with

Outcomes of Expansion
· Colonialism & enslavement
· Global international trade
· Communications and transport
· Population expansion & Human Migration
· Racism, Nationalism

The World System as a Capitalist World Economy (& Capitalism)

 World System is the unit of analysis NOT the Nation State 
 Characteristics of a World Economy
· Large geographic zone
· Division of labour
· Exchange of goods and flows of capital and labour
 Capitalism: endless accumulation of capital
              +
 World Economy: relationship that is both economic & political

Markets: spaces where people trade goods and commodities
· Physical & virtual
· Pull
· Regulated and controlled 

Firms
· Quasi- Monopolistic 
· Intercapitalistic conflict 
· Increase and decrease size


Peripheral, semi-peripheral, core
· Unequal exchange
· The core is where those firms are located with the greatest amount of monopoly control
· Geographically privileged
· Political, economic, military power 

 Core states: dominant, capitalist countries, which exploit peripheral countries for labor and raw material
 Peripheral states: dependent on core countries for capital and are less industrialized and urbanized.
 Semi peripherals: weaken members of advanced colonies of core regions

WEEK 2: WORLD SYSTEM ANALYSIS 

Households: where people come together as families
· Reproduces social conditions

Classes: Where people are socially and economically located in the economic system

Status Groups (Identities): Ascribed labels based on race, ethnicity, gender, religion, and sexual preference.
 Means through which we are socialized in a different way than people in a different (for example) religion

Ideological Themes 
· Universalism  Racism/sexism 

Universalism: Master/dominant theme of western society
 Freedom or democracy 
· Express themselves based on the level we’re looking at
 Ideas of equality
· Ideas are unevenly distributed and not everyone has the same level of equality
· Within your class: people don’t move out of class very often

Racism & Sexism
	 Institutionalized 
· Men dominate women etc.
Why?
Operate contradictory
Idea or equality; we have a social system “everyone is equal but your position advances based on what you can bring to society”. 


Universalism: Legitimizes meritocracy,  Social & psychological role polarizing
Racism & sexism: Reinforces the allocation of labor, power and privilegepolarizing

Geo-Culture (Chp 4)
 Norms and modes of discourse that are considered legitimate within the world system 
 Things we know, the way they are created, what we think we know about the world, they are created notions. 

French Revolution 
 Wallerstein traces  to the French revolution and the Revolution 1789, was ramification for the world
	 Normalized the idea that political change was possible
Outcome  idea of sovereignty to the people
	Now= citizens NOT subjects
 Equality of rights you can assert, participate in own governance. (Rational logical actor that can make rational decisions)

Expansions of Suffrage 
· Right to vote
· Exclusions: people who don’t live in a country have no right to make decisions about it 
· Exclusions are important 

Ideologies
· Socially constructed way of looking at the world that can be deployed strategically for specific political ends
· Emerged as competing worldviews contending that their view was correct and that social change should be controlled by a particular view of change. 
· Prior to revolution there was no need for ideology. 
Conservative: Humans have fixed characters 
	 Social order is ordained/hierarchical 
	 Change should be approached with caution
	 French Revolution was an unnatural change
	 Bad because “the monarchy and church should maintain their positions” 

Liberals
· Some change is good 
· Inherited hierarchies are bad
· Institutions require reform
· Okay with change from revolution but not too much change, they wanted to salvage best parts of the revolution
· Natural hierarchies are good
· Ex: man dominating a woman 
Radical
 Force behind the revolution

1848
 Emergence of the radical wing
 Dominance of the liberal program that became the defining feature of geoculture.

Nationalism:
 Making citizens became making nations
 Codifies and establishes certain status group identities 

The Sovereign
 Independence or authority. State that is allowed to operate without interference from other covering states. 

Bureaucracy
 Civil military
 Gives the state control over political functions

Recognition
 Other sovereigns achieve legitimacy of sovereignty through recognition 
 Also internally 

State and Entrepreneur 
 Regulates the flow of goods, capital & people
 Creates rules of property rights
 Creates rules of employment and compensation
 Creates rules of internalized costs (external costs shifted to the social)
 Decide what can be monopolized 
	tax
 Use of power to affect other states

Class Struggle
 How to distribute surplus value in society
	 income equality

Modern World System & Crisis

Brenton Woods & Gatts 
Obligation for each country to adopt a monetary policy that maintained the exchange rate by typing its currency to the USD
	 ability of the IMF to bridge temporary imbalances of payments 
GATTS- General Agreement on Tarrifs & Trade
Global Trade Organization that would fashion and enforce multilateral trade agreements
	 Now: World Trade Organization (WTO)
Embedded Liberalism
Market processes and entrepreneurial activities and corporations restrained by social and political constraints
Regulatory environment that is sometimes restrained but in other instances led the way for economic and industrial strategy. 

Neoliberalism
· Political movement 1977-2008
· Economic liberalism > social liberalism
· Dominant ideology or globalization
· Cost cutting
· Globalizing trade
· Making role of government less relevant to citizens
· Privatizing state owned and common inst.
The state
· Denigrated by neoliberals as creating too many barriers and regulations
State and Corporation
· Legal definition of the state as a person (1886) has spread through multilateral trade agree
· Spread an American view of trade and corporate ideology around the world.
· Shifted the role of the State away from regulation of corporations.

Defining Globalization
 the widening, deepening and speeding up of worldwide interconnectedness in all aspects of contemporary social life, from the cultural to the criminal the financial to the spiritual

3 VIEWS

Skeptics
 Not a new phenomena, has been unfolding for hundreds of years
 Sovereignty is still key important in any governance 
 Historically, has occurred before. 1870-WW1
 Argue globalization can be reversed 

Hyperglobalists
 Marxist & Neoliberal argue that globalization is a positive process and it will bring out the best in people.
· ”rise all boats”
· Globalization is destructive with the exception of a small minority        (Marxist)
· Outstates, states are losing their fundamental role and they instead are becoming a single market
· Transnational markets are competing with one another
· Trade in products to a service economy 

Unprecedented shift in politics and economics;
· Slowly being eroded
· New= denationalization of economies are beginning to lead to a borderless economy
Emergence of a new social elite
· Own ways of socializing that none of us can access
· Based on philosophical values of neoliberalism
· You can’t access what they get unless you are part of the elite.

Transformalists
related to a single world market and the decline of the state
· Barriers and borders deterriatorilizing themselves from any idea of a nation. (barriers put up by treaties policies, etc.)
Globalization is multidimensional
· Doesn’t just focus on the economy
· Comes in multiple forms: culture, military, rights, ecology
 Declining significance of geography & territory. NGOs, worldwide forces
Globalization is a transitional phase because of this interconnectedness
· Old vs. new
· New technologies. New forms of financing
· Mistake to say territory is completely eradicated because these are still entities that are important.

Respatialization
 rearrangement of territory, turning into super territory
 globalization reimagines social space
· Reconfigure, reimagine the way we interact with our surroundings
”spacial term”
· Way technology was reformed 
· Time/space compression

Governance- Key concept
what does it mean if a nation state is decline? Where does that leave us? What effect does this have on our identities and culture?
 Wallerstein: various relationships of status groups, idea of governance gets to core question of “where do we construct meaning through culture if our culture is being torn apart and eradicated”
· Internationalization of being 

Mahues Castells
identities and cultural interest constitute each other
 “if there is no nation, where is our identity?”

Chapter summary
 “It is technology that has profoundly altered the scale on which human affairs take place, allowing more people to do more things in less time and with wider repercussions than could have been imagined at earlier times.
It is technology, in short, that has fostered an interdependence of local, national, and international communities that is far greater than any previously experienced. 

 technological change is a driver and consequence of globalization
cumulative process that continuously accelerates  Moore’s law
 technology is unequally distributed 
 computer and microelectric technologies are shrinking geographical distances 
 transcending sovereign boundaries 

What is an ICT?
information communications technology
use to transport or transfer, handle or control, and store data
 data is a representation of information
· Information is what we have when the data is brought together to interpret and distinguish meaning
· Data is meaningless unless we give it understanding through interpretation

Social Impacts of ICTs
 “Information and communication technology is the essential tool for economic development and material well-being in our age 
· It conditions power, knowledge and creativity- unevenly distributed within and between countries 
· It requires- for the full realization of its developmental value- an inter-related system of flexible organizations and information-oriented institutions 

Assumptions of the techno utopic vision of the world
1) the world is in transition to a new stage of civilization comparable to the shift from agrarian society to the industrial in 1750s
2) the crucial resource of the new society is technoscientific knowledge
3) invention and diffusion of ICTs is the prime mover in the new era
· transfer, process, store, dissemination
4) wealth increasingly depends on an information economy in which the exchange and manipulation of data matches the importance of material processing
· land and labour are not as important as symbolic knowledge
· electronic transfers are the medium of exchange
· abstract intellectual skills are demanded 
5) Techno-economism is accompanied by far reaching and positive transformations
· Always on the cusp of a new era
· Usually consumerist 
6) The ICT revolution is PLANETARY
· Most people are painfully local and regional but their lives depend on their jobs, and living standards being connected to global networks
· Selective 
7) Not just a new phase in civilization but a new stage in life

Defining the Network Society
 The global economy organized around command and control centers are able to coordinate, innovate, and manage intertwined activities of networks of firms
 Advanced services such as finance, consulting, design, and scientific innovation, are the core of all economic processes
All these services can be reduced to knowledge generation and  information flows
 network is just a group of interconnected things
· People, markets, computers, buildings, cities, etc.
the network has come to serve as a metaphor that constructs the view of the world.
· It is a way organizing social being

Space of Flows
coming in of an information age displaced the relations of production with relations of communication
the logic of flow is the logic of communication
 struggle over comm & info

flow=repetitive
· Programmable sequences of exchange and interaction between physically disjointed positions held by social actors in the economic political and symbolic structures of society
 the private networks
· The company intranets; the semi-public, closed and protiertary networks. 
· Financial network
· Public network
· Open network
· Internet 
is the material organization of time-sharing social practices that work through flows
Space of flows: Technical
· The circuit of electronic impulses (microelectronics, telecommunication. Hardware in general) that form the technological infrastructure of the network

Geographical
topology of the space is formed by its nodes and hubs.
 hubs are defined by the networks but link it to specific places with specific social and cultural conditions
Nodes are the location of strategically important functions that build a series of locality-based activities and organizations around the key functions of the network.
spatial organization of the managerial elite using the network

Network
networks are any system of interrelationality whether biological, informatics, organic or inorganic, technical or natural with the ultimate goal of undoing the polar restrictiveness of these pairings.

Protocol
rules and standards that govern relationships in the network 
· Method of control
· FTP, http.
· Emergent
· Not reducible by sovereignty

Algorithms
· Steps that solve a problem
· Contradictory process
· Multitude of processes

Nodes & Edges
system of objects and and actions
· Nodes= locations in space
· Edges= actions of nodes 
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
