
Globalization
1) Interdependence (consumption, technology, mobility of labor, pollution, crime, drugs, trade, etc.)
2) Not just internationalization
3) The scope of interactions beyond immediate region
4) Specialization, scale, and efficiency vs. identity, community, national traditions and privileges 
Forces of Globalization
· Technology, economic specialization, trade, and movement of factors

Globalization
· Seeks out the most attractive opportunities regardless of location (markets, capital, labor and technology) 
· Growing of multinational corporations, having their HQ in the rich countries, are allowing them to have high economic power and allows their business to function globally easily 
· International institutions are promoting globalization in their policies and speech
· Ex: World Bank, IMF

Major Factors of Globalization
· Nation-states
· MNCs 
· International governmental organizations
· International non-governmental organizations
· Terrorist groups
· International movements
· Private individuals 

Factors within the State
· National borders
· Stable populations
· Economic benefits and political support
· Taxation (fiscal trap) 
· Stability vs. violence
· Control movement of goods, people, and capital

Cultural Globalization
· Globalization homogenizes world culture
· 
· Spread of American or Western culture 
· Evidence does not confirm these fears
· Individual or group attachments to local identities
·  Globalization simultaneously produces homogenization and reactions against it

Golden Rules to Grow Economically Globally 
· The private sector as the primary engine of the economic growth
· Low inflation and price stability
· Limited state size
· Balanced budget
· Liberalization trade
· Increasing exports and competitive exchange rate
· Deregulation, competition and banned corruption 

Remarks
· Markets could not exist in a state of nature
· Markets don’t perform best when regulated
· States need the revenue produced by markets (taxes)
· Markets and states are co-constituted, symbiotic and co-dependent
· Globalization is a choice 
· Globalization can be an engine of growth and development 
· But there is a price: lost jobs, industrial decline, diminished autonomy, growing inequality, and shifts in income among different classes within society
· Both domestic and international institutions allow for the pursuit of social objectives not inherent in the market 

United Nations System

History of UN
· Funded in 1945
· Between 1950 and 1960 membership doubled
· The expansion of membership changed correlation of power in the assembly
· China excluded until 1971
· Cold War a period characterized by lack of consensus
· After Cold War greater consensus has been reached 

United Nations
· Regular budget is derived from assessed contribution based on a variety of factor
· US is expected to contribute with 25% of the total budget (Japan 18%, Germany 10%, UK 5%) 
· Accumulated unpaid contribution from members state
· Several programs and specialized agencies are mainly funded on donations rather than UN regular budget 

Purposes of UN
· UN charter, based on the principles that states:
· Are equal under international law,
· Have full sovereignty
· Should carry out their international obligations
· It also lays out the structure of the UN and how it operates


Structure of the UN
1) UN General Assembly
a. Representatives of all states
2) UN Security Council 
a. 5 great powers and 10 rotating member states
b. Dispatches peacekeeping forces to troubled spots
3) UN Secretariat 
a. Takes care of the administration of the UN (led by the secretary-general) 

Foreign Aid
· Resources coming from richer countries to the South to help with development
· “It’s a voluntary transfer of public resources, from a government to another independent government, to and NGO, or to an international organization with at least a 25% grant element, one goal of which is to better the human condition in the country receiving the aid” (Lancaster)
· “Official development assistance” (ODA), Development Assistance Committee of the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD) 

Foreign Aid Classifications & Objectives Within 
· Geo Strategic
· Contains threats
· Democracy or status quo promotion
· Reward or punish some countries
· Give security to some territoires
· Improve international image
· Economics
· Gain or keep access to markets or raw materials
· Remove investment or trade walls
· Promote exportations
· Humanitarian
· Improve life conditions in developing countries
· Self-satisfaction, moral realization, etc. 

Overarching Objective of Foreign Aid
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Used as a tool to answer, respond to the world wars
· Tool to prevent crisis and expansions of communism 
· Changes connsisitely based on the goals of the certain time frame 
· Might not work for some interests involved however
