	The use of the French language and representation of officials from Quebec has been enforced by decisions made from Canadians however it has not always been the best relationship.  The city of Ottawa is home to the seat of the Parliament of Canada therefore the decisions made in the capital should and have a great influence in Canada.  The politics of Canada are said to function under a framework of parliamentary democracy and a federal system of parliamentary government with strong democratic ties.  Canada is a constitutional monarchy, in which the Monarch is the head of the state. Quebec politicians have had great influence on the politics of Canada for example there have been three prime ministers from Quebec from the years 1968 to early 2006.  These prime ministers include Pierre Trudeau, (the 15th prime minister of Canada), Brian Mulroney (the 18th prime minister of Canada), and, Joseph Chretien (the 20th prime minister of Canada). Prime ministers in Canada are all influenced by the French language as all have to be at least functional if not fluent in French and English. When selecting leaders, political parties usually give preference to candidates who are fluently bilingual. Also by law, three of the nine positions of the Supreme Court of Canada must be held by judges from Quebec. This representation makes sure that at least three judges have sufficient experience and with civil law to include Quebec law. 
     	Although we would like to think of things as cosmopolitan between the Canadian provinces there have been problems accommodation differences among the provinces which assures the survival of the Canadian federation better. It is said that since the 1970’s the clashes among the governments have become more acute and bitter especially among French Canadians.  This tension is said to have been cause due to factors such as geography, history, demographics, economics and fiscal realities, population characteristics and a huge factor which is culture.  Another example of differences in politics in Quebec and Ontario would be the education system. The education system is different in Quebec and is said to have originated from their pre-Confederation histories reflected in their original terms of entry into Confederation and common law. 
The French language is said to be the most regulated language in the world for example the retail store “Anthropologie” opened its first store in Quebec in 2012 but due to the “Charter of the French Language” had to shut down its website in Quebec.  The political party that won in 2012 was said to be the “Parti Quebecois” which calls national sovereignty for Quebec, won a minority government the reminders have become increasingly less subtle. Despite the controversy generated by Quebec’s 1977 Charter of the French Language, the province had settled in the past years into a kind of linguistic peace. But tensions have mounted considerably since the separatist in Quebec went into power in 2012. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]This tension between the French and English including the use of the French language as an example would be the The “Lepage Affair”.   The “Lepage Affair” was said to be symbolic of the bilingual politics in the city of Ottawa.  This event occurred over 40 years ago and the integration of French speaking individuals has said to become better.  The employee of the city of Ottawa, Lepage, was fired because he wanted to work only in French, his native language.  Through research it was found even though things have improved in the capital, there have still be concerns relating to the symbolism affirming the equality of both official languages and the difficulty of putting this equality into the politics of Ottawa including in the workplace and delivery of services to the public.  This inability is alarming as it is said that 21.2% of the population of Ottawa consider themselves to be francophone. 
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
