· The rise and spread of capitalist world economy

· Monetary spread  capitalism from Britain to America
· Division of capitalist world system: center, periphery, semi periphery
· International division of labour
· Critical of capitalism
· Continuity of nation state system
· Capitalism: cyclical growth and commodification
· Macro analysis, globalization as process, world system as an approach than a theory
· Globalization is not a recent phenomenon but as virtually synonymous with the birth and spread of world capitalism.
· Division of the world into three great regions
1. Core: powerful and developed centers of the system, originally comprised of western Europe, NA, and eventually Japan
2. Periphery: regions that have been forcibly subordinated to the core through colonialism or other means, LatAm, Africa, Asia 
3. Semiperiphery : comprised of those states that were previously in the core and are moving down in this hierarchy, or those previously in the periphery and are moving up
· Values flow from periphery to semi periphery to core, as each region plays a functionally specific role within an int division of labour that produces this basic structure of exploitation and inequality

Empire
· No territorial center of power, no fixed boundaries or barriers

· Normalized and decentred empire- new universal order that accepts no boundaries and limits, not only in the geographic, economic, and political sense, but in terms of its penetration into the most remote recesses of social and cultural life, and indeed, even into the psyche and biology of the individual
· TCC is key agent for capitalist glob but no identifiable agent in Empire
Imperialism
· Extension of sovereignty of European nation states beyond their boundaries
The network society
· Manuel Castell
· Technologists’ approach: development of new information technology
· Technological change underlies causal determination in globalization 
· “age of information” information capitals, new economy
· Rise of network society due to development of new informational technology (IT) ex computers and internet, other was capitalist retooling using the power of this technology and ushering in a new system of information capitalism
· Characteristics of the new economy

· To put new perspectives in the agenda
· To challenge eurocentrism and its categories
· To draw/study experiences of other lands and people
· Challenge that globalization only happens in developed countries
Historicization of globalization
· To explore the context of heterogeneity
· To understand the global past
· A vision that accounts for fragmentation and integration on various levels; to study historical interactions and exchanges between peoples and societies; to avoid to reduce the diversity of historical experiences

· New era represented by technologies, new ways of advertising corporation
· New way of exchanging info, goods, services
· Globalism is multireferential: part corporate hype and capitalist regulatory agenda, part cultural excitement, part social commentary and protest

Futurism
· Globality is the way of the future
· Globalization is the process that will take us there
· Assumption of newness: focus on discontinuities
· The break that differentiates the present from the past because in the cotext of that break they can see forward
· Can help us see distinctiveness of a historical moment
· Inspire bandwagon effect whereby unexpected and creative alliances among different kinds of analysts may be forged- inspire new forms of discussion
· Involves stereotypes of the past
· Gets in the way of appreaciating both the past and the present
· Performativity: premised on the idea that how we tak about things greatly affects how these things are
· Constructs own identity
· Ability not only to name an era but to predict its progress
Conflations
· Rhetoric of  cultural unification
· Conversion on a single image, ex. Networks
· Varied agendas? (corporate advertisement (consumption) and social movements )
· Hegelian dialectic: its ideological logic produces both a dark and a light side- reminder that global developments we might find promising are connected to those we find dangerous
· How projects might be formulated, ties and transformed in the process 
· Globalization formed in hit and miss convergences more unstable than the one posited by any single claimant as a world making system
· Networks rather than nations or bureaucracies will be the organizing aesthetic
· Networks: webs of imagined interconnection through which groups in one area were to exchange information and support with other groups on what was seen as an egalitarian, voluntary basis.

Economic globalization
· Results from recent Technology, information, trade, foreign investments, international business
· Actors: companies, investors, banks, and private service industries, as well as states and int organizations
· Efficiency vs fairness (social justice)- specialization and integration of firms make it possible to increase aggregate wealth, but the logic of pure capitalism does not favor social justice
· Formiadable cause of inequality among and within states
· Global competitiveness limits the aptitude of states and other actors to address this problem

Political globalization
· Product of cultural and economic globalization

· Stems fromt he technological revolution and economic globalization, which together foster the flow of cultural goods
· Global moement of cultural products, practices, and services
· Food, TV offerings, movies, shows music
· Uniformization (Americanization) vs diversity
· Reaction against uniformity: renaissance of local cultures and languages
· Counter cultural flows: counter westernization
· Counter the hegemony of the English language
· Denounced as an arrogant bearer of a secular, revolutionary ideology and a mask for US hegemony

A diagnosis on globalization
1. Neither inevitable nor irresistible
· Largely an American creation, rooted in the period after WWII and based on US economic might
2. Limited in scope, not complete integration of markets, services, and factors of production
· Excludes many poor countries, and the states that it does transform react in different ways
· Diversity of economic and social conditions at home as well as from partisan politics
3. Weak international civil society
· Many NGOs reflect only a tiny segment of the populations of their member states
· Largely represent only modenrized countries, often have little independence from governments
4. Emancipation is very doubtful
5. Self interest and ideology as prime drive in globalization flows
6. Weakness of humanitarian impulse : Rwanda vs al qaeda 
· One one hand, int and transantional cooperation necessary to ensure that globalization will not be undermined by inequalities resulting from market cluctuations, weak state sponsored protections, and incapacity of many states to improve fates by themselves
· Cooperation also presupposes that many states and rich private players operate altruistically
· National interest in saving non American victims is not self evident- reluct to act in crisis situations in Rwanda but not al qaeda

Hierarchies of cities
· There are still inequalities
· We are seeing the consolidation of a transnational economic system that has its centre of gravity in the north-Atlantic system both in terms of the intensity and value of transactions, and in terms of the emerging system of rules and standards. This system is articulated with a growing network of sites for investment, trade and financial transactions in the rest of the world. while globalization does indeed entail dispersal, it is also evident that the combination of concentration and network expansion makes for a strongly hierarchical system.

· Not a planetary geography encompassing all of the world
· Patterns of cross border capital flows:
· Concentration of global finance and Foreign direct investment in certain areas of world and growing incorporation of particular sites in the less developed world

· I have developed the thesis that capital mobility cannot be reduced simply to that which moves nor can it be reduced to the technologies that facilitate movement. Rather, multiple components of what we keep thinking of as capital fixity are actually components of capital mobility.
· Reposition role of cities in increasingly globalizing world- ccontain resources that enable firms and markets to have global operations

In brief, a focus on cities makes it possible to recognize the anchoring of multiple cross-border dynamics in a network of places, prominent among which are cities, particularly global cities or those with global city functions. This, in turn, anchors various features of globalization in the specific conditions and histories of these cities, in their variable articulations with their national economies and with various world economies across time and place

Globalization as another hybrid process
· Definition : combination of languages and cultures previously unintelligible to one another
· More than just mixture, it is about creation of new forms
· Ex. Muslim hipsters and ethnic barbies

· The homogenization claim: glob destroys identity
· Global culture: homogenized, westernized consumerist
· Cultural identities (self and communcal definitions based around differentiations): localized, fragile
Tomlinson: identity as power
· Identity as a deliberate cultural construction and maintenance

· Not static nor uniform
· Deterritorializaed: culture is no longer tied to a large geography
The argument

· 1990s- neoliberal exacerbates non responsibility of corporations
Masculinities in globalizing capital:
· Hyper masculinities: aggressive, ruthless, competitive, adversial, passion to control, arrogance, erotic pleasure
· Supported and reinforces by the ethos of the free markey, competition and a survival of the fittest environment

· Globalization production system (1970s on) and structural adjustment (decentralization and flexibilization)

Feminizations

· econ reconstruction triggered by transnational corporatism and post national global cities 
· global restructuring engenders multiple migration flows of female workers entering domestic work and consequently results in the globalization of this occupation (parrenas 1002)
what happens to family
· family structures have been transofmred
· diff configurations
· remittances
other effects
· emotional impact
· distress and guil (deleterious effects of perception of ideal mothers)
· feeling of desertion of their own kids
· new damands: second shift
· balancing reproductive and productive work
paradoxical empowerment
· transfer of reproductive labor from women in advanced economiest to those in developing economies
· transfer of devalued work to disadvantages women
· not about redistribution of household responsibility; failed to challenge gender contract
