Paul sold instead of leasing camera = speed up the spread of film industry in GB+ supplied filmmaker and exhibitors abroad who were unalb e to get other machines (ie vital director : Georges Melies)

1890s = Victorian era leisure-time = (for cinema) smooth move into popular entertainment
Actualities = subjects were nonfiction, scenics, travelogues, new depicting in brief tropicals
Exhibitors in here are like the editors who select shots and put up the show (after 1899, longer and differ shot were able to make and so they no longer control their show…off with editor title
1896 Eugene Promio induce moving camera shots
1897/5/4 Chairty Bazaar in Paris burned up- losing attraction + profit
1900s non-companies, lots money’s countries(families), not so religiously violate are able to acquire camera
-Carles Pathe (Fran) production firm selling most popular Pathe Camera from 1902-1910 (also selling projectors and films ) ideas from Melies and AM+GB film (encouraging exhibition business = more demand on his films)
-Early Eng. Films became famous for their imaginative special-effects cinematography
-Cecil Hepworth = most important British producer from 1905-1914
1897 turn from photo to cinema eng. Sp.effect studio producers: G.A.Smith + James Williamson
1903 Smiths – match on action cut…not so successful but it is there
-US focus on domestic market (( tho has largest market, b/c had more theatre /capita, Italy and France were move ahead of US and control the int’l film trade until mid-1910s
Expanding exhibition: War (news) + Passion Play (series of single-shot scenes from the most popular religion)
1899 Amer.Muto.Com=> Am.Muto.&Biograph
1902 win lawsuit against Edison on copy right
1908 AMB employed one of the most important silent era directors - D.W. Griffith
