Answer to 1- It is against the HEP- Human Exceptionalism Paradigm. The physical limits of the world and the animals, and all these don’t count according to the theory. The new ecological paradigm opposes this theory.

Only 10% of the water is clean water. 
There are three tenants in the new ecological paradigm. The first is that humans are only one species among the thousands in the world. We should not forget that. We can’t anticipate the effects of our actions on the natural world. The third and probably the most important is that, there are finite resources and biological limits in the world. 
Definitions:
Concepts of sociology-
1. Consumption: it is a general use of natural resources. We consume all the time in fact the very essence of being a living being is to consume. For example tress consumes CO2 and we consume Oxygen and water, etc.
2. Overconsumption: use of resources at a rate that exceed sustainability
3. Sustainability: it is the use of resources at a rate that’s on par with the natural replenishment. It means that we don’t take too much or put back in too much.
Sustainability: 
Main measure would be to be able to measure the ecological footprint. Sustainability of a society will depend on social organization. And by raising animals to fit our diet means we are extending the animal’s ecological habitat. For example, the fact that we are raising chickens, pigs, etc., for food in a farm.

Environmental health- uneven distributions of environmental “goods” and “bads”
Goods= income-generating or community-enriching
Bads=income-depleting or community-threatening
Environmental inequality- racialized, immigrant and poor communities experience live closer to---  
· Industries+ their pollutions (garbage, toxic waste, production)
· Transportations routes
Implications- integrated picture best way to assess society-environment interactions
Neo-Marxism paradigm- He wanted to say that the big problem of environmental degradation is that capitalist production is designed to increase exponentially. The problem is not just perspective. It’s the capitalist’s economy, but the economy can only grow if it increases it services and productions. This is said by Allan Schandier. 
Treadmill of production- tendency of capitalism to seek perpetual growth by exploiting environment
The problems are created by 2 things. That is the things that we take away (subtracting-resources extracted) and by giving (adding-wastes added). 
Peek oil: some people of the oil believe that we have reached a period where oil is no longer at its height. This means that over time that amount of oil that we extract from the earth would be slowly declining.
