Childhood and Education
· What is exposure and why did Greek and Romans do it?
· Leaving a child outside exposed to the elements to die.
· How did childhood differ for boys and girls?
· Apprenticeships for boys, household chores for girls.
· Boys no longer have guardians once they are adults.
· How was it similar? Why?
· Both played games and with toys.
· All children had legal guardians.
· Why might a family invest in literacy for a daughter?
· Prestige (educated daughters indicate familial wealth).
· For practical reasons - she could deal with the books/correspondence for a family business, she could educate her children.
Marriage
· What are the types of Roman marriage?
· Usus: “by use”; couple live together, act like they are married, and others agree.
· Confarreatio: archaic form of marriage, eventually only used by certain priests; no divorce. 
· Cum manu: “with power” wife is under guardianship of husband.
· Sine manu: “without power” wife remains under the guardianship of her father.
· Who was Univira?
· A Roman woman who only married once in her lifetime.
· Although there was no stigma attached to being married more than once, the Univira was thought of as especially virtuous and honourable.
· What were some provisions to the Augustan Marriage laws?
· Unmarried men under 60 and women under 50 could not receive inheritances.
· Candidates for political office who had children were preferred to those who did not.
· People who were married but childless could only receive half of any inheritance left to them.
· Women who bore a certain number of children were released from guardianship.
· 3 for free women (more if living outside of Rome) and 4 for freedwomen.
· Adultery became a public matter and a crime to be resolved in the household.
· Why might a married couple get divorced?
· Infidelity
· Unable to reproduce
· Why were the legal requirements of a marriage?
· Rome: 
· Make babies
· the couple lives together, and act as if they’re married
· Conubium: the right of intermarriage
· Romans could only marry Romans
· Athens:
· People tended to put on a big show
· No legal requirements
· The documents and the dowry weren’t not legally required
· What options did a childless couple have for finding an heir?
· Would have to adopt (mostly) a male.
· if it was only the daughter, they would adopt their husband or the daughter’s son.

· Advantages: 
· People who worked in household positions are likely to be freed because of the bond they develop with their owners.

· Likely to get more skills 
· Disadvantages:
· Subjected to physical and mental abuse.

· Not focused on fixed space.
· Less furniture; less stuff in general.
· Less privacy in modern space.

Religion
· What goddess was worshipped during Arkteia?
· Celebrating Artemis
· For pre-pubescent girls.
· Sanctuary at Brauron, in Attica.
· Involved a race, possibly pretending to be bears.
· What goddess was worshipped during the Thesmophoria? How did the actions of worship relate to the mythology around that goddess?
· Demeter, celebrated Persephone’s return
· Goddess of fertility, grain, food
· Takes place in late October/November, just before the fall planting season.
· Only women could attend; associates fertility of women with fertility of the land.
· Part of state religion of Athens
· Held on Pnyx hill, 3 days long
· Anodos: “the way up”; first day
· Nesteia: “the fast”; second day
· Kalligeneia: “bearer of beautiful offspring”; third day
· Why were the oracular priestesses female?
· Gods were thought to fill females with their greatness.
· Why was Clodius’ crime in the Bona Dea scandal so serious?
· He intruded, dressed as a woman and intent on the seduction of Pompeia, wife of Julius Caesar.
· "The Good Goddess” associated with chastity, fertility and the protection of the Roman state and people. He has endangered the well-being of Rome.
The Legal System
· What did we learn from “On the Killing of Eratosthenes”?
· Lay-out of house
· Social dynamic in household (role of servant, husband’s trust/suspicion)
· Attendance at funeral
· Adultery laws

· What is Rhetoric? What are pros and cons?
· It was the art of speaking persuasively.
· Pros
· Portrays situations that would be difficult to find in other literary sources.
· Can give us a vivid impression of the ideals and values held by the speaker and the audience.
· Cons
· Self-serving; cannot be taken at face value.
· Almost exclusively androcentric.
· Who was Aspasia?
· Hetaira (courtesan), then long term mistress of Pericles, an Athenian statesman.
· Some claimed she wrote Pericles’ speeches.
· Socrates allegedly discussed philosophy and rhetoric with her.
· What was Neaira’s crime?
· Trying to pass off her child as a citizen. She married her daughter off to a man with an important priesthood. 
· Who was Maesia? What did she do?
· Maesia from Sentinum pleaded her own case when she was on trial.
· She went through all the proper stages and points of her defense carefully and forcefully. 
· She was acquitted at the preliminary hearing and almost unanimously. 
· They called her Androgyne; she had the heart of a man under the appearance of a woman.
· Who was Carfania? 
· She became notorious for constantly harassing the courts.
· You could insult a women by referring to as “a Carfania”.
· Who was Hortensia? Why was she important?
· Triumvirs taxed the 1400 wealthiest Roman women.
· Women outraged; Hortensia addressed the Triumvirs in the forum.
· Triumvirs taxed only the 400 wealthiest women.
· Who was Clodia? Why is Cicero attacking her?
· She lived a similar lifestyle to that of her male relatives.
· She used her power and wealth to improve the standing of her family
· She was not on trial, he was trying to destroy her credibility as a witness for Cileus
· Also a way that he could get at her brother Clodius, his arch-nemesis.

· How does Euphiletus characterize his wife? Why?
· She was not shady until after she had the child.
· So nobody would question the child’s birth.
Art
· Difficult to identify works of art made by women.
· We tend to concentrate on how women were represented.
· What were reasons for making art?
· Religious
· Political, propaganda (roman)
· Funerary
· Decorative
· Status symbol
· How are Greek statues of woman different in the Archaic, Classical, and Hellenistic periods?
· Women looked more real in the Hellenisitic period.
· Archaic only had naked male statues.
· They were offering to the gods or funerary
· Classical made women look more male.
· Why did women pay for art and architecture for their communities?
· Prestige for themselves and family.
· How did Athens and Rome use female figures for civic purposes or propaganda?
· Rome: Religious procession, shows that he’s a family man, shows the fertility of his dynasty.
· Cornelia was the first female statue for being a good mother.
· Athenian: Korai, unmarried girls
· Women on the Parthenon 
· Making cloak for statue of Athena
· Female priestess in public spaces
· Generic Athenian women in the religious precession.

· Politics, military
· What professions do we find in the largest number of women in? Why?
· Women worked in professions associated with their work inside the home
· Wool working and Prostitution
· Why did Greeks and Romans consider prostitution necessary?
· Protecting citizen women.
· Men that are unable to get any elsewhere.
Public Life
· Who was Olympias?
· Instrumental in having Alexander made Philip’s heir. May have plotted his assassination. 
· Worked to secure the throne for Alexander’s son after his death.
· Who were the Sabine Women? What did they do?
· They were kidnapped to provide wives and heirs for the earliest Romans.
· They intervened in the fighting between their natal and marital relatives.
· They prevented bloodshed, united the two peoples and allowed Rome to continue existing.
· Who was Tullia?
· She was a princess, daughter of King Servius Tullius.
· Arranged the deaths of her sister, husband, father, aided her brother-in-law in seizing power.
· Indirectly led to the founding of the Roman Republic.
· Who was Lucretia? Why was she important?
· Noblewoman whose rape was avenged by her husband and father, resulting in the founding of the Roman Republic.
· Exemplum of female virtue.
· Committed suicide: she had done no wrong, but refuses to live after she was violated.
· Who was Verginia?
· Plebeian Roman girl.  She was killed by her father to save her from the lust of a patrician.
· Takes place during the struggle of the orders. Slavery vs. freedom.
· Her death galvanizes support for reform.
· Veturia and Volumnia
· Mother and wife of the Roman rebel Coriolanus. 
· They shamed him into ending his attack on Rome.
· Illustrates primary importance of loyalty to the state.
· Illustrates women’s role in influencing male behaviour.
· Cornelia, Mother of the Gracchi
· Exemplary for fertility, learning, and loyalty.
· Earliest surviving example of Roman women’s writing.
· First historical woman to receive a public statue in Rome.
· Under what circumstances was it acceptable for women to take part in military actions?
· If they were queens.
· In desperate times.
· How do women fit into the development of the Roman state?
· Reproduction
· Religious rights 
· Lucretia’s rape caused the kings to leave Rome.
Hellenistic Queens and Courtesans
· Arsinoe II
· Daughter of Ptolemy I and Berenike I, second wife of Ptolemy II Philadelphus.
· Ptolemy II Philadelphus and Arsinoe II were brother and sister and husband and wife.
· In Ptolemaic Egypt, the first rulers to be honoured as gods were Ptolemy I and Berenike I.
· Dynastic Cult; monarchs are honoured as gods after their deaths. Theoi Adelphoi = Sibling Gods.
· Cleopatra VII
· Became queen in 51 BCE, first by herself and then with her brothers Ptolemy XIII and XIV.
· Later ruled with her son Ptolemy XV (Caesarion).
· Also had children with Mark Antony.
· Titles of Cleopatra VII
· Philopator (father-loving)
· Philopatris (lover of her country)
· Thea Neotera (younger goddess)
· What changes for women in the Hellenistic era?
· Increased wealth and territory led to new opportunities and new types of social organization, which led to increased wealth and mobility for women.
· Women gain more power and authority.
· Olympias, the mother of Alexander the Great and one of the wives of Philip II, was a dominant force in the Macedonian kingdom.
· Arsinoë II, Hellenistic queen, married to her brother Ptolemy, she was deified after her death.
· How were Ptolemaic queens able to gain power?
· Marrying their brothers
· Being regents of their sons
· Killing people
· Worshipped like gods 
· Cleopatra the 7th made the citizens worship her.
· What symbolic purpose did courtesans serve in Hellenistic and later Greek literature?
· They were nostalgic for when the Greeks were in charge. 
Noblewomen
· Who was Livia? 
· She divorced her first husband while pregnant to marry Octavian. 
· Model of womanhood, beautiful, modest, intelligent, loyal, and devoted to her husband.
· Engaged in charity, often for girls or women, acted as patron for groups, and communities.
· Who was Octavia?
· Sister of Augustus, wife of Mark Antony.
· She was model of womanly virtue.
· Took part of Octavian’s propaganda campaign against Mark Antony.
· Who was Fluvia?
· Third wife of Mark Antony.
· Previously married to Clodius Pulcher.
· All of her husbands were prominent Caesarians.
· She managed Antony’s interests in Italy, including leading military endeavours.
· How do noble women provide exempla for other women to follow?
· Family care
· Virtuous 
· Plenty of children
· How were women’s ways of exercising power different from men’s? The same?
· A lot more subtle; behind the scenes. Through their men. 
· Considered “good” if they benefitted the family, and “bad” if they only benefitted her.

· The same?
· Based on their status 
· Have client networks
· Gift giving; increasing the value of the family as a whole.
