HIS2763- Final Exam Review
Theme 1- National Policies (1957-1968)
Lester B Pearson
· Minister of Foreign Affairs in the St.Laurent government.
· Won the Nobel Peace Prize for his development of the United Nation Emergency Force that ended the Suez Crisis (this is the first instance of peacekeeping)
· Introduced universal healthcare, a pension plan and student loans to Canada.
· Introduced the Canadian flag (Maple Leaf) to the Canadian people- won the 1963 election on that promise
New Flag
· Dief did not want to introduce a new flag, Pearson (Liberal opposition) won the 1963 election on the new flag promise.
· Dief held a filibuster and looked to prolong the discussion upon the topic
· Eventual the House of Commons came to the decision that the flag would be changed.
Middle Power Principle
· War pushed Canada economically and socially as a well-respected country
· Sandwiched between the two emerging superpowers (USA & USSR) led to them taking a middling stance.
· Not a colonial power, yet still looked to aid in UN issues (Suez Crisis)
Theme 2- Quebec, the Quiet Revolution and Federalism (1959-1971)
Maurice Duplessis
· The leader of the Union Nationale Party of Quebec and Premier of Quebec until his death in 1959. 
· A very right-winged politician that favoured rural areas and looked to advance the agricultural portion of Quebec. 
· His government changed the identity of Quebec. 
· His time was known as “la Grande Noirceure”. Andre Laurendau believed Duplessis was an obstacle to Quebec nationalism as his reign restricted the province to catch up with the rest of Canada regarding technology. 
· He was very anti-communist.
· Opposed all unions as they led to communism- opposed point in the Lesage government.
Dual Nation Concept
· Belief focuses around the idea that Canada was founded by two nations- French and English. 
· Both Ontario and Quebec should get more constitutional and provincial powers than the other provinces.
·  It’s an interpretation of the Constitution Act of 1867 that insinuates that Canada was a country founded by the two European countries: Great Britain and France. 
· It also was a concept built upon the Quebec fear that Canada was growing so fast that Quebec would be left to dry.
Andre Laurendau-
· Quebec politician and (along with David Dunston) co-chair of the Royal Commission on Bilingualism and Biculturalism. 
· Influencing force on Quebec politics with controversial and mentally-stimulating opinions. 
· Wrote in “les devoirs” that Duplessis posed a threat to Quebec nationalism due to his insistence on not progressing technologically. 
· Believed in the dual-nation agreement outlined in the Constitution Act of 1867.
· Realized that the Catholic Church impeded Quebec progression because of the amount of power they had.
· Coined the phrase “Maitres chez nous (Masters of our own house)”, which served as a rallying point in electing Jean Lesage of the Liberal party and assisted in encouraging a change in Quebec government.
· Also hinted at believing Quebec’s rise in nationalism didn’t equal a national union, but possibly a national divorce- “Time is running out.”
The Roman-Catholic Church’s role
· An all-powerful organization that helped in stagnating the Quebec province technologically and socially.
· Significantly harmed the education system in Quebec by deformalizing the education system- very subjective approach to education.
· Not until the Quiet Revolution, did the education system change with the introduction of the Parent Commission- led to significant and good changes to the education system ranging from  raising the age of compulsory schooling from 14 to 16 and keeping school free until the age of 16.
· During the Quiet Revolution, the church became ipso facto and lost political power. It separated from government and became just a spiritual force.
Quebec Nationalism
· True Quebec nationalism began with the Quiet Revolution
· Change in education systems, an economic push on to the international stage through the creation of an economy exclusively of Quebec and its partners. 
· Cultural, Economic, and Technological advances
· Social advances through revoking power from the church and being more coherent to the protection of civil rights and laws.
· Inauguration of a new flag
· Laurendau- nationalism was a popular movement in which Quebec could reorganize around. A way in which Quebec could modernize though Pride, Tradition and Strength.
· In Trudeau’s eyes, nationalism could have led to socialist or a totalitarian regime- a great risk to democracy
Linguistic Question
· With the Quiet Revolution becoming a monumental and national issue, language questions arose.
· Language equalled power in the eyes of Quebec- a rallying point for Quebec nationalism.
· Canadians became more inclined to see French Canadians in a positive light now.
Rene Levesque
· The force that helped advance Quebec nationalism by nationalizing the company Hydro-Quebec in 1962.
· Served as Minister of Natural Resources in the Lesage provincial government.
· Left the Liberal party in 1968, after the party refused to discuss the issue of separation from Canada and consequently created the “Parti Quebecois”
Michael Behiels
· University of Ottawa professor that believed in equality and symmetrical federalism (Trudeau’s federalism- no special status for Quebec and minority language rights)
· Continued in the same train of thought as Laurendau regarding thought on Quiet Revolution.
The New-Quebec Accomplishments
· Hydroelectricity of Quebec 1962- the leaders were English speakers and the workers were French-speakers. This company represented a big boost to the economy.
· Creation of both Ministries of Health and Education- St. Gepp 1963.
· Creation of Iron & Steel, Mining, Petroleum and Forestry Industries benefitted the economy greatly.
· A New Labour Code 1964.
· Modification of the Quebec Civil Code.
Interesting facts of the New-Quebec
· The Quebecois’ become businessmen through the formation of these corporations as proven with the bank and the Hydro building being the biggest in Quebec.
· “Maintenant ou Jamais!- Maitre chez nous!”- two slogans displayed on posters to promote the new found nationalism.
· Quebec had many investments (hydro) in the U.S. and gained much revenue through taxation.
· Quebec continually asked for more federal money to support their grand plans.
· A notable change in family size was evident as well, as with the discovery of the pill and the separation from the church- Quebec’s average family size decreased.
· Companies that were not officially bilingual always failed.
The Quality of Life in Quebec
· Significantly differed from the Duplessis regime- farmer to businessman.
· Good life; led the charge amongst provinces in properly exercising their rights- constitutionally acceptable in creating social and economic programs.
· “Quebec spends- Ottawa pays”.
· The federal government had money and Quebec was the most rich province- equalization introduced soon after.

Summary of the Quiet Revolution Era
· The era is characterized as a social catharsis (cleansing)
· The Hydroelectric energy development under Rene Levesque symbolized Quebec’s “catching up” with the rest of Canada
· Educational Reform with the removal of church- creation of a Ministry of Education and the introduction of the Parent Commission
· The acquisition of more provincial powers form the federal government- the Pension plan- led to higher taxes, but “caught up with the rest of Canada
· Decline in birthrate with development of the pill and separation from church- lowest birth rate provincially in all of Canada
· A new sense of nationalism- “Maitres chez nous”
· Concluded in 1966, when the Union Nationale regained power when the Liberals taxes were too high

	1. Masters of the Past
2. Church run education system, based upon the evasion of political influence
3. Hesitancy to industrialize because the church deemed it a disturbance to social patterns and didn’t like the idea of Quebec citizens working with non-Catholics
4. Saw business as an Anglo-Saxon talent, and wished to keep the Quebecois closer to religion and thought.
5. Strong belief in foreign investment
6. Committed to the farming, rural areas of Quebec
7. A stable society based on ancestral tradition, the Roman-Catholic faith and the French language
	1. Masters of our own house
2. Parent Commission eradicated church from state and helped create the Ministry of Education in Quebec
3. Development of Hydroelectric energy, which was one of the most industrialized energy sources in Canada

5. Creation of belief that French-Canadians could run companies themselves
6. Committed to the urban, business sectors of Quebec



Theme 3- The 1960’s, Canadian Women and Aboriginal Canadians
The 1960’s
The Quiet Revolution 1960-1966
Dief introduced Canada’s first Bill of Rights- August 10th 1960
· Acted a precursor to the Charter of Rights and Freedoms introduced by Trudeau in 1982
· Included such important clauses like freedom of speech and freedom of religion
· Very limited in its effectiveness because it wasn’t implemented into the constitution
Universal suffrage- 1960
· Gave all status-Indians the right to vote
· “Act to Amend the Canada Elections Act” was utilized and all status-Indians could now vote in all federal Canadian elections
· Leonard Marchand became the first Canadian MP in 1968
The Alouette I- September 29th 1962
· Canada became the third country to successfully construct a satellite capable of going to space- the other two were superpowers USA and USSR
Royal Commission on Bilingualism and Biculturalism- July 1963
· "to recommend what steps should be taken to develop the Canadian Confederation on the basis of an equal partnership between the two founding races, taking into account the contribution made by the other ethnic groups to the cultural enrichment of Canada and the measures that should be taken to safeguard that contribution"
· Led by David Dunston (President of Carleton University) and Andre Laurendau (contributor to the Quebec newspaper Le Devoir)
· Inspired Canada to become a bilingual country and ensured education accessibility in both French and English
The Canadian/American Auto-Pact- January 1965
· An agreement between Canada and USA that removed tariffs on all trade regarding automotive equipment (cars, trucks, buses, tires, parts)
· It benefitted both countries as the USA could sell the cars that Canada produced and Canada would not have to pay tariffs on the parts acquired through the USA
· Before the agreement, Canada’s auto market was suffering because of the parts shipped from the US and the high tariffs
·  In 1964, 7%  of American cars were made in Canada- that figure jumped to 60% in 1968
The Munsinger Affair- 1966 (occurred from 1958-1961,but story broke in 1966)
· Canada’s first political sex scandal- involving Gerda Munsinger (an east-German prostitute) and some of Diefenbaker’s cabinet ministers (Pierre Sevigny and George Hees) 
· There was speculation that Munsinger was a Soviet spy- evidence gathered by the RCMP
· The matter was swept under the rug, until it was re-brought up later by Liberal Justice Minister Lucien Cardin- after being attacked by the Conservatives about another potential Soviet espionage case
· Munsinger came out told of her many affairs with many of Diefenbaker’s cabinet ministers
Criminal Law Amendment Act 1967-1969 (finalized in 1969)
· Pierre Trudeau, Justice Minister then later Prime Minister when the bill is finalized, introduced an amendment that would decriminalize acts of homosexuality and abortion
· “The government has no business in the bedrooms of the nation”
· The Roman-Catholic church in Quebec found the amendment to be disgraceful and an encouragement to socialism and atheism
· This acted as a progressive development for women
Expo 67
· Canada was granted to hold the World’s fair in Montreal in 1967, after Russia was forced to give up the World fair.
· The Expo was especially special because it happened the year of the centennial (Canada’s 100 year anniversary)
· It is considered the world’s most famous and well-attended fair in the 20th century- over 50 million visits
· It was attended by many famous people including Lyndon Johnson, Jacqueline Kennedy and Queen Elizabeth II and there were notable performances by the Grateful Dead and Jefferson Airplane
· Gained considerable exposure for Montreal and Canada, especially with the Ed O’Sullivan show being filmed there for an episode
· Considered to be one of Canada’s biggest cultural achievements
The Centennial
· Commemorated Canada’s hundred year anniversary as a country
· Brought the Expo to Montreal and represented a time of optimism and progression- just before the economic regression of the 70’s
· The Centennial flame was added to parliament hill to commemorate 100 years
· Parades such as Caribanna were added in 1967 from the Jamaican culture in Canada- viewed as a gift from West Indian culture
· The National Film Board of Canada issued an initiative called “Challenge for Change”, which was a film project that was to focus on Canada’s one-hundred year existence
· Represented a big time for Canada- a sense of optimism
Centennial Voyageur Canoe Pageant
· A canoe race including all constituencies except Newfoundland and Prince Edward Island in which they canoed from Rocky Mountain House Alberta to Montreal Quebec
· It holds the Guinness record as the longest Canoe race in history
· The Centennial Commission looked for participants for each province and made it a contest- offered 1000 dollars to do the race and 1500 to the victors
· It took 104 days and 100 participants to complete
The Charles de Gaulle visit
· On July 4th, the France Head of State sailed into Quebec City on the Colbert via the St. Lawrence river- he did not fly directly into Ottawa or Toronto as expected because he had issues with Pearson in how he handled the Suez Crisis
· Invited by Quebec premier Daniel Johnson, de Gaulle ignored the Federal politicians and went to the Expo immediately
· He performed a speech in front of the Quebec people in which he said, “Vive Montréal ! Vive le Québec !" He continued with, “Vive le Quebec libre! Vive le Canada francais ! Vive le France ! “
· Considered to be a breach of diplomatic protocol- both Pearson and Trudeau and de Gaulle left Canada early
· This showed France’s support for the sovereignty movement in Quebec
· Pearson refuted with “All Canadians are free. Every province is free. Canadians do not need to be liberated. Many Canadians actually helped liberate the French from German rule.”
· Relations with France were tense for the Trudeau years as well as tension increased when Trudeau stated, “What if I said Brittany for the Bretons?”- de Gaulle saw Trudeau as Quebec’s greatest enemy
Pierre Trudeau’s election (June 25th 1968)
· Won the Liberal candidate election, after Pearson stepped down
· Was considered radical, but won anyway on  the ideal of Trudeaumania
Official Languages Act (1969)
· Gave English and French equal status in the federal government
· The key piece in determining Canada’s status as a bilingual country
· An extension of the Royal Commission on Bilingualism and Biculturalism- created during the Pearson administration
· Prairie provinces saw this as an invasion of federal power into provincial jurisdiction- even though provincial legislatures were allowed to remain unilingual
· Laws published in both languages and availability to attend a federal court case in French and English
Women
Royal Commission on the Status of Women (1967- report finished 1970)
· A commission with intentions to equalize the status of women with that of men in all aspects, especially in occupational opportunities
· 2/3 off the people on welfare were women- 1970
· Less than 4% of managers were women- 1970
· Recommendations such as birth control, maternity leave pay, and day care
National Action Committee on the Status of Women
· An organization of women’s interest groups that were pushing the federal government to take more consideration to the Royal Commission on the Status of Women
· Gained notable attention to the Canadian public regarding the progression of feminism in Canada
Canadian Human Rights Act (1977)
· An act committed to providing “equal pay for work of equal value”
· The goal was to establish a non-discriminatory view in Canada that did not judge upon sex, race, religion and gender
· There was still significant disparity between males and females regarding pay
Feminism in Quebec
· With the power generated from the Quiet Revolution, feminism in Quebec erupted
· The English patriarchy that ruled Quebec was seen as a rallying point for Quebec women who supported the Quiet Revolution
The Second Wave of Canadian Feminism
· Three waves of Canadian feminism- era between 1960-1990 considered to be the second wave
· Made much progress in different Acts and Commissions, but big accomplishment came with the Constitutional Act of 1982
Aboriginals
Universal Suffrage- 1960
· Gave all status-Indians the right to vote
· “Act to Amend the Canada Elections Act” was utilized and all status-Indians could now vote in all federal Canadian elections
· Leonard Marchand became the first Canadian MP in 1968
The White Paper – 1969
· Was a bill generated by Jean Chretien of Trudeau’s government that proposed the total assimilation of Natives into Canadian culture
· Wanted to establish equality among all Canadians- attempted to make Natives like all other ethnic minorities, not a distinct group
· Included clauses such as the removal of the Indian Act and the denial of future land claims
· Trudeau gained significant opposition to it and began to back away in the early 70’s with the publication of the Red Paper- an opposition bill
The Indian Health Transfer Policy (1970)
· A policy created so that Aboriginals could use self-determination in handling their specific health issues
· Preceded by an issue of high mercury levels in bodies of water that Natives used for commercial fishing- one of which was near Dryden, Ontario
· Aboriginals from Dryden to Sarnia suffered from problems such as low birth rate, sickness caused by toxicity levels and unbalanced birth-gender ratio
Elijah Harper MLA of Manitoba & Reaction to Meech Lake
· Elected to parliament in 1981 as a NDP MLA in a rural riding in Manitoba
· Gained notoriety for holding up an eagle feather when asked whether Manitoba would support the controversial Meech Lake accord- the feather symbolized the lack of incorporation of Aboriginals in the Accord
Bill C-31 in relation to the Indian Act
· Addressed a serious injustice to Aboriginal women compared to men (indigenous women lost their status and children’s status if with white male- not vice versa)
· Failure to address needs of women in the Indian Act- bill needed to reverse
· Helped abolish the concept of enfranchisement in which aboriginals would give in their Indian status for specific benefits
Theme 4- Trudeau Era, Renewed Social Structure and Economy of 1970-80
Pierre Trudeau
· Elected to officed in 1969
· Leadership remembered as one in which a progressive social policy was adapted- in an effort to establish the “just society”
· Believed in official bilingualism throughout the whole country proved with the Official Languages Act 1969
· Believed that by cementing both languages in all federal services across the country, it would promote equality and thus decline the support for Quebec’s separation- didn’t work
· Believed in equality of not just French and English, but of all cultures- supported immigration and tried to integrate them into Canada without the loss of their culture
· Biggest accomplishment of Trudeau was enshrining the Charter of Rights of Freedoms into the constitution- this ensured the basic human rights and equality to all Canadians
Trudeaumania
· The havoc created for Pierre Trudeau in the early years of his leadership and during his 1968 election campaign
· Many young people, especially women, found Trudeau to be charming and related to the young age of the Prime Minister (48)
· Really respected his very understanding approach to  politics and believed that his advanced social policies (legalization of homosexuality, more flexible abortion and divorce laws)
· High-point in Trudeau mania was the day before the campaign, when Trudeau comfortably sat at the St.Jean de Baptiste parade and had rocks and bottles thrown at him- he just courageously and comfortably remained sitting there
Economy of 1970-80
· Inflation, the consumer price index and unemployment rose
· Trudeau looked to invest in many social programs and policies that the economy took somewhat of a backseat
· Department of Regional Economic Expansion was created to help the have-not countries with maintaining employment levels (building roads, improvement of municipal services)- disbanded in 1980
International trade affected Canada’s economy as well
· OPEC caused Canada to be much more dependent on its oil resource to attain money
· Under Richard Nixon, the US implemented a high trade tax internationally- with no stipulation for Canada (its greatest trading partner)
· Canada formally recognized the People’s Republic of China- as the Pacific Rim’s markets looked incredibly attractive to Canada
The declining Canadian Economy
· Taken from opposition leader Robert Stanfield’s platform, Trudeau implemented wage and price controls
· He also created the government owned Petro-Canada, to help offset the declining Canadian economy- especially in the Atlantic provinces (created to help attain foreign investors)
· Inflation stood at over 10% in the mid 1970’s
· The Canadian economy was in extreme duress as the dollar was very low 
· The cost of 1960’s programs of healthcare and welfare were catching up to Canada
Social Renewal
· Just society: a look to make Canada more equal through centralizing federalism, establishing the welfare state and defending universal healthcare
· Bilingualism: looked to make Canada’s both official languages applicable all over the country- Royal Commission on Bilingualism and Biculturalism leading to the Official Languages Act 1969
· Multiculturalism: looked to integrate all immigrants of a different ethnicity into Canada, with equal rights and opportunity- Multiculturalism Act 1971 recognized and identified Canada as a plurality of different cultures
· An era of social change as proved by vast progression in welfare (Welfare Act 1965), healthcare (All provinces had universal healthcare by 1972), pension plans (Canadian pension plan created in mid 60’s), and the acts to make everyone in Canada equal
Theme 5- International Relations & October Crisis 1970
International Relations
The Vietnam War
· Canada did not join the Vietnam War and was officially considered “non-belligerent”
· Canada opposed the Truman doctrine which stated that “communism itself must be actively opposed through foreign intervention”
· Pearson strongly disagreed with the American foreign policy in North Vietnam, even though they still continued to trade with the US (Agent Orange, Napalm and other military equipment)
· American draft-dodgers began to move into Canada in an effort to avoid being sent to North Vietnam in an unjust war (at first Canada monitored their movement, but soon it was passed that they were welcome to live in Canada)
· Many emigrants moved from the US to Canada during the Vietnam War (30,000- 50,000)
· There was strong anti-American sentiment in both English and French Canada regarding the US`s mission in Vietnam

NATO
· North Atlantic Treaty Organization created to help keep an eye on the USSR and eliminate potential rivalries between the UK, US, France and West Germany
· Canada was a main contributor to the creation of NATO with Lester B. Pearson`s help in creation
· In 1969, Pierre Trudeau withdrew his NATO forces from Europe because his perception of NATO changed from a military protectionist organization to a peacekeeping organization
· Canada encouraged a ``free`` political system with economic co-operation (as well diplomacy over military invasion)
Trudeau`s National Energy Program
· After the creation of Petro Canada in 1973, Pierre Trudeau looked to nationalize the oil and gas industry in Canada
· This was seen as a serious injustice to the Albertan people who believed the money generated from the industry was provincial funds and not national
· Petro Canada became a symbol of Canadian nationalism when it endorsed the 1988 Winter Olympics in Calgary
· Alberta lost its profit, but it suited the centralized, symmetrical form of government Trudeau was trying to create
People`s Republic of China relations
· Diplomatic relations with China were established by Trudeau in 1970 and the countries became diplomatic partners in 1971 (ambassadors would travel back and forth)
· Canada became one of the first countries to recognize the nation positively- significant amount of Chinese in Canada
· Trudeau visited China in 1973
Movement of Israeli embassy from Tel Aviv to Jerusalem failure
Canada and the UN
· Pearson served as President of the UN General Assembly in1957
· The relationship between the organization and the country is considerably strong as Canada as provided ample aid in all of the UN`s initiatives since 1957
· Canada has been granted temporary terms on the UN`s Security Council many times
The October Crisis (October  5th-18th)
James Cross
· British born diplomat kidnapped by the terrorist group FLQ during the October Crisis
· He was kidnapped when two men posing as delivery men came to his door to deliver a gift and ended up kidnapping him for 2 months
· He was released on December 3rd when the Quebec and federal government decided to grant 6 FLQ liberation cell members safe journey to Cuba
Pierre Laporte
· Kidnapped on October 10th by the FLQ after being dubbed the Minister of Unemployment and Assimilation (actually Minister of Labour in Quebec)
· Kidnapped in hope that the FLQ `political prisoners` would be freed
· Laporte and Cross` kidnappings allowed Trudeau to invoke the War Measures Act which allowed government officials to do anything to find the kidnappers (raids, arrests, etc.)
· Found dead a week later (strangled to death) and his captors served long term prison sentences for murder (found 2 months later hiding in a tunnel)
Michael Chartrand
· Significant supporter of the Quebec independence movement
· Supported the action being taken by the FLQ in cementing French-Canadian sovereignty by force
· "I have no more sympathy for Mrs. Cross than for the wives of thousands of men without jobs in Quebec at the present time."
War Measures Act
· A Parliamentary measure in which the government assumed all control 
· Used three times in history (WW1, WW2, and October Crisis)
· Implemented for fear of terrorist militant action rising up against the government in an act of defiance and danger
· Granted police, government and Canadian forces more power- opposed by advocates of civil liberties
· 465 people were arrested and held without charge
· Only time War Measures Act was implemented during a peaceful time internationally
· Seen by some, including Michael Chartrand, as a way to criminalize anti-federalist sentiment
FLQ (Front de libération du Québec)
· A left-wing organization that believed in a strong sense of nationalism, became known as a terrorist group later- especially after 1969 bombing of the Montreal Stock Exchange
· The attacks by the FLQ culminated in the October Crisis in which James Cross and Pierre Laporte were kidnapped by members of the terrorist organization
· Called for a socialist regime and a complete overthrow of the Quebec government so it could establish sovereignty
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
