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Thesis statement

Supporting arguments

The relationship between violence and politics is an idea that has been in existence for hundreds of years. Kings abused their subjects and exploited their weaknesses, their families in order for them to be obeyed faithfully. Political violence has always been at the forefront of worries for many nations in the world. States like Saudi Arabia, for example justify chopping off ones hand if the culprit was found guilty of stealing an item of any worth. There are many forms of violence in Politics; one example that comes to mind is the idea of Genocide. As much as 820,000 people were killed in a time span of 100 days. (Helen Hintjens, The Journal of Modern African Studies, published in the United Kingdom, Vol.37 no.2 1999 pg. 241-286) Many philosophers have made the claim that in order to be a successful Ruler; enforcing political violence in some cases will only further the ruler’s cause. In addition, that is not way political violence should be enforced. An efficient political system will enforce laws that will deter groups of people to handle a situation like Rwanda in a better manner. A perfect political system in my opinion is the government of the United Arab Emirates. In the United Arab Emirates, criminals are pulverized for acting in indecent ways. Drug abusers will be held accountable for their actions and political activists starting riots will be sent to a jailhouse, where they will be ready to be exiled from the country. Simpson, Incarceration within American and Nordic prisons, comparison of national and international policies, the international journal of research and practice on student engagement, 2015) Thus, most prison systems do not focus on the rehabilitation of the individual; it is only concerned about the well being of its state. This type of punishment will only create hardened criminals that will violate the law over and over. (Katie Ward, Amy J. Longaker, Jessica Williams and... , Incarceration within American and Nordic prisons, 2015) Aside from the Prison system of Governments, Most Terrorist organizations, cartels and armed militias also use political violence to achieve their goals that will not be given to them by the government in power. (Jenna Bowley, Robin Hood or Villain: The Social Constructions of Pablo Escobar, University of Maine, honors college paper 109, 2013) In Colombia around the 1980s, a renowned Cartel leader that goes by the name of Pablo Escobar used his trained assassins in order to infiltrate the supreme court of Columbia. On other occasions he used hostages in order to strike a horrific deal with the government of Columbia. These actions strengthened Pablo Escobar’s cause and were successful in getting certain extradition laws removed for his own benefit. I believe that an efficient political system will focus on punishing the violent individual and making the punishment a deterrent for the future. On the topic of terrorist organizations or Cartels, I think governments should pour in all their resources in order to stop horrid organizations like the mafia in order to eliminate threats directed towards its people. 
The relationship between violence and politics is a complicated issue that needs to be resolved in the world. Governments focus on obliterating threats by using a combination of both concepts to achieve its goal. Critics of Political violence will argue that governments can find other ways to resolve conflicts by reconciliation or negotiation. However, in cases such as the Palestine and Israeli conflict, Politics will only work for so long until violence ensues. This can be taken out of context, for example the war on drugs in the United States has certainly affected the lives of individuals in unpleasant ways. In that case, politics is the cause for violence because it creates a racial problem that tends to frame black people more than any other race in the U.S. for most of the drug and gun related problems that are found. There needs to be a strong government in place willing to stop their people from breaking the law by preventing them from happening in the first place. Violence and politics share a very complicated relationship due to the fact that it can be used to solve problems or it can create problems depending on how the state or the individual is willing to use that power.
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
