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Information Systems and You

System: A group of components that interact to achieve some purpose

Hardware: The electronic components and associated gadgetry that constitute a computer system
Software: Programs (Or applications) that run, or operate, on computer systems
Data: The basic building blocks of information such as facts and observations
Procedures: The instructions or processes that you follow to achieve your desired objective
People: Actors who want to achieve a particular outcome by interacting with the system

MIS comprise the development and use of information systems that help organizations achieve their goals and objectives

MIS Comprises
1. Development and Use of Information Systems
- Information systems are designed and created by business analysts and systems designers
2. Information Systems
- Need to learn how to employ the system to accomplish your goals
3. Goals and Objectives
- Information systems are created to make the company “modern” or for the company to claim to be a “new-economy company”

IS combines the people and procedures they use to make technology work for business
Information System (IS): A system of hardware, software, data, procedures, and people that produces information
- Hardware & Software, Data Components
Information Technology (IT): Represents raw technology components of IS
- Refers to Methods, Inventions, Standards, Products

As more tasks are moved from the people to the computers, the more we deal with automation
The more tasks are moved to the Human Side, the increasing degree of difficulty of change
Technology must be combined with people and procedure components

Information and Communications Technology (ICT) Sector: Provides products and services that other industries, such as retail, manufacturing, insurance, and banking reply on to get their work done

Moore’s Law: The number of transistors per square inch on an integrated chip doubles every 18 months
- Price/performance ratio of computers has fallen dramatically
Network Effects/Lock-In: The value that is received increases significantly as the number of users increases
