Teacher mentioned: How can I (you) both have a successful life and successful business ?
ETHICAL THEORIES:
-Consequentialism (consequence based) :  the consequences of one's conduct are the ultimate basis for any judgment about the rightness or wrongness of that conduct.
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Business is about Profit (let’s remember ethics aswell)
· PLATO (believed in consequentialism ) 4th century B.C. , Greek 
Dialogues:
The Republic (included Socrates): 
· Keeping your word  /  Stealing is wrong  
Also Meaningful Life is important.

-EPICURUS – 3RD century B.C. , Greek                    AND               EPICTETUS:  1ST century A.D. , Greek
EPICURUS (to be happy / have meaningful life ): 
1. Enough money to your satisfy needs 
2. Friends
3. Freedom
BUT you have to choose your own path to happiness. 
Get out of other people’s system. So Epicurean — Make your own system.
EPICTETUS :
· To have a meaningful life : Embrace an existing system. 

PERSONALITY TYPES :
EPICUREAN : Entrepreneurs.
EPICTITEANS : Valued Employees. 
After a while we watched STEVE JOBS – APPLE :
1. Do what you love to do, don’t settle
2. Remembering you’re going to die is the best way to avoid the trap of thinking you have something to lose.
Europe 16th – late 19th century :
-People started to think for themselves.
UTILITARIAN PRINCIPLE :
What is the best consequence  ?  HAPPINESS
What is the best happiness ? What makes most people happy.
Therefore :  Act so to create the greatest good (happiness) for the greatest number. 
          Deal only with majority
          Democracy        
------ UTILITARIAN PRINCIPLE : ENDS JUSTIFY THE MEANS.

Talked about different subjects:
-Jeremy Bentham -18th century English:  Utility is usefulness. All good things are useful.
       Watched video :
Natural =/= Nature .
Facts, truths, natural ---- Self Evident by sense or by reason.
-Naturalistic Fallacy :
G.E. Moore- 20th Century
   If you say pain = bad & pleasure = Good
   Equating a fact with a value (values can be wrong, bad, good, etc.) ?
   Remember there are bad pleasures, to some just because it FEELS good , it is good…
-Is/ought fallacy:
David Thume – 1st Century Scottish 
Is = fact, ought= value
Continued on…
-Aesthetic Values 
To say Beauty is this and Ugly is this.    Beauty is a value placed.
-Peter Singer 21st Century:
Animals recognize pain & pleasure. Animals are moral beings ? Peter spoke about animal rights, and doing well to others.
-Hedonism from Hedone = pleasure


-John Stuart Mill, 19th century English
Utilitarian
-Quality is at least an important if not more important factor than quantity. 
-Intellectual pleasures are more valuable than bodily pleasures.
-It is better to be an unsatisfied human than a satisfied pig. Inherent Dignity.
  Examples : Reading a book is better than having sex ?

Benevolent Observer :
Happiness, there is no higher happiness. Happiness is not an abstract concept. No higher happiness. No such thing as sinful pleasures. Money , fame, Sex, provided that this does not violate the Utilitarian Principle.
ENDS JUSTIFY THE MEANS :
Machiavelli – 14th century Italian. Wrote The Prince (Shows how to become and stay Powerful).
After he spoke about :
· Immanuel Kant – 18th Century German :
Justice is an essential part of morality. Right, wrong, MORAL RIGHTS.
Kantian Rights: not about consequences but do what is right.
Then spoke about Deontology:
Deontology = Deon = Greek prefix for Duty.
Morality can’t be based on feelings. It can’t be based on consequences.
You can never know what the full consequences of an action are going to be. 
And … Probabilities = INDUCTIVE, Certainties = DEDUCTIVE
Kant – Categorical Imperative
What is morality ? Reason / logic, Free will ?
Miller said : morality isn’t something we do, it’s what we are.
Human beings are by definition morality. We are morally obligated to be true to our moral nature.

Logic/Reason:
1. Act so as to treat all people as ends and never as Means
2. Act So to treat all personal maxims (personal rules ) as if they were universal laws.
Human rights, Human Equality , Justice = KANT

In class we did a LIFE BOAT example : 
11 people on a boat, 10 people can stay, what do we do ?
Consequentialist = murder 1.
Kant= We all have to die.
For Kant,  people can’t be the means to an end. KANT was very much against that.
Kant could say, 10 people who survive could be all horrible. We don’t know the consequences and that is important (towards KANT / Kantian’s making a decision).
