Judae isn’t an actual province but is a client kingdom (Agreed to go along with Roman policy)

C. Ilulius Caesar – the brains of the operation – the politician 
	- Had to borrow huge amounts of money to throw the games and to be elected consul 
	- ’59 Caesar elected consul
	- ’58 Caesar rigs the lottery so that he gets to be governor of Cisalpine Gaul so that he can conquer transalpine Gaul 
Triumvirate – the collaboration of Pompey, Crassus and Caesar (never referred to themselves as this – this is a modern term) 
Aedile 
Cisalpine 
’54 Crassus elected proconsul and rigs the lottery so that he can go over and conquer the Parthians (only civilization left that could possibly conquer Rome) – Alexander the Great complex
Crassus = bad general  - had his head cut off
Three Roman legions are defeated in Carrhae in ’53 and Crassus is killed
Caesar is able to conquer Transalpine Gaul very easily and decides to go off and conquer Britain (at the time it was like saying that he was going to conquer Atlantis – Britain is seen as the edge of civilization) 
This is all about his reputation back home – yearly summary of his activities go back to Rome 
Vercingetorix – Gallic chiefton who rallies the Gauls against Caesar 
Seige of Alesia (Caesar besieges the city and then the Gallic army comes and fence him in) 

Daily Life – Gladiators and Swords 

Gladius – short, chisled point 
Gladius Hispaniensis – “Spanish Sword” – Came across by the gladiators – short and much more effective than the longer counterpart
Mainz – “Mainz styled sword” – end of first century BC -> Beginnings of the empire - named after the German city where it was discovered – Leaf shape lay – nice but difficult to be mass produced
Pompeii – “Pompeii style sword”  the short “gladius hispaniensis” style named because the best examples of them were found in Pompeii

Katana – Long curved sword – not actually a “live blade”  
Iaido – second oldest martial art - Japanese martial art
Iaito – a practice sword that is used in the martial art of Iaido
Shinken  - a “live blade” 

Pugio – dagger, one piece made out of metal
Pilum – long spear – why is it built with wooden handle? – so that the spear would bend when you throw it, it hits someone or something and the weight will bend it so that the person cant just pull it out and throw it back
Galea – Helmet (don’t need to know)
Scutum – Shield – Roman shield is made out of plywood – thin sheets of wood alternated so that the grain goes in different directions and bent
