· Space
· Location
· Location ie facebook geographically targeted, also for its own purposes ie computer servers and where photos are saved
· Sever farms require a lot of electricity, therefore need access to secure electricity 
· Distance
· The distance between the users and the servers farm, where facebook can find places all around the world where there is good internet connectivity 
· Territory
· “A bounded space under the control of a group of people, usually a state” (Elden, 2009: xxv)
· Facebook example: Borders are no longer relevant in most matters but in some places territory does matter ie China because they diminish facebook due to its connectivity into uprisings against the government 
· Place
· A particular location, in all its uniqueness, place is where you start to consider all the uniqueness of that location
· It can come from the natural environment (what available resources come from that place ie gold mines)
· Human activity
· Combinations of physical/natural & human/social features created by:
· Endogenous processes (internal)
· Exogenous processes (external)
· Places bring the two kinds of process together
· These two kinds of process are ongoing
· Uniqueness of place is created out of layers of past outcomes 
· Scale 
· Global
· Macro-regional
· National
· Regional
· Urban
· Local
Economic Development
· Is a highly uneven geographical process
· Takes places at all scales all over the world
· Follows pathways of “circular & cumulative causation”
· Slide 26 quotation-fenwell 
· “Extent”
· ranking of more to less or less to more
· development is a series of ranks or stages different countries go through in regards to developing 
· Aimed only at “the developing world”, going beyond just countries and the nations state
· “Full productive use”
· Relative definition, a ranking to compare countries based on their ranks 
· W.W. Rostows 1951 model of economic development 
· Countries focused primary on agriculture were the least prosperous 
· Countries who were focused on their extraction of primary resources as well
· Heavy industries was correlated with high level of prosperity and development- need to be come industrialized in order to prosper
· Thought development was an outcome of modernizing countries 
· US economic historian 
· 5 stages of economic development
· traditional societies
· limited technology with a social structure that didn’t change
· external forces influencing technology 
· Preconditions for take-off
· Small scale production to a larger commercial sale of agriculture 
· Take-off
· Start to happen when countries would build infrastructure to help develop and allow larger commercial companies to operate
· Not devoting all money to agriculture, but investing in manufacturing, boost 10% of national income 
· Drive to maturity
· Much wider industrial and commercial base will be created, as this began to happen countries would be able to gain competitive advantages over other countries
· Higher level of prosperity as they would reach a higher rank, therefore other countries would turn to them for resources 
· High mass consumption 
· No longer countries would rely on agricultural and extradition economy 
· Post industrial societies
· More about mental and knowledge work rather than manual labour 
· Rostows Flawed Assumptions
· That technology and economic structure are closely tied to a given stage of modernization
· Ie Africa adopting the use of mass cellphones doesn’t mean they are developing and moving into a higher rank of life 
· That all countries are fundamentally alike
· All assumed to have all the basic elements to proceed through the steps
· A recipe assumes you always have the same ingredients but those ingredients aren’t all present in all countries
· Really important point: it would be wrong to conclude that these physical feature determine a countries ability to have a dynamic economic, it matters but it is not the fate of the development of a country!!!
· Therefore different countries read different stimuli 
· That all countries move through stage independently from each other
· Slave Trade- extractive colonialism 
· Historically given advantages to their country many years but eventually will give advantages to other countries 
· Development or under-development does not occur independently of other countries
· Irans economy crippled by international sanctions over its nuclear program
· Rise of China tied to the growth of its export economy
· Dependent on the rest of the world to buy materials and products from china	
· Interdependency is required rather than independence 
· Development as cooperation 
· That the focus should be on countries and how the ones at the lower stages can “catch up” with the ones that have developed already.
· Development is ever-going 
· Tentative definition used in GEOG 3404
· The process of reorganizing economic activity in a particular place
· The process: something that happens over time, where stages is frozen at a point in time
· Reorganizing: a deliberate effort that some actors are trying to achieve a successful reorganization of activities
· Economic activity: trying to think of development in the broadest possible term 
· Place: specific place ie neighborhood, region, country, anywhere in the world small or large 
· Geographical Unevenness
· Political 
· Gender Inequalities
· Natural Resources availability 
· Uneven can be withing between places but also within places themselves 
· Circular and Cumalitive causation
· Refers to the idea that any significant initial local advantage may cause a series of new locational advantages as a result of economic outcomes that are not directly related to the regions initial productive and organizational strategies ie steel making company, maybe its not the steel that’s attracting other business’s maybe it’s the proximity—labor forces as well—idea one good thing may be advantageous to create other major business’s 
· Domino effect plus snowball effect—one things lead to another but keeps growing
