Appeal- apply to a higher court for a reversal of the decision of a lower court.
Stare decisis- the legal principle of determining points in litigation according to precedent.
Mens rea- the intention or knowledge of wrongdoing that constitutes part of a crime, as opposed to the action or conduct of the accused.
Actus rea- meaning that the person must have committed an act that is defined as wrong by law.
Recklessness- the trait of giving little thought to danger
Hybrid offence- The power to choose under which class a hybrid offence will be tried rests with the crown counsel. Hybrid offences can either be summary offences (minor crimes) or indictable offences (major crimes).
Direct evidence- evidence directly related to the fact in dispute i.e. witness
Natural law- a body of unchanging moral principles regarded as a basis for all human conduct.
Circumstantial evidence- evidence providing only a basis for inference about the fact in dispute.
Willful blindness- individual seeks to avoid civil or criminal liability for a wrongful act by intentionally putting himself in a position where he will be unaware of facts.

What is law?

The system of rules that a particular country or community recognizes as regulating the actions of its members and may enforce by the imposition of penalties.
Difference between absolute and conditional discharge?

Absolute discharge is a sentence of a person guilty of a crime in which the accused is deemed to have not been convicted

A Conditional Discharge is a sentence in which you may be found guilty of an offence but no conviction is registered against you
Ultra vires?

beyond the legal power or authority of a person
Burden of proof in criminal and civil?

The burden of proof in criminal law is placed on the prosecution, who must demonstrate that the defendant is guilty before a jury may convict him or her.
In civil law the plaintiff is normally charged with the burden of proof, but the defendant can be required to establish certain defenses.
Direct evidence and circumstantial evidence?

Direct evidence- evidence directly related to the fact in dispute i.e. witness
Circumstantial evidence- evidence providing only a basis for inference about the fact in dispute.

What does herbus corpus mean?

is a (court order) that requires a person under arrest to be brought before a judge or into court.
Why is voting in elections an important right?
When we vote, we choose the representatives who will make the laws and policies that govern how we live together.

The legitimacy of a government lies in the fact that it is elected. Low voter turnouts may call into question this democratic legitimacy.
