Gladiator clip – Greek virtues – statue of Plato. Old guy gives Socratic (platonic) virtues:
1. Wisdom
2. Justice
3. Fortitude (Moral courage – stamina)
4. Temperance (Moderation)
Gladiator – young guy is corrupt version of Aristotle – adds ambition, devotion. Really Aristotle vs. Plato – old guy is Plato and young is corrupted Aristotle
Courage is sacrificing yourself for others

Virtues come about through practice
The coward dies a thousand deaths. When you do something cowardly you will relive it in your mind over and over again. You must be happy with who you are
Richard Dawkins – Reciprocal altruism is “you help me, I’ll help you. You help me, I’ll help you” Code of favours
Robert Axelrod 
1. Be selfish
2. Follow the code of favours or reciprocal altruism
3. Follow the golden rule (do unto others as you would have them do unto you)
Golden rule is not eye for an eye. That is seen as revenge… This golden world is an ideal world and its nice in a religious way, but its not good with business and life. Those people are whipped out selfish people. Selfish people cannot build relationships with one another.
Prisoners dilemma, game theory – golden balls 
Virtue ethics
1. It does not tell you what to do
2. It does not really escape the problem of actions
How can we know someone is virtuous except by observing their actions 
Know difference between psychological egoism and ethical
Selfishness is not self-interest
A selfish person would not feel happy about having helped someone. This is why the statement “you only help people because it makes you feel good” is wrong. You do what is good for yourself and for the group. This is not selfishness but is self-interest.
