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civ progressing west from eastern Mesopotamia between Tigris and Euprates rives. Mesopotamia-> Greece -> Rome.
Concept of civilization is a large enough community, living on a site with large and durable  and defendable buildings
Italy had cool wet winters and hot dry summers. Agriculturally very good for production. Alpines split Italy in two, but easy to pass 
Italy’s central position in the Mediterranean attracted attention early on from more developed civilizations Greece and Eastern powers
Potentially able to support largest population due to most productive topography and position geographically. 
Indo-European speakers (precursor to most European languages) first move into Italy from north in 2000 BC. Spoke version called italic
Iron age hits in 1000 BC, generally culture started to form
Referred to as Terremore (land and sea culture). Settled around bodies of water
Use bronze implicates. Traded in amber
With introduction of iron, Terremore developed into Villanovan settlements much larger, iron used
Villanovan speakers spread throughout Italy except north east and north west
Rome itself developed in area called Latium
Marshy land, a lot of timber available along Tiber river
Location of Rome key choice because it was defendable but surrounding hills followed by marshes and lowlands
Overlooked lowest ford in River Tiber
Roman Myth for Rome’s founding, like most M<Mediterranean civs of time- claimed heritage to hero of Troy
Aeneas leaves Troy and goes off to Italy and establishes city in Italy
Fur generations later his relatives Romulus and Remus and stretch out area of Rome
Disputed, Romulus stabbed Remus
Largest problem was gaining population, so advertised that anyone could join Rome. Ended up with large criminal and vagabond population
Next problem was a lack of women, so they raped Sabine women
Roman expansion due to illegal and violent behavior
Story, but rings true to dual nature of two forced brutality and legality/ moral behavior
Where as Greeks were exclusive with citizenship, Rome went to the extent of even forcing it on people
Provided Rome with man power unmatched by any prior empire
Rome traditionally ruled by kings
Eight in total:
Romulus
Tatius
Pompilius
Hostilius
Martius
Taraunius Prescus
Servius tullius
Toraunius superbus
While uncertain if these kings were historically true, Romans attributed developments to each of them
Last three were Etruscan kings
For a brief period Rome development was taken over by Etruscans
Kings elected by community not chosen by priests or gods
Was a warrior king and high priest/ judge
Secular kings (civil/ military heads)
Because secular development faster because didn’t wait for approval of gods
Roman state structure:
King
Senate (made of prominent families, nominated, elected)
Comitia curiata
Comitia centuniata
Roman citizen organization:
Family -> Gens (extended family) -> Curia -> Tribe
Comitia curiata voted by curia, one vote for the entire curia, (group of gens)
Comitia centuriate voted by class, votes awarded were determined by wealth
Reflects power stacked or biased towards elite
Unlike Greeks, Romans believed wealth begot power
Roman family organization:
Pater familias- > father of family, sole representative, had final say on everything, even permitted to kill disappointing offspring.
Very easy to become a Roman citizen, took people in from surrounding cities
Freed slaves in will quite often. Their children considered citizens
Brought in elite from other towns
Thus expanded classes uniformly, avoiding uprising 
Patricians were basically old blood families, provided senate in early days of Rome
Plebeians were outsiders that became Roman citizens later
Could have equal wealth or social status
Other peoples present in Italy at this time were:
The Greeks: controlled much of the southern coasts and Sicily. Often expelling or killing natives for control
Trade between natives and Greek settlements spread Greek artifacts through Italy
The Etruscans: weren’t indo-European (unknown actually) Urban culture and brought a civilization that was far more advanced from anything at that time in the Mediterranean.
Rich culture, religiously oriented, brought gladiator idea
Between advanced natures of Greece and Etruscan, Rome gained a great deal of its technology and ideas
Etruscans valued women much more, addicted to omens (sacrifices, reading entrails)
Greeks and Etruscans in Italy didn’t get along, Rom e in between the two
Eventually some Etruscans took over Rome and change the collection of huts to stone buildings and transformed into city
Romans downplayed Etruscan role in their history, but clear that they gave rime its name, drained the marshes, built buildings
Essentially projected Rome into the position of dominance it later held
342 BC Greek fleet crushes Etruscan fleet, began to withdraw
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Rome descends into poverty for a few generations viewed as revolution of last three kings, really recession of Etruscan power. 

Last Etruscan king kicked out of Rome
Not all Etruscans kicked, power fell to consuls
Years named by two executive consuls, Etruscan still present until 450 BC
Consuls power included command over military, conscription, life/death, supreme judge
Responsible for overseeing finances, assisted by quaestor
Consuls could veto each other, checks balance of power
Consuls only in office for one year, then could re-run
In emergency could nominate a dictator with assistant “master of the horse” six month limit for dictatorship
Senate, as it was derived from the wealthy/ socially prominent, moved to consolidate their power
Positioned itself as executive over assemblies where legislation was made
Could veto, often defended interests of aristocracy
Able to control major policy of the state
When Rome was small defense fell to the wealthy, those who could afford weapons/ defenses
As Rome grew a much larger burden fell on the ordinary Romans, caused ordinary Roman leaders to seek to take some power away from the aristocracy
Land plots were small and passed through inheritance. Too small for division. Caused shortage of land required by larger families
As Rome grew captured land turned over to public plots that could be rented
If you had a bad year on your plot you could take a loan against self
If two subsequent years was also ad, debt was called in. aka you fell into prison or slavery
Ordinary people “plebeians” began to become improvised due to minimal reimbursement for service of defense
Countered this by boycotting state, creating their own assembly concilium plebis
Leaders called tribunes
Voted on basis of tribes
Plebian’s swore as a group to kill by anyone who tried to hard a tribune
Setup to ward off power of consuls
In effect, given power to veto power of consuls
Plebian’s would if necessary pack up and leave Rome if senate screwed them
Eventually senate would have to succumb because Rome could not defend itself without them
Demanded protection with laws, senate forced to pass
Power grew as rights earned, plebs started to join elite and eventually elected consul
So much fighting going on at this time, two consuls considered not enough
New office, censor, added to register citizens and property, levying tax
Censor had right to kick citizens off senate of citizenship
Development of institutions in early period not just because of growth, economy but tension between plebs and patricians
Power consolidated by consuls spread across various roles
When Etruscans driven out Rome tried to maintain Etruscans former control of Italic state
Other Latin cities formed league that excluded Rome
Came to agreement that made Rome equal
League quite proficient at pushing back threats near boarders
Gauls started to pass into Italy, pushing back Etruscans
Etruscans asked for Roman help. Romans didn’t take it very seriously, only sent 1 army
Completely crushed. Galliic/ Gaul fighting style quite different
Romans fought like Greeks
Gauls taller, nastier, fought naked, Romans short heavily armored.
Gauls beserked, charged, screamed -> scare tactics
First few times demolished Roman army
Romans withdrew to city and sat through seven month siege
Latin’s then broke alliance with Rome
Rome rebuilds army in three lines:
Hastate- young recruits
Principes- experiences soldiers
Triari- veterans
Increased size of army and brought in Greek stone masons to build large stone wall around Rome
Rebuilt and began to push south, now controlled Latium, southern Etrurea, Campania
New occupied areas gained Latin citizenship. Inter marriage and business allowed. Moving to Rome granted full citizenship
Other category was allies. Allies were allied with Rome but not allowed to ally with each other
Expected to provide units for Roman army
Their citizens could not get Roman citizenship
Didn’t just offer citizenship up, thrust iit upon them, incorporated them
Elite joined Roman elite
Became major driver of Roman growth
In 210 BC all free peoples in Roman area granted Roman citizenship
Romans headed further South into Greek territory
Tartum angered by this attack. Roman fleet and soldiers requested help from Pyrrhus of Epirrius
Romans defeated a few times by war elephants and Greek tactics
Eventually Rome captured Arminium and this became Roman confederacy
Consisted of citizens, provinces, colonies, occupied territory
Latin colonies acted as lookouts for Gaul state
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Allies, cities tied to Rome by individual treaties

By 264 Rome controlled essentially the whole of Italy
Italy became more coherent, some language, culture, laws, customs
Roman roads began to be builds in 312Appian road first build Rome along West Coast
Roads began to spread linking major cities, important for trade
Roads were intensive, yet durable, built tunnels, bridges, leveled hills, straight and level
Primary for foot traffic, initially military purpose
Trade followed and further nurtured connections in Italy
First coin issued by Romans in 258
Romans control of Italy essentially due to alliance of Elites
In effect Rome always rules by oligarchy, elite always held most away, never really had democracy as Greeks understood it
Opening up of land and assets, Italy became well fed
Italy capable of supporting a much larger population
Resulted in population boom and large boost to man power
Carthage originally Tyre colony. Tyre destroyed 800 BC, Carthage became leader of other Tyre colonies
Very Greek style, more army, city state, coastal
Carthage population ½ million, maybe 2-3 million allies
Rome 2-3 million population
First Punic war was in Sicily, drawn in by Greeks
Ruler of Syracuse (Sicily) decided to take control of all cities on Sicily to push Carthage on South/West coast out
One city resisted and called for help from Carthage
Too close for comfort for Rome, prepare to push them back
Heavily losses on both sides. Naval war, not skilled.
Romans tried to end by invading Africa but destroyed
Romans began to pick off Carthage coastal points
Carthaginians exhausted, asked for peace
Romans used quatriem, weapon platform ship, Tririems could not handle quadriems
Captured Carthage ship modeled themed, trained on land
Added canvas to grapple ships and turn into a battle field
Carried marines there buy using land strength at sea
Were not good sailors, lost a lot to storms, but won a lot of battles
Formed much bigger armies up to 50,000
Came up with new military structure within Legion to keep in good condition
Unlike any army before it
Given essentially it’s own identity and power
Consequences of war Rome attempted to take control of lands outside of Italy
Treaty made Carthage leave Sicily, Romans occupied their former settlements and treated like possessions
Hannibal and Hasdrubal sons of Hamilcar
Saguntum allied with Romans, Hannibal went to attack which was against Rome
Saguntum crushed, taken over by Carthage
By the time Rome cared and asked for Hannibal to stop, said no, leading to war
Hannibal moved north to come from northern Italy incorporating Gaul’s into his Army as he moved
Rome suffered 3 major defeats during this transition
Cannae considered worst defeat in their history
Became war of Etruscans, blocked by Romans armies at Spain and Sicily, blocked reinforcements and Romans
Battled Hannibal in far South of Italy
Held together allies stayed loyal
Tables turned, Scipio threatened Africa, Hannibal recalled and escaped
Unable to defend, forced to accept harsh terms of 10000 telnets, had to surrender war elephants and navy
Only able to fight with Rome’s permission
Rome essentially stalemated Hannibal and was patient
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2 behavioral traits, greed and brutality of a commanders and greed in business became attributed to Rome’s empire
beginning of Roman empire catalogue of exploitation and greed to victor goes the spoils
Armies and generals in Spain, unorganized, scattered incompetent, often defeated by small guerilla forces
To east confronted people more advanced culturally and technically than themselves
More cautious approach, not sure what they were up against
After Alexander’s death his empire fell apart and his generals divided into Kingdoms and Empires
Greece left independence
Due to alliance with Greece often drawn into politics of the East
Macedonians started to push west to edge of Balkans while Rome distracted by Carthage
After Carthage defeat Macedon and Syria formed and alliance to carve up Greek peninsula and Asia Minor
Greeks and Pergamum appealed to Rome for help
Rome formally warned Macedon but rejected, Rome declared war
Rome attacks Macedon, by 197 defeated, fleet handed over, had to stay out of Greece
Appears Rome did not want Greece but continually drawn in for help
Macedon tried pushing Greece again, divided up, then annexed into province
Greece became nervous, Peloponnese revolted, Rome in response burned Corinth to the ground, enslaved population
Warning to Greeks, remained allied but under supervision
Romans showed tendency to confront things quickly, brutally, on many fronts
Next confrontation with Syria, largest power in the East, represented huge threat
Syria had ambition to reestablish Alexander’s empire and were allies of Hannibal
Syria occupied Thrace. Romans warned, Syria refused, Greeks asked for help, Romans pushed out
189 30000 Roman soldiers put at Hellespont vs 75 000 Syrians
Romans won. forced to pay large sum, surrender agitators (like Hannibal), fleet, war elephants
Syrian not allowed to be in Europe or Aegean any more, Syria reduced to Asian power
By this point Rome had acquired many provinces and expanded rapidly
Pontus met similar fate to Macedon as their actions were similar
Roman Provinces Added
Bithinia and Pontus
Cicilia
Syna
Crete
Cyprus
Everything to East was more heavily influenced by Greek culture
Roman Empire bilingual, Latin and Greek
Problems governing so much now especially with system primarily still based on city state methodology
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Part time military

With Roman expansion at such a rapid pace came governing issues
Used to cit state governing, much too large now for that
Didn’t have a professionally standing army
Still tension between plebs and patricians
How did they continue to expand with such turmoil? In the interest of the state AND people to expand west for resources and east for wealth
Creation of professional standing army necessary for this. Opened to ANY roman citizens, including propertyless ‘capiti censi’
Created sizes of armies capable of sustaining itself on the spot, supply trains not necessary
Could stay year in, year out, outlasting enemies
Military leaders gained popularity and political ground in these army camps
Creates series of individuals gaining more and more power
Marius (creator of armies) tried to consolidate power with military failed, had to go into hiding
Sulla next to try this
Army entrusted to Gnaeus Pompeius to put down unrest in Northern Italy, then refused to put down power
At some time senate refused to cooperate with Equites and populares
Piracy became an issue, blocking trade from East to West, more importantly, East to Rome
Usually Rome ignored piracy, were not good sailors, but forced to deal with this
M. Antonius given imperium infinitum to deal with this. Not limited to specific task or area
Antonius could operate anywhere he feels necessary to demolish pirates
Problem because imperium’ idea now is unprescribed
However, Antonius raids failed, power transferred to Pompeius
Pompeius is a little more limited, given 200 ships, as many men as needed, 15 legates (lieutenants) with imperium of praetors
Politicians worried Pompy would turn on Rome
Pompey defeated pirates for at least one generation
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Triumvirate formed between Pompey, Crassus, Julius Caesar.

Julius Caesar appointed (self-declared) dictator for life and prefect or morals (10 years at first)
Undisputed control of Roman State
Had right to add/remove senate members, citizens
Reformed calendar on Jan 1st 45 BC. Created modern calendar
Abolished all associations (collegia) except for trade guilds
Tried limiting amount of money one could spend on things, didn’t work, Caesar himself lived too extravagantly
Openly scornful of senate, ignored them, his power based on assemblies and tribunes
Made little attempt at political consensus
Suggested that Caesar wanted to be king, a harmful thinking in Rome (seen as Eastern thing)
Julius Caesar assassinated due to controversy 
Lead to another round of civil wars
Even with in righting Rome was expanding and operating military battles with increasing success
Military primary driver of Roman economy
Military success meant political success, wealth gained, popularity
Augustus succeeded where Caesar failed, conciliated all significant groups needed a stake in the state
Caesars master of offices M. Antonius, M. Lepidus and Octavian grasping for power
Conspirators needed to get out, left black hole of power vied for
Antonius second in command but Octavian was named heir
Battles ensued, senate felt they could control him, senate gave him army
Senate forced by Octavian to give consul title
Octavian goes about getting supporters
Using Caesar’s name, few senate members, provincial heads, plebs
Agrippa, Maecuos, two of these became ministers for him
Second triumvirate, senate members (300) of them declared outlaws. (2000) equites, land withdrawn and used to reward veterans
Rallied more support for Octavian
Triumvirate divided up empire to spheres of control, Octavian West, Antony east, Lepidus Africa
Lepidus was not happy, revolts and disposed of accordingly
Drift to war. Octavian building up west armies, building food/ water supply
Octavian began to stress westerness and Romanness, Antony of East
Antony made political error of hooking up with Cleopatra
Labeled as tyrant with ambitions of Persian ideal and Western conquering
Octavian moved to drive out Eastern influenced aspects in Rome
More Antony fell for Cleopatra, more propoganda for Octavian
Antony suggested return to Republic, Octavian refused
Octavian sneakily stole Antony’s will and read it in public. In which it was made clear his infatuation and leaving things wit Cleopatra
Convinced all of Italy to rally with himn
Named dux partium not dictator but ‘acting on consensus’
Able to more against Antony
Forces confront him at Actium
Augustus fleet blocks Antony, Antony flees to Egypt leaving Army
Augustus flows Antony, Cleo commits suicide, Caesar and cLeos son murders
Antony and Cleos clidren raised by Octavians sister
Egypt treasury taken to Rome, used to lavish and reward veterans
Celebrated victory of Cleo, Egypt, and East. Not Antony as he was one of their own
Augustus clever in that he was a revolutionary reformer but obtained his innovations with traditions this appearing conservative
Now Augustus has to recover Rome from basically 100 years of turmoil
Firstly disbands most army, was 60 legions to 28 legions
Gave these soldiers money and land ‘bought’ by Augustus
Colonies founded to house them
Most settled west
Senate bloomed to 1000, later down to 800, later futher
Confidence in Augustus lowered interst rates by two thirds
Augustus wasnow had a monopoly on military power thius political power
Augustus power consolidated slowly
First agreed to take Spain, Gaul, Syria as realms of his control for 10 years as pro-consul retained control of 20 of 28 legions
Already had title imperator (victory title) and unoficcally (princeps, first, leader)
This in when he takes the name Augustus for latin word of Authority “Aucraritas”
Abstract concept of success, glory, achievements
Continued to hold consul, his imperium still considered highest
Some plots against him, most not serious, one serious he came close to death but recovered
Given tribunes power for life and imperium considered greater than others
Now controlled legislation right to make peace/war, cal senate
 Forms basis of power for emperor
officially never called emperor but princeps
creates basis of new office, based on power from military control, senate proved itself increasingly incapable
based on traditional roles and responsibilities
one thing he didn’t doe was take title of ‘dictator’ or else there would have been resentment of the name because of Caesar and Sulla
he claimed rule of diarchy, rule of two, princeps and senate, this emplacing not dictator
senate reformed so that members had to be:
over 25
from a senate family
had military service
had to be quaestor first
order of power
Tribune militun/ pref of cavalry
-> quaestor- senate
-> tribune of plebs
-> aedila
-> praetor- legate of a legion or minor imperial legislator province
-> consul
for the first time there was a systematic career path
senatus consultum ultimum- power given to consuls to take all necessary steps to protect state
tranfer of military funding to state intead of general, transfer of allegiance of soldier to state
failed, stayed loyal to generals
all coinage minted by Augustus, moved outside of city
coinage also used to display opinions or propaganda
state head on one side, depiction of victory on reverse
as important as control of headlines today
equestrian nobility became of great importance, based on veterans, freemen
Augustus instituted regular salraries to office holders, corruption greatly reduced
Established fire brigade and police force
Post established
Concern about upper class dying out
Augustus instituted legislation to lure rich marring and having children, pref in office, inheritance rules
Attempted to revive Roman state religion
Augustus very much concern to preserved illusion of ‘dual rule’ with senate
Military reorganized from 28 to 25, received salaries and pension
Broken down to 6000 men= 10 coharts +120 calvary
225 denari+ gifts+ pensions 3000 den/ or land
terms were 20 years of service
majority of Italians but barbarians became more and more prominent
only Italians could be officers but citizenship could be granted to those deemed worthy
at this point army of 150 000 men, another 150 000 in auxilia
praetorian Guard- body guard unit for Emperor, 10 years service, greater gifts, over 700 a year, much more than legorares
army stationed on boarder provinces
transforming into defensive army
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
