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1. Romans regarded slavery as the law of nations. Unlike the Greeks, who believed people were born to be slaves, the Romans believed that slaves were created by nations
2. If a slave killed his master, all slaves in the household would be killed. This was exemplified throughout Nero’s reign when a slave killed his master. The senate ordered the death of all slaves in the household. Normal citizens tried to prevent the killing. Nero had to bring in the military to ensure the execution.
3. Slaves could be freed. In fact, Emperor Augustus had to put a cap on how many slaves could be freed since manumission (the process of freeing slaves) had become such a status symbol to free slaves. Once a slave was free they were able to marry and have children. The offspring of a freed slave was born a Roman citizen. When a slave was freed he took on the name of his ex-owner.
4. There were different ranks of slaves. Slaves in powerful households could see themselves as better than the poor. They could save money and when freed have a small fortune. In other situations it was possible for a slave to save enough to buy their own freedom with savings (peculium). This was different from the lives of agricultural slaves who had brutal and short lives. 
5. Unlike slaves in America where many slaves were different ethnicity than the slave oweners in Rome many slaves looked just like citizens.
6. The greatest use of slaves was seen in the Hellanistic period. Eventually the supply of slaves began to dry up (slaves through conquest or piracy were no longer flowing in). This led to home grown slaves uernae. Romans encouraged slave families. Criminal slaves also became regular
7. Eventually, people began becoming tied to their professions. Slavery became less valuable. It did not die out, however, modern men became more valuable
8. Female slaves could become concubines and when freed could become the wife of the slave master. This was one of the ways to escape slavery prior to age 30
9. Many slaves worked on Latifundia which were large farms that had taken over small estates 
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1. Paterfamilias father of the family, sole representative, had final say on everything, even permitted to kill disappointing offspring
2. A wife was loaned to her husband to make babies. She still remained the property of her father and remained part of her original family. She was not under the power of her husband and could divorce him without his consent.
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1. Marius came from an elite Roman family. 
2. There was a war in Africa (Numidia), Matellus was his sponsor.
3. Marius was consul in 107 BC then moved to replace Matellius in Africa, with his large troops he defeated Africa
4. Originally you could only be part of the Roman army if you were a land owner, Marius allowed anyone to volunteer, including non-landowners. 
5. This was the process of capiti censi, allowing men to be their own collateral
6. When Africa was defeated he moved to defeat Italy from Germans. 
7. He rearmed the troops with a throwing spear instead of a stabbing spear. He also changed the sword and replaced the iron slashing spear with a steel sword
8. Organized so the supply to troops was continuous. Armies were kept in good condition since the Roman legions could do pretty much anything: cook, medical, vet, money, authority
9. Created a professional army that fought for pay. Men were promised part of booty and land taken. They were highly efficient armies that were dependent on their general and not the state
10. Created a standing army. One that trained year round, even in times of peace
11. There were 6000 men in each of Marius legions. They each carried their own equipment which reduced the need for a baggage train and made them more mobile. 
12. Marius also instituted retirement benefits in the form of land grants for retired soldiers. Officers and commanders got monetary rewards greater than the common foot soldier. By settling retired legionares on conqured land it helped integrate the region into Roman province and Romanize its citizens
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13. Marius allowed citizens of the Italian allies to have Roman citizenship if they fought for Rome and completed a term in the Roman Army

council of plebeians- elected own leaders called tribunes who had assistants called aediles
consuls
gave name to year
supreme judge and in charge of finances, though they had help of a quaestor for finances
consuls could veto each others opinions
election held every year. New consul annually 
comitia centuriata
193 centuriae
main function was to elect consuls and praetors
centuriae of equites: those awarded with public horse had the highest rank
further separated into 5 centuriae classisbased on amount of land owned
bottom class, after the 5 where there were probably the most amount of people, were the proleterii, those who could only produce children (prole) they had the least amount of influence
the voting began at the top of the ranking and worked its way down until a majority was gained. The voting rarely ever got to the lower classes
the equites and first classis controlled 88 of the 193 votes
comitia tributa
whole population
voted by tribes
elected the curule aediles and quaestors
could approve laws
concilium plebis
only a counsel of the plebs 
voted by tribes
elected pleb aediles
could only make laws binding to the plebs until the law of Hortensian gave plebs the ability to decree laws
senate
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provided advice to the magistrate who generally took their advice. 

1. Aeneas- Hero of Troy, father of Romulus and Remus
2. Toraunius Superbus- one of the 8 kings of Rome, Etruscan king. father of sextus tarquinius who raped lucritia, daughter of a wealthy family. 
3. Hannibal
4. Hamilcar- father of Hannibal and Hasdiubal
5. Publius Scipio- Roman general who cleared Carthage from Spain and went to attack Africa. Defeated Hannibal at battle of Zama
6. Massinissa0- king of Numidia flipped from helping carhtage to heping rome
7. 
8. Pompey- took control of Spain, one of the most effective in making a fair empire
9. Pirrus of Epirus- Old successor or Great warlord of Alexander tried to fight of Romans. Though he won he had a pyric victory where there were so many losses he may as well have lost
10. Tiberius Graccus and Gaius Graccus: from elite family, worked with assembly and not senate. Wanted what was best for Roman State. Proposals backfired and led to their deaths
11. Tiberius Graccus: tried to reduce erosion of small farms by proposing a limit that any one person could own. Support from people but feared senate would veto. Went to concilium plebis with proposal when senate refused funds. Tiberius suggested using Pergamum treasury to find project
12. Gaius Graccus wanted a systematic series and proposed that grain be bought and sold at a price slightly below a good year (stabalize price of grain) and a constant supply of grain given to the people. Also suggested that allies should be allowed to be Roman citizens and expand privileges. 
13. Sulla- leitenant of Marius, defeated him and forced to flee Rome. Conservative. Instituted reforms. Created proscription (list of people to be killed) a more representative senate, created cursus honorum: stepping stones into office with age restrictions: questor at 30, praetor at 39 and consul at 42
14. Lentulus: during the Augustus empire, had a fortune of 400 mil sesteceres (billion dollars)
15. Hadrian: got rid of Mesopotamia and Armenia but get Dacia. Built a lot of walls
16. Adrian
17. Trajan: the greatest limits of Romes boarders was achieved during this reign 
18. Antontinines
19. Julio Claudians
20. Flavians
21. Severans
22. Augustus: Octavian. Instigated the pax romana, time of great peace that lasted hundreds of years
23. Marcus Arillius: ended the pax romana. Temple of janus doors were opened signifying dangerous times. There were a lot of barbarian invasians
24. Antonius
25. Mithridates: mass killing of merchants
26. Marc Antony: given the province of anywhere to defeat the prirates, failed
27. Pompey was a glorified general, he was given the province of the Mediterranian and defeated the pirates
28. Mithridates: king of Pontus, defeated by pompey after he defeated the pirates
29. Coligulla, aka Gaius Germanicus
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Downfall of Roman virtue since it opened up rome to change and the outside world

1. Grammaticus taught math, science, geography, some arts. Mainly focused on the classics like homor and memorizing poetry. There were about 2-3 students taught at a time
2. Letterator was the entry level of education. Mass classes were taught the basics of reading and writing. It was much more affordable than higher levels of education
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3. Rhetor was the highest level of education available. What you were taught depended on the knowledge of your teacher. Many were private tutors who focused on literary skills such as orator skills, laws, high grammar. Generally only the wealthy could afford this type of education

0. Roman courts set up to deal with extortion, they were staffed by the senate
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1. Courts set up to deal with treason  perduellio  earliest roman concept of treason

1. began to be built in 312 BC, spread over the next 100yrs. The roads were very durable and the Romans built tunnels, bridges, leveled hills 
2. the roads were mainly foot roads used to transport troops but were also used for transport of goods. Horses did not hook up to wagons well and wagons weren’t very good. Ox could pull heavly loads but were slow
3. many of the roads are still used today
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4. the Via Appia was the first road build by rome. It connected Rome and Brundisium, a city in Italy. It was built by Marcus Appius the blind

First coin was a 1lb brick of copper called an Aes
First coins issued by the Romans were the 2oz bronze Aes, 1/6oz silver denarius, 1/12 oz silver quinarins, and ½ oz bronze inarius (sesterius)
Antonianianus became defaced to the point it was just a tin bit of silver over copper. Named after guy who made it
value of currency was the value inside the coin until the late 2nd century when there was financial stringency in the gov’t which devalued the coins
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
