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History of the Roman Republic 
· End of republic with deaths of Cicero, Brutus, Cassius
· MA is staying in the East also maintains responsibility in Gaul, while Octavian has to go back to Italy controls strategic routes to get into Italy (northern part and Gaul).
· Octavian takes back all the veterans in Italy, has to give them money and give them a nice piece of land. Not enough land for the soldiers (even with the lands gained from the proscription of 43) confiscate the cities on the side of Brutus and Cassius. Basic allotment for each soldier 35 iugera 1 iugerum= 0.25 hectars/ 0.625 acres
*Annona the shipment of grain in Rome 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Rome starts to riot, people don’t have food, the counsel of 41 led by Lucius Antonius, organizes a discontent against Octavian (who didn’t win many battles and only has the task of giving out land)
· Sextus Pompeii sails his fleet around Italy and is blocking off the route for grain to come into Italy
· Lucius Antonius is MA’s brother, them plus Fulvia Antonius (MA’s wife) coalition vs. Octavian. FA could raise an army (see the beginning of powerful and vengeful women)
· By the fall of 41 Octavian managed to track Lucius and FA, trapped them in Perusia and lays siege. Lucius pardoned, FA sent to the East and both died later that year. MA played an inactive role in this whole situation. If he was a factor in the war they would have beaten Octavian but he ignored it. 
· Octavian and MA do not chase each other or declare war on each other, although both are trying to be top dogs. Octavian is not a general; he felt that he still has use for MA because he is a general. 
· The summer of 40 b.c, Octavian decided to take over Gaul, the governor of Gaul who’s loyal to MA dies that year, therefore Octavian takes over Gaul. MA goes to Italy and meets Octavian, he goes in September and meets at the port of Brindisium. They have an agreement and sign over an agreement with the marriage of MA to Octavia (Octavian’s older sister). Octavian takes responsibility of the West (Gaul, Italy and Spain), MA (takes the east), Lepidus still is responsible for Africa.
· Octavian now has to stop the threat persistence from Sextus Pompeii either a war or a settlement Octavian agrees to marry Scribonia (the sister of the father-in-law of Sextus Pompeii) and he is no longer a problem to Octavian marriage only lasted a year but it gave Octavian his only natural daughter (Julia). Sextus still has control over Corsica, Sardinia and Sicily and will have control over the Peloponnesus in Greece for 5 years. 
· In 39 bc, Octavian divorces Scribonia the day she gives birth to Julia. MA is delaying giving over the area of the Peloponnesus to Pompeii. Pompeii wages war over Octavian’s fleet in 38 bc, he wins both clashes (1st at Cumae and 2nd at the Straights of Messina), interesting enough Pompeii does not pursuit. Octavian and MA later meet at Tarentum, Octavian tells MA he needs his ships (wants 120 ships) and promises to send 20,000 men to the East and fight with MA  ships are already there, Octavian does not honor his part of the agreement. 
· In 37, one of the counsel one of the counsels is his good friend Marcus Agrippa and ask him to take charge of the fleet, even Lepidus agrees to bring help form Africa. In 36, 300 ships on each side (Sextus, and the trio) and they face up at Naulochus in Sicily. Thanks to Agrippa, Sextus only able to escape with 17 ships out of the 300. 
· Sextus flees to Africa and gets killed. Lepidus demands that Sextus Pompeii’s land force surrender to him and become his soldiers but Octavian objects. He enters Lepidus’ camp but invites all Pompeii’s troops and Lepidus’ troops to recognize him as their commander. He terminates him from the Triumvirate, takes over his post and land now and exiles Lepidus. 
· Octavian is now general in the West, East and Africa and has restored the Annona, as well as prosperity and stability to the Roman people. 
Marc Anthony   
· Battle of Phillipi in 42 bc after this battle October 42, a lot of things occupying MA. Does not have responsibility of the soldiers he looks like the hero.  Decides to remain in the East (vast territory), will raise money to settle the troops and compensate the veterans.
· Went to see rulers (only friends of Rome not part of it) for money and/or soldiers MA replaces them with rulers who are loyal and benefit his needs. MA wants to take offensive and go start war in Parthia (good for image to go to war vs. people like that [bring back slaves, money, booty]) *Parthian’s sophisticated and they give them a run for their money, good warriors. 
· MA has to establish good relations with the ruler of the richest independent state of the Mediterranean Cleopatra [Greek meaning: glory of her father]. Meets with her in 41 bc in Tarsus . Their relationship grows personal quick, a year later she births twins that are MA’s and he spends the winter in Alexandria, helps her strengthen her rule. 
· Spring of 40, decides to go to war with vs. Parthians’ (Cleopatra supplying soldiers and money), and invades Syria and Asia Minor. Starts to see trouble with Sextus Pompeii figures Octavian needs him so he goes back, he leaves Publius Ventidius in charge while he’s in Parthia and defeats them. Parthian’s invaded Syria and Asia Minor that’s why he wants to invade Parthia
· Returns in 39 with new wife Octavia, in 37 he goes back to Italy. In the fall of that year he leaves for the East by then, left wife at home because she’s pregnant   
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*Etesians winds that would prevent them or stall them on their journey
· MA has just left Octavia goes to Syria and meets up with Cleopatra; alleged the paternity of Cleopatra’s twins she gave birth to. She has another son with him in 36 BC. Scholars debate on legitimacy of relationship and etc. because MA is Roman and she is Egyptian, not valid in Rome. Even if he divorces Octavia, he still can’t marry Cleopatra. 
· MA later goes with 16 legions, with the King of Armenia to fight against the Parthian’s. King of Armenia backed out last minute. Upon his return he comes back with 1/3 of his original army.
· Tables are turning now, MA is not looking good now, and Octavian’s image sky rockets in the public view. 2 rulers at this point, Octavian in the West and MA in the East. 
· Octavian increases his propaganda towards MA & Cleopatra. He always places his image besides Caesar, since Caesar was made a god; Octavian is one step closer to divinity. He uses the qualities associated with his image to take down MA & Cleopatra. 
· MA very slow to react to Octavian, he does not take Octavian seriously. He goes back to Armenia to have revenge on the king for ditching him. Goes back to invade Parthia and invades in in 34-35 BC. Meanwhile image being tarnished in Rome. 
· Octavian makes Octavia (MA’s wife) to go see him and catch him with Cleopatra, MA tells her to go no further than Athens. MA spends the winter in Alexandria with Cleopatra . 
· Octavian is pushing all these negative things towards MA to take him down.
· Octavia and MA do not exercise their option for divorce; Octavian telling them not to divorce yet, Octavian holds power of MA via the marriage. MA does not want to relinquish power that comes with this marriage. 
· In 34 BC, MA celebrates his conquest of Parthia by staging a triumph a big parade for a victorious general. MA stages this in Egypt and also gives donations to Alexandria this is very scandalous amongst the empire (Eastern lands and Roman provinces) gave it to Cleopatra, his 3 kids he has with her and Caesarian.
· Octavian took this and ran with it to further his propaganda to spoil MA’s image. By 33 BC MA decides to buckle up and prepare for a clash vs. Octavian. MA & Octavia finally are getting divorced. Octavian ceases MA’s will (wills are kept with Vestal Virgins [college of priests]). 
*Vestal Virgins keep the fire of Rome burning, bad luck of it goes out, and they also keep wills. They were the only women allowed to go to litter’s in Rome and are allowed the best seats at the coliseum
· Octavian opens MA’s will and releases it to the public. Reveals MA wanted to get buried in Alexandria. Had a lot of goods for his 3 kids with Cleopatra. He starts to prepare for war vs. MA. He makes all the citizens of Rome pledge allegiance to him to make sure they’re loyalty is strong among them. Octavian declares war on Cleopatra so he does not look like the one to start a civil war. By fighting Cleopatra, MA will have her side therefore making him an enemy. 
· Both sides had land and fleet and encountered each other in 31 BC in Actium (Western Greece). Throughout the summer, each side tried to blockade each other and MA was more on the defensive (because Octavian took Marcus Agrippa). By September, MA orders a breakthrough against Octavian’s naval fleet and they do so, just sailed away. 
· Cleopatra goes to Alexandria, MA goes to Libya and leave their fleet and land force behind. The fleet surrenders to Octavian. 
· In 30 BC, Octavian has a full scale land assault on Alexandria, goes sin by both sides East and West. They city fell with no resistance; MA killed himself while Cleopatra was captured and spared. 9 days later apparently got bitten by a snake and died. Caesarian is executed at 17; Egypt is now a Roman province and Rome accumulates all the wealth that comes with this new province.
· At the age of 33, Octavian has control and power over the whole Roman Empire from East to West. He took power over Rome after 14 years of civil war, numerous casualties and etc. Octavian maintains power for another 44 years. 
· After the peace of 31-30 BC, Octavian’s position is unclear he does not know where he stands. He still has triumvir’s powers make laws, elect magistracies and make judgment without appeal (he will become consul annually). Nobody could contest him because of their sworn oath of loyalty (still does not have a fixed title at this point). 
· He does not want anything like Caesar (dictator), he does not want a military regime, and he is going more towards a republic. He thinks he could work through a traditional republican form of government. He wants to please upper class by giving senate more control (most upper class are part of senate), yet he wants to remain having control. 
· In 28, he is co-counsel with Agrippa  declares that they are all equal (Octavian, Agrippa and counsel are all equals). In 27, he freaks everyone out by giving the senate all his authorities. Total panic in Rome amongst senate and people this was a bluff by Octavian, he takes back responsibility of the provinces of: Spain, Gaul, Cilicia, Cyprus, Syria and Egypt (for 10 years). All rich provinces, would be able to retaliate vs. Rome, he wanted to keep as much power over them as possible. 
· Senate signed a waiver to Octavian that he could appoint anyone he wants to run his territories Legate: a provincial government appointed by the governor, subordinates of the governor, high ranking assistant to provincial governor.
· The expectations were that he would re-elect counsel every 10 years, other provinces given to ex praetors etc. 
· The senate gives Octavian the name Augustus with “Sextilis”. He will be renamed as Augustus and the image of Octavian is forgotten, Augustus is his new name and image. Would be known for restoring the Republic.
· The 1st settlement: he gets his provinces and remains counsel for 10 years. He granted his authority to appoint the legates and serve for as much time as he wants.
